and Austin Curtin. At least 10.000 people
congregated on tho camp grounds in the evening
to listen to the Frankford Cornel Band, nnd all
wore well pleased with the clcgaut musical selec-
tions rendered.

Onthe mnp he gave a vory interesting and entertain-ing account of the marches of tlio various Divisions
oil tlie few days preceding the battle, especially

Stewnrt presided, and his genial introductions nnd
witty sayings added to tho success of tho Camp-fir- e.

First In Petersburg.
Editoii National Tjumjne: I think that

lean throw somo light on tho subject of tho
first troops to enter Petersburg. On tho morn-
ing of April 2 our corps (tho .Sixth) broko
through tho rebel works on our left near Fort
Fisher, and tho corps massed, if I remember, on
the rebels' right That afternoon there was a
detailed picket made of a squad under the com-
mand of LieuL-Col- . J. A. Fay, lOtli N. J. Tho
next morning tvo saw what wo thought was a
flag of truce, and tho Colonol ordered an ad-
vance. Wo wore met by tho Mayor of tho city,
and ho said: "I havo come to deliver in your
hands tho keys of tho city of Petersburg." Tho
Colonel then ordered Capt. Ezra Stewart, of Co.
I, 40th N. J., and myself, tho only officers from
his regiment with tho reserve picket, to go into
the city. Uoforo wo got in ho ordered Capt.
Stewart, with part of tho command, to guard
tho junction of two roads, and directed mo to
take tho rest of tho men and go into tho city
aud stay until further orders. I halted my
mon on an open lot beside a largo tobacco fac-
tory. The tobacco was consigned to tho French
Govornraent, but tho boys got there all tho
same. This was just at daylight, and wo wcro
there a long timo before 1 saw any other troops.
The first ones 1 did sco looked as if they had.
been run through a clny-pi- t, but I did not
know to what command they belonged. Now,
if tho Michigan regiment had its colors on tho
courthouse first, how is it that tho colored
troops did the provost duty in the city, as 1
have always understood? I claim it was tho
40th N. J. that had the honor of being in tho

DEAn Tjubune: Tho National President
frequently receives letters asking to whom a
Corps can extend relief, and if it can assist any
but tho families of tho comrades of tho Post
whoso namo tho Corps bears. While a subor-
dinate Corps caunot bo chartered unless the
application for charter is signed as approved
by a Post Commander, and tho Corja thus
chartered bears tho namo of tho Post whoso
Commander signed tho application, yet tho
charities of that Corps aro not necessarily con-
fined to that Post.

In many instances and
flourishing Posts havo a largo relief fund, and
tho services of tho Corps aro not called upon
e'xeept in visiting tho sick or to provido somo
little luxury, or possibly clothing, or to aid tho
Post iu social entertainments, and yet tho Corps
may at tho same timo bo aiding tho families of
veterans or of soldiers who aro numbered among
tho 300,000 who did not return to homo nnd
loved oues at tho close or tho war. Such cases
novcr appeal in vain to a Corps, and thousands
of dollars aro exponded ovcry year and Inrgo
quantities of clothing distributed among wid-
ows nud orphans. All tho proof required by a
Corps from applicants for assistauco is that
they nro veterans of tho civil war or thoir de-
pendents, nnd substantial aid is immediately
aud cheerfully given.

Only two days ago a disabled veteran pre-
sented himself at National llcadquartora, and,
was anxious to get back to Leavenworth, Kan.
Ifo was without mouoy or friends in Sau Fran-
cisco, and desired money to tako him to his
friends. Tho Relief Corps canto promptly to
his assistance, furnished tho money for railroad
faro and packed a lunch-basko- t, aud sent tho
old soldier away happy.

