Tin? re i found in oaves varying in shse, though
gonoraliy long and flat, ofton narrowing down to
an HjKVture of a few iuolioa, and ohmhdk out into
aaYorua in tlie solid roek. Tte deKUi lie in a
plane, wImwo dip is iwrnllol to that of the lime-
stone alwve. Tlie mine is by adit levols
whioh follow the dip and direction of the deiKwrtls.

six feot; it has a smooth feol, is very plastic, free
from grit, and is otton stained bright yellow, cur-
rying from 20 to 200 ounces of silver, and from 5
lo KM) ounces of gold jierton. The quarlzite form-
ing thefootwall is softer than that forming the
hanging wall. It is impregnated with iron and
has a bluish tint, muoh rocuibling semi-dissolv-

sugar. Beneath this layor tix inches lo three
feot the cave deposits do not extend.

Some Practical Sussestions for Our

Agricultural Readers.

watee ror. animals.
All animals should be provided with pnrc

wator, and with none is it moro necessary than
with milch cows. Serious results havo boon
known to follow the use of impure or stagnant
water. It is not every farm that has a natural
and unfailing supply of water, although many
havo, a condition that should he observed in
tho purchase of a farm, as it is ono of tho most
valuable considerations that can bo named. A
never-failin- g spring of abundant supply cannot
be too highly prized; it costs nothing for re
pairs and is always in good-worki- order. Eut
such blessings are not shared by all, and hence
arises the necessity for providing eorae artifi-

cial means of supply. Wells with pump3 will
answer all demands upon farms with a small
number of animals, but upon farms where they
arc numbered by scores, pumping water from
a well by hand would bo both laborious aud
expensive. In such cases thero would prob-

ably bo no bettor mode of supply than by wind
power, which when adopted should bo so sit-

uated that tho power could be ntiliaed for other
purposes upon the farm. Of course this is an
expensive method of procuring water, but un-

der some conditions it becomes a necessity. In
a district with an undulating surface, reservoirs
can bo formed, whereby tho surplus of water
in Autumn aud Winter can be stored for Sum-ni- or

U6o, and may servo satisfactorily. Upon
some farms thero aro springs, which if utilized
properly, by conducting the wator into troughs,
would be amply suSiciont, but loft to them-
selves, aro iiisullicicut to do more than mako a
mass of mud whore the cattle tread continually
to slake their thirst. Quite a small spring run
into somo trough or tubs will furnish an
ubundant supply. Germantoten Telegraph,

LEVEL OB HILL CULTURE.

The question is often asked which shall It
be? Well J that depends. Tako potatoes for
instance ; if tho soil is inclined to bo dry and
there aro indications of a dry season, tho answer
would bo, prartico lcvol culturo, and not only
that, but plant to a good depth. But on tho
other hand, if tho soil is inclined to be moist
and indications point to a wet season, hill or
ridge culturo should be practiced, as then &

part of tho wator that falls upon the surface
would be conducted ofT by tho surface drains
formed by tho depression between tho rows.
We call to mind an iuslance when, the season
opening dry, potatoes were planted upon a dry
field, being dropped in a deep furrow upon
strewn horse aud hog manure, and covered by
turning tho heavy furrow back upon tho pota-
toes. As the season advanced tho complaint
nroso thnt tho potato crop would bo a failure,
which timo proved to bo but too true in most
cases, tho yield being very small in size and fevr
in number; but in one field referred to, which
was subjected to level culture, largo, liuopotatoea
wcro turned out at the rate of 300 bushels per
ncro. If good development of plants is desired
they must havo a sufficiency of moisture, and
according as it is needed; it is upon this prin-cipl- o

that Cole's system of atiua-cultur- o is
based. With com about tbo same rulo will
hold; if the season is very dry aud hill culturo
is practiced, the hills become so excessively
dry as to work injqry to the growing crops, al-

though the more extended roots may reach
wherothoro is somo moisture, because it will
nil be appropriated to satisfy the demaud of
tho parched roots, before reaching the stack.
YcgctabJo physiology ought to bo studied by
farmers, so that they can hotter understand
plnut growth. Exchange.

