OUR RURiJL TOPICS,

Some Practical Susscstions for Our

Agricultural Readers.

SMALL COMrOST HEArS.
All farmers know tho value-- of "compo3t"

and how to preparo it. Many farmers manu-
facture hundreds of loads of tho best manure iu
this way. They Rather on tho premises forest
leaves, cornstalks, including tho roots, weeds,
vines, offal from fenco corners, muck from
ponds and ditches, occasional sprinklings of
Hum through tho mass, layers of barnyard
manure, and thus build up oblong squares and
let it remain over Winter. When April arrives
tho mass has gono through fermentation and
comminution, and presents a mound of ferti-
lizing matter bettor than a small gold mine
would bo to" tho proprietor of tho farm. But
wo want to sco theso compost heaps in tho
garden, and there is uo reason why they should
not bo thcro as well as upon tho farm. There
is rubbish enough in tho garden, with tho as-

sistance of leaves, somo mold from tho woods,
if attainable; if not, from portions of tho
premises whero it can bo spared; scrapings
from tho turnpike; luaunro from tho stablo,
and every attainable substance that will decay
through tho Wiulcr. A littlo sluked lime will
bo a good assistance. A half dozen to a dozen
loads of excellent manure will bo manufactured
by tho time it is wanted in tho Spring, without
incurring scarcely any expense Gernmnloiai
Telegraph.

THE SRASONS CHANGING.

It is quite evident that the seasons aro chang-
ing somewhat iu this particular: that so fur as
relates to fanning operations thoy cannot coin-men- co

as early and aro moro lengthened out in
tho Fall. As a general rulo it was expected
that all hoed crops would rcceivo full attention
nnd bo, so to speak, outof tho way beforo haying
commenced. But iu theso times it is not nn
unusual thing for haying to commenco after
tlio first hoeiug.and frequently is pressing even
at that timo. Even now, with haying at baud
and some pieces cut, wc know of cornfields only
prepared for hoeing. Tho reason seems to bo
that work cannot commenco at Spring as early
ns formerly, aud at tho same timo tho growth
of grass remains, iu season, about tho samo timo.
This condition of things suggests tho ad vantago
of uudcrdraiuing, whereby tho soil is fitted for
much earlier working than is tho caso if left to
tho removal of surfaco water by tho moro nat-
ural method of surfaco evaporation. Exchange,

COLD STORAGE OF FRUITS.

Tho employment of refrigerator buildings
for tho storage of somo of the moro delicate
aud pcrishablo fruits, is likely to work quito a
change in tho fruit market and in furnishing
fruits out of tho season. It is believed that
cold-storag- o houses will keep fruit perfect one-ha- lf

a year, by which means it can bo put upon
tho market out of its season, bringing it under
tho class of luxuries, for which a slight addi-
tional chargowill moro than pay for tho houses.
A chief advautagoiviU conto from keeping of
bananas and tho citrus fruits, that aro quickly
perishable. In Doston alone, the trade of bana-
nas amounts to $250,000, and with a lengthen-
ing of tho season, this may bo considerably in-

creased. If the' cold storago could bo mado
availablo in thd caso of strawberries it would
aflbnl an ojiening for greatly increased pro-
duction, and so of other small fruits. Tho ad-
vance of science and scientific appliances will
soon cuablo consumers to bavo ull kinds of
products fresh tho year round.

In armors' families that use wood for fuel,
theru is a constant accuuitntilatioii of ashes that
possess a high fertilizing value and should bo
spread from timo to time, so as to get tho benefit
of their virtues, rather than allow them to ac-

cumulate and duturiorato iu quantity hy beiug
stored in tho cellar or other places. They aro
especially valuablo for spreading about fruit
trce3 of ull kinds or small-fruit- s, and their uso
for this purjioso is probably as valuablo U3 any
that they cau bo put to. Do notwasto tho
ashes, oven if thoy aro coal ashes.

Keep tho cream in a tempo raturo not
higher than 50 until just before churning, when
it should bo raised to (12 or Gi.

