EForror NaTroxar Teisoxe: As the article
written by Comrade Conover in a recent issue
of your paper leuves the Second Division of the

Oth of April, 1565, 1 will

| Serg’t Gorman Plasted 1lis hm! There First, I
He Didn’t the Fing,

Eprror Namiosan Trmoxe: I have just
read Capt. Wilson's article in Tae NaTioxan
Trinuse reusewing the controversy over the
Lookout Mouutain aflair; also appending order
for Jeave of absonce on account of his heroism
in planting the 8th Ky, flag on the point of
Lookout, after the encruy had boen ahscut some
two or three hours, Capt., Wilson and sowe
others forget that there were two approsches to
the top of the mountain—one at the “ nose " or
| point, and the other around where we wereen-
camped, under the biull at the spring, whereo
the rebds come down for water, At this point
a rude ladder of two poles, about 30 foet in
lemgth, with stripe fastoned on thewm for rounds,
was tho wesns of commuunication from the top
to the spring.

Just as day bepan to break, and lonz before
the sun was up, while the darkness covered
the valley below, not having heard auy shots
from above for some time, some of us docided
to attompt & pussage up that lndder. Serg't
Michasl Gorman, of Co. F, 111th Pa., started
up Orest, Serg't Guy second, and the naudersign-
od was the third, We three passed up and on to
the top of the mwountnin, at which time not a
living soul was to be seen: but away in the
distance, some 40 or 60 rods, were some tents
still stunding, aud for these we went, as weo
were not thiokiog sbout plauting flags, but
looking for tho enemy.

After fnvestignling the condition of the de-
seried cuop, finding everything removed but
g few old tents, woe started to retorn, and as
wo did so eapied Capt. Wilson coming up the
point of the monntain with his flag, We then
| began 1o think sbhout planting flags, and oar
own (that of the 29th ') snd other flags of
our division, we immedigtely brought up, This
is the flag-plunting business in & nutshell, 1
am willing to concede that the Sth Ky, flag
was first on the mountain; but Capt, Wilson
wus not the first Union soldier that planted a
foot there, for Serg't Michael Gorman, of Co,

On the
Sih, when returaing, the 7th Ohio Cav, belng the
rear-uand. it was followed by the enemy and nt-
tacked at West's farn, st which place asevere fight
custued, in which the 7ih lost soveral in kilied and
wounded,

I will add that the 2d Ohio Cav, was with the
7th aut the time. DBut before these regiments
startod for Monticello there was au order issaed
for 12 oflicers to be selected, with 350 picked
men and horses, from the 24 and 7th Ohio Cav.,
who joined Col, Sanders on his raid into Fast
Tennessee, and this detail was not with the
regiments at West's, but started to join Sanders
before the retura of the 24 aud 7ih from Mou-
ticello,

Gen. A, V. Kautz in his article on the Mor-
gan raid mentions the fact that Gen. Pegram
was on the south sideof the Cumberiand River,
to confront Gen. Carter, who was on the north
side, and that we would go over there and run
him (PPegram) away, but he would follow us
back to his old position ; and this was one of the
times wentioned by Gen, Kautz, Gen, 'egram
seersed to have the orzan of eantion largely
devoioped. To drive "egram away from our
front, wo sometimes did not bhave more than
00 or 400 men, made up from delachments
from the 1st Ky, Cav,, the 2d and 7th Ohic Cav.
asud the 112th 1L M't'd Inf. Oor habit was to
goup the river in the night, and at daybreak
we would drop in between tho rebels’ reserve
picket and their main foree, and take them in
withodt firingz a shot. Pegram finding Lhis
picket gone, would “light out,” and our de-
tachment would “ whoop 'em up” for two or
three days, and then they would follow us back
to their old eamp azain,

The writer of this sketeh was on this detail
throe times during Gen. Carter's stay at Som-
crsel, Ky,

I think it justice to the 2d and 7th Ohio Cav,
to say that my fiend, Gen., Kautz, shoald have
mentioned the Diet that the 12 otlicers and 350
men from theso two regiments seut on the San-
ders maid, had wvot rvjoined their commands
when the 2d and 7th went in pursuit of Morgan,
It would have shown in part why they had so
few men in lh"ch irge at Buflington  Island.—

Losses of the 45th N, Y.

Evrror NaTtoxar Trizvxe: A number of
comrades have given the losses sustained by
their regiments, tho lust being J. C Harris, of
the 83d Pa., who gives its Josses at 211 killed
and died, 3697 wounded ; total, 708, As yet 1
have seen none that exceeded the 45th N, Y,
Our losses in four years' service wero: Killed
in action, 236; wounded, 623; totul lost in
action, 859. Add to these l‘l died in rebel
prisons and 56 died in camp, and it brings our
losses up o 855, These figures are not guess
work, but are taken from the files of the War
Department, 1 think we met with as heavy
loss in & single battle as any regiment with tlm
sume number of wen. We went iuto the eharge
upon Fort Wagner with 16 officers and less
than 500 men; we lost 15 oflicers killed and
wounded, 83 men killed, 173 wounded and 23
prisoners; total loss, 234, At Olusteo, Fla., we
lost 247, We took part in the charge at Cold
Harbor, and sent to the rear more prisoners
than we had men io the regiment, but sutfered
no such loss as we did at Wagner and Olustee,
The 45th took part in a good many of Grant's
and Dutler’s battles. It was in Pennypacker's
Brigade in the charge on Fort Fisher, and made
its last fight at Wilmington.—Wu, ReviLy, Co,
K, 48th N, Y., Cronower's Valley, N, Y.

that this fact has been folly recogwized in his-
tory and in official reports. The battery was
turned over to Co. F of thab regiment, which
manned it, and was known thereafler as the
26th Ohio battery.
