A PENSION BILL FOR TIIE RELIEF OF WOMEN
ENROLLED AS ARMY NURSES, ETC.

BRe il enncled by the Senale and Honse of Bepresent-
olives of the Uniled Stales of Ameriea in Congress
astemled, That all women regalurly enrolled in
the United States service, as arnuy nurses or sani-
tary agents, during the late war of the rebelllon,
aud who readered six months” service in the hins-
piials, diet kitchens, or on the battlefields, or iu the
discharge of duties conneeted therewith, and who
bave been honorably discharged therefrom, or
who, prior to the completion of the period nnmed,
were disabled in the line of duty, and who are
now, or may be hereatter, sulfering mental or phiys-
jeal disabillly, not the resuit of their own vicious
habits, which inecipacitates them from the per-
formanee of manual labor, shall, npon making due
!-rmf of the fuct, according to such rules and roga-
ations as the Sceretary of the Inlerior may pro-
vide, be placed on the list of peansioners of the
United Siates, and entitled to 812 per month; and
such pensions shall commenee from the dute of
filing the application in the Pension Ofice, alter
the passage of this aet, upan proof that the disa-
bility then existed, and shail continue during the
exisence of the same in the degree Lherein speeiiiod ;
I'rovided, That persons who are now receiving
pensions under special enactments may, by mak-
ing application to the Commissioner of Peusions,
in such form as he may prescribe, receive the bene-
fits af thisnet: Provided, That no person shall re-
ceive more than one pension for the snme period.

Sge. 2. Thot any agent, attornes or other person
instrumental in prosecuting any claim under this
sct who shall, direetly or indireetly. contract for,
demand, yeceive or retnin for his services or instru-
meniality o presenting  and proseculing such
clalm, & sum greater than £10, (payable only upon
the order of the Commisioner of Pensiogs, by the
Pension Agent making payment of the pension nl-
lowed.) or who shall wronglully withhold fiom n
pensioner or claimant the whole or any part of the
peasion or elaim allowed and due such usioaer
or claimant, shall be deemed guilty of a misde-
meanor, and upon convietion thereof shall, for
every such offense, be flaed not execeding 54, or
fmprisonment at hard labor pot exceeding two
yvears, or both, in the diseretion of the court.

Sce. 3. That all laws and parts of laws which
conflict with the provisions of this act be, and the
saiue are hercby, repealed,
