Some Practical Sugzestions for Our
Agricultural Readers

-

DEETROY THE WEEDS,

During the busy and laborious season of hay-
ing the vegetable garden is very likely to be
neglected to a greater or less extent, and dur-
ing such period of neglect is the time when
woeeds seem to put in their best work., Where
not a single weed conld be found, st the expira-
tion of two or three weeks they will exist
in profusion, and in. some instances, where
the state of fertility is favorable, of large
size. Then is the time they should surely be
attended to, for the reason that with most
varieties of weels they possess grest power of
reproduction from the great number of seeds
that a fow plants will ripen. 1t wounld secm as
though the dusign of nature is that the earth's
surface should surely be covered with vegeta-
tion of some kind, and that in the line of seed-
ing there shonld never be a failare, Counstant
vigilance is necessary to sectire a clean garden
and prevent the maturity of noxious weed
soods. Where this is accomplished for a fow
yours under ordinary conditions the care of a
vegetable garden becomes much less laborious
and wuch more satislactory,

USE OF LIME.

The practice of liming land in the Fall is one
that obtains wherever there is good farming.
Lime constitutes the largest portion of the
mincral elements of numerous plants, and
nearly one-half of the ash of the majority of
plants grown as farm erops. Henee, it isa
most indispensable food forcrops. It hasa bene-
ficial effect upon the soil in three ways: It
rapidly decompaoses organic matier; itdissolves
gilica and releases potash, magnesia, soda and
phosphoric acid from their combinations as sili-
cates, and this is a purveyor of food for crops,
and it greatly alds and encouragesthe nitrifica-
tion of organic matter in the soil. There is,
therefore, no more useful fertilizer that can be
applied to the soil, and the most convenient
and eflective time for its application is in the
Fall when the iland is prepared for Fall grain,
It is an old but foolish adage that * lime en-
riches the fathers, but ruins the sons,” meaning
that it impoverishes the goil. But this is only
true when it is used in an injudicions manner
and without adequate manuring. A truer
maxim would be that * lime is the basis of good
farming, and makes rich farmers,” for this is
stricily troe, and true for all soils, whether they
be sand or clay or even abundantly supplied
with limestone.

CHICKEXS FOR HOME USE.

In raising chickens, home use ought not to be
lost sight of. Because early chickens bring
large retarns, the family table onght not to be
deuied the luxury of an occasional chicken,
covked in any of the numerous desirablo modes
of serving the same, As the season advances,
and later chickens become more plenty, the
prices usaally rale correspondingly low. Aund
while consumers will pay 20 cents per pound
for beef, chickens, which are far better meat,
will be sold for nearly half that, There are no
persons who can better aflford to enjoy s good
broiled chicken or chicken soup than the
farmer, aud the late chicks should be put to
home use.

BLAST ON ONIONS,

A considerable proportion of the crop of
onions is grown in Connecticut, a State that
formerly was almost wholly depended upon for
that crop, but which is likely to suffer largely
from a sort of blast that struck the crop about
the 1st of August. Previous to that time the
crop was in an appareutly healthy and vigorons
condition, giving great promise. Although it
bad suffered much from the onion maggot, that
which had escaped this pest was growing vig-
orously and commencing to bottom in excellent
shape. The tops were looking heslthy, but
suddenly the extremities commenced to turn
white and droop, and in a very short time—
hardly a week—were all dried down, with the
balbs remaining just as they were when attack-
ed. The Connecticat ounijons will this yvear,
therefore, be rather small—muoch below the
usual averaze size. Thequality will be as good
as ever, and it is believed by some that the
greatly-diminished quantity will have so favor-
able an influence upon the price that growers
will realize as wuch as they would if the crop
had continved its growth to & nstural ma-
turity. The reduction in quantity of the ecrop
is estimated to be from 40 to 60 per cent. below
that of average years. This may have n favor-
able effact in that section, as the price has been
growing loss and less for a number of years.

It is & good rule in all such cases to
slow and act with nelghbors,

Sand may be used to cousiderable advan-
tage in agricul'ure, either in liberally dusting
it over stuble floors or using it as & bedding for
the auimals, By thus becoming mixed with
the manurs, it pot only prevents it from be-
cotaing too compact and lumpy, bot renders it
mwore like old compost, ready to be applied to
the land without the trouble of 20 wuch hand-
ling in turning over,

- Sowetimes it is diflicult to distinguish be-
tween n green and a ripe watermelon. The
ripe welon has & rougher appearance, cracks
whon pressed and gives off a dull, heavy sonud
when tapped, while some contend that the dry-
ing upof the “ecurl " atthe connecting end is
wlso a sign of ripencss. The green wmelon is
sumooth and bright, and gives off a loud, clear
sound when tapped with the fingers.

