Eprror NATIONAL Tripuse: Just before
the breaking out of the war the corner-stone of
the University of the Bouth, at Sewanee, Tenn.,
was laid with muoch ceremony and valuable
articles were deposited under it. Some inex-
pensive houses had been erected and extensive
preparations made for the construction of the
University buildings, The Federals came into
possession of Tennessee in 1862, and spread all
over the State, Destruction was going on
everywhere as the armies swayed to and fro.
The buildings at Sewanes were burned to the
ground and almost all traces of what had boen
done were obliterated, The corner-stone, a
block of marble weighing six tons, was broken
up and entirely removed. Amongst the arti-
cles placed under the stone was a valuable
album coutaining landscape sketches by
the wvenerable Bishop of Vermont. All the
topographical maps and reports of the Engineer
Corps, showing the peculiarities of local posi-
tion, the elevation above the sea level, ete.,
and various other articles wers removed from
the iron safe in which they were kept and ear-
riod off. It scems almost impossible—at this
Iate day, 25 years afler the event—to suppose
that anything taken from that locality is still
in existenco; yet this letter is written with the
hope and desire that if anything taken from
there is in the hands of any Federal soldier, it
is desired that the same—no matter how small
the article—shall be returned. Tho time has
como when such things are returned if an op-
portanity is given. Ifany article, map or any-
thiug else carried away from Sewanee is still
in existence, and this mects the cye of the
parly now in possession, it is requested that
they be returned to me—P,.
