THE rABTISA" CRY AGAIN".

For some months it has looted as if the
deoisivo defeat sustainod by the soldier-hatin- g

press last Summor in its attempt to
introduce dteoasion into thcranla of our
Order had oflWctually alenced it, but there
have beoa receot indications that the at-

tempt is to be renewed with as much fiorce-noo- s

and as little regard for the truth as

over.

Several papers which have distinguished
themselves by their vimlont opposition to

puiH legislation have recently had
editorialti He much alike in tone and lan-

guage as te sucgoat the suspicion that they
woro inspired from high quarters. Those

have denounced the G.A.R. ae "an annex io
the Republican machine," aud declared that

while there arc still living at least 1 ,350,000

luoa who servod honorably in the Union
armies, there are loss than 400,000 of them

the G.AJt. OousoqneuUy, the conclusion

unavoidable that it is only a part of the
Rcpttblicana who have entered the Order,

while the maw of the Democrats and a largo
portion of the Republicans have remained
outwde."

The oditorials go on to assert that the

Disability 3eneu Bill is "a Republican
device to injure the Doniocracy," and to

urge thoe Democratic voterans who are in

the Ordor to withdraw, aud those who are

still outside to throw the weight of their
influence against it

The stimulus to all this is clear lo anyone

who thinks a minute. It is occasioned by

the overwhelming indorsement by the Posts

of the country of the Disability Pension Bill
recommended by the G.A.R. National Pen- -

siou uommiuec. 'Xha somter-naxer- s rcanze

the necessity of doing something at once to

broalc the force of this splondid unification

of the soldiers. Last "Winter, Spring and

Summor they relied on vehement protesta

tions that a majority of the G.A.R. were
oppoeod to the measure of relief which the
President vetoed, and that all the demand
for it was " the clamor raieod by a relatively
few deadleat8, beauty-jumper- s, coffee-cool-or- s,

pension-sharks- ," otc. Even as hardened
and unscrupulous liars as these soldier-hato- rs

are, they could not persist in such a
statement in face of tho fact that of the
252,:Si!2 voles cast more than 250,000wcre in

favor of it. Honce the present flank move-i- n

oat.

Of course their present charges arc as false

as their previous ones. Tho G.A.R. is no
more "an annex to the Republican machine"
than it is to the Democratic, or the Pro-

hibition machine, or the Henry George move-mou- t,

or tho Knights of Labor. In every
Post in the country Avill be found earnest
and devoted adhorents of all these. There
is not a convention or political meeting of
any parly north of tho Ohio and the Polo-ma- c

in which, inon wearing the bronze
badge do not take an active and frequently
a controlling part But in the Post room, at
the Reunion, and in the Euoampmout politi-

cal divisions tire as forgotten as if they did
not oxist No more account is taken of a
comrade's political affiliations than of his
religious boiliof or the color of his hair. If
he is a candidate for au office in the Post or
the Eucampniont, the only questions asked
are: "Was he a good soldier? Is he a zealous
and active comrade ? If he needs assistance
nobody slops lo inquire how he voted at any
election. His services lo his country and
his present necessities are the only things
considered.

"What difloronce does it make whether the
hand that in.JSOl- - 05 leveled a Springfield
rifle at tho enemies of his country now puts
a Democrat, a Republican, a Greenback or a
Prohibition vote into the ballot-box- ? No
questions as to his political opinions were
then asked of a man who was willing lo
stand ahouldur to hhouldor with his com-

rades, confronting a line of charging butler-nut- s;

none are asked now when he puts
himself in line with his old comrades under
the glorious banner of Fraternity, Charity
and Loyalty. Drenching rain, sleet and
cold, ltardship, toil, wounds aud death then
came alike to "Whigs, Republicans, Aboli
tionists and Democrats. To-da- y they who
survived are racked by disease and unstrung
by old age, without regard to whether they
are Republicans, Democrats, Prohibitionists
or Labor Reformers. There are no part'
lines in thoir memories of the glorious past,
nor in their brotherly affection for those
who shared its labors and dangers with
them lo win for the country all that it en-

joys to-da- y. Comradeship is above party
always. Thore is very rarely any conflict
between any man's comradeship and his
political affiliation. Slill more rarely is there
auy real need of such a conflict, but when it
is forced then comradeship triumphs and
party goes lo the wall. The voterans of one
party are just as willing to sacrifice their
partisan affiliations as the other. There is
no great organization of men in the country
which is so thoroughly non-partis- an as the
G.A.R.

