and March, inspect the offices of the various
staff officers in their respective Departments
and report the xosulte thereof to the Inspector-Genera- l.

Further ioatrfictions will be given
when neeeaiftr? by ifce Inspector-Genera-l, to
whom all oarraspottdeoce and reports relating
to the inspection shoeW be addressed.
