Whai Our Veterans Have to Say About
Their 0ld Campaigns.

BATON ROUGE.

What Comrade Welton Saw ;Emrltuctd in His
Firnt EBattie,

Eorror Natioxar TuipuNe: Some time in
the curly days of June, 1862, the 6ih t\!:ch.
arrived at Baton Rouge, La., after & trip up
the * Father of Waters ” as far as Warrenton,
Miss., having had some hard experience, and
were assigned guarters in the United Slates
burrneks, which bad been in existence for a
puwsber of years previous to the war.  We were
grateful st the change from exlraanely active
service to the much-peeded rest and gquiet
which we were soon enjoying, broken only by
frequent picket duty and an occasional recon-
nssauece. The weather, bowever, being de-
lightiul, these doties were a source of enjoy-
muent to us, as they afforded unlimited scope o
our

ABILITIES A FORAGERE;

and what seldier ever repined under such cir-
cumstances? The 4th Wis shared with us the
duties of the post.

Along about the 1st of July the remainder of |

the troops composing Williaws's Brigade, (who
hud beon np at Vickshurg endeavoriag to cul a
canal between two poiuts on the river forthe
purpose of leaving Vicksburg without water
commuuication,) began to arrive, one regiment
8l & Lime, «t Baton Bouge, and were gladly wel-
comed by us, a5 we all well knew tiiat we bad
boen occupying & dangerous position, fur from
SuppoIts or reiniorcenients, in case we were at-
tacked by s superior force of ithe enemy.

The force st Baton Rouge on the evening of
Aung. 4, 1862, was composed as follows: Oih
Conn.. 30t Mass,, J4th Me,, Tth Vi, 21st Ind.,
4&th Wis, and Gih Mich. regiments of infantry ;
Nimss2d and Muoning's 4ih Mass. batteries;
siso, two guns which had been captured, aud
were mauned by a detschment from the Zist
Ind., commauded by a Licut. Brown, _

On accotnt of the Joug sea voyage, with its
juertia snd covfinement, necessary for trans-
periation te that department, and the hard-
ships of the trip up the river, combined with
the deldlitating effects of the climate of the
far South, from all the force before mentioned
only sbout 2500 effective men could be wus.
tered for duty, aud many of these took their
Places in line of battle from the convaleseent
wards of the diflerent hospitals in the city. So
mwuch for the personnel of the foree, nil under
command of Brig.-Gen. Thomas 8 Williams, a
brave and eficient officer, although somewhst
uupopular with the Western men of his com-
wend on secount of the rigorous discipline
which he nudertosk to enforee.

Ou the wight of the 4th we were informed
that & large force of the enemy were

WITHIN SETRIKING DISTANCE,

and {hst s fuss with them in the near futore
was highly probatle, and we were ordered to
bave one duy’s ovoked rations in our haver-
sacke, eautecns filled and our Sghting imple-
ments in good coudition for busiuuss,‘snd
eversthing in good shape so as to be ready at
the first tap of the long roll.

On sccount of pumercus previous rumors to
the same eflect which had proved false, maoy of
the boys neglected the partof theordersrelating
to rations aud water, and realized thoir mis-
take vory curly the next day.

Our regiwent (the 6th Mich.) was camped
without tents oo the moming of the 5th on a
youd lJesding esst from the city, at the " Ball
Aller,” in a gprave of live-oaks, one compsuy
(C) being on picket in our front.

1 slept well, aud when the first picket firing
commenced va the worning of fhe 5th I had
just ariscy and finiched my simple toilet, being
sn hubitaal early riser. 1 immediately donned
my accoulerments and ran to the guarters of
Lient, Dicker, communding compauy, and
swakened him, and then took my place with
the company, which by this time wus rapidly
forwing, in cousequence of which sction our
company was ready “for business before the
slano wus beaten.

