What Our Veterans Have to Say About

Tlieir Old Campaigns.

GUNTOWN.
The Hideous Uutchery of the Colored Troops in

tho Disastrous Iletrcat.

EmtorKationai.Tkibdnk: In your paper
of Dec 29, 1SS7, 1 read a graphic account by
Col. E. U. Lewc of the conduct of the colored
xegiraonts at tbe battle of Gnutown, Miss. So

far as my observatioQ went in that fistlit tho
negro troops were deserving of all honor for
bravorvsnd steadiness.

I was 'a member of Co. K, 72d Ohio, and was
with my regiment in tbe liattle and also in the
disastrous retreat. When we were ordored
back on account of a flank movement by the
rebels, it was the general impression that wo
wore not whipped, but only falling back across
Tishomingo Creek to secure a Loiter position.
"We obtained tjiis on the hill west of tho crook,
und there we halted for a time and formed a
line of battle, expecting that tho fight would
be renewed there. Up to this time I saw no
serious demoralization in our troops, certainly
none in the 72d Ohio. Gen. Grierspn was there
placing the troops in position. However, in
half an hour the orders were given to retreat
by Gen. Sturgie, who was in chief command ;

and then and for the whole night's march con
fusion reigned supreme. Sturgis is universally
cbargod with being the cause of the loss of this
hafcUe. He made his escape with a brigade of
cavalry, and left the infautry which he com-

manded to run 00 miles without ammunition
or rattoBS before a mounted enemy flushed
with victory. Not many of the infantry es-

caped capture in the two days following.
During the night of the 10th of June, and

the retreat of 31 miles, the only compact organi-
zation I saw was the negro regiments, which
were much reduced by casualties during tbo
day's fight. They did uotstraggle, but marched
together; and I distinctly remember their
solid ranks and the orders of their officers,
"Steady, men, steady," several times as I saw
them on that awful night. They were kept
well together and were the embodiment of all
that is praiseworthy of soldiers in retreat. I
do not remember to have seen them the noxt
day at all; but never shall I forget the dis-

cipline and grit they showed that night, when
all but they were in confusion and almost hope-

less panic Their valor was equal to the white
troops, and their discipline was far suporior.

2sow let me turn to smother picture, not
usually displayed. I was captured on the 12th
of June, having kept out of the bands of the
enemy for two days after the battle, and with
many others conducted backw along the same
load we bad trod in our retreat. We were a
sadlv-disco- u rased set most of cs being robbed
of money, valuables and even clothing. There
wore only two colored prisoners in our column.
The rebel gaards often expressed a strong de-

sire to kill them, but. as I then learned, they
were recognized as slaves belonging to some
prominent man in that part of Mississippi and
were to be restored to him as a special favor
from Gen. ForresK Poor fellows! They march-o- d

with us amid the cruel jibes, curses and
threats of relentless euemies, not knowing how
soon some reckless rebel soldier might ride up
and shoot tbeni in what to him was mere sport.
Their final disposition I do not know, but they
never went with us to Andcrsouville. They
missed that misfortune, whatever else they en-

dured.
As we readied the vicinity of the battlefield

we saw abundant evident of the cruelty ex-

ercised toward the blaek soldier. The rebel
soldiers declared boastiugly that they took no
' niggers" prisoners. The wounded were kill-

ed, and, as we saw, remained nubnriod. Some
still lay ia the road where they had suffered
death, and over their lifeless remains went the
wagon and artillery wheels of our column of
gnarde, mangling anew their limbs and bodies.

Many a. gnai joke of the rebel troops was
znade over these incidents. The white soldiers
had been treated with some humanity; the
dead were hastily buried, the wounded held as
prisoners. But for the Mack soldier to be over-
taken by the enemy was death. There was no
quarter for him. His face and his uniform
were his fate !

So far was this feeling of hostility to colored
eoRhsks --carried by the victorious rebels that
they did not properly discriminate. There
were three companies of Indians in the 9lh
Minn., and as their complexion was dark they
were treated as negroes and dealt with accord-
ingly. No Indians were taken prisoners. The
white men were reserved for the tortures of
AudereoaviUe, Florence xnd Salisbury prison-pen- s

a fate to which speedy death was pref-
erable.

