Some Practical Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Keaders,
f

CHARACTER 0F""ITR0GEX IK PERTILIZER3.
Wc have spoken regarding a lack of, impor-

tant information in the analysis of fertilizers,
in not determining the character of tho nitro-
gen. Wo are happy to learn from tho fifth
bulletin of tho Vermont Agricultural Experi-
ment Station that Prof. Cook has recognized
this want and has been doing some important
work in that direct line. Ho classifies the
forms of nitrogen as follows: nitrogen of am-

monia salts; nitrogen of nitrates and organic
nitrogen or that which is iu combination with
animal or vegetable matter. It is fully time
that thero should be a recognition of tho con-

dition of availability of the nitrogen that is ap-

plied as plant food. The ammonia salts and
nitrates being solublo in water aro immediate-
ly available but tho caso is differont with tho
organic nitrogen, with the exception of dried
blood, which being of a nature to rapidly decay
when subject to heat and moisture, soon yields
its nitrogen to growing crops, but hoof aud horn
meal, leather waste and similar nitrogenous
substances require an indefinite time for decay
and consequent availability. It is gratifying
to learn that of 30 different fertilizers subject
to examination upon this point, 14 show that
not less than 80 per cent, of tho nitrogen is im-

mediately available, whilo tho lowest gives a
percentage of available nitrogen of 61 percent.
The highest stands at S9 per cent. Gennanlown
Telegraph.

TOST AND KAIL PESCK.

Editor National TiunuxK: Which is tho
cheapest and best fence is the problem that
every farmer is interested in. Post and board
fences are too expensive. Some do not like tbd
barbed wire; the old zig-za- g fence takes up too
much ground and too much material.

Tho cheapest and best post and rail fence a
farmer can build is tho one I will describe.
This, if well put tip, will stand about as long as
a post and board fenco. Any one can build it,
and in as short a time as they oven can the zig-
zag fence, with about one-thir- d tho rails, aud it
will not cover more ground than a board fenco.

Set the posts 10 feet apart, all in range. Next
place Hat stones at each post for the bottom rail
to rest on. Lay on two rails, the same as you
would with a zig-za- g fence, only straight. Af-
ter two rails aro on, set a brace on the stone out-
side of tho two rails. The braco must bo as
high as tho post. Next twist a wire around
post and brace just at tho top of the two rails.
Now lay in more rails until the fenco is as high
a3 needed. Twist another wire around the top
of the post and brace before putting on the last
rail. Six to seven rails high intakes a splendid
fence. Put the smallest and straightcst rails in
the bottom of the fence. If you have rails you
will say this is the cheapest and best fence to
build. FitANK MuitPHY, Donnclsville, O.

COOKING ANIMAL POOP.

0. of Vermont, who has occupied a
prominent position in tho agriculture of that
State, iu an article to tho New York Tribune
comes out flat-foote- d against cooking animal
food, and does not believe tho Creator mado
Any mistake in not providing animals with a
means of cooking food. lie argues that it is a
curious fact, but nevertheless true, that whilo
the exterior form, habits and dispositions of
animals liavo been more or less modified by
the aid of man, no change whatever has ever
been effected in tho interior organs or any of
their functions. An abnormal development
may be produced and sustained for a time by
unnatural methods, but reactionary effects will
sooner or later he fult. Mr. Bliss asserts that
most of tho diseases and ailments 'of domestic
animals are due and traceable to unnatural
methods of feeding, aud states that all animals
with which he has experimented do better upon
dry food aud aro less subject to irregularities of
the digestive system and diseases, ailments of
all sort than thoae fed upon cooked or wet
food. This idea may put a new phase upon the
question of the use of ensilage, which is so
earnestly advocated a tho present day by some.

PROCURING EKED.

If provision was not made for seed at the
time of harvest from home-grow- n stock, tho
procuring of it should be attended to before it
is lime for planting, so as to avoid any waste of
time. It is better to make a change of seed oc-

casionally than to depend upon one's own stock,
for a continued use of any strain of seed tends
to deterioration. 1'or that reason it is better
to secure tho best possible, aud not unfrequeutly
the increased yield from such seed will many
times pay thecostof the same. Sometimes very
favorable results may be secured by an ex-
change of seed-sowin- g neighbors, but this ia
not always host.

