record, s0 as to make it seem impossible
that they were his deliberate act.

For several years he was a strenuons ad-
vocate of the bill to give every man—vich
or poor, sick er well—who served 60 days
during the Mexican war §2 a month, and
last year he succeeded in securing the pass-
ace of the law.

He certainly canpot seriously intend giv-
ing the broken-down Union veteran, who
served three months, $0 cents, when for two
months of service the Mexican gets nearly
nine times as much.

It is difficult %o believe that he proposes
ito put off the widow of a Union veter-
an with 90 cents, or thereabouts, a month,
while the widews of Geuns. Pickett, Pillow,
Bragg, and other rebels who served in
Mexico were hy his act put on the roll at 8
& month,

Indeed, ouly last year he was earnestly
pressing a bill to give disabled and depend-
ent Union veterans $12 a month and their
widows the same,

We can think of nothing that can have
been presented to hiz find in the mean-
while, 1o make the Union scldiers appear
less deserving than be thonght them last
year. He insisted with great eloquence and
force in Committee-room and on the floor of
the Hounse in Febrnary and March, 1857,
that the disabled veteran and the veteran's
widow were entitled to $12 a month. It is
impossible that the merits of the saviors of
the Union should have diminished so much
inside o a year, as to convince him that 90
cents a month is nearer their deseris than
$12.

The only plausible explanation is that
the amendments were the work of some wily
enemy of the honorable Chairman, and that
the Chairman himself having his mind ab-
sorbed by the condition of his Gubernato-
rial fences, adopted them without consider-
ing them enough to comprehend them.

Since then he has unquestionably re-
ceived much valuable information concern-
ing them. His visit to Indiana has brought
him in contect with comrades who have not
been slow to express their opinions.

Besides this, he has seen THE NATIONAL
TripcxE Peasion Bill; numerous comrades
have called his attention to it, and, thinking
a8 he does, he cannot help recoguizing its
immense superiority to the amendments
which bear his name, but which do him such
great diseredit, and which we are reluctant
to believe are really Lis.

We say as we began: “ Westill have faith
in Col. Matson.”

We believe that he will yet realize that
infinitely the best course is to put the Dis-
ability Bill through the Honse at onece in
substantially the form in which it was rec-
ommended by the Posts and the National
Encampment of the G.A L., abandoning his
swendments altogether. Iustead of these
let him, as soon as the Disability Bill is
psssed, take up TR NATIONAL TRIBUNE
Bervice Pension Bill and put it through.

He will have time enough to do this be-
fore Congress adjourns if he move at once,
and does all that he knows well how to do
to secure the prompt cousideration of the
measure. But he must move prompily.

THE RESPONSIBILITY,

The rules of the House of Representatives,
and the peculiar political conditions which
now exist, put all pension legislation under
the entire control of the Chairman of the
Committee on Invalid Pensions—Col. C. C.
Metson, of Indiana,

This control is absolute—is despotic even,
if he chooses to make it so. Ivery pension
bill introduced into fhe House of Repre-
sentatives is referred directly to his com-
mitiee, and unless he chooses Lo do otherwise,
it may sleep there until Time, or at least
Congress, ghall be nomore. He must decide
when it shall be reported to the House, if
ever; whatsort of areport must accompany
it, and what shall be done with it after it is
reported. If it is merely placed on the
calendar it is not necessarily in much better
condition that when eleeping in the com-
mittee room. JIis turn for consideration
may never come, or if it come, it may be
postponed indefinitely by somebody else
crowding in another bill upon its time.

If the Chairman really desires the consid-
ation and passage of a bill, he moves that
its eonsideration be made the regular order
for & certain day, and makes a straggle to
secure this. When it is secured he arrays
Lis forces for the day of debate, and brings
the strongest men and the strongest argu-
ments to bear upon the House to influence
it his way.

If he does not want the bill to pass he
does none of these things, and this neglectis
fatal, for no one else can do what is made
his special duty to do.

Another form of the despotic power given
bhim is the right to call vp a bill in which
he has a special interest, under a suspension
of the rules, and insist upon its passage
without debatle or amepdment. This com-
pels the other Members who may be in
favor of some featnres of the bill, but op-
posed to others, to either vole for it in the
particnlar form in which he has reported it
to the House, or else go upon record as op-
posed to the whole of it

Col. Matson has, therefore, had the power
at any time since the opening of Congress to

report the G.A.R. Pension Bill to the House,

to secure & day for its consideration, and to
secure ite passage, either with or without
awendment, by proper use of the anthority
given him. There are enough declared
friends of the velerans in the House to
pass that and Tag NATIONAL TRIBUNE
Service Pension Bill at any time that he
shall gain the opportunity for them to vote
upon them. He is therefore directly re-
spousible for the failure of the House to pass
any general pension legislation thus far, and
no one else than he can be held accountable
for any further delay.

