It bad resulted in my
being dimppMafcod for many days. Yot at tlio
time of Uk& I am writing, along in March,
1S63, white I was serving as an enlisted man,
drswinp my rations and nay as such, I was in
feet an officer, and did not know it at the time
and ouiy learned it some months afterward.
This auomaly was brought about long after
Gettysburg by Mr. Lincoln, who, on learning
of my former services, ordered my commission
ante-d;.'e- d one year. So that, when I got my
parchment at last, I found that I ranked some
f tbe older officers in seniority.
As I have furnished other references to es-

tablish t he correctness of ray statements. I take
especial pride in patting before my readers the
followi uj. correspondence.

I lost mvrigiual parchment while traveling
5tt California in 165. Gen. Stonemau, then
Governor, kindly interested himself in assist-
ing mo in my search for it, bat, not finding it,
I applit '1 to the War Department for a certified
copy. The following is the reply, which ex-

plains itself;

Tlr-- : statement, so false and misleading, tbe
writer mildly qualifies by admitting that tbe
cava rj. of the Army of tbe Potomac had been,
in a U'.-iuue-

r, organized by Gen. Hooker, etc
After t!)Gae few lines of stinted praise devoted
to the cavalry of tbe Army of tbe Potomac,
this 1. dorian goes on at great length to detail
tbe l.-ior- y. organization and work of tbe cav-
alry :u tbe great West,

The authority of Gen. Grant is printed also
for tiu- - reorganization of that arm of tbe serv-
ice in t:ie West, which seems to have required
it too. 1 be article shows that Gen. Grant gave
Gen. Wilson carte blanche to put this arm into
effective service in tbe West. Then follows a
fubjonu-- history of theWestern cavalry, in which
the services of Gen. Wilson prominently fig-
ure.

There is in my mind no dispo-
sition to criticise tbe soldiers of tbe Western
cavalry force, but this fact should be pat down,
that tin. cavalry of toe Army of tbe Potomac
did ki much toward ending tbe cruel war as
any o'l cr branch of the service.

Of o urse. Hooker ottered a reward of $15 for
the K.y of a dead cavalryman. That was
Hook i 'a bluff way of talking, but tbe facts are,
nevertheless, that tbe cavalry at Chancellors-vill-e

Yi-- t vi ithin two hours after Hooker bad sent
thu- - he was running his 130,000 men away from
iee't w.tjuQ.

The cavalry of tbe Army of the Potomac
was co: rposed of as fine a body of men in IMS
as were to be found in tbe army. Our officers
were such men as Stoneman, Pleasonton,

Kilnatrick, Gregg. Such men as
tbe p.. t Commandant at West Point, Gen.

Whon I road of Shoridau's ride down the Val-
ley, done up in poetry, song and painting, I
think of Uuford's cavnlry battle and Hancock's
ride to Gettysburg, on the first day, when
HK TURNED DBFKAT INTO A GKEAT VICTORY.

It was then and there that the great auacouda
of secession and rebellion had its back broken.
When Grant and Sheridan camo out of tlio
West the head of the serpent was, of course,
alive and dangerous, but it was scotched.
Therefore the cavalry of the Army of tbe Po-

tomac earned by bRrd lighting against a supe-
rior force much of its glory before Shcritlau came.

Of course there was not much cbaucc for
the cavalry to operate while wo were in
our 'Winter quarters. Tho river served to
separate the two armies as a sorl of barrier or
dead-lin- e over which it was dangerous to ven-
ture. Yet, almost every Winter night a large
force of cavalry was detailed to ride to the up-

per fords to wateh J. E. B. Stuart's raiders.
When Spring opened at last, almost every-

body expected and desired to get out of our
tiresome quarters. Thcrcforo when the order
caine to pack our five-day- s' ratious I may say
that the cavalry arm was rejoiced.

One of the reasons for my not being more
familiar with the regimental brigade and corps
history is that I was always on tlio staff1. I
only knew of tho movements of such regiments
as contained niy friends, whom I visited while
in camp. On tho inarch I seldom saw any
of them. We rode along in a loose, dashing
way, seemingly as the spirit moved the Gen-
eral, without any rank formation ; the Order
lies bringing up the rear in the dust or muu.