As tho Woman's Relief Corps was organized
for purposes of charity, Corps should keep their
treasury well supplied, for each year tho do-nia-

for such assistauco as thoy aro ablo to
givo will incrcaso. Many a widow who has
struggled and worked for years to provido for
herself and family finds howelf uuablo longer
to work, health and sight failing, and to the
Relief Corps sho naturally turns for comfort
and support It is very gratifying to know
that whilo theso demands are increasing tho
means for meeting them aro also increasing,
and everywhere now Corp3 nro being organized
and old ones gaining members.

Tlio now Department or Maryland, tho last
ono organized, is making excellent progress,
tho membership of tho Corps in Baltimoro in-
creasing; tho Iadic3 aro working nobly, and
assisting tho Posts at their Campfires and enter-
tainments. The Department will probably
number 10 Corps at tho close of the quartor.

Sarah Plummer, Department President of
Michigan, is very enthusiastic over tho incrcaso
of membership and interest in her Stato.

Mrs. jrarion lu Powell, Chairman of tho
Committco for tho fifth National Convention,
has secured a very beautiful aud convenient
hall for tho Convention, and also ono for tho
reception which will be given by tho W.R.C.
to tho O.A.R. Tho committco aro working
earnestly aud faithfully, determined to do all
iu their power for tho comfort of all who may
attend tho Convention.

Tho National Chaplain, Mary Garard, writes
most cheerfully and encouragingly of our
progress of the work in Iowa, nud is looking
forward with much pleasure to a Reunion at
St. Louis. She is anxiously awaitiug thu re-
ports of the Department Chaplains, which sho
should receive b' tho 15th of tho present
mouth, and thero certainly can bo no possible
excuse for a delinquent report.

Tho whole trouble In Indiana has arisen from n
misunderstanding of tho relations existing between
the Grand Army of tho Hcpubliennd the Woman's
Belief Corps, In this strictest scne is tho Wonian'H
Corps auxiliary to tho Grand Army of the Repub-
lic.

Wc axe expected to work In accord with the un

derlying principles of the Order, which are ours
Fraternity, Charity and Loyalty.

But whilo this la true we nrc. in all that pertains
to tho internal of the Woman's
Relief Corps, n distinct organization. By which I
menu wo elect our own officers, nrrnngo for our
own times and places of meeting, ami aro nmen-nbl- u

to our own proper authorities, as the Grand
Army Posts are to theirs.

In the Grand Army of the Republic there is (I)
the National Encampment, t hich is the supreme
authority, the exponent of which, ad interim, is the
Commandcr-In-Chlc- f. (2) There is the Department,
with its Department Commander, receiving orders
from tho National Encampment nnd tho

(3) Thero Ls the Post, with its
Fast Commander, receiving orders from the De-
partment. Thus there is n grand chain from I'ost
to Department, nud from Department to National.

In the Woman's Relief Corps the same kind of
relationship exists, viz, from Corps to Department,
from Department to National.

Consequently a Corps President true to her obli-
gations must obey tho orders of tho regularly-constitute- d

Department President as the I) pnrtment
President must obey the National President.

The Woman's --Relief Corps tand Inthlslspenk
by authority as ono of iU founders) received tho
right to use the word "auxiliary" from thelndinn-npoli- s

National Encnmpmentof ISSI.nnd mnecord-nuc- o
with this resolution effected n National or-

ganization nt Denver in 13. In giving this great
privilege the National Encampment imposed no
conditions, made no rules, prescribed no form or
order of work. It simply laid its ollicial seal and
sanction upon the great woman movement In nid
ot tlie union veterans, their widows nnu orphans,
with the implied understanding thnt the patriotism
nnd fidelity of their wives, mothers, sisters nnd
daughters, nnd tho born loyal women of tho Union
would hold them truotothc principles under which
they were to organize.

With this also was the Implied understanding
thnt should these women, so banded together, fall
short of the trust imposed upon them, then tho
National Encampment could withdraw from them
the right to uso tho word "auxiliary." under which
such great things have been accomplished.