THE MANUFACTUBE OF UOTTEE.

In order to securo satisfactory results in tho
manufacture of butter, tho cream should bo-cot- no

what is termed Tofiued ; it should havo
acquired a degreo of acidity. To churn fresh
cream as it is first collected, requires longer
time, yields less batter and of a less satisfac-
tory character. To produce a result similar
to that effected by the natural fcrmeuting or
souring of tho cream tho Danish havo adopted
an artificial means which is quite satisfactory
aud perhaps productivo of moro uniform re-
sults. There they sour tho cream by an addi-
tion of sour buttermilk at the time of churning,
or a littlo timo before, but not long enough
before to allow tho cream to sour of itself and
become etale. Introduced in this way acidity
does good and no harm, producing more butter
aud giving it improved keeping qualities. This
idea might be applied perhaps with profit to tho
manufacture of butter atcrcameries in this coun-
try, rather than let the cream stand in vats to
become a frothy mass resembling, as a Western
man oxpressed it, a tub of soap3uds.

CABI1AGE-W0U- M EEMEDY.

The great dilliculty in discovering a snro
romedy for the various pests that infest the
farmer's crops is a sufficient excuse for making
mention of any that aro claimed to bo efl'ectual
so long as they are comparatively inexpensive.
A Putnam County (N. ) farmer gives a new
remedy for tho cahbago worm in tho use of
wator in which ground cloves havo beoustirred.
Use three tablespooufulB in as many quarts of
wator, stir well aud sprinkle with a brush
broom. Tho remedy is simplo and worthy of
a trial.

NOTES.
Tho timo to plant melons, tomatoes and

sweet potatoes isafuwdays aftorcoru-plautiu- g.

This varies with soil and latitudo.
Tho farmer who attempts to keep sheep

and has no shepherd dog, is in about as bad a
situation as the mariuurwho ventures at sea
without a compass.

Tho groat value of nitrate of soda, a ma-
terial ourcultivatora are only beginuiug to leant
the value of, is to hasten the growth of plants
early in tho season, and for this purpose it has
no equal.

Keep the cultivator ntwork among tho
corn, only run it shallow as the corn gete larger
and the roots extend through tho soil. Hoeing
is for the purpose of killing tho weeds, not to
dig the soil.

Thero is no portion of our country whero
sheep husbandry can bo moro profitably con-
ducted than on tho mountains and tablelands
of the Virginias, Carolina, Tounedgee, North-
ern Alabama, Georgia and in Northern Missis-
sippi.

Lima-bea- n polos aro apt to blow ovor when
tho vines bocome largo. One way to prevent
this is to Got the polou in each four adjacent
hills iucliuing towards a common center, draw
the toA together and tie. And mind that poles
more than four feet high aro senseless.

Ediuuud Hersejr, II Ingham, Mass., who has
longoxporimcnted ingrowing potutocs, says that
while an ordinary crop iu bo grown by almost
any ono with little edbrt, yet to grow a largo
crop to the best adratitago requires greater
skill than for almost any othor crop produced
ou a New Luglaud farm.'

Tho ideal soil in which to set a plant is
ono that is moist without being water-soake- d,

neither too dry nortoo wet. In such soil ovon
a poor plant will tuku root. Tho plant will mako
its own root justaaiicutUug does. For setting
in dry soil tho planj. should be woH rooted aud
soaky, and it mual depend on tho roots it
already has for n start , .

To tako a plant with tho roots nnd earth
entire from tho pot it is .not necessary to run a
knife around it, or to poko a stick through the
hoio in the bottom to push it out. Just invert
tho pot in your haitd, having tho stem of the
plnut between tho fingers, aud tap the pot ou
the bottom with your othor hand, or tap tho
rim of ho pot on a table or piece of wood.