Clean up tho places whero early pca3, po-

tatoes nud other early crops have been grown,
aud set out with late cabbago, a littlo sweet
corn, a few turnips, or other crop; tending
theso will keep down tho weeds, and thus pre-
vent them from going to seed aud causing a
deal of troublo the following year. Stako up
tho tomato vines, that thoy may ripeu their
fruit without getting iu tho dirt. '

Tho growth of n calf that is intended for
raising should ho pushed from tho timo it is
weaned until n year or so old. Such treatment
not only predisposes tho calf to tako on flesh,
but tho longer it is continued tho sooner tho
animal will reach maturity. A fuw nubbins of
corn or a handful or two of oats given daily iu
addition to their grass is tho best possiblo food
to hasten their growth, aud it is just such a
combination as will form flesh aud fat.

Almost every mouth in tho year thcro is
something to bo dono in tho orchard, aud now
is tho timo to bo looking after tho borers. Ex-
amine tho trunk of each tree near tho ground
especially tho younger oues for any little saw-dust-li- ko

chippiugs nud tho holo in tho tree,
mado by the borer, may bo easily found just
above them. Then, after enlarging tho entrance
a littlo with your pouknifo, insert a wiro about
tho sizo of a fine knitting-needl- e. This will
easily follow him to his retreat, nnd with a
slight thrust will put an end to him.

Never uso a check-rei- u upon n horso at
work, it boing calculated to worry nud injure
tho animal moro than tho work. If a man has
a heavy load to draw ho lowers his head by
bcuding forward aud throwing tho whole weight
of his body against it. So docs a horse, if ho is
permitted todo so. But if tho man's head wero
so tied back that ho could not bend forward, ho
would loso the advantage of his weight; just so
with tho horso. By taking oil or loosening tho
check-rei- n ou a horso at work, you uot only in-

crease his muscular power, but abandon a fash-
ion which i3 both cruel and foolish.

Tho Calhlogian gives this prescription its
warmest indorsement: If you bavo a horso
that is in tho habit of kickiug, put him iu a
narrow stall that has both sides thickly padded.
Suspend a sack filled with hay or straw so that
it will striko his heels, aud let horso and sack
fight it out. BeJsuro to have things arranged
so that tho horse cannot hurt himself. Tho
Back will bo victorious overy time, and in tho
end tho horao will absolutely refuse to kick
tho sack or any thing else.

Calves can bo successfully dehorned with-
out much pain. It ishould bo dono as soon as
tho " button," or tho beginning of tho horn, is
grown out enough tolbo plaiuly felt. Tho skin
should bo cut around-it- , aud tho knifo inserted
underneath, closo down to tho skull. If it is
not cut down as closo as possiblo, a littlo stub of
a horn will grow, but if all of tho incipient
horn is removed, thcro will bo uouo. The
wound may bo dressed with a littlo warm tar
and a patch of cloth put ovor it.

Tho profits in feeding animals nro gradu-
ated by ago. There 'is moro growth in propor-
tion to tho food consumed tho first year than
tho second; moro tho secoud thau tho third;
moro tho third than tho fourth. When au ani-
mal gets its growth, profit in feeding ceases,
oxcopt to fill it up. This is limited and only
takes a short timo. After this period food only
repairs waste, and thcro is no profit in this un-
less au uuitual is at work. Tho repair of waste,
or restoring it in its kind, is repaid only iu tho
fertilizing material it affords. When thcro is
growth with food, thero is doublo profit. This
is tho farmer's placer. Farjn Journal.

Subject: Bow to Peat. The Lord's

Prayer the Model.
Tho present lesson relates mainly to the

Lord's Prayer, and woshallhcncogivo it special
study.

1. author or TUB trayee.
It is called tho Lord's Prayer. It is not his

because ho used it when ho prayed. Ho could
not offer such a petition. No perfectly holy
being could use it. It has petitions iiapplica-bi- o

to him; c g., "Forgivo us." Ho never
sinned. Ho could bo our Exemplar in tho act3
of prayer, but not in tho items of petition. He
prayed much, but never in tho words of the
Lord's Prayer. It is tho Lord's (Christ's)
Prayer in the senso of his being it3 Author.
Tho expression tho "Lord's Prayer " is ambigu-
ous. One would think tho meaning to be that
tho Prayer i3 ono which Christ held as his own
favorito form of petition. Tho Lord's Prayer
is tho Lord's because ho taught it to his follow
ers; because ho framed it, aud so ha3 ownership
of it by authorship.