— Among breods of poultry possessing merit
4s egg-producers may be mentioned those of
the Hamburg family. The Hamburgs are also
very haodsowe fowls, and this, in addition te
Ltheir value as prolific luyers, secures them a
considerable fuvor. The mweat and bones being
dark, they are not in demand amoug market
men. Perbaps, however, the most undesirable
characteristic of this race is that while youug
they are delieate; yet after six or seven months
they appear to be hardy. Iun the South, or
wherever thoy can keep warm or comfortable,
they thrive and prove fine lavers. This family
inclodes the golden-penciled, silver i.-:::ri!r:l
and silver-spanglod varieties. The silver-
spangled fowls, though small, are ped uliarly
graceful and sprightly. They represeat a
favorite broed with those pouliry-koepers who

Practical Dutles Taught by a Stady of the Inler-
nxtional Sunday-school Lesson Appoluted for
Ocl. 2. SL Malt,, 5:5-13,

[One reading these notes should flrst carefally
study the paragraph from the Holy Scriptures as
indicated above, ]

We now study Christ's 10th specific miracle.
It is his fourth miracle in the cuse of palsy,
This miracle illustrates the necessity of the
strong belping the weak—the duty of the
Church to aid those who have not allied them-
selves to Christ. It was performed in May,
A.D. 27, in the 324 year of the life of our
Suvier and the second of his ministry, 1,860
yvears ago. This was only a little after the
ulterance of the Sermion on the Mouut. The
pince where the miracle was performed was
Capernaum, The sick servant was in his mas-
ter's bouse, (Be sure and read St Luke's ac-
count—7:1-10.) The cure was at a distance.
(St. Lu, 7:10,) Christ was on some sireet of
the city, and did not wait to go to the house of

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the Centarion. We do not learn that Christ
over saw the sick man, either before, at or aflter
the cure. He often, specially in the cases of
Gentiles, adopted the plan of curing without
twnching the afflicted person, ’

The servant was too il to go or send to
Christ for Lelp, The Centurion, his master,
went, according to the acconnt of St. Matthew,
in person, and applied to Jesns for assistance.
According to the account of St. Luke, he went
through the agency of some Jewish Elders, (St
Loke, 7:3) The Jows at first were these who
lived in the Kingdom of Judah. Then, after
the secossion of the 10 tribes, Jows were those
who resided in the territory of the tribes of
Judah and DBenjamin. After the Babylonian
Captivity (B, C. 513) all Israelites were called
Jews, Perhans the Elders referred to in St
Luke, 7:3, were the Elders of the synagogue
which the Conturion had built. (St. La., 7:5.)
Every synazozue had several such. They were
alzo called Rulers

There scems o diserepaney in the accounts of
this miracle ns given by St. Matthew and St
Luke. St Matthew says plainly, the Centurion
went to Christ and besonght the cure. St Luke
as cleariy states the Elders went secking
Chrisl's assisiance, and does not mention that
the Centurion went. But even if the Con-
turion did not go, the accounts would not be
nutrue nor contradictory., Says Le Clere:
“The messenger of any man is as, or equal to,
the man himself. The ambassador of a king is
us, or equal to, the King.” In court, what an
attorney does, the party for whom he acts is
gaid to do. Compare St. Matthew, 20: 20, with
St. Mark, 10:35. Sts. James and John acted
through Salome. She was really they. Salome
was merecly their attorney or agent. Compare
also St. John, 3:22 with 4:1,2. So St. John,
19: 1, means 'ilate oplered Jesus to be scourged.
Itead Ex, 15:6,7. In V.86 Jethro must have
spoken by a messenger, for, after said speaking,
Moses went out to meet Jothiro. Read also St.
Matthew, 11:2, 3. It is plain St. John Baptist
spoke to Christ not in person, but through the
agents referred to in V.2, In Eph, 2:17, the
meaning is not that Christ actually preached
in Ephesus, but that he did so through his
ministers; for Christ was never in Asia-Minor.
The Centurion as really came to Jesus through
the Elders as he buiit the synagozue. (St. Lu.,
7:5.) Inaliteral senss he did not build asyna-
goguo. It was constructed by his financial
supplies. It is only in this sense that Solomon
built the first temple and Herod the second.
May we not iufer also the Centurion did not
go in person to Christ? Would not the same
feeling of unworthiness to have Jesus enter
the house, be in his way as to a personal inter-
view? And we can bardly imagine Christ
would so praise a man to his faceas in St. Matt.,
8:10, and St. Luke, 7:9. It is true Jesus
praised men at times in their hearing, but
never so prodigionsly as here. When he com-

plimented at all, it was generally for thoe pur- |

pose of enconragzing a stumbling, falling one,
so a8 to renew his hope. Then, if such a se-
vere contrast between Jews and Gentiles were
made in the presence of the Gentiles, the Jews
wonid have been too offended to maintain
gilence. 1f the writers of the New Testament
had planned to deceive in their writings, they
wonld have taken care not to have any such
apparent differences in their versions of the
same circamsiance.