IXCKBASU Or TIII3 COUNTItY'S "WEALTH.
The census of 3860 estimated the wealth

of the country at $16,159,010,003. In 1870

this had increased lo $30,003,518,507, and in
1880 the "estimated true valuation of the
property" of the Nation aggregated the
enormous sum of $43,012,000,000, or moro

than treble what it was at the beginning of
tho war. This is the most astonishing
growth of wealth of any Nation in the his-

tory of the world.

The credit of this is duo in very large
measure lo the veterans of the country. Had
they not fought aud oudured as they did
none of this enormous increase of wealth
would have been possible. Had they not
struggled against all manner of discourage-

ments and defeats, rallied boldly and un-

flinchingly after evory reverse,-an- d died on
more than 2,000 upody battlefields lo pre-

serve tbe Union and conquer peace, we
would not have had as much properly to-da- y
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as we had in 1SC0. Instead of forty-thre- e

billions we should have been fortunate to
have ten billions. All the increase from

men's labor would have been devoured by
standing armies and hordes of officials, made
necessary by the disrupted country. Iustead
of capital seeking our shores from all over
the world, it would have fled affrighted from

us. Instead of every young man being en-

gaged in productive toil in the shops or fields,

hundreds of thousands of them would have
had lo be constantly under arms, guarding
the frontiers against each other, repelling
raids and hostile demonstrations. Industry
would have been paralyzed and commerce

ruined.
The good work of tho veterans did not end

with their valiant servico at the front The
millions of young men who fought the battles
of the country retuuedhomeat the conclusion
of the war, and became its most energetic
woikers in building up its prosperity. How
important was their share in the great work
of creating the enormous wealth of tho
country can be demonstrated by taking tho
State of Kansas for an example. The popu-

lation of that Stalo is almost wholly made
up of men who served in the Union army
and their families. In 18G0 the value of
the property of tho Slato was estimated
nt$31,237,S93. In 18C5 the influx of veterans
to the State began, and in 1870 the property
was estimated at $188,803,014, or six limes
what it was in 1SC0. In 1830 tho estimated
valuation was $575,000,000 three times
what it was in 1670, and 18 times what it
was in 16C0. That is, in 20 years the 990,-00- 0

people in Kansas have by their industry
a.id thrift added $541,000,000 to the wealth
of tho country, or more actual properly
than there is in either Alabama, Arkansas,
Colorado, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Louisi-

ana, Maine, Mississippi, New Hampshire,
North Carolina, Rhode Island, South Caro-

lina, Vermont or West Virginia. The veterans
ofKansashavcacluallydugoutoflhegrouud
since they were mustered out of the service
of the United States more wealth than thore
was in wealthy Stales like Connecticut,
Indiana, Louisiana, Missouri, New Jersey,
North Carolina, South Carolina aud Ten-

nessee at the outbreak of tho war.
Everewhere else the veterans have done

as well as in Kansas. "Wo have selected
Kansas as an example, beca'usc the jiropor-tio- n

of veterans to population is larger thore
than in any other State, and there they had
a virgin country upon which they built a
Stale almost from the foundation.

This shows that the veterans as a mass
are no more idlers and spendthrifts in civil
life than Ihey were cowards aud coffee-coole- rs

in time of war. Tho marvelous
building up of such Stales as Iowa, Kansas,
Nebraska, Minnesota and Dakota are as
splendid monuments to tho veteraus of the
country as Gettysburg, Vicksburg, Atlanta
nnd Appomattox.

TIIE.Y Alt IS THE FIGHTING 3IEX.
The attempt of tho soldier-hatin- g men to

discredit the G.A.R. by tho allegation that
it does not really represent tho men who
fought the battles of tho country, will not
deceive anyone who docs not want to be de-

ceived. No mnn will believe it but one who
wants to believe any lie or slander that will
belittle tho men who saved the country's
existence.