Iy cledienve to orders from headguarters,
three compamies (A, Band F) were, with the
seption of artitlery, left at the Ball Alley, under
the conunand of Capt. Cordon, of the 6th Mich;
the repmining six companies of the regiment
then in camp were double-guicked to a posi-
tion parily rovering the Magoolia Cemetery.

When we arrived at ovnr position in line of
battle, which wss a good one, we found four
gone of the 41h Msass, battory in position ; but
from soine unaccoaniable resson, to the best of
wy recoliection, they did not fire a shot. In
moving vut to our position we had to file right
aud move toward the front for some distance
in four ranks, marchiog endways: and right
bere the first shell passed over our heads, I
should judge sbuut 20 fect above the ground,
Being s sbot from a rilled gan, its motion was
what the boyvs used 1o call * guick and devil-
ish.” It being npespected, we were somewhat
surprised —to put it mildly—and every man, as
far as | conld sec abead,

COUETESEYED T0 THE GROUND
witbout weitiog for orders.  After taking posi-
tion we were ordored to liedown., Quite sharp
firing had by this timebegun on the left, and the
worning being fozey, and what little air there
was glirring bringing the smoke of the firing
all to our frout, we were consequently unable
to sae 10 rods ia our front: but we could bear,
gnd kuew that we should soon bave a hand in,
As we oy on the ground we could sse under
the fopr 1o sbout the Light of s man's kvees, and
1 could plaixly see the legs of the Johnuies
Joug before we counld distinguish their forms
throogh the dense obscurity. Capt. Clark, com-
mundipg the defachment, ordered us to lie
close and pyeserve silence until ordered Lo
commence firing, and 1 distinetly remember
bow torribly apxions | was to begin business
Jong belore he got ready. The rels came on
in finestyle, with a nicely-dressed line, nntil
they were within sbout 50 paces of gs, when
Uapt. Ciark gave us the command to

“LET TUEM MAVE IT; AND AIM LOow!”
As we fired it seemed to me a8 §if more than
one-hall of thes went Lo the ground ; we being
o pear and lying down, sboul every shot took
ﬁl‘“‘-

The terrible effoct of our fire seemed to de-
moralize these wuhartl, 20d they tnrned and
ran back some 40 rods to a plece of timber on
ghe fsrther side of the cewetery, where their
ofiovrs suttesded in formiug a new live, aud
they being etrongly reinforced, alter a short
time agem sdvanoed., Of course, they had
given usthe benefit of their best efforts in the
shooting line, end up to this limeonr losses had
been quite beavy,

The fog and smokc had now lifted and cleared
away, wod when they gpnio advaveced we had a
good view of them from the start. We reserved
our firo until they were again about half-way
1o ms, when we commenced 1o firest will. They
jimmediately raised theery of “ Don'tshoot; you
are firingon your own men.” Licut. Ralph, of
Co. I, Acting Adjutant, says, “ I will find out,”
sud rode prompily down to the front between
the two lincs, until be ascertained that it was &
bozx, ealculsted to deccive ve into inactivily,
when be galloped back amid a shower of ballg,
but came off unharmed; a8 brave & feal as
anyihing 1 saw in my nearly four vears of
gervice. At about the same time 1 discovered
that the foree advancing wore fringed hoptiug
shirts and leggiogs s s uniform, and ealled the
sttention of Lieut Dickey, commanding Co, E
(who was lving close to me), to the fact, and
be immedistely ordered our company to give
thems —— under the shortrite. The whole
detuchment theu began giving them

LIEEERAL DOEEE OF COLD LEAD,
aud the destruction in thelr ranks was fearful;
but siill they steadily and doggedly came right
along, their front ranks losding sud firing as
they came, all in perfect order and discipline,
snd with as much deliberation as thoogh on
drill, uutil they were again within about 40
paces of our line, when the erder was given us
te “Rise uy and fix bdayonets,” which was
promptiy oboyed, Nextcane the order, * Guard
spainst nfantry,” which position was as
prompily otﬁal_. Their officers immediatcly
gave the osler Yo charge, but we had given
thewe such & terrible punishment in the two
sdvances that the men did not seem to Lave the
@ctermination to come on, and after wriggling
around like @ bunch of earthworms in a tin
cup for & short time, they broke and ran back
o the timber again,

OFf course we were not idle all this time, and
&8 soon a8 they broke we again began giving
them Government rutions of lend as fust gs
they could be issued. Our force being 80 small
our oflicers did not sttempt & couvtercharge,
feciing that the holdius of our pesition aud

beating them off would be glory enough for this
ooccasion.