The 9th Jfinn. had been doing duty at Fort
Snelliug. ia the far North, watching the threat-
ened Indian incursions, and reaching-Memphi- s

in June, 1864, this Sturgis raid was their first
inarch and Gnutown their first battle. Tbe
regiment was full and tbe men large and
strong. But the change of climate and condi-
tions were severe. More than half were capt-
ured; and at Anderson ville their mortality
was excawve.

This strong appeal, made to Goo. L. Britton,
esq., was at once heeded. Mr. Britton loft his
home at once for tbe Conntyeeat to procure if
possible a letter from Gov. Parker, but tbe
Governor was is Trenton. He did see Tbeo.
Frehnghnysea, who gave him a letter of intro-
duction to Mr. Lincoln. Mr. Britton then rode
to Alientown, X. J., a distance of 2d miles, and
called ou Ex --Gov. Wm. A. Kewell for a letter.
Ex-Uo- v. Kewell seated himself to write the let-
ter, but after & moment of thought he said,
" George, I had better go to Washington with
you, for you will not get to see tbe President in
time to wave the hoy." And,as the Squire says,
in 20 initiates they were on their way to Wash-
ington, reaching tbe city at daylight on Tues-
day morning. While waitiug at Willard's Ho-
tel a young man by the name of Smith called
to see Gov. Newell. His (Smith's) brother was
to be shot.

For some time Nowoll stood in front of tbe
kindhearted President, pleading as only he
could, for the lives of A brains and Smith. So
strong was his appeal that at one time the Pres-
ident said: "Governor, don't bring a corpse
here to make me feci worse. God knows I feel
had enough already ! " and added, " There is a
wotnaa out ia the ante-roo- who has been
standing there three days, and I dare not see
her. Meade sentences and I reprieve. You
can see. Governor, we can have no organiza
tion." Daring tbe conversation, which lasted
about two hours. Mr. Lincoln sent a telegram to
Gen. Meade, and told Gov. Newell and Mr.
Britton to call again at 3 p. m. They did so, and
were informed that the sentences of Abrams
and Smith had been commuted to that of im-
prisonment for one year at the Dry Tortugas.

I THE 27th AND 39tli OHIO
At the Battle of Parker's Crossroad-Edi- tor

National Tribune: As I havo
never seen an account of the battle of Parker's of
Crossroads iu your columns, I will make an at-
tempt to tell what I know of it and the part
taken by two regiments of the Ohio Brigade
tho 27th and 39th Ohio.

During Grant's first expedition against Ticks-bnr- g

our brigade had reached Oxford, Miss.,
when news was received that Van Dorn had
mado a raid and destroyed our supplies at
Holly Springs. The 27th aud 39th Ohio board-
ed the train about midnight, and wore scut
back past Holly Springs until a break was
found in the railroad. Here wo were unloaded
and sent across tho country in search of tho
rebels who had done the damage in our rear.
Tho 122d HI., 59th Ind. and 32d Iowa soon
joined us. Wo struck tho trail of tho rebel
Gen. Forrest and followed him about 30 days
the hardest marching I ever did. We caught
sight of him but ouce or twice until wo reached
Parker's Crossroads, northeast of Corinth, near
tho Tennessee Biver, and not far from tho old
battloground of Pittsburg Landing. There, for
some reason, our force had been divided, and so

the two sections were about 10 miles npart.
Forrest learning this, fell upon the section con-

taining tbe 122d 111., 59th Ind. and 32d Iowa,

before aid could come. Wo of tho 27th and
39tlr Ohio, composing the other section, heard
distant firing at daylight, and woro immedi-
ately ordered to march. Wo set out at a good
dog-tro- t, the sound of battle growing nearer and
nearer until about 10 o'clock, when we reached
the foot of a hill beyond which the fight was
in progress. Col. Fuller, commanding our sec-

tion, Tode to the crest of the hill that over-
looked the battlefield. Ho immediately gal-

loped back and ordered our column to left-obliqu- e,

so as to leave tho.rjsad unobstructed
for our battery, which, as soon as it reached
the top of the hill, uulimbered and began firing.
We were filed to tho left into battle-lin- e, .and
wre ordered to charge A sceue of destruction
presented itself in front of us. Tho dead and
wounded were lying thick on the ground.for
there had been a desperate fight that morning.
The 122d 111., 59th Ind. and 32d Iowa, though
greatly outnumbered, still held their ground
bravely.