HOMEMADE LARD.
Those fanners' families that arc supplied with

pork raised upon the farm make their own lard,
which is much sweeter and purer than any that
am lie bought, and those families that aro de-
pendent upon tho market would do well to
make their own lard, by buying tho loaf fat at
the markets and rendering it themselves. Cut
the fat in small pieces and put in a kettle with
a very little water, but slowly, keeping well
stirred; at least three hours will be required.
Strain into a jar through a strainer cloth,
squeezing all that can be; let cool and then set
away in a cool place for future use. It will bo
found to be nice and sweet.

Rub
every part of tho harness, excopt tho patent-leath- er

parts, with a woolen cjoth saturated
with tho oil, letting it soak well into tho
leather.

An authority on dairying says: "A healthy
milch cow, in full flow of milk, will drink and
requires GO to 100 pounds of water per diem. It
is utterly impossible to get ono to take one-ha- lf

or cither one-quart- er of this amount of ice-wate- r,

nor will they drink tho ice-wat- er or
cold water with aijy regularity."

Sifted coal ashes have proved good absorb-
ents of moisture.

Curiosities or tho totteryo Odd Bits or
Ilunmn Nature How Bonjnmin Frank-
lin and Thomas Jeller'.on Advocated
mid Aided the X.otterv Business Hunker
mil Monument and Christ Church Bolls

A Lottery or 11 Bible Society A Singu-
lar Bit of Social History.

By ono of thoso coincidences which aro called
"strango " in fiction, although they are all tho
time occurring in real life, it has happened
that (while Monsieur Lesseps has been agitat-
ing tho idea of a lottery in Franca to carry
through his new Panama canal project) the old
Uniou Canal, tho very oldest canal in this
country, and which was originally and mate-
rially aided in its construction by a lottery, has
outlived its usefulness and lias been abandoned.

Tho Union Canal of Pennsylvania was the
first projected on tho American continent. It
was suggested by William Penn in 1600, years
before a canal was in operation even in Eng-
land. The route was surveyed by David Kit-teuhou-

tho astronomer, and Dr. William
Smith, Provost of tho University of Pennsyl-
vania.

Tho drawings of the lottery in aid of tho
Uniou Canal took place iu tho old Arcade in
Philadelphia, on Chestnut street, near Seventh,
aud were regarded as occasions of public in-
terest. The work was interrupted by the Revo-
lutionary war, but later on Robert Morris, Rob-
ert Fulton and Jacob Francis became interested
in it.

The canal was eighty-nin- e miles long, and
necessitated in its construction some of tho
greatest engineering work of the day. The
first tunnel in the United States waS bored for
this canal, and a colossal pumping apparatus
was used to raiso the water to the necessary
height.

The canal cost $3,000,000 (equivalent to ten
times that sum at tho preseut time), was worth
to the country every dollar it cost, aud would
never have been completed had it not been for
tho lottery.

A rival to tho Uuion Canal wa3 afterwards
started by tho Bostonese to enable " the Hub "
to compete with Now York ; but although this
canal was completed (through the agency also
of a public lottery formed to aid iu its con-
struction) it failed to render Boston equal to
New York, though it did much good, neYerthe-les- s.

Various public works besides canals resorted
to tho lottery for aid. When New England pa-
triotism fell short of finishing the Bunker Hill
Monument, a largo lottery was suggested to
continuo tho good work, and a "raffle" was
gotten up at a "ladies' fair," to which Fanny
Elssler, the danseuse, contributed, and which
supplied the funds required.

Eveu the phlegmatic-German-s took kindly to
tho lotteries, and drawings of interesting mag-
nitude took place in Vienna and Berlin. The
lottery then found its way, on tho general
principles of human nature, into Great Britain,
where it took root and nourished. The first
English lottery was for the repairing of harbors
and fortifications along tho coast. The first
public drawing in England' took placo at the
west door of old St. Paul's Cathedral, in the
presence of a vast crowd.

Queen Elizabeth, the most sensible aud suc-
cessful of English sovereigns, established the
lottery by royal edict, and placed it under the
control of tho Prime Minister and the Chancel-
lor of the Exchequer. So successful were its
results that it was continued as an accepted in
stitution for raising revenues down to the close
of the eighteenth century. It was during this
brilliant period that the banking system, in-
surance, exchange, and paper money were first
introduced, and all, if not born of, were un-
doubtedly cradled in, the lottery system.