If, on the other hand, he shall, even at
this late day, use his great power to se-
care the prompt passage of the Disability Bill
in the shape that it came from the handz of
the G.A.R. National Pension Committee
and THE NATIONAL TRIBUNE Service Pen-
sion Bill, he will have, as he will deserve,
the entire eredit for his great service to the
velerans,

ADAMANTINE LIMITATIONS,

There are certain elementary facts which
Col. Matson strangely ignored while man-
gling the Disability Pension Bill.

The first of these is that no man could do
more than die for his country. And he could
die but once,

If he died six months after his enlistment
he gave * the last full measure of devotion”
just as utterly and completely as if his de-
cease was postponed three or four years.

The same proposition applies with equal
If he
broke down—he broke down, no more, 10
less,

force to his physical breakdown.

He had done all he could—he had
reached the last limit of his bodily powers.
Whether this end eame three months after
enlistment, or six months, or 12 or 36 months
is a minor consideration. The main one is
that he did all he could—gave all he had.

In like manuer his wife, who gave him to
the country, gave all that she had. She
gave the lover and husband of her youth,
the father of her children—the support of
herself and children. The greatness of her
gift—the extent of her loss is wholly inde-
pendent of whether he managed to survive
three months of service or three years.

It is inconceivably cruel and unjust to try
to measure and estimate these losses and de-
gervings by a yard-stick divided into minor
decimals,

The Jeast that the Nation can, in honor
and decency, give the men and women who
gave it 8o much is §8 a month during their
lives,

To have it higgling and chaffering—as Col.
Maison's mangling amendments propose—
offering this bereaved widow 90 cents a
month in lien of a lost husband, and that
veteran $1.80 in return for health wrecked
in the swamps of the Mississippi or Chicka-
hominy, is disgraceful parsimony and in-
gratitude.

It will be seen that the main features of

the bill are:

1. Every man who served in the army for
three moniha or more is to be put on the
pension roll at the rale of one cent per
month for every day that he served during
the war.

2. No pension is to be leas than §2 s month.

3. Every widow of a soldier is to be placed
on tharoll at $12 a monih.

4. The clerical forees in the Pension Bu-
rean, the Adjutant-General’s Office and the
Pension Agencies are to be increased to the
extent necessary to allow all the peasions
granted nnder this bill inside of two years
frem the date of iis passage.

We feel that it iz unnecessary to offer ar-
guments in favor of the bill. It commends
itself on sight 1o every comrade,

The thing toe do now is for every comrade
to urge hia Senators and Representatives to
favor the passage of the bill, and to appeal
to every political convention of his party to
indorse and recommend it.

A LITTLE COMPARISON.

The Mexican war began with a small en-
gagement at Palo Alto, which was much
trumpeied over at the time. The Americans
had a force of 2,300 and the Mexicans 6,000.
After five hours of cannonading and mus-
ketry the Americans retreated. Our loss
was four killed and 40 wonnded.

There was no more fighting until Sep-

tember, when Monterey was taken, and the
next February the battle of Buena Vista
was fought, which practically ended the
work of the volunteers under Zachary Tay-
lor.

Seott began his operations by the attack
on Vera Cruz, March 9, 1847, and he oceun-
pied the City of Mexico SBept. 14 of the same
year, making an

"
E e

tive campaign of about
geven months.

In all there were abont 75,000 volunteers,
enlisted for one year. But comparatively few
of these ever saw a battle. The greatest
number of volunteers that Taylor—who had |
most of them—bhad with him at any one
time was 6,000,

In all there were only 23 skirmishes and
battles, and the total loes of the volunteers
was but 513 killed, 100 mortally wounded
and 1,300 wounded. That is, less than one
in 125 were killed or mortally wounded, and
only one in 65 wounded.

Contrast this with the mortality in the
war for the Union, where about one in every
50 whose names appear on the roll were
killed in battie; one in every 12 died of dis-
ease, and one in every 10 was wonnded in
action.

In many imstances not & man wag killed in
the whole of a Stale’s quota in the Mexican
war. Alabama, Florida, Iowa, Massachusetits,
Michigan, New Jersey, North Carelina, Vir-
all nearly
10,000 men, of whom not one was killed or
wounded. Texas had 8018 in her quota, of
whom but 46 were killed and 29 wounded—
about as many as an ordinury regiment

ginia and Wisconsin, sent in

would lose during the late war in a single
skirmish. Lounisiana had 7,947, of whom
but 15 were killed and eight wounded.
Georgia had six killed and eight wounded in
her quota of 2,132,

The average service of the Mexican vol-
unteer was much less than six months,
Compearatively few served out their enlist-
ment of one year, while thousands of men
never left camp. Of those who served out their
enlistment of one year but B44 re-enlisted
for a longer term, which is as much of a con-
trast to the veteranizing of 1864 as the 23
battles and skirmislies of the Mexican war
are with the 2260 engagements in the war
for the suppression of the rebellion,

Yet Col. Matson was very firm and ag-
gressive in his opinion that any man who
served in the Mexican war was entitled to a
life-pension of §3 a month, with a similar
allowance to his widow. He would now put
off the Union veteran with 90 cents or there-
abouts a month, with a like starvation
allowance for his widow.