In this raid I was ordered to hang to head-
quarters closely, as it was expected that I would
be uf valuable aid m tapping the rebel tele-
graph lines lietween Richmond and Leo ; also,
to do any scouting or piloting in the advance
to Richmond, and to signal, if necessary, by
rockets from the rear or otherwise, as would bo
found best, over the rebels' heads, to our army
signal officers in Lee's front.

THE BTONEMAN RAID.
We moved off quietly at night, crossing tho

river at early dawn at one of tho upper fords.
don't remember whether it was Kelly's or

Beverly's; anyhow, we had to swim our horses
partly over it. I didn't know exactly whither
we were bound, except in a general way that
it was to be a big raid behind Lee aud perhaps
into Richmond.

We succeeded in a remarkable manner in get-
ting started without detection. Stuart's cav-

alry had been led off on a stern chase after
some of our fellows. We passed between Stu-
art's cavalry and Lee's army. This fact is im-

portant because the Southern historiaus assert
that Geu. Lee was not surprised by Hooker's
movement on Chancellorsville. Ho was, be-

cause Stuart couldn't communicate with him.
I saw at headquarters a dispatch that had

been captured by our advance, which indicated
this so clearly that our officers were congratu-
lating themsevles over the fact of our safety
as we rode along the first day.

That our move was a complete surprise was
also clearly seen by the conduct of the inhab-
itants. We went along quietly enough for
awhile, passing houses from which perhaps we
could only see a f&w ladies gazing at us from be-

hind the screened windows. At one door stood an
old man leaning on a cane, looking about as old
folks are supposed to do when a funeral pro-
cession is passing.

In the "quarters" of the contrabands, usu-
ally behind the houses, the sights were entirely
different however. Big fat auutiesjstood out in
front of their cabins, but out of 'sight of the
houses, and waved their bare arms or their
apronsatusiu a happy way; old uncles lined the
fences or stood in the Colds with their hoes at
a "present" as wc went by; pickaninnies of
all sizes aud shades ran around laughing, show-
ing their white teeth and white eyeballs, caper-
ing as they do now-a-da- when a Barn u in
circus goes along.

At the first halt over tho river a sort of
general order was read, or in most cases talked
to the different regiments by their officors, to
the effect that " we were in the enemy's coun-
try on an important campaign." It was there-
fore imperatively commanded that there bo no
straggling, no foraging, except under proper
escort and under command of an ollicer.

luach man was asked to exert himself to the
utmost to make the movement a success. It
was also explained that tiie movement not only
required the greatest vigilance on the part of
every man in the command, hutit was exacted
also that tiie powers of endurance of fatigue,
both of men and horses, would be taxed to the
utmost. We must conceal ourselves as much as
possible during the daytiincand march at
night. jly

A great deal might be said hoie of a personal
character about Stonoraan's great raid that
would be new iu the way of war stories, but I
am to bring this already-too-lon- g narrative to a
sudden ending.

I will therefore only be able to show in a
general way, and very briefly, that, as far as
the cavalry and my personal scouting and sig-
naling were concerned, we were outirely suc-
cessful in the Chancellorsville campaign.

We of the cavalry aud Signal Service accom-plishc- d

all that part of Hooker's plan that had
been assigned to these twin arms of the service
which the General had spoken so flippantly
about.

In a word, I will say that Gen. Stoneman
passed a large body of cavalry and artillery be-

tween Lee's army and Stuart's much --boasted
cavalry. In accomplishing this difficult feat
Geu. Hooker's cavalry efl'ectually cut off Stu-
art's communications with his own General,
aud of counc with his own army, in their own
country. This resulted to Hooker's great ad-
vantage, iu thst Gen. Lee was surprised by
tbe movement of Hooker's army on Chancel-
lorsville. Gen Lee ha.i, of course, depended on
his cavalry keeping him advised of tho move-
ments of Hooker. This important historical
fact seems to have been lost sight of. Nearly
all of the recent writers on the war are of the
ia Can try or artillery arm of the service, which
may account for tne way in which the cavalry
is overlooked.