Tho Woman's Relief Corps deeply sensible of
the honor conferred upon them, thereupon act to
work to devise rules and regulations not only for
the furtherance of their organization-"- , but for tlie
protection nud honor of tho Grand Army of the
Itcpublic. And now please bear In mind that we
Women made our own rules. Tho use of the word
"nuxiliary " was our passport into every State and
Territory to every Post desiring to organize. But
wo proceeded to impose upon ourselves tho follow-
ing conditions:

First. That no subordinate Corps could orgnnlzo
Bavo as auxilihry to a Post and by voto of a Post,
duly attested by tho signature of tho l'ost Com-
mander. This is tho local test of tho need for
woman's work in the G.A.R.

Second. That as soon ns live subordinate Corps
had been orgnnized in any Department of tho
Grand Army of the Itcpublic, said Corps could
organize themselves into a Department, elect o U-

lcers, hold Conventions, and diodiarge all the duties
as prescribed in Utiles and Regulations. Bear iu
mind that nil subordinate Corps might havo been
governed directly from Nntional Headquarters.
Thu organization of Departments was for tho bet-
ter conduct of Relief Corps work iu the several
States, nnd to nid the Department of the Grand
Army in any general work, such as for Soldiers'
Homes, sol-licr- orphans nnd so on.

In several of our Departments, as in Massachus-
etts, Ohio, Kansas, Illinois, Iowa, Nebraska nnd
California, tho Departments of tho Grand Army
li'ivo given n formal recognition to tho Depart-
ments of the Woman's Roiitf (Turps and invited
their aid aud in measures of Statu
relief. In nil such departments tho Woman's Be-
lief Corps is in the most nourishing condition, doing
proudly nnd joyfully tho work assigned them to bo
done. In somo other Departments tho Grand
Army, In its Department capacity, have given no
formal recognition to the Woman's Relief Corps,
or has failed to invito their'co-opcratio- n as Depart-mrut- s.

In such States the progress of tho Woman's
Relief Corps has been less marked by progress and
efficiency. But iu no case has tho Department
G.A.H. official authority over the Woman's Re-
lief Corps.

Third. The Woman's Relief Corps has sought to
protect tho Grand Army of the Kepubho by

to intrude upon tlicm in their annual En-
campments should they bo held nt places where
accommodatiousnroinsulficicutforboth. By turn-
ing to See. I, Art. 3, Chap. I, "Rules and Regula-
tions." you will read: "Stated meetings of tlie Na-
tional Convention shall bo held annually at tho
same timo nud in tho same town or city where the
Nntional Encampment of tho Grand Army of tho
Republic is held, unless by request of the Grand
Army they bo held at somo other place. You will
observe that nothing is said about tho holding of
Department Conventions. But as the compiler of
revised Rules mid Regulations I will say, the rea-
son a similar phraseology wus not Used in connec-
tion with Department Conventions was for the
reason that tlie New England States at that time
wore holding Fall conventions nud did not want
the rule imperative. 1'or myself I consider this n
mistake, nud believe the Rules and Regulations
should be so amended ut tho coming Encampment
ns to fix tho annual Conventions of the W.1LC,
National nnd Department, at tho same time as tho
G.A.H. National and Department. This with tho

that if the placo of meeting is insutllcicnt
n accommodations, the W.R.C. Convention shall

be called for somo contiguous point, so that greet-
ings can ba exchanged mid recommendations from
the G.A.R. lo tho W.IC, or vicovcrsn.be received
and acted upon. In this way alone can we attain
to that high degree of usefulness which will make
us in truth, as hi name, nuxiliary to the Grand
Army of the Republic.

Now for tho Indiana complication. The Indian-
apolis Department Convention of 1SSG conferred,
iu my opinion, too much power upon its Depart-
ment President in voting to her alone the power
to call the Convention of 1&57, nt such time and
place as she in her judgment deenvid best. But
having given her this powcr.it was tho duty of thu
Corps of the Department to stand by their own ac-
tion, us expressed iu Department Convention. If
thondniinLstration had not, in their opinion, proved
In nil respects satisfactory, their redresi was in De-
partment Convention duly called by Detriment
President. Wo must first learn to obey orders our-
selves before wc arc in position to dictate author-
ity to thuso who govern In our stead. The error
uindu by the Department Encampment, G.A.R,,
was in believing that upon them devolved the right
ntid dnty of rectifying supposed wrongs in the
Woman's Relief Corps.