Iu casoof eheop suffering from cold and
lack of food, the wool will sometimeH stop grow-it-g,

nnd whon it starts again the placo of start-
ing and stopping will bo distiuctly marked on
tho fiber of tho wool by a bad place. There is
nothing like uniformly good condition, with no
shocks given to tho syitom of the aheop, for
producing a uniform flborand the beat possible
wool.

SUNDAY MEDITATIO N.
Practical Dutle Taught by a Stud of the later-nation- al

Sundaj-scho- ol Lesaoa Appointed for
JoIrSl. St. Hatt., 4:1-1- L

One reading theso notes should first enrefally
Ptudytho paragraph from the Holy Scriptures as
indicated abovej

Subject: The Temptations of Cheist.
Wo last studied tho account of our Savior'a

baptism. Tho temptations took placo a little
after the baptism, which was in the year 25 A.
D. Jesus was 30 yeara old. Ho had just begun
his ministry.

"Afterward an hungered." Ho was not
hungry till tho expiration of tho 40 days.
Neither were Moses and Elijah, who likewise
went 40 days without food. (Ex.,2I:18;
Deu., 9:9; 18:25; 1 Ki.,19:8.) God sustained
them. Wo cannot imagine cither of theso thus
suffering from huuger and kept so long from
any nourishment. Of course, they would be-

come hungry a3 soon as God ceased to keep
them without tho need of food. We cannot,
however, think they csmo from fasting weak,
emaciated. They probably ended tho fast in
the same physical condition in which they
entered upon it. They therefore differed from
any persons who without order from God have
attempted to go through a 40 days' fast. St.
Luke (4:2) shows Christ wholly fasted. All
theso cases wcro miracles, and hence not nor-
mal precedents. They aro not examples, and
aro given simply to prove how God can caro for
us in emergencies. A temptation to cat during
tho 40 days would have had no power to influ-
ence Christ, from tho fact he was not hungry
during said time. Going without food was to
him then neither a deprivation nor a virtue;
so the first temptation would havo had no force
with Christ during tho 40 days.

It is clear Jesus was tempted dnring all the
40 days, but tho three specific tomptntions enu-
merated in tbo lesson took place after the 40
days had pa ed. Chrut was not hungry till
their close, but it was when Jesus was iu want
of food that Satan's first temptation was pre-
sented, and the othor two succeeded that one.
Those aro not perhaps all tho temptations with
which tho Evil One plied Chri3t after tho 40
days and beforo ho (Christ) ate again. They
aro probably mere specimens.

In somo measnro Christ was doubtless tempt-
ed during childhood and youth. It is certain
he was tempted after the three temptations of
onr lesson. (St. Luke, 4:13; 22:23; St. John
14:30; Heb., 4:15.)

Wo cannot Six tho duration of the three
temptations; nor can wc give the duration of
each ; nor do we know the interval of time be-
tween cither. The distances would aid some-
what in determining the matter, providing we
understand our Savior literally went from
placo to place ns stated, and that he traveled
with usual facilities, e.g., probably afoot. Aftor
tho first temptation in the wilderness Christ
and Satan went to Jerusalem, 11 miles; then
thoy weut to Mt. Quarantania, 15 miles.

Wo understand Christ actually suu'ored from
hungor during all tho timo of theso threo
temptations.

At length tho Angels came and ministered to
him. (St. Mark, 1: 13.) This was after the 40
days and the timo required for the three
temptations, during which time it is not likely
the Augels served him nt all. Tho Angels wore
repeatedly of uso and comfort to Jesus. They
predicted his birth. (St. Matt, 1:20.) Thoy
declared to tho shepherds his advent. (St. Lu.,
2:9.) They issued warning in his interest.
(St. Matt., 2 : 13.) Thoy holped him in Gethse-mau-o.

(St. Lu., 22:43.) Thoy were subject to
his order any time. (St. Matt, 25:53.) Thoy
opened and guarded his tomb. (St. Matt., 23:
2,5.)

Quito a goodly body of divines havo held
that tho successive temptations wcro all spirit-
ual contests all on one spot and that Jesus
did not go from placo to placo; it was a mental
trial, conducted as by pictures. If tlm view
were correct, it would not affect the fact nor
tho effect. One can recall tho case of Ezekial
tho Prophet. (40 : 2 ; 43 : 5.)