St. Luko tells us (11 : 1) how Christ camo to
givo tho world this form of prayer. It is said
one of his Disciples of a time spoke thus to him:
"Lord, teach us to pray as John also taught his
Disciples." Iu response to this request our
Savior taught his followers what ha.s siuce been
known as the Lord's Prayer.

2. ORIGIN OP THE TRAYER.
Whence did Christ get it? Was it original

with him? Did ho borrow-it- , or any portion
of it, from anybody, book, tradition? Wo now
reach very disputed territory.

Wu cm not suppose that, when the Disciples
wanted Christ to furnish them a prayer, ho
picked up some prayer already in form and
told them to adopt that outright. We think,
on tho contrary, he proceeded to frame a prayer
which cau be said to be substantially his own
composition.

It has been thought Christ gathered it from
the Old Testament. Thi3 is possible. Wo can
show how easily ho could thus bavo collated
it. On "Our Father," see Isa., Gt:8. On
"Which art in Heaven," see Ecc. 5:2. On
"Hallowed bo thy Namo," see Vs., 13: 10. On
"Thy Kingdom come," see Ps., 22:23. On
"Thy will be done on earth as it is in Heaven'
seo Ps., 10:8 and 103:20. On "Givo us this
day our daily bread," seo Prow, 30:8. On
" Forgivo us our debts," sco Ex., 3-- : 9. On "As
wo forgivo our debtors," see Lev., 19:13. On
"Lead us not into temptation," see Gen., 22:1.
On " Deliver us from evil," see Ps., 50: 15. On
"For thine is the Kingdom," etc., see 1 Ch.,29:
11. But this is not a very satisfactory account-
ing for the Prayer. In the same way in which
wo can pick out the Lord's Prayer from tho
Old Testament, taking r. word hero and an-
other there, we could collate almost any brief
form of words from the Jewish Bible. It is
possiblo our Savior had in miud the verses in
tho Old Testament which we have grouped
opposito tho parts of tho Lord's Prayer, but
only possiblo. It is, howover, beautiful to no-ti- co

the harmony of expression which prevails
iu both Testaments.

Others have believed our Savior gathered tho
Prayer from the Scrvico Books used by tho
Jew3. Tho prayers they offered have been
translated and compared with tho Lord's
Prayer. There are some similar expressions.
Our Savior regularly attended the synagogue
services aud joined in tho devotions. He could
thus havo collected the Prayer. Tho Jew3 used,
e. g., a prayer styled the "Holy Prayer." It
was held to be superior to any outside the Old
Testament. Ouo clauso iu that prayer was
this, "May His great Namo bo glorified and
hallowed in tho world which He hath created
according to His good pleasuro. May He cause
His Kingdom to have dominion during your
life and in your days aud during tho life of tho
whole house of Israel quickly and in the near-
est timo; aud say yo. Amen." We can seo from
this how easily our Savior could havo secured
two items of His Prayer, to wit, "Hallowed bo
Thy Namo" and "Thy Kingdom come." Tho
learned Dr. John Gregory, by an examination
of Jewish prayer books, was able to compile the
following prayer, which, it will be noticed, has
expressions very similar toour' Lord's Prayer,"
and which therefore shows Christ could have
gathered tho Prayer from such sources: "Our
Father, which art in Heaven, bo graciou3 unto
us; OLord, our God, hallowed be Thy Namo,
aud let tho remembrance of Thee bo glorified
in Heaven above, and upon earth hero below.
Let Thy Kingdom reign over us now and for-
ever. The holy men of old said, remit aud for-
give unto all men whatsoever thoy have done
against me, and lead U3 not into temptation,
but delivor us from tho evil thing. For Thine
is the Kiugdom, aud Thou shalt reign in glory
forever uud forevermore."