Did Christ see the Centurion at all? We
cannot determine whether Jesus saw either the
Centurion or Lis servant. It is possible the
Centurion and the Elders both went to Christ.
Verso 13 of St. Matthew's account may, how-
oever, teach that Christ spoke to the Centurion
by seuding word back through the same Elders
who had spoken for the Centurion,

We do not know the name, age, ete., of the
Centurion. Roman seldiers were, however,
discharged at pfobably not far from 40 years of
age. Being in service, he can be supposed to
haveo been a man in middle life. It is most
likely he was a Centarion under Herod Anti-
pas, from the fact this Herod lived at Caperna-
um and was Governor of Galilee, A Centurion
was a commander of 100 soldiers. His kind-
ness is seen in his intorest for his servant; his
beneficence, in the building of & synagogue;
his theologic libgrality, in the fact that, though
a Roman, he helpad the Jewish religion; his
wealth, in his ability to ereet at his own ex-
pense a place of worship, Exclusive as was the
faith of the Israelites, it vet left room for Gen-
tiles to become cither Joews with a!l rights, or
clseafliliating Jows. 'The'last class were called
proselytes of the gate. It is thought the Cen-
turion was one of these. Svch were Corne-
lius, Lydia, the Ethiopian eunuch, Justus and
others,

We know very little of the servant. No
name is mentioned. St Matthew in both cases
(in the Greek) styles him a pais, or boy. St
Luke, besides calling him (in Greek) a paic,
also styles him (in Greek) a doulos, or slave.
Boy (pais) is a kinder, dearer word, and is the
one used by the Centarion as to his servant.
We do not understand a son. The servant was
probably also a Gentile.

The Physician was Christ. In this material
miiracle he pictured his spiritual remedies,

The disease was palsy. Paralysis is tho loss
of power tocontrel one's motions, It comes
from a Greek verb (paraluo), which means to
relax at the side, and is applicd in modical works
to the palsy. Such a loosening of the nerves
in some enses aflects the entire body. Leprosy
nlso sumetimes affects the whole body ; at other
times ouly a part or parts. Palsy i3 not men-
tioned in the Old Testament. It is said the
pationt was greatly tormented. Palsy is not
generally o painful disorder. But yet stages of
palsy are very agounizing. Totanus sometimes
Joins the palsy, specially in warm climates, and
then the patient's suflering is terribly excruci-
ating. A formof the palsy which contracts
and eontorts the joints is very painful. Teta-
nus twists the body out of shape. Dr, James
Strong, of Drew Theological Seminary, asks
whether this case be not inflammatory rhen-
matism. Palsy is admitted to be a very ditli-
cult disease to handle. (St Matt., 4: 24.)

The remedy was a command from Christ,
word did it. But back of the word was the
power of God. Omuipotence sccounts for the
result, Notice, too, the Ductor and paticnt
were at a distance from each other. Over this
space went the flat accompanied by the divine
energy. Before the Elders reached the houss
the servant was in health. The cure was in-
stantaneous, (St Matt, §:13.) Further, the
cure was permanent. (St. Luke, 7:10.)

The reporters of the miracle wero Sts. Mat-
thew and Luke. The sccount of the latler is
fullest. St Matthew was an eye-witness. The
two Gospels were witten at sbout the same
date (A. ), 63), or about 36 years after the
ovent., St. Matthew wrote at Rome and St
Luke at Achaia,

A part explanation of the miracle is the faith
of the Centurion and of the Elders, and possi-
bly of the patient, (St. Matt, 8:10, and St
Luke, 7:9.) This faith was inspired largely,
without doubt, by Christ’s former six miracles
in Caperusum : 1. The great draught of fishes,
2. The restoration to health, or sanencss, of the
demoniac, 3. The cure of St. Peter's mother-
inlaw. 4. The healing of a miscallaneous
crowd. 5. The recovery of the paralytic. 6,
The withered hand strengthened. Then, the
poople doubtless heard of Christ's miracles at
other places. He ufler this performed one
wmore cure of palsy,

Sugrestions :

1. Be humble. Do not have exalted ideas of
your importance. Kecall ths cases of the prodi-
gal, the publican, the Syro-Phanician, 5t, John
Baptist, (St. Matt., 3:.11.)

2. So act as to be held in high public esteem.

Treat serv-
unts without severity., Do not send them off
it sick to an infirmary or hospital, exeept in

4. Servants should be Githful, and so endear
themselves,

sure to show it, The Centurion proved the
genuineness of his regard for the Jews by build-
ing them a synagogue,' Have faith and works,
Act as well as profess,

6. Help build chorches,
ward chureh building fund,

7. In every aflliction go to Christ. In sick-
ness solicit his aid by prayer. Call in also the
aid of the Elders, (St. James, 5:13, 14.)

8. Help the needy. The Ceuturion was a
Gentile—the Elders Jews ; but the Elders aided
the Centarion in gaining assistanee from Christ.
The Ceuturion helped the servant. Mutual
sorvices are in place,