The rosier of any Post will give the lie lo
this allegation. There is no secret about the
membership of any Post or the military
services of Ihot-- e who compose it On the
contrary, the Post is proud to have its roster
studied, aud its claims, to public considera-
tion bcrutiniztd.

Most large Posts now go to the expense of
printing rosters, which contain the com-

rade's name, rank, company, regiment nnd
length of service. The distribution of those
is so free that they may be said to bo in
general circulation.

A casual examination of any one of these
rosters bj' one who knows anything of the
history of the war will demonstrate that tho
membership represents more desperate, hard
fighting than was ever known in the history
of the world before our war. It the exam
iner is acquainted with the commuuilyin
which the Post is situated ho will be com-

pelled to admit, after comparing the roll of
members with a list of the ex-soldi- who
are still outside of tho Order, that while
there are yet many, good, faithful, fighting
veterans yet on the outside, that tho bulk of
them are inside, and that most of those of
inferior records are on the outside.

There is good reason for Ibis. The longer
any man served in his young and plastic
days, the more the spirit of organization and
feeling of comradeship became au oseulial
part of his nature, aud tho more likely he is
to seek association with his comrades in his
later years. The man who in his youth had
three long years of close compauiouship
with other soldiers, aud tho habits of such
associations forced upon him, is much more
strongly inclined to seek a continuance of
such association than the man who only had
three months' of such an experience. As a
rule he is enthusiastic in G.A.R. work and
objects in proportion lo tho length and im-

portance of his service.

CODDLING JE1T DAVIS.
The Atlanta Comliltition says that before

Jeff Davis left Macon somo gentlemen of
that town determined to givo him "a fitting
memento of Macon hospitality." This is
tho way they carried out that amiable in-

tention : Making up a puree of ?500, they
sent it to Park & Til ford, New York--, with
instructions to send an assortment of their
finest liquors. It camo in a mahogany case,
no two bottles, except those containing
champagne, alike, and the Maconiles who
weie allowed to see the insido of the case say
that a sad, feeliug
rather got the heller of them.

At the time these generous Maconiles were
lavishing their money to tickle the palate

of the aged arch-reb- el with the daintiest
liquors the cellars of New York could fur-

nish, there were hobbling about the streets
of Macon scores of men who were maimed
into abject helplessness in trying to further
thi3 uuscrupulous demagog's fiendish ambi-

tion. There were within the municipal limita
possibly a hundred widows whoso protectors
had been torn away from them to die on tho
battlefield that this man might gratify his
unholy lust for power.

tims of the plots and intrigues of the man
who would

"Wade through slaughter to n throno,
Aud hhut tho Kttos of mercy on mankind?

There was little heed of them and their
misery as there was in 1SG1, when their
peace and happiness and that of millions of
others were readily interrupted by tho sum-

mons lo the field to fight a cruel aud cause-

less war for the benefit of this hoary-heade- d

conspirator.
Tho ?500 expended in giving Jeff Davis

"a fitting memento of Macon hospitality"
would have bought artificial limbs for quite
a number of his crippled victims, or sup-

ported through tho "Winter in tolerable com-

fort a half score of tho aged women who
wcro widowed by his treason, but neither
the "generous" donors nor the selfish recipi-

ent took auy thought of that

Some of tho Po3ts are yet voting on the

Disability Pension Bill proposed by the
G.A.R. National Pension Committee, but
the result is everywhere tho same. The ra-

tio shown by tho consolidated returns at
headquarters of 125 voles in favor to one

against it is still maintained.
There can be no overestimation of the im-

portance of this splendid solidarity of the
veterans on this most important matter.

It means everything for the disabled veter-

ans nnd their dependent ones, to whom just-

ice has been so long denied. There can

now be no more pretense by anyone as to
what the ex-soldi- of tho country really
waut for their disabled comrades. They
have spokon in a way which admits of no
mistake as to its meaning. There never
was such unanimity on any question by any
class of men in tho whole history of tho
country, and never even an approach to
such unanimity by the soldiers since they
wcro mustered out of service at tho close of
the war.