They again got their lines reorganized, and
moved off by the left flank for the purpose of
tarning our right, but Nims's battery now
whirled into position a little to our right and
rear, when we immediately moved into posi-
tion to support the battery,

The enomy made desperate efforts to capture
the battery, but the “battery boys" served
them up the canister so lively and we of the
support “assisted” to_the cxtent that they
were compelled to retire in much disorder, aud
did not again come on, and as far as we were
concerned the battle was ended.

After a short time Breckinridge withdrew
his whole force, and Col. Cahill, who had suc-
cevded to the command, (Gen. Williams having
been killed early in the fight,) reformed the
line on a shorter basis, aud we patiently await-
eid the expected renewal of bostilities which
did not come,

The carnage was fearful considering the
number engaged; our whole loss being some
400 killed and wounded, and our small regi-
ment losing 16 kiiled and 48 wounded., The
loss on the part of the rebels was appalling,
and in the published reports of their loss 1 s
confident that half was never told. Their
ollicial loss was reported as 83 killed and some
400 wounded, but I know that 78 dead rebels
were picked up and buried in front of the posi-
tion of our regiment, and the fighting in front
of the 21=t Ind. and 14th Me, was fully as san-
gainary 58 with ns.

One thing which contributed to extraordi-
pary loss on our side was the absence of all
defensive works, and it has always becn & mys-
ters to we why as experienced a soldier as
Gen. Williams had utterly neglected to fortify
our position at Baton Ronge, In the latter
days of the war such things were taken as a
mutter of immediate necessity in every camp-
ing-ground of two days’ occupation.

As regards this battle I have not attempted
s complete Listory, and if any one finds that it
does not tally with his idea of the same, let
him consider that I have not uudertaken to
write of anshing excopt what came under my
personal obscervation, Just exactly what other
regimenis were doing I know not, as 1 had all
that I could attend to vight in my immediate
front, and bave written nothing to provoke
controversy, I will say here that 1 hope that
our old Department of the Gulf will be eftener
beard from.—Geo.

Eprron NatroNan Triguse: I bave pe-
rused every article published in your columns
bearing upon the Valley eampaign, and should
now like to give my wiews of the battie of
Cedar Creek, Oct. 19, 1864, Serg't Toms's article
was cxcellent. I do not say this because he
was a member of my regiment, but becanse it
was correct in every detail,

Every soldier kuows who shared brave Sheri-
dan's victery on that ever-to-be-remembered
day that no one command did all the work. The
pnfortunate eircumstance which attended the
Zighth Corps was uo discredit to the sleeping
soldiers who were surprised and almost de-
moralized by the reception they had of Early's
comwand eerenading them with powder and
ball at so unexpected & time, and eo ill pre-
pared to receive them. I ask any brave man,
of any corps or eolor, what would any body of
men on earth bave done under the circum-
stances? The Nineteenth Corps were nearly
as bLadly dealt with: they bhad no time for
action, aud with the Eighth Corps in retreal,
and darknpess oyerspresding them, their mis-
fortune certainly was not discreditable. The
Sixth Corps was informed of the situation, and
thercfore prepared to do their duty, which
either of the other corps would have done un-
der the same circumstances, The Ninetecnth