Our sudden appearance seemed to surprise
tho rebels, and wheu they saw our bayonets
flashing on the crest of tho ridge they thought
they had better leave, which they did, leaving
six guns and a number of prisoners in our
hands. We pursued them to the bank of the
Tennessee River, but they succeeded in getting
across, and by destroying tho bridge escaped. Uy
the time we reached the river the rain began
to fall in torrents, and we had to march back
from the river bank through mud aud water
knee-dee- p, and the nicht as dark as pitch. It
was so muddy and dark that three of our regi-
ment fell down aud lost their guns. I tell you
we wcro tired aud hungry when we went into
camp that night, as we had marched all day
with nothing to eat since daylight. Perry
Lewis, Co. H, 27th Ohio, Pawnee, 111.

Mich., Col. Geo. Gray, aud 7th --Mich., Col. W. D.
Mann; the advance was under immediate com-
mand of Col. Alger? While wo do not disparage
any troops that were in the fight, because cir-
cumstances led us there, (aud many of us would
liked to have let some one else do the work,)
we do not think it genorous at this late day to
try and steal our thunder; and it was ours, as
more than a thousand Michigan men will tes-
tify. I know, further, that a company of the
5th Mich. Cav. crossed the bridge and dis-

mounted under! a terrible fire, led by Capt. E.
K. Simonds. The First Brigade, composed of
the 5th N. Y., 18th Pa., 1st Vt. and 1st W. Va.,
were coming into the town of Emmittsburg as
we went up into the mountain pass, and, no
doubt, were ready aud willing to help, as we
all know of the valor of Maj. Hammond, Cols'.
Briuton, Sawyer and Richmond, as well as the
troops under their command. J. K. Lowjden.

I simply want
to say that he knows nothing about it, and that
the 110th III. and 30th Ohio did not move a rod
from where they formed about noon ou the
28th until the next day, and tbat they held

very inch of their ground and fortified it dur-
ing the night after the battle. Comrades of
the 116th 111. and 3Qlh Ohio, I want you to
speak up and vindicate yourselves, as I firmly
believe your two regiments were tho most ex-
posed aud suffered the greatest loss of any two
that day.

The 1st Mich. Claims tho HldnlRut Charge.
Editor National Tribune: A great many

tho 1st Mich. Cav. woro considerably sur-
prised to see published in The National
Tribune an article written by one John Allen
Bigelow, of tho 5th Mich. Cav., trying to pict-
ure out in glowing colors the scones of that
midnight cavalry charge which took place at
Monterey on the night of July 4, 1863. In his
picture ho didn't do justice to that cavalry
charge, but when ho claims that the 5th Mich.
Cav. took the advance, led the charge and capt-
ured Ewell's wagon-train- s, he is manufacturing
history, and ho know it. And in TnE Na-
tional Tribune of Feb. 39 J. L. Millikan, of
Washington Courthouse, O., is trying to make
history. Now, I know how it is with those
follows, fori have been there myself. On the
morning after tho first battle of Bull Run I ar-

rived in Washington, D. 0., about daylight, and
on going from tho Long Bridgo to the National
Hotel I was stopped a great many times to tell
tho fate of McDowell's army, aud givo a detailed
account of that battle. Well, by tho time I got
up to tho National Hotel I had told my story

many times over that I actually told the
peoplo thoro that I was tho only man left of
tho 30,000 men belonging to McDowell's army.

It is now a quarter of a century siuco the
night of that memorable charge at Monterey,
and our friends of tho 5th Mich. Cav., 1st Ohio
Cav. and 1st Va. Cav. may havo come to tho
conclusion by telling thoir story so many
times that they aro tho only men left
who took part in that memorable charge. I
do not wish to rob any regiment of their lau-
rels or claim any honors justly duo them, but
would like to givo the honor to the regiment
which mado the charge, and that regiment was
the 1st Mich. Cav. Wo moved early on the
morning of the 4th of July to Emmittsburg,
thence to Monterey. Before reachiug the lat-
ter place tho enemy was discovered in force
unon tho hills to the right of the road. Tho
1st Mich. Cav., being in advance of the column,
was sent up the road leading to tho gap, with
orders from Gen. Caster to take tho gap. The
enemy having possession of tho gap, apart of
the regiment was dismounted and deployed as
skirmishers on each side of tho road leading up
tho mountain-side- . They were ordered to ad-

vance and drive tho enemy from the gap.
When tho skirmishers had advanced well up
the side of tho mountain, driving the enemy
before them, tho rest of the regiment was or-

dered to charge, mounted, which they did, and
woro successful in driving the rebels from tho
gap. In this charge we lost heavily two ofli-ce- rs

killed and 17 men killed and wounded.
This, I think, is positive proof that the 1st
Mich. Cav. had tho advance, and charged and
captured Ewell's wagon-trai- n at Monterey on
tho night of July 4, 1863.