The greatest public institution in London, or
perhaps iu tho world, the British Museum, was
materially aided in its inception by a lottery.
Nearly 60,000 were thus contributed to this
magnificent object one hundred and thirty-fiv- e

years ago.
Meanwhile, tho lottery had gained a firm

foothold in France. The mercurial Parisians
took kindly to it. They dearly loved the ex-
citement of the drawings, while at the same
time tho Government took care to devote the
major portions of tho funds thus raised to pub-
lic purposes.

At present, lotteries in France aro in full
favor for charitable and art purposes, and are
regulated by Government, a public oilieial be-

ing present at all drawings. Over forty lotte-
ries have obtained the sanction of tho French
Government during the last decade. The lot-
tery known as "The Central Union of Decora-
tive Arts" had a capital of 11,000,000 franc3
(nearly $3,000,000). One lottery disposed of
six hundred thousand tickets in twenty day3.
The Algerian National Lottery sold over a
million of tickets per month for five months,
and tho lottery for the Societie des Gens de
Lottojes sold over half that number at a higher
price.

In this country, as has been previously stated,
lotteries, have always been popular, and until
late years have been sanctioned while regulated
by law. Religion has, even in America, availed
itself largely of human nature's tendency to the
lottery.

Churches, from Maine to Louisiana, have
been aided by lotteries. The Philadelphia
Steeple Lottery was managed by no less a man,
statesman and philanthropist than Benjamin
Franklin, and through its agency the s"teeplo
of old Christ Church, Philadelphia, was raised
and its peal of bells secured.

These Christ Church bells are almost as well
known and historical in the Quaker City as
are "Bow bells" in London; the whole peal
weighjOver nine thousand pounds, aud are very
harmonious literally "music by the pound."
They were cast iu London and brought over
with great care and largo expense to Philadel-
phia. The lottery tho funds of which procured
these bells was regarded by tho good men and
women at the time as a public benefit.

In New England a lottery was originated .for
the purpose of raising fuuds to supply sailors
and strangers with Bibles, and succeeded
largely in accomplishing its object. Thus a
lottery became a Bible society. Various Epis-
copal aud Congregational Churches at Newport
aud elsewhere havo been built by funds raised
by lotteries.

Two of the most noted preachers in this coun-
try, Increase and Cotton Mathor, lived aud died
in houses built by lotteries, and the Rev. Dr.
EliphaletNott, of Union College, has written
the best, becauftj most truthful, defense of tho
lottery system. Rev. Dr. Nott was a histori-
cal character, tho grandfather of the present
Bisnop lienry Cottman Potter, of 2cw York,
and tho inventor of the celebrated Nott stove.
The defense of the lottery system was before
tho New York Legislature.

Tho first Episcopal church in Brooklyn, St.
Ann's on tho Heights, was erected largely by
means of a lottery, under the personal direction
of tho Rev. Dr. Page.

The famous charity hospital of Now Orleans,
one of tho historic institutions of tho country,
has for many years been partly supported by
over a quarter of a million of dollars received
for it during that period from the Louisiana
State Lottery.

Christ Church, in Louisiana, the first Protest-
ant church in that State, was erected on a site
purchased by lottery funds, and various simi-
lar instances could be cited.

Colleges aud schools in America, almost with-
out number, have from time to time been in-
debted to lotteries for their erection and com-
pletion. Dartmouth College, Harvard College,
Leicester Academy, Rhode Island College, Wil-liamsto-

Freo School, some dozen of educa-
tional institutions iu New York State and Penn-
sylvania, and scores of institutions through tho
South aud West might bo enumerated. Roads
have been constructed by lottery funds, also
bridges, canals, and manufactories. In addi-
tion to tho Union Caual, already mentioned,
tho Amoskeag Canal, aud tho Wilton Canal
may bo cited, while Hatfield Bridge, River
Park Bridge, Kenuebec Bridge, tho Milton
Paper Mill, tho Connecticut Manufactory, all
owe their very existence to the lottery system.

To this system Rhode Island owes to-da- y

its freo schools, Connecticut its orphan and
insane asylums. Even that ouco proud boast of
New York State, in its days " tho greatest
water way in tho world," the Erie Canal, was
indebted for its early progress to the lottery.
Delaware owes to it its schools and Masonic Iu-stitut- o,

Maryland numberless public charities,
Virginia its university and public roads, the
Father of our Country personally managing a
lottery for tho latter purpose. The Carolinas
aud other Southern States have been signally
aided and largely'beneiited by this means, as
havo nearly all the Western States, tho public
library of Louisville, tho Fire Department arid
Charity Hospital of St. Louis being prominent
cases iu point.