We agreed with Col. Matson when the
Mexican Pension Bill was pending, that it
was simple justice 10 give the men wkho
acquired for us that immense domain §8 a
month, and we warmly supported the bill.
We now disagree with him because he rates
the very much greater deservings of the
Union soldier and his widow at so much
less than those of the Mexican volunteer.

Of
course the holders will make some conces-
sions for the sake of having their money two
or three years in advanee, and it will be
much better for the Secretary to pay them
half their entire interest—7% per cent
premiam—or even 8, 9 or 10 per cent.—
now than to keep the money lying idle in
the Treasury and pay 15 when they are due.

COMMISSIONER DBLACK,
In some inleresting reminiscences of Presi-
dent Lincoln, Col. Ward IH. Lamon speaks

especially abont the great, sympathetic

heart of the Martyr President, and how it
was wrung by the horrors of war. He suf-
fered particularly in the death uwpon the
feld of battle of so many of his personal
friends among the Indiana and Illinois
troops. Col. Lamon, continuning, says,
with reference to two brothers, one of whom
is now the honored Commissioner of Pen-
Bions:

The Blnek boys were notable nmong the mulii-
tude of enger youths who rushed to the fleld ot the
first call to arms. Their mother, the widow of a
ienrned Presbyterian minister, had married Dr.,
Fithian, of Danville, I1l., and the relations between
Dr. Fithian and his slepsons were of the Ltenderest
palernal nature, His pride in them and his devo-
tion to them was the theme of the country side,
Mr. Lincoln knew them well. In his frequent
visits to Danville on the cireait he seldom failed to
be (e guest of their mother and the excellent Dr,
Fithinn, They were studious and industrious boys,
earning with their own hands at least » part of the
money required for their education. When Suwmter
was fired uwpon they were at Wabash College,
Crawflordsville, Ind., and immedialely enlisted as
privates in the Crawfordsville Guggds. Their
career in the field needa no recital here, Mr, Lin-
coin watched it with intenss interest. At the battle
ol Pes Hidge, having resched high rank, each pro-
motiorn for some specinl act of gullantry, they both
fell desperntely wonanded within five minuates and
80 wyards of each other. Dr. Fithian hastened to
them with a father's =olicitude and nursed them
back to life thirough fearful vicissitades, They had
scarcely returned to the army when the elder,
Jolin Charles Bluck, again feil terribly mangled at
Prairie Grove,. He was hopelessly shattered, and
is probably the worst-wounded survivor of the
war, thoagh he remained in the gervies and at tha
front until the last gun was fired. I shall never
forget the seene when I took to Mr. Lincoln & let-
ter, written by Dr. Fithlian to me, describing the
condition of the Bluck bovs and expressing his
fear thnt they could not live, My, Lincoln read it
and broke into tesrs. * Here now,” he eried, " are
these dear brave boys killed in this carsed war.
My God, my God! It is wo bad! They worked
hard to earn money enough to educate themselves.
And this is the end, Iloved them as if they were
my own, Their lives were worth more than the
Jives of all the rebels In Ameriea” With mueh
more, passionute and tearful, to the same purpose.
1 took his directions about my reply to Dr, Fithian,
and ieft him in one of the suddest moods 1 ever
saw him fn. He wuas fesling that uoreascnable
sense of personal responsibilily for the lives of
these gallaut men of which I have spoken abeve,

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EXTENSION OF THE TIME,

In our first dralt of THE NaTioNAL TRIB-
UNE PENSION BIiLL we made the limita from
March 4, 1861, to May 4, 1865. This would
cover the period of actual fighting during
the rebellion. _

But we have heen reminded of the fact
that there was a considerable force of vol-

unteers sent to the Rio Grande country after
the surrender of all the rebel armies, and
beld there for some time a3 an Army of Ob-
servation upon Maximilian. Inquiry at the
War Department discovers that the last

while volunteer organization was not dis-

banded until Nov. 18, 1867, and the last |

colored regiment Dec. 20, 1367. We bave
therefore extended the limit in our bhill te
the latter date, which will cover the service
of every volanteer who enlisted to serve
during the war of the rebellion.

This will add to the justice of the provis-
ions of the bill

THERE is no finer type of the volunteer
soldier than ex-Gov. Russell A. Alger, of
Michigan. He went into the army at the
outbreak of the war as a subaltern officer,
and without friends or influence. By dint
of good, zealous, gallant service, attended
by much hard fighting and several severe
wonnds, he rose through all the grades
to Brevet Brigadier-General. At the close
of the war he was without means, but he
had what was of infinitely more value than
mere money—business sagacity of the high-
est order. He saw the opperfunities of
wealth afforded by the Michigan pine
lands, and invested every dollar that he
could secure in them. The result has more
than justified his most sanguine expecta-
tions, for he is now one of the wealthiest men
in the Nation. No man in the country does
more good with his means than Gen. Alger,
for he is constantly empleying it in some
way that will aid deserving people. Though
these charitiesare unostentatiously bestowed,
their great amount makes it impossibie to
keep them concealed from public notice.
Last year it is estimated he gave away in
charity over $50,060.