I do not pretend to be the champion or de-
fender of the cavalry arm; there are plenty of
other survivors much more competent than
myself. I will, however, feel that I have re-
lieved my mind of a great burden by simply
putting on record my experiences and observa-
tions in this direction.

Stoueman's force effectually destroyed Lee's
communications in his rear. Both the tele-
graph and tbe railroad were rendered useless,
except on the direct line lietween Fredericks-
burg and Bichmoud. That this portion was
not destroyed is explained, in part, in this
chapter by the discovery, on my tapping tho
rebel wires, that they (the rebels) had defeated
Hooker at Chancellorsville.

EFFItCTIVB WOEK.
It is a remarkable fact, and one worthy of

note, that while we were lo3t, as it were, in the
enemy's country, expecting, as a matter of
course, that Hooker with his 120,000 mou
would whip Lee, I was able to advise our
Generals, on the authority of rebel official re-
ports taken from their wires, that we had been
defeated instead at Chancellorsville, and must
quickly look out for our own safe retreat.

We rode almost in sight of Richmond com-
pletely around Lee and returned safely after
Hooker's defeat to oar starting-poin- t.

On the evening of the first days' march the
headquarters rested or bivouacked near a cer-
tain iarm-hous- e. I don't know where itr?i
located, but I am sure I could find the place if I
were permitted to ride out that road again. I
hope some day to be able to make the ride, too.
The house and farm seem to have been left en-
tirely to tbe care of two ludics and the colored
help. One of these ladies I am safe cuough iu
saying was an old maid. The other was a
Eretty young girl of 18 or 30. This is not lo

story. I mention the two ladies, that
I may have this long-deferre- d opportunity of
expressing tlie thanks of a host of our head-
quarters boys for their si&terly and motherly
kiudness to one of our com ratios.

Attached to headquar'ers was a bugler who
became a general iavur,;e huIi ev,.-- r Uu:y,
among the staff officers and men alike. He
was but a mere lwy; a round-face- d, rosy-cbcckc- d,

laughing, hap;y boy of 15 or lb' j tar.
He was. In a word, a pet of the General and
his Chief of Staff; but, unlike most pets, be
waS'inft spoiled aud disagreeable with the rest
of us. When we wanted auy csecial favors
from tbe Chief of Staff iu the way of an ap-
proval for a requisition for an extra ration of
'commissary," " Eddy " was selected as a mes-seugcr-b- oy

to carry the pajv-- r to the Chiefs
tent. He never refused to undertake the errand
for us, and we noticed that the Chief Cominis-sar- y

never refused Eddy, and he invariably
came back with a hapy laugh twinkling from
his c es and handed in tho answer ' O. K."

The firfct evening out lMdy was sick, so sick
that he could scarcely sit on his horse. Tho
Surgion'g attention was directed to the sad-lookin- g

sick boy by a number of us who felt inter-
ested. Tbe doctor decided at the first inter-
view that our boy bugler could not ride any
farther with as. He was threatened with ty-pho- td

fever. We were then a long day's ride
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from tho river. Ifc was impossible for him to
return, even with an escort. When wo heard of
tho doctor's decision a couplo of us voluntarily
interested ourselves in finding a suitable placo
to leave our boy.

I weut to the ladies referred to and explained
the situation. Without a word or question tho
kind-hourtc- d old maid put on her bonnet aud
shawl aud accompanied us to the sheltcr-tcuf- c

in the grovo in which our poor boy lay.
1 shall never forget tho pleasant scene there.

If Eddy's mother had been on the ground sho
could not have talked in a moro hopeful, en-

couraging way. This old maid tho female
rebel, as wc aro apt to call them all wiped the
hot brow of tho Hushed Yankee boy, and
talked to him as a mother would to a five-year-o- ld

child.
Ho was then partially delirious, and had been

raving about tho rebels capturing him. With
both her hands sho smoothed his brow, assur-
ing him in her sweot, cooing way that no ono
should harm him ; that sho had a father and
brother in tho Confederate army, aud thoy
would protect her guest.

CHAEITABLE SOUTHERN WOMHN".