Thoir duty in tho matter wns to advise the disap-
pointed members of tho Woman's Relief Corps to
bide the call of their President. Their redress, if
they felt that tho Department Woman's Relief
Corfis had fallen short of its requirements, was in
tho pii-ag- of resolutions addressed to tho Na-
tional President, railing upon her to order such
inspection, or indicntu such measures us should
placo the Department of Indiana Woman's Relief
Coris on as firm a fooling as the Department of
other Slates are now resting.

To the question so often asked. What redress has
tho Grand Army Post, Department or National, if
tho Woman's Belief Corps fails to perform its work
cither hi n local, State or National capacity?

First, It has uiwnys an advisory power, for it was
not possible for the Woman's Relief Corps to do its
full work without a closcco-ojierationwit- li tho I'ost,
Department or National G.A.R. To this end Con-
ference Committees have boon provided in addi-
tion to the ollicial channels of communication, viz,
I'ost Commander nnd Corps President, Depart-
ment Commander nnd Department Prosideiit,
Commander-in-Chie- f nnd National President.

Revied Rules and Regulations clearly express
the power of a I'ost ocr a W.H.C., viz. "A I'ost by
n majority vote of its entire membership, nfter ono
mouth's notification to all members of the same,
may revoke the charter of a Corps which has failed
to fulfill its obligations in conducting tho char-
itable and patriotic work to which it is pledged."
Bear iu mind the fact that it is not tho Post that
takes the charter, it is the Department President,
for the renaon that the women to whom the charter
was granted havo not proven themselves to boa
true helper of tho Post, on tho testimony of the
comrades constituting tho l'ost.

But while a Post may demand the revocation of
a Corps charter, ii Department of tho O.A.R. may
not demand n revocation of a charter of n Depart-
ment W.R.C. Neither can a Department G.A.R,
disband u Department of tho Woman's Relief
Corps by resolution or otherwise. The propriety
of tills will boat once apparent, when it is remem-
bered thnt tho Woman's Relief Corps by special

of the National Encampment has been
given the jower of organizing in states nnd Terri-
tories, without any condition that thu action shall
be reiulirmed by tho Department.

Tho redress of a Department G.A.R. which may
of the work of the Woman's Relief

Corps is to nud through tho National Encamp-
ment; viz., they may introduce iv resolution to tlio
clleet that tho Woman's Relief Corps has failed to
fulfill tho expectations of tho G.A.H. in that par-
ticular Department, and that in their opinion tho
charter right of tho Oman's Relief Corps to work
naan "auxiliary" of the G.A.H. should bo revoked
by tho National Encampment.

When wo organized at Denver wo women
pledged ourselves to work a tho truo auxiliary of
tho G.A.R., mid when weshnll havo foresworn our
vows nnd turned our Imcks upon our beloved vet-
erans and tho cause so dear to us all. wo not only
expect, but pray, that our charter right shall bo
withdrawn. Wo must nil work with tho one great
object in view, thnt of honoring thu men who havo
prc.-erve- d our homes uud firesides inviolate, who
havo exalted Christian womanhood and who havo
conferred a power upon us greater than has ever
been given to woman since thu risen Lord said to
Mary on that Resurrection morning, " Go tell them
thnt I havo arisen."

You nsk mo what shall you do as President of
Sion S Bass Corps? My nnswer is, tako this letter
to your Po-- d Commander, ask him to call together
tho comrades of Sion S. Bjlss Post, ami read them
what 1 havo written, aud 1 believe they will sustain
you In your effort to "obey nil orders from proper
nuthorlty," mid will nk you to hold your charter,
suttiilii your Department President, nnd go on
with your work, trusting to National Convention
Woman's Belief Corps anil the National Encamp-
ment Grand Army of tho Republic to place the
matter in its true light.