A literal view of the case interests ns spe-
cially in the geography and topography of the
scene. The wilderness referred to in V. 1 is
generally supposed to be that of Judea, between
Jerusalem and Jericho. The northern part of
the wilderness, to wit, tho part north of Mt.
Olives and up to Jericho, was called the wilder-
ness of Jericho, (Jos., 16: 1.) It is a wild re-
gion. Porter says it is a " bleak, monntainous
region." Another traveler states it is so " ver-durele- s3

aud calcined that it looks like the
embers of a ruined world." Mauudrell states,
"It i3 a most miserable, dry, barren place, con-
sisting of high, rocky mountains, so torn and
disordered as if tho earth had suffered some
great convulsion in which its very bowels had
been turned outward." Wo learn wild beasts
infested tho locality. (St Mark, 1 : 13.)

By tho "holy city" (V. 5) wo understand
Jerusalem. Tho only tcmplo of tho Jows was
in thb city, and henco the whole region was
looked on as holy ground. Tho pinnacle of the
temple (V. 5) was probably somo high point
conuccted with the temple; likely, tho King's
portico or royal gallery overhanging tho preci-
pice at tho southeast corner of tho temple.

"An exceedingly high mountain." (V. 8.)
Thi3 i3 known as Mt. Quarantania. Quaran-
tania means 40. Tho mountain is so named in
memory of our Savior's 40 days of temptation
in its vicinity. It 13 abont 15 miles northeast
from Jerusalem between 1,500 and 2,000 feet
high about threo miles north of the road from
Jerusalem to Jericho. Farrar says it is " naked
aud arid, like a mountain of malediction, rising
precipitously from a scorched and desert plain,
aud lookiug toward tho sluggish, bituminous
waters of the Sodotnitic Sea."

It is declared that Satan showed Christ " all
the Kingdoms of the world." (V. 8.) Thero
aro diverso views as to tho extent of region
cevercd by the word " world." Somo say Pal-
estine, which wa3 all the world to tho Jews.
Others say the heathen world, which was spe-
cially Safin's. Others bclievo Satan actually
showed Christ tho entire world. Jesus had
supernatural vision, and could seo all about our
round world in a moment of timo. Some havo
judged Christ had tho world spread out beforo
him by Satan as a picture or map. If tho world
mean Palestine, the " Kingdoms " may mean
Judea, Samaria, Galilee aud Pcrea. Roscnmul-lo- r

and Kumoel add Idumeu, Auranitis and
Trachoniti3.

Jesus was led up of (by) tho Spirit. (V. 1.)
Tho Holy Spirit influenced him so powerfully
that ho could not forego entering the wilder-U03- 3

unloes by positive refusal to yield to the
promptings of the said Spirit. Duty was so
plain that no other course was open to him.
St. Matt., 3: 16, shows how the Spirit descended
on him at his baptism. And tho Holy Spirit's
influence continued with Christ. (St. Ln.,
4:14, 18.) The nature of this influence is
illustrated in tho case of Simeon. (St. Lu.,
2 : 27.) In tho same way we are to be led by
tho Spirit. (Ko.. 8: 14.) There was no visible
presence of tho Holy Spirit.

"Tempted." (V.l.) Temptation by Satan
to evil is tho reverse of the inspiration of the
Holy Spirit to good. The admission we aro
susceptible to holy influences, helps unravol the
philosophy of malign impulses. The process
metaphysically and religiously ia identical.
Tho action of Sutau in tempting was similar to
that of tho Holy Spirit in leading. It is not
quito settled whether Jesus wa3 tempted dur-iu-g

tho 40 days.
"Livo-by-word.- " (V. 4.) God's command

may reqttiro fasting. If God so direct, man
can endure without bread. God can sustain
lifo by other than material food.

Uy "ministered" (V. 11) somo think wo
should understand, paid him homage, super-
natural, divine, spiritual support Others be-