H. W. Beecher, alluding in his "Life of
Christ" to tho Lord's Prayer, wrote: "Our
admiration of it i3 not disturbed by that criti-
cism which questions its originality and finds
it to bo made up, iu part, of prayers already
existing. Is tho diamond Ics3 priucely among
stones because its constituents can bo shown in
other combinations? Tho brilliant contrast
between tho inorganic elements and their crys-
talline form is u sutlicient answer." De Wotte
remarks: "It derogates in noway from the
Lord's Prayer that it embodies and expresses
devotional ideas which had been breathed into
pious souls by tho Holy Ghost, aud used by
them in prayer." Tho diamond is a product
of carbon, black, shapeless, soily, dull. If God
wero about to give tho world a magnificent
diamond, it would bo a matter of indtffereuce
to us whether ho made it from sorrc carbon al-
ready existing or actually created it. Either
tho making it at onco from carbon or the cre-
ating it would bo equally miraculous to us.
Tho preciousuess of the gem would not bo de-pcud-

ou whether it wero made or created.
So, as to the Lord's Prayer, we are not so much
concernedas to whether Christ compiled it
from petitions already at hand or composed It
outright. Wo aro interested in tho facts it is
a Prayer indorsed by Christ; set forth as the
Model Prayer; compiled or composed by our
Savior; mado dear hy tho ages, and fragrant
with memories of Home and .Mother. It must
bo rcmembored tho prayers of tho Jewish ritual
and liturgy woro largely the product of in-
spiration. Henco, Christ in their use was but
employing his own words. The Old Testament
does not give a completo history of tho Jowish
dispensation any moro than tho New Testament
furnishes all tho items of Christ's life and min-
istry. In personal visitations, visions, and the
like, God gave the world very much data not
written in tho Old Testament. Doubtless the
liturgy, used by tho Jews aud joined in by our
Savior, incorporated numerous instructions re-
ceived from Heaven. Surely, Christ had right
to mako free use of such knowledge.

But why try to show tho Prayer was not
original with Christ? Do we think he could
not havo composed it without help from either
the Old Testament or from the Jewish liturgy?
Did our Savior euro to be original ? Is not the
matter of prayer similar in all times? Mu3t
not tho phraseology of prayer always bo after
somewhat of the samo pattorn? Our Savior
was asked for a form and he eavo it. Wo do

bclicvo ho was guilty of plagiarism.

3. SUGGESTIONS OF THE PRAYER.

L Wo call this tho Lord's Prayer. It Is
rather our Prayer. Out of place, for Christ, it
is just what wo uecd. Christ has given us this
Prayur. It is our way to tho throuo of graco.
It is to us o3 it would be to a person anxious to
outer a portal, should ouochur toss to him a
key.

2. Forms of prayer aro proper. Chri3t com-
mends tho practico of praying in sot words. He
oven gives us a pattern for study. Most relig-
ious bodies who favor extemporaneous prayer,
yet havo petitions prepared for special and
extra occasions. And tho greatest stickler for
sot forms must often find occasions whoro ejac-ulato- ry

or extemporaneous prayer has play.
3. May wo not bo sure ho who gives us a

form by which to pray, will hear us when wo
go to him in such form? God has oven fur-
nished us with words with which to approach
him in our petitions at tho mercy seat.

4. Let us yet go to Christ and ask him to
teach us how to pray. Words aro not all wo
waut in ordor to pray aright. Wo need tho
spirit of prayer.

North Hannibal, N. F. The widow can-
not transfer her claim from one attorney to an-
other, unless she can show that tho attorney who
now has charge of the claim has neglected the case,
or for some reason has not faithfully represeuted
her interests.

A. If.. Minneapolis, Jinn. L. I enlisted In Octo-
ber. 1S61, for three years, and was honorably dis-
charged after three years' service. How long have
I to remain on a homestead claim before I can
prove up tho same? 2. What improvements have
1 to make on said claim? Answer. 1. Five years,
less the time served in the army, which in your
case, if discharged by reason of wounds received
or disease contracted in the line of duty, would be
three years. You would lmvo to reside on tho hind
two years. 2. Enough improvements to evidence
good faith. It is impossible to specify the charac-
ter of such improvements, as there is no limit.