"With this showing before it Congress will
be more willing than evor to pass a bill that
will substantially accord with that so over-

whelmingly indorsed by the comrades, and
wc feel confident that tho President will sec

his way clear to signing it
We congratulate ourselves and the com-

rades upon the brilliant success which has
followed and is likely to follow adherence
to the policy which wo have incessantly
urged upon tho comrades; that is, to ask a
few things at a time, and nil unite upon
them. This is tho only way to fight our
battle for justice and soldiers' rights.

The total number of claims received dur-

ing theweck ending Nov. 26, 1887, was 3,532.

Of this number 777 were original invalid
claims; 347 widows; 4 warof 1812; 14 bounty
land claims; 20 navy claims; 4 old war; 140

on account of Mexican service, and 2,276 ap-

plications for increase.

The total receipts of mail matter during
the week were 42,809 pieces. There were
34,264 letters and circulars sent out There
were furnished for the use of claimants 2,834

names and postoffico addresses of officers and
comrades. The number of examinations re-

ported were 3,106. The amount of fees for
these examinations was $14,311, an average
cost per examination of $4.61.

The news from Europe shows how deter-

minedly the Germans push their commerce.

The great Empire of Russia contains over
'100,000,006 people. These are nearly all

engaged in agriculture, which they pursue
in tho crudest, most laborious way. The
statesmen of Russia arc striving to increase
tho national wealth and prosperity by the
development of home manufactures. Bis-

marck, at the recent conference between the
Emperors at. Berlin, demanded as the price
of German friendship and alliance that the
Czar dismiss all of his Ministers who are
active in supporting the policy of encourag-
ing Russian manufactures to the detriment
of the trade with Germany, and it is asserted
that the Czar actually consented to this.

It is very easy to talk about " the major-

ity of the renl fighting soldiers being outside
of the G.A.R.," but quite another thing to
furnish facts which will support this asser-

tion. One list showing that in any town
there are moro good fighting soldiers outside
the local Post than there is in it, would be
worth several miles of blatant editorials.

PRIVATE DALZELL.
Some Very Practical Suggestions.

EniToit National TiUBrjNK: In Ohio wo
havo no call for a relief fund In the Grand
Army Posts. Tho law provides for raising itby taxation at a rato not to exceed thrao mills
on tho total valuation of real and personal prop-
erty in tho State. This is disbursed among tho
needy comrades, thoir widows and orphans by
a commission appointed by tho eourfc in each
County, and composed of two soldiers and ono
civilian. It mines a fund sufficient, therefore,
to mako a relief fund in tho Posts wholly un-
necessary.

By a httlo attention to the matter, doubtless
tho Legislatures of all the States eould be in-
duced to copy tho patriotic Ohio law.

I beg tho comrades in all the Posts through-
out the Union to lay this mattor before their
Legislatures at once, and give them no peaco
until they copy our law. A3 Logan used to
say, "it is tho soldier's lot to bo poor," and wo
havo very Httlo to givo our comrades in dis-
tress, and havo a good right to go to the public
treasury, not to beg it, but to domaud it, in
cases of necessity, to shell out aud meet aud
satisfy every just demand of tho soldier.

I solicit correspondence with comrades on
this subject, and will gladly answer all ques-
tions thoy may ask mo a3 to the operation of
this noblo law. Of course it is not the duty of
tho States to do this for us unless tho Gonernl
Government fail. It was for the whole Uuion,
tho whole Government, thatwo fougbtand won
tho fight and saved it from death, and it is tho
duty of Congress to provide a fund large enough
to meot all our wants; but if it continues to
prove ungrateful, unpatriotic and mean, lot ua
go to tho State Legislatures a3 tho Ohio boy3
uiu, anu compel cnem to shell out. If you
potition yourLogislatures they daro not say no.
Woe to the member of tho Legislature in any
loyal State who would vote no on such a bill.
Agitate it in tho newspapers, pour your peti-
tions in on tho Legislature, and the thing will
go like a houso on fire. Boycott aud spot
any newspaper, any party, any man who op-
poses tho measure. You gain nothing- - by
mincing matters. Spit it right out; go for
them as you went for tho Johnnies horse,
foot and dragoonr charging with a cheer, if need
be with a curso, and you will soon make it.