| Corpsd knew well; 1 have seen them thor-

oughly tested, and 1 can say for them, with
truth, that a braver and better body of men
never " skinned g potato, ate mule meat with
the hair on, or ever shouldered a musket™
and even at Cedar Creek, notwithstanding the
terrible shock they sustained, they bore an
equal share in the retreat, and won as much
glory with the bayonet as sny corps ever
won. Iehall not forget them. Neither will
1 forget one Col. George M. Love, of the 1liith
N. Y., who became so0 iutoxicated with the
thoughts of victory, that with all the bravery
of a lion heled bhiscommand with such impetu-
osity a8 1o be far evough in the advauce to
capture the battle-flag of the 2d 8. C, being
the only officer in that battle who was that
close to the Confederate eolors. Can the Sixth
Corps say this much ; that their officers were as
pear 1he eublem of treasou? No, sir. For the
benefit of all my eomrades I will give the
names of those who did captore battle-flags,
and the regiments to which they belonged;
bot permit we to ask you not to get angry with
we when 1 say that there were 10 battle-flags
esptured in that battle by individuals. Six
were captured by the cavalry and four by the
infantry. I will give their names, and then
ask yoursclves what corps did the fighting.

To be sure,
his srticle was written in & running, racy style,
with a good deal of trot and gallop, and from
the tone of it one can imagine he hears the
bugle sounding us he charges through column
gfler coiumu of TOE NATIONAL TRIBUNE, He
cracks o fow jokes on his race in reference to
the chinrgs, which bhe could do at this late day
with perfect security, nestled as he is safe in
the great pineries of Michigan; but with death
staring Lhem io the face we doubt if there was
a single wan in the ranks of the forlorn hope
that made the charge on that eventful night
who feit the Jeast bit in a joking humor.

It is now & quarter of a century sinece the
night of that memorible charge, and our friend
of the Gth Mich, Cav. may have come to the
conclusion, perhaps, that there were none liv-
ing at the present time who knew the circum-
stance of that charge bat himself; hence he
communes with his own thoughts through the
columus of THE NatioNal TrIsUNE, which
thoughts seintilate in the noonday sun like
unto his * flashing eabers 7 that dark night.

11 the 5th Mich. Cav. led the charge rt Mon-
terey, why hus the country not heard of their
daring exploit loagsince? And where were Cos,
A snd C, of the 1st Ohio Cav., and also the 1st
Va. Cay., at that time?

There shonld be no bhesitation or delicacy to
claim honors justly due one another in this
watter, sud if the 5th Mich. Cav. made the
churge to them belongs the honor, and no one
should dare to rob them of it; but if they did
not, then the honor belongs to * them other fol-
lers,” who now challenge the 5th Mich. Cay.
to furnish pesitive proof that they took the ad-
vanee aud charged and captured Ewell's wagon-
truin at Mouterey Hotel on the night of July
4, 1863, When that is done through the col-
umns of this paper and substantiated without
a doubt, then the bonor shall rest where it
rightfully belongs. Now, let us hear from thst

The 12th Wis. Battery at Corinth.

Enitor NaTioNAar TrisuseE: My 11-year-
old daughter has copied my report of the 12th
Wis. battery at Corinth, and if you think it
worthy a place in your paper I should be glad
to see it pablished:

HeapquanTens 1210 Wis. BATTERY, }
Camr 15 TRE FieLp, Oect, 9, 1862,

Masor: In complinnce with instructions re-
ceived, 1 have the honor to submit the following
report of the part taken by the 12th Wis, battery
in the battle of the 4th inst, at Corinth