To substantiate the claim of the 1st Mich.
Cav., I will refer those other fellows to a report
mado at the time by Col. C. H. Town, com-
manding 1st Mich. Cav., covering a portion of
the operations of his regiment around Gettys-
burg, now on file in tho Adjutant-General- 's

Office at Lansing, Mich. E. L. Negus, Co. E,
1st Mich. Cav., Chelsea, Mich.

SpoIoj's Battery at Gettysburg.
Editor National Tribune: In your issuo

of Feb. 9 Col. Thomas Raffcrty, in his "Third
Corps at Gettysburg," has, 1 think, done great
injustice to Battery K, 4th IT. S. Art. (then
Sceley's). After quoting Swiu'ton in his " Cam-
paigns of the Army of tho Potomac," viz,
"Three guns of one of its batteries had boon
left on tho field owing to its heavy losses in
horses and men," Col. Rafferty says, "This was
Sceley's." Allow mo to say that these guns did
not belong to Battery K, and that this battery
never lost or over loft a gun on any field during
tho late war. At Gettysburg this battery was
first stationed in the Peach Orchard, aud when
the line of tho Third Corps was driven in tho
battery did not leave its position until Berdan's
Sharpshooters were on a line with the guns, at
which time canister was fired at the approach-
ing rebels until it had to fall back to save thoir
guns. At this time Lieut. Seeley was twice
severely wounded, and although tho battery
had suffered .great losses in men and horses, it
fell back to its new position at Cemetery Ridge
with all its guns. If any guns had been left I
would have been about the first to have known
it, for on tho 2d and 3d of July 1 carried the
battery colors, and when tho battery formed at
its new position at the Ridge it formed as it
did in the Peach Orchard, " on the colors," as
usual. Tiie guua referred to by Swinton and
stated by Col. Rafferty as Seelcy's wcro not the
same ones. Some battery may have left their
gnus and afterward recovered them, but it was
not Battery K, and I think that it is due the
battery that Col. Rafferty should correct this
error. In this connection I will state that at
the Gettysburg fight Battery K went into tho
fight with sir guns and at its close came out with
13, having brought off the field four iron or
steel and threo brass guns belonging to batto-rie- s

that had left them, no doubt, for the want
of horses or men to bring them away. Tho
undersigned, acting under the orders of Lieut.
Robert James, fouud the battery claiming the
brass guns and turned them over to its com-
manding officer. The other guns were after-
ward turned over to the battery that had left
them on tho field. Tho old Regulara received
but very little credit for what they did during
the war, without casting on them any reflections
even at this late day.

Jfesro Troops In the Rebellion.
Editor National Tribune: 1 take the

liberty of suggesting that befor6 another
edition of G. W. Williams's "Negro Troops in
the Rebellion " bo published some one look up
for him tho record of tho Maryland regiments
organized at Baltimore during the months of
February and March, 1861, by Col. S. M. Bow-
man ; viz, tho 19th, 30th and 39th U. S. C. T.
The name or work of this very efficient organ-
izer is not mentioned, neither is the name of
a single officer connected with either regi-
ment, nor the name of a Brigade commander
under whom either regiment served. Tho Col-
onels of the 19th and 30th U. S. C. T. were
made Brigadier-General- s by brevet, each for
gallantry on tho battlefield ; one severely
wounded at the head of his regiment, and tho
other bravely leading his brigade iu a desper-
ate charge.

Some of the ablest negroes in Baltimore were
Sergeants in their regiments, aud one of the
principal employees of the Barnum notel was
a Sergeant-Majo- r. Col. Bowman was very

' proud of them, and they wcro not surpassed for
efficiency by any colored troops iu the field.
He certainly, in their organization, did euough
to give his name a place in the history of the
colored troops, as also did those Colonels who
won a star at the head of their commands ou
the field of battle. D.