It may, in fact, bo stated without exaggera-
tion, that tho original settlement of a large por-
tion of tho United States was due to tho liberal
lottery grant given to " tho Virginia Company "
by James tho First, whilo no less a patriot than
Thomas Jellersou was strongly in favor of rais-
ing funds to carry out tho ideas of tho first
'Continental Congress," in 1776, by means of a
public lottery, under the mauagomcut of tho
infant Government.

One thing is cortain during what aro now

callod "tho good old times," and are regarded
as " the best days of th Republic," lotteries
flourished under Govern mnt sanction. During
the first half century of the United States ex-
istence as a nation, seventy-thre- e lottery grants
were licensed, over eighty -- five per cent, of the
funds of which were devoted 60 public purposes
and benefits.

But times have changed. There is a fashion
iu lotteries, as in everything else, and for awbile
at least lotteries havo gone oat of fashion in
most States of tbe Union, though stock gam-
bling (in which the amounts risked are greater,
aud the ehanees for prizes are less than in aver-
age lotteries, and in whieh there is less "sys-
tem" than in even the wildest "lottery
scheme ") flourishes to a degree hitherto un-
known.

In fact, tho only lottery scheme of any mag-
nitude now authorized in this country is that
of the Louisiana State Lottery, which forms as
important part of the revenue of that State,
and the drawings of which take place under
the supervision of two of the leading men of
the South Generals Beauregard and Early-t- wo

gentlemen whose very names are gnaran-tee- s

alike of good management and good faith.
The Louisiana State Lottery has been incor-

porated for some twenty years, with an origi-
nal paid-u- p capital of $1,000,000, and during its
twenty years of existence it has paid out mil-
lions of dollars in prizes, and every prize once
drawn has been fully aud promptly cashed.

Many bankers anl merchants have been
numbered among " tbe lucky ones," bat for-

tune has often favored t?ie oorand hard-worki- ng

But with the single exception of this Louisi-
ana State Lottery, all lotteries, which once
constituted so important, and, on the whole,
profitable feature of life in the United States,
are practically wiped out legally obliterated.

When was tbe law
passed which allowed a bounty of 8300 to a soldier
who volunteered for a term of tlfree years, or dur-
ing the war, in an organization already in the field,
between December. ldC3. and April. 1861? Answer.
Provoatr Marshal's Circular, dated Oct. 24, la63, aud
Joint Resolutions of Congress, Dee. 23, 1363: Jan.
13. 13&1, and March 3. ISM.

Soldier. 'JfuUcr, Pa. I. Can a man who enlisted
after March 1, I80I, and was not discharged, pro-
cure discharge? 2. And when discharged, can be
collect his bach pay and bounty? Answer. 1. That
depends upon the circumstances. If he can show
that he deserted from a hospital or from sick fur-
lough, and was physically unable to rejoin his
command or report for duty at the nearest military
post at any time prior to the muster-ou- t of his regi-
ment, be can probably obtain a discbarge; but if
he willfully deserted and remained away from his
command without attempting to return, there is
no law under which he can be relieved or get,a
discharge. 2. He would not be entitled to bounty,
and only such arrears of pay as were due him up
to the date when he deserted in ease he secured a
discharge.

What was the monthly
pay of an Orderly Sergeant, Second Lieutenant.
First Lieutenant nnd Captain? Answer. After May
1, 1361, the pay of an Orderly Sergeant was $24 per
month ; that of a Second Lieutenant of infantry.
8103 50; that of a First Lieutenant of in&ntry,
$108.50 ; that of a Captain of infamy. 3118.50. Com-
missioned officers of cavalry and light artillery re-
ceived a slight increase on the above rates.