Ifc is only a short story. Wo left Eddy with
this lady, all of tho boys insisting on contribut-
ing some portion of their rations or clothing
toward his support. I reckon that lady ed

enough coffee and sugar to last her a
year. We rode away that night, after carrying
Eddy into the houso and putting him into a
nice, clean bed. Wo were gone 1 do not now
remember how many days, but ou our hasty
return I was allowed to take a few mou and
make a detour from our hidden march, so as to
got back to this house. Wo succeeded in
reaching tho placo undisturbed, and found
Eddy in bed, raving like a wild person in his
delirium. He did not know mo, but acted as
if he thought I wcro a rebel officer. Tho good
lady bade mo take off my belt and saber, and
put over mo an old coat to conceal my uniform,
in hopes of allaying his fears. It did not havo
the least effect. The younger girl, who had also
become very much interested, at the eldor sis-

ter's request, as if in answer to tho poor boy's
longing looks, sat on tho side of tho bed and
took tho invalid's baud. While she was near
him he was calm.

Wo were told that tho morning after wo left
him there some of tho rebel home guard, or
guerrillas, that class of soldiers who arc so very
olhcious at home, had heard of tho boy being
left there. They camo upon tho houso in a
body, or as a committee, headed by an old
squire of the community, whoinsistcd on taking
the sick boy's parole in writing.

The lady told me with expressions of the
greatest indignation toward their own men,
that she begged aud urged them not to go near
tho boy, but they insisted. Ifc was her opinion
that the sight of tho crowd had mado him
worse. Eddy was, therefore, a paroled prisoner.
We could not take our pet back with us. I had
his address and also his mother's, and, at tho
lady's urgent request, I wr6to the mother on
my return. They lived somewhere in New
York State. In a few days Geu. Hooker's Aid
came to me with an order to report at a certain
house to meet sorao person who had authority
from the Secretary of War to visit me. Won-
dering who my visitor could be, and expecting
that it was Covodo or some of his agent3, 1

rode to the house. I mot there a kind-lookin- g,

motherly old lady in black, who introduced
herself as Eddy's mother. The scene for a few
moments was quito embarrassing to me. Tho
poor lady, overcomo by my recital of Eddy's
condition, wept and prayed alternately that
she might see her only child her baby, as she
fondly and tearfully culled him over and over

once more. I accompanied her to headquar-
ters and assisted in procuring her tho necessary
letters, asking the privilego of passing through
the rebel line to this house. We procured tho
necessary papers. I gave her full directions,
and saw her over the river. I heard afterwards
that when Bhe reached tho houso she was mot
by the two sisters on their return from tho
burial of Eddy in their family graveyard.
They were the only mourners uutil joined by
the broken-hearfe- d mother.

Some correspondence that I preserved for a
number of years after would show a very
bright side to the character of those two South-
ern ladies.

There seems to be no good reason why
fish should not be made a more important part of
the diet, and with a weU-manaR- fiah pond on
every farm a large amount of nutritious, valuable
and excellent food could be easily produced at a
very sinnll expense. The subject ia well worth the
careful attention of thoughtful farmers.

The omnipresent microbe has been detected
by Dr. Chambard. of Paris. In boils. The microbe
can be cultivated and on inoculation proceeds to
create a boil with energy and success. Boils are
hence communicable, and care should be taken in
handling them. The boil microbe ia named staphy-locou- s

pyogenes aureus. This discovery shows that
the method of treating boils and carbuncles by
poulticing is wrong, as the heat and moisture so
generated aid the development of tbe microbe. An
antiseptic treatment should be adopted.

Pasteur's suggestion to the Government of New
South Wales to exterminate the rabbits, which are
a pest there, by spreading the chicken cholera
among them, has had a practical test in the estate
of Mine. Potnmery, at Itheima. The estate includes
20 acres, and the rabbits had multiplied so as to be
a great nuisance. About six quarts of the chicken
cholera liquid was sprinkled on hay, which was
placetl near the burrows. Next morning 19 dead
rabbits were found, three days after 12 more were
found and no sign of ajivingrabbit could be found.
A short lime afterward the burrows were dug into
and in them were found groups of dead rabbits,
sometimes as many aa 10 in a burrow.