I cannot closo without expressing my disap-
proval of the resolutions introducad
into tho South Bend Convention in reflecting upon
tho motives of the distinguished com nid to of ludi-nn- a,

who wcro instrumental iu tho holding of tho
Indian lpolis Convention. Differences may mid
will arise, but In nil that we do, let us preserve otir
vows to honor ourselves nnil maintain tho dignity
of tlio Grand Army. Two wrongs never make a
right. x

I have read all sides of tho controversy. Somo of
tho members of tho Indianapolis Grand Army
Committee havo in the past been among my most
valued advisors. I know them lo bo men of Hon-

esty of purjMso and integrity of character. Their
ouly error has Ixicii iu acting without due informa-
tion and without a full kuowlt-dg- u of tho reciprocal
relations of tho Grand Army of tho Republic and
tho Woman's Relief Corps. I believe that when
tlio matter has been made plain to them they will
bo the firsl to accept tho situation as outlined in
this letter.

In conclusion, let me urge upon you, my sister,
and through you the honored comrades of Siou S.

Bass Post, to remain trne to the Department of
Indiana. Woman's Relief Corps, the only channel
connecting you with the great Nutlonal work ofwhich wo are all so justly proud.

To repudiate your own Dcpartmentnntl acknowl-
edge allegiance to a. faction is to violato your most
sacred obligations and join au element of discord
ami disintegration.

If thero are members of yonr Corp who adviso
scrsirtion from the National Order, they lay them-
selves liable to discipline according to Sections 2
nnd 3, Article L Clinptor 5, of Rules nud Regula-
tions. "The new Department," as you term it, has
no status In tho National Order. If the Corps of
the same are loyal they will obey tho orders of tho
Department and Nntional President and return to
their true fold in aecordaneo with tho opportunity
afforded them by tho National President.

THE MOBILE CAMPAIGN.
Juitlco to Gen. Steele's Colored Troopi.

Editor National TRrnrNE: My attontiom
was called to tho communication of C. V.Smith,
CO C 27tll Town., in n rnnnnt locna rt? vmw
paper; ospocially to thnt port of tho communi-
cation in referenco to tho chargo on and cap-tur- o

of Fort Blakoly. He says that tho Sec-
ond Division of tho Sixteenth Corps did tho
work; that at tho timo the charge was ordarod
the Second Division of tho Sixteenth Corpm
was nearer the fort and had been nearer dating
the siege of Blnkely than Gen. Steele's Divfewonv
and that eoneequenHy tho order was firs gtani
to Gen. Steele's Division to charge; that fao
Second Division was in a position where 6ey
could hear and seo all, and that as soon as that
order was given tho Confederates rataodi thai
yell, ami many of them got up on top off the
lino of fortifications and eommanootf such a
terrific fire that Steele's Division Altered andl
halted in confusion, when the command was
given to tho Second Division of tho Sixtoentlxi
Corps, and thoy wont into the fort with Gon.
A.J.Smith in thoir rear urging chem on asi
none other conld, thoy driving tho rebels intoi
tho river and shootiug many of them after,
thoy wero in the water.

Now, there aro somo of tho 11th Mo. living,
in this neighborhood, and at that timo the llt&
was connected with tho Second Division of tho
Sixteenth Corps. Theso old veterans wcro
thero. There aro also somo hero who woro
members of the 77th III., which was ono of tho
regimenta composing tho First Brigado, Third1
Division, Thirteeuth Corps, also present at that
chargo. Whon tho Mobilo campaign of 1865
was inaugurated tho Thirteenth Corps atleast tho Third Division, commanded by Gen.
Benton started from Fort Morgan up thai
Peninsula, on "St. Patrick's day in tho morn-
ing," tho 17th of March. Wo understood that
Col. Bortram'3 Brigade was in our advance. Ido not know what division or corps it belonged!
to. About the same timo Gen. A. J. Smith,,
with tho Sixteenth Corp3, embarked on trans-
ports at Fort Gaines and Gen. Steele loft Pon-sacol- a,

all arriving at tho samo objective point
Mobile, Ala.
Wo first came up with Smith's Corps at Ffehi