C W. J.. Valley Head, Ala. I. A man registers
on Government laud and lives with a neighbor a
short distance away. Ho expend.- - much money
on improvements and supervises the same In per-
son daily. Is ho not complying with the require-
ments of the law? 2. If a man registers on Gov-
ernment land nnd then dies, and the heirs take no
action to secure the same, how can another mun
register upon the same, and when? 3. Could au
administrator sell the improvements? Anstcer. 1.
No; residence must bo actual and personal. 2. By
contesting and procuring cancellation of the entry.
3. Yes.

D. C Mel., Roodhouse, IU.l. Ilavo any of the
ofllcers who were granted three mouths' extra pay
by the act of March, 18SI, yet received it? 2. Did
Congress tiuring the last session maka any appro-
priation for tho payment of these claims? 3. 1 was
an ofllccr, and waa in the service until after April
9, 1863. I tiled my application two years ago for
said extra pay. Why do I not hear from it? Answer.
1. There was no act of Congress of March. 183-1- ,

granting three months' extra pay. The only act
granting such pay was tho act of Murch 3, 1SC5,
which provided threo months' extra pay proper. 2.
Congress only appropriates sutlicient to pay such
claims as have been allowed from time to timo
prior to the data when such appropriations are
made. Appropriations are made each year. 3.
Your cose has not yet been reached In its regular
order for examination.

D. if.. Clay City. Ind. We cannot say whether
you can recover the lost discharge or not. Wo are
not in a position to know where the papers are, nny
more than you are. If thero is any pay or bounty
due your deceased brother, you can obtain it by
making application to the Second Auditor of tho
Treasury. A discharge certificate, may not bo nec-
essary for the prosecution of such a claim.

L. M. J.. Londonderry. Vt There are hospital
records still in existence, which show the treatment
and diseases of the different soldiers who wero in
hospitals during the war. They are in tho custody
of the Surgeon-Genera- l. U. S. A., nnd nny informa-
tion therefrom is furnished to the Commissioner of
Pensions upon his application therefor. It is not

furnished claimants, attorneys or other person
The rating in a pension claim depends upon tho
ucgTce of disability. It may bo one-quarte- r, one-ha- lf,

or mora. Your claim a widow depends upon
the ciniHo of the soldier's death. If his death was
caused by pneumonia, that is evidegco that it waa
notduo to his service; still, if tho soldier was pen-
sioned for or contracted lung disease in thoservice,it might be possible for you to provo thnt the fatalpneumonia was result of lung disease.

E. W Nelherwood, N. J.X. Hits a rejected claim
for pension ever been carried to tho Supreme Court?

servico; also, whether the same was contracted ialine of duty, nnd whether tho same bos continu-
ously existed since discharge in a degree sutlicientto entitle him to pension.j. 0. IK., Apollo, .Pa. Please republish the act ofJuly 22, 1372, relating to bounties, nnd oblige theboys in blue. ..Insurer. You probably moan thsact or April 22. lt72. There was no oct relating to
bounties dnted July 22 of that year.

other President, but it should be borno in nimdthat all his predecessors approved every pensionbill which was presented to them for signature,
exceptsuch as wero rejected on purely technical
grounds, whereas President Cleveland did not. Itso happened during President Cleveland's Admin-
istration that more bills passed Congress than dur-ing the administration of nny other President, buthis record as a vetoer of private pension hills standsunequalled; the other President. as a rulo, having
approved such pension bills as woro profited tothem, nnd wero not disposed to begrudge or with-
hold the pittance allowed suoh pensioners by Con-
gress.

R. L. W., Cherryjleld. Me. I lost nn arm from
shoulder-join- t and am drawing pension at the rataof $45 a mouth, by special aot of Congress. Am Ientitled to an artificial arm? If so, con I elect totake it or ltd valuo in money? Answer. The fact
that you are a pensioner by special act does notdebar you from receiving nn artificial limb every
five years, or commutation in lieu thereof. Thoonly question is, was tho arm lost iu lino of duty
in tho militnry servico? If so, you are entitled
otherwise not.