In Ohio until this law was passed we U3ed to
go to our relief fund for tho money to bury a
poor comrade and take caro of his destitute
family. Now wo simply go to tho County
treasury and draw $30 to bury him, and $10 or
$20 for tho immediate reliof of tho fumily on
tho day of the funeral. So our Posts aro al-
ways in funds. Wo must drop all this mod-
esty. Wo havo earned tho right to demand
and have all tho money wo need, and wo will
havo it, tool

We beg nothing; wo simply collect a small
percent, on a very bad debt long owed to us
by a very stingy, mean and unwilling debtor.
Our demands aro duns, not the pleas of beg-
gars or paupers. I havo very little respect for
politicians, I declare ! Tho longer I live tho
less I havo. They caro littlo for thesoldiors;
in fact, despise us, and would ourse U3 to our
teeth if they did not want our votes. So in
approaching such people I would not beat
about the bush, but go for them as ono goes for
people for whom ho has no love and precious
little respect.

We have minced matters too much with theso
scamps. We should keep a black-boo- k aud
taboo every Congressman, Senator and legis-
lator who dares to vote no on any of our bills.
That is the only measure that will over pene-
trate their thick hides nnd sknlls. I would
vote for the homed and hoofed devil in any
party who would favor our equalisation of
bounties, arrears of pensions and tho appropria-
tion of the Treasury surplus to favor soldiera
and thoir families. But I will not vote for any
politician, oven if ho wero an angel from
heaven, if ho goes back on those bilk), or ever
did.

Though we need no relief fond, therefore,
still our Posts always need a littlo money for
other purposes. I don't believe in the Post
taking money off its members.

There is no uso of it.4
AU this thinsc of dues and aieeaamente is

v. ro tig and should be stopped. Most of the boy3
are too poor to staud it, and 30 drop out aud off
the rolls.

That is all wrong.
The G.A.R. is as good as tho Church, in fact

tho only church most of us belong to, and it
should be free as the Gospel without nionoy
and without price.

When we gave tho golden years of our young
manhood we gave enough indeed, all moat of
ui had to give. Tho country owes us a living.
I say it boldly. Let tho pcoplo who own every
cont they have because and because only of
our service, bo made to provide amply for all
our wants.

They owe it to us and more, a thousand
times more, than we ever asked or received.

Aud why not say so boldly, as I do? It is
because we were too proud or too dttlident to
ask it that wo havo not received it long ago. I
havo confidence in tho liborality of the patriotic
people, although f have none in tho politicians.

Tho people's hearts and purses wero always
open to tho soldiers. They are anxious to do
taxed for our reliof. It is a pleasure for them
to givo and keep givjug, and I know it. They
justly feel honored fn boing permitted to givo
to decoration ceremonies, the burial of tho Na-

tion's di'iul, and tho relief of tho Nation's
wards. They havo never complained. Bo it
said to their honor, tho people, in tho mass,
with few mean exceptions, may bo counted aa
the soldiers' friends always and everywhere.

So, now, tho way to "ruiso all money needed
by tho Post is plain and easy. Go to tho peo-

ple. They will givo largely and willingly all
that Posts need for all purposes. I never know
them to fail yet when appealed to by tho right
men in tho right spirit for any worthy object
proposed by tho G.A.R.

They don't liko beggars! Who does? But
they admire manly men who stand up boforo
them, look them in the eye, and tell them their
duty to tho soldiers. Theu thoy givo liberally.

Let Campfires, Bounions, lectures, entertain-
ments bo presented by tho soldiers of tho
G.AJL in every County, and invito the peoolo
to como and givo a quarter apiece, and thoy
will do it. Wo always chargo a quarter admis-
sion to our Reunions. Until we did so it used
to coat a fow of us a groat deal of money.
Now it costs ua nothing except tho quarter,
and Imvcs a large surplus of several hundred
dollars in our Post treasury all tho timo far
more than wo need for all purposes. The peo-

ple did it, and so willingly and kindly, loo.
Tho people did it all; and, comrades, adopt this
plan and you will drop no more comrades for
want of payment of dues, for then you need
never ask any comrado again for a cent not a
cont, but let them givo just a3 thoy fool liko
giving. Unless this is done, tho G.A.R. will
fall to pieces and be but a mere handful in tha
next two years.