Under directions of Col. Holmes, of the 10th Mo,
& point was selected and the battery placed in posi-
tion, The position chosen was a good one, hav-
ing a range or field of fire comprising nearly half
a circle—right, front and left. The battery was
posted & shiort distance (o the north and east of
the town, and in the right wing of the army, com-
manded by Gen. C. 8. Hamilton. The battle raged
furionsly in our front for some time, Balleries D,
K and H of the 1st Mo. and the 6th Wis. were
siienced and taken, after hard fighting in our front,
The encmy still advanced in great numbers, driv-
ing back our front line amidst the most terrific
firing all along the line from right to left. At545
a, m. the battery opened fire on the advancing col-
umns and lines of the enemy with shell and case-
shot, being supported by the 10th Mo, and 45th Ind.,
who pever fell back, bul poured into the enemy’s
lines a most destructive fire of musketry, The
evemy continuing to advance, my gunsg were don-
ble-shotted with eanister and fired with great
rupidity until every round of that deseription of
ammunition in our chesta were expended, ns well
as all contained in thie ammunition-wagons. One
gun in the battery was disabled, after firing but 1
rounds, by having a shell wedged in the bare, and
senl Lo the rear for repairs, and was not agnin in
the setion. The remaining guns were fired with
great dexterity, consuming in all 207 rounds of am-
munition, until the enemy was routed, I ambighly
pleased with the manoer in which the non-commis-
sioned officer= and men handled their guns, obey-
ing every command and performing promplly
every duty assigned them. 1 would respecifully
eull your attention to the gallant eondncet of First
Serg 't Samuel I Jones and Corp'l Marcus Awmnsden,
both of whom distinguished themeelyes 1o a high
degree. It is but justice to n birave comrade to suy
that during the battle Lieut. George S, Nash, Bat-
tery D, 1st Mo, Arl., came to me hatless, eontless,
powder-begrimed, bloody, and in tears, saying:
* humell, 1 lost iy guns; command me.” ** Talke
that gun," was the answer; and he worked it as
only a veteran conid.

During the continuance of the engagement my
atlention was called to a number of the enemy’'s
shnrpshooterswho had advanced lo within a short
distunce of our line under cover of some build-
ings, snd by direction of Capt. Harris, Adjutant-
General of Gen. Sullivan's staff, who gave the no-
tice of their position, 1 turned two guns on the
buildings, which drove them oul in a very short
time. Muany shells were fired over our advancing
infantry into the retreating rebels,  Our loss in the
battie was: Killed, none; wounded, seven slightly ;
missing, none; six horses killed. |

The comrade fails to mention that there
were other troops than the cavalry engaged in
the battle of Droop Mountain, Had the eav-
alry been alone, as in the battle of Rocky Gap,
they would bhave gotten another lelhing. If
the 25th Ohio and 10th W. Va. hadn’t heen
there to flank the Johnnies, in all probability
you would have had time for your blood to
| eool before routing the rebs out of their works,
| 1 know you were as brave a little band of vet-
erans as ever went to battle, but you couldn’t
do impossibilities,

I am sure the old 28th Ohio Germans will
not forget the part the 10th W. Va., under Col.
Harris, took in that affair. Speak out, old 25th

I do belicve the
First Division did its duty at all times, and
espeeinlly on that day, in helping us of the See-
ond Division to regain our works and recapture
DeGress's battery. Buot, comrade, Mercer's
Brigade had a finger in that pie,

As regards the battle of Ezra Chapel, T saw it
Jjust as Comrade Shelton, of the 70th Olio, saw
it. On that day our guns got very hot, and
our regiment was relieved by the 35th N. J.
(Zouaves); and I do think they did some of the
prettiest firing by wolley that 1 ever heard.
Long life to the 35th N. J.—G. W. Survy, Co,

I have seen two or three acceuntsin your paper
reforring to Wagner's Brigade as giving way
in the Franklin fight. Knowing the fighting
qualities of that brigade, 1 am satisfied they
were overpowoered or it wonld never have given
one inch. If it did give back at Franklin it
was the first time, and it had been in about
every engagement with the Camberiand Army
—Stone River, Mission Ridge, Buzzard Roost,
Resaea, Dﬂ.ﬂas,;['ilw Knoband Kenesaw Mount-
ain and on to Atlanta, It was always in the
front and never gave way for anything. Wag-
ner’s Brigade was composed of the 15th, 40th and
57th Ind. and 97th Ohio. The 100th Ill. was
in the brigade awhile, also the 24th Ky. was
with us a short time.