Inquirer, Malone, Iowa. I. A cUimant for pension
employs an attorney at Washington to prosecute
his claim. Clnimaut gets an order to report before
a physician for examination, and to send back the
letter to the Commissioner of Tensions as proof of
examination. Should he send it to Commissioner
direct, or to his attorney? 2. In case the letter
should get lost iu the mails, would it affect the
case? 3. Is it customary for the attorney to notify
claimant when he has received and Sled papers?
L If the attorney dies, or is in any other way dis-
qualified, would the Commissioner inform the
claimant of the fact? Answer. I. The claimant
should send the order after he has been exam-
ined to the attorney, in order that the latter may
keep a correct record of the case. 2. If lost in the
mails it would not operate against the claimant.
3. The attorney should notify the claimant of any
action taken in his case !. We presume the
Commissioner would notuy tlie claimant in the
event of the death or disability of the attorney
if ho was cognizant of the fact.

A. J. B., Greenfield, IU. At an annual settlement
of the clothing allowance I was ahead on snv ac-
count, and should have been allowed f20 extra
pay thereon, but by a ckrical error my company
commander placed the 20 in the wrong column,
and iu consequence I had that amount deducted
from my iay, thereby losing 10. If the vouchers
and reports 0:1 file at the Quartermaster-General'- s
Olliee. and the copy of the pay-ro- ll at the

Office show this, can I recover
thai amount? Answer. If the facts as stated bv
you are matters of record, you can probably re-
cover the amount. 3You sltould apply to the Second
Auditor ot tne .treasury, thiseity.

M. F., Peoria, III. Are the children of a soldier
in the late war, who died from disability contracted
in the service, entitled to a laud grant, or to any
benefit from the Government? Answer. No. Lam!
warrants have not been providSX for service in
any war since March 3, 1S55.

B. F. S., Shelton, Set. Can a man of family ac-
quire title to a n claim by living thereon
sir months and improving the same, when hia
wife or other members of the family refuse to ac-
company him? Answer. Ordinarily a man's resi-
dence is where hia family resides, aud if a pre-empto- r's

Avife and- - family refuse to live on the
land with him, good aud sufficient reason must be
shown therefor.

A. J. H'., Vineland, N. J". Did the Union prison-
ers get their pay for the time they were eoiitiiied in
Southern prisons': ' Answer. Yes; also 23 cents a
day for tlie period while so confined as commuta-
tion for rations.

M. L., Gall, Mo. A soldier entitled to pension
dies, leaving a widow and two children. The widow
never applied for pension, and afterward remar-
ried. Can they now (although over 16 years of age)
draw what they were entitled to from date of
father's death to date when they became 16
years of age? Answer. No ; they are only entitled
to pension providing they were under 16 years of
age at date of mother's remarriage, when their title
to iieusion commenced. For the period between
the soldier's death and widow's remarriage she was
the only person entitled. The children cannot
claim for that period.

D. D., Dodge C'iVy, Jwim. An old soldier lives on
a. homestead anil makes some improvements. Sub-
sequently he is declared incapacitated for business,
by reason of his mind being affected by habitual
drunkenness, and a guardian is appointed. Can
eaid guardian prove up the homestead as in the
case of minor children? Answer. Yes, if the sol-
dier can in any way be considered insane. See act
of June S, 1SS0 21 Stat., 166.)

J. A'., Cofoum, Ind. If a soldier drawing SI0 per
month for bullet wound dies of lung fever, can the
widow draw a widow's pension? Answer. Yes, if
she can prove that the lung fever was contracted in
the service; not otherwise. In all cases the cause
of the death of the soldier mnst be shown to have
originated in the line of duty in the service to enti-
tle a widow aud children to pension.

J. II. J., Emory, Kan.l. How does the bill now
stand which provides relief for certain enlisted
men charged with desertion? 2. IIow long does
the Adjutant-Gener- al hold his oftice ? Answer. 1.
There are so many bills pending in Congress pro-
viding for the relief of certain deserters, none of
which have been noted upon, that we are unable to
answer your inquiry, it being too early in the ses-
sion to form an opinion In regard to the fate of any
measure. 2. The Adjutant-Gener- al is an officer of
the army, and he holds his position for life, or until
he is from service by reason of age or
disability. Change of administration does not
affect tin nrmy officer.,.

J. L. 8., Itoyceville, Pa. A soldier receives an in-
jury in the service, from which he afterwards dies.
Can his children under 16 years of age draw a pen-
sion ? Answer. Yes, providing the widow is dead ;
that no pension has been paid on account of the
services of tho soldier; that they were under 16
years of ago at the date of hia death, and that hia
death was directly duo to a cause which originated
in tho line of duty in the service.