River, and then they woro on our right. On
the 27th of April wo cloged our lines around!
Spanish Fort, with Col. Bertram's Indepoudont.
Brigado on tho loft of our Thirtoonfih Corps,,
their left resting on Mobilo Bay. On our rightl
was Gen. A. J. Smith's Corps, with tho righfc
resting on what I bolievo is or was aalTcdi
Tensas River or Bayou. Iu this position our
lines remained durtng the siege of Spanish
Fort, which lasted somo 13 days.

About tho timo wo invested Spanish Fort,,
Gen. Stoele with his division bogau the siegoi
of Fort Blakely, 10 miles distant from Spanish)
Fort, aud on the opposite sido of Tensas River,,
with his loft rusting on tho river opnosito Gen.
Smith's right.

About noon on April 9, tho dny after tho
Confederates evacuated Spanish Fort, which
was some timo duringtheniitht of April 8, wo
wore ordered to move to Blakoly to support
Steele. My understanding always has been
that Gen. Smith's forces received the samer
order at the same time, and all marched up
there, arriving at sundown. About tho timo
wo got there tho chnrgo was ordered. It
was only of short duration but was terrible,
and thero was heavy firing of both small-arm- s
and artillery. It is also truo that tho Confeder-
ates were driven into tho rivor, and many woro
shot whilo in the water, but it was dono by
Gen. Steele's mon, aud to Gon. Steele aniLhisi
bravecommand belong tho honors. Gon.SteelVs!
force consisted mostly of colored troop3, and
the negroes at that time knew full woll tho in-
veterate hate of tho Southern soldiorslbr them,
and their cry was " Remember Fort Pillow."

Then the
106th Pa. comes noxt, having spent their goro
on only two bloody fields, Reniu'3 Station and1
Boydton Road, followed by the ISto'ih Pa.
which, no doubt, "fought nobly" at Peoblo'si
Farm and Hatcher's Run just two battles for.
each regiment; but as thoy canto in near tho
close of the war, their military records conld1
not bo expected to covor a very lurge fioldl,
Should any of tho comrades desire the ofiioial!

The Crossliur at FredericKsburpf.

Editor National Tuibunk: In reply to
Comrade W. H. Church, Co. O. 2d Wis., regard-
ing the crossing at Fredericksburg, April 29;,
1SU3, I wish to mako a few remarks, as I, too,,
was there. First, he says that ho has no recol-
lection of its being rainy; my diary says it
did rain. Secondly, ho tells us that ho lay a
iuilo back of tho river, and at 10 a. m. was,
ordered forward and wont sweeping down to
the river bank uudcr fire; that thoy found!
the pontoons scattered along tho river, but no.
bridge; whon, without orders, thoy "paddled!
across under a galling firo."

In tho afternoon of tho 2Sth wo took our
boat-trai- n down to tho river, and aftor dark
unloaded tho boats. Boforo daylight noxt
morning (29th), wo had all of our boats loaded'
with infantry, and at a given sisual pushed
oil, all together, under the firo of the onomy
from tho ritlo-pit- s on tho blurts beyond. I
know this to bo tho case, as I was, to my dis-
comfort, ono of tho bow oarsmon. And further-
more, I have a complete record of tho events
in a journal which I kept at tho timo. My diary
also says: "After wo had taken ono brigade
over wo wont to work laying tho bridge, and1
finished it in tho forenoon." During this time
tho enemy's rifle-pit- s Avoro occupied by our
troop3, and had been since early dawn. Thos.