A. L. 3., Ulica, 0. Has a client's attorney In arejected pension claim a right to demand 310 in ad-
vance for tiling papers in claim to be taken beforo
Congress? 2. How can tho client get rid of suchattorney nnd transfer such claim to another attor-
ney, whose charge would be contingent on success?
3. In case of rejected claim, an an attorney retaina power-of-attorne- y more than one year alter re-
jection, and can the client have another attorney

disabled, and threatens to become worse T
If amputation becomes necessary, what then? .dn-sw- er.

No; you ore entitled to but $30 for tho dis-
ability described. In case of left arm you would be
entitled to a pension for tho disability resulting
from amputation, the same as if it had been lost in
the service. Providing tho amputation was above
the elbow, it would entitle you to 336. You aro al-
ready receiving the full amount of pension to
which a person would be entitled for amputation
below the elbow.

C. W. W., Euslis, Kan. A soldier enlists April 21.
1861. for threo years; 19 discharged July 30. I8U2, on
Surgeon's certificate or disability inaurred in the
service; enlists again Dec. 7. 1S03, and is finally
discharged Aug. 7. 1SC5. How long a credit has he
on hl.s homestead entry? Answer. He will bo
credited with three years on his first enlistment
nnd ono on his second, thus making four years, the
utmost time which cnirbe allowed in any case.

Q. W. P IT., ronm. Dak. Can I improve and
live on school land in Dakota until it comes into
market, without being considered a trespasser by
tho Government? Ansieer. Residence nnd im-
provements on lands embraced in school sections
within the Territories, provided such settlement
wns mado subsequent to survey, nro not allowed.
The Government treats it as public land, so far aa
trespass Is concerned. The Territory is not al-
lowed to lease any such laud, any more thnn those
in reserve, till title passes to it as a State upon its
admission into the Union.

W. S.. Lebanon, Kan. I took a homestead of 80
acres in 1885, using soldier's right, nnd proved up.
Can I take another 80 acres under the homestead
laws? IiMtcer. No. Yon are entitled to nn entry
of 160 acres of land, nnd if you tako only 80 acres,
you must abide by your election. It Is not a caso
whero a soldier derives any benefit from his mili-
tary service as to quantity of lnnd.

E. C. E., Corning, N. Y. A soldier contracts rheu-
matism in line of duty, which partially disables
him. Provious to making application for pension
he loses both hands by accident. Should ho apply
for pension, what effect would this accident havo
on ids claim? Answer. Tho loss of both hands
would not prejudice the claim, provided it were
shown that ho contracted rheumatism as alleged.
Tho claim would be rated precisely tho same ns if
he had both hands in sound condition. Although
his total disability bo from a caue not traceable to
his military servico, a lesser disability can bo rated
from a standpoint which would not conflict with
tho loss or his bands.

O. B.t Springfield, III. la a soldier pensioned nt
SCO per month for dropsy of tho legs, caused by
scurvy, entitled to an increase under act of August,
1886? If so, how soon could ho got it? .rlii.strcr. If
tho disease causes total disability of the limbs, then
the pensioner may be entitled under act of August,
18S6. If proper testimony be furnished, the claim
should be acted upon soon.

J. R. Y., Liverpool. N. Y. A young man having
dependent father died beforo receiving his dis-
charge, of wounds received in 1805 in the service.
His mother was dead, and father married to second
wife. Tho dependent father makes application for
pension. but dies beforo the claim is completed.
Can his stepmother completo tho claim nud draw
whnt tho father would be entitled to, and also bo
pensioned on account of her stepson? .dnsiper. Tho
stepmother can complete the father's claim, in
which event she can receive what he would havo
been entitled to up to date of his death ; but she
has no title to pension iu her own right for any
period subsequent to tho death of the soldier's
father.

Mrs. A. N. Moidton. Brlmfleld, Mass. Will pen-
sioners nt less than 312 monthly bo entitled to be
raised to 512 if tho Dependent Pension Bill po-ses- ?

Answer. All widows and dependent mothers nnd
fathers are entitled to a pension of 312 per mouth
under the present law, without regard to the pro-
posed Dependent Pension Bill.

How long after the Sec-
ond Auditor's decision regarding bounty in caso of
sunstroke will a sotdier have to wait for his bounty
money? 2. If a single man dies in hospital, having
received no bounty, his father nnd mother being
dead, is his brother eutitled to tho bounty?
