STATUE OF LEWIS CASS.

Michigan has made a very appropriate selec-
tion for one of her two Representatives in the
" Marble Boom" of the Capitol ia which each
State k eats tied to place statues of two of her
most dteiiugttished citixeus of Gen. Lewis
Cass, whose statue, made by French, a sculptor
of high reputation, will probably be put in po-

sition in August. Its place will be between the
statues of Ethan Allan and Gov. Trumbull, and
the customary oweutoniea will be performed
"with both Houses of (impress participating.
Gen. Cass had a long and must honorable career
ia the public service. He was born in Exeter,
2. H., iu 1782, but migrated to Ohio when a
young man aud entered upon the practice of
the law. He entered the army at the begin-
ning of the war of JS12, aud was very active
asd efficient as the Colonel of a regiment. He
was the first man to laud any troops on the
enemy's shore, and fwught and won a small
battle before the capitulation of Detroit. For
this he was appointed Colonel in the Regular
Army, and eventually promoted to the rank of
Brigadier-Genera- l. Having no command, how-
ever, he served ou the staff of Gea. Harrison,
"with whom he was at the final victory over
Proctor at the crossittg of the Thames. At the
close of t4t war&e entered political life, was
appointed Secretary of War by President Jack-
son, and subsequently Miu:ster to France, where
be remained until lt&. In lo45 be was elected
Senator from Michigan, but resigned the posi-
tion iu 1S43 to become the Democratic candi-
date for President. After Iris defeat by Gen.
Taylor he was re-elect- to the Senate. When
Buchanan became President Cass was made
Secretary of State, but he resigned iu Decem-
ber. 1860, because he was so wholly out of sym-
pathy with the Seoesaiou policy that dominated
the Administratioa at that time. He was an
aideat Mpportor of the Union cause through-
out the war. and until his death, which oc-

curred June 17, 1&66.

A LITTLE ZOOLOGY.

Lost Friday two large beasts four-legge- d

wed here from western Nebraska.
ooMRgued to the Smubsuuiau Institution, and
--were duly placed in a spacious paddock built ex-
pressly for them in rear of the main building.
These iLasts are a buffalo bull and caw, and
I'rofeawr Good, the Naturalist Secretary of
the Institution, tells me that be does not be-

lieve that a hundred of these huge animals still
agist. The buffalo of America is a very differ-o- ut

mutual from what is designated by that
same ia Africa and Iadia, aud at the time this
country was first settifd roamed at will over all
the space irota Maine to tilts Ifiw-k- Mountain
on the rtb, and front Florida to the same
range on the south.

Just after the rebellion I joined a cavalry
regiment ou the plains, and then I used often
to th.uk of that povsage in Scripture that tells
u-- ) of "the cattle upon a thousand bills." Ac
tbe column to which my troop was attached
would pass over a divide, buffalo could he seen
id herds of tuauy thousands on every hand as
far a-'-, sigut extended. The only crossings we
could find of the stream in many places were
ttje points where those almost countle mil-
lions of animals had trod down tbe banks in
their search twice each day for water.

Vet, when I was a boy, some half a century
ago in Ohio, the buffalo had already been driven
nfe far west as tbe broad prairies of III inois, and
bow they are almost extinct. In ld67, when
we were campaigning across country fiom tbe
Arkansas to the Platte, to drive tbe turbulent
"iwg Soldiers" Cheycu:Ks, Kiowas. Sioux
and Ampahocs from the rapidly extending
ends of the Kansas and Union Pacific Railways,
we could carry but little with us, and it be-
came the rale to take only a quantity of salt
along, while regular details were made each
day from each troop of wen or officers whose
duty was to kill and butcher buffalo for Jood.
It was a fact that ou each arrival at a garrison
embellished with a commissary storehouse, the
first demand of officer and men was for salt
ruedU pork or earned -- beef.

So plentiful were the buffalo then that the
bunting details never thought evea of starting
for meat until the day's march was nearly end-
ed, and if any banter brought in any thing but
meat be bad cut out froui a yearling cow, he
felt it necessary to defend himself from the
sarcastic remarks, or worse, of his messmates,
by aseribuig the fault to his horse being played
out.

When we read of animals, or fowls, or fish,
being extinct, it is apt to give tbe impressiou
that great ages must have elapsed gin they
ran, new or awaw, yet here is a noble boast
that but a few years ago. less than a quarter of a
ce-itur- ranged in mauy millious over thou-
sands upon thousands of square miles, so ut-
terly exterminated that these two poor,
scrawny, ragged -- coated beasts are brought here
to Washington, from abaost 2,000 allies away,
to be caretuliy preserved as specimens.

Prof. Goude tells ae that he hopes a bill pend-
ing now in Congress for a grand Zoological
Garden here will pass, and, if it does, he hopes
to wake a collection of birds, animals and rep-
tiles that will fully represent the American
fauna. No Nation in the world, he says, has a
complote collection of its own representatives
m natural history; and tbe almost complete
extinction of tbe bison shows tbe ntd of such
a collodion bore ia tbe interest of Amorieau
history.

Another thing Prof. Goode said that sur-
prised me as muck, as I believe it will the most
of the readers of this, the common wild pigeon

" passenger pigeon "that was so plentiful
only so few years ago that I Mtpftesed they still
existed iu millions in many roosts throughout
tbe couulry, have disappeared so utterly that
now only --nte single wmi is known of, aud the
young Profesttor sadly remarked : "I fear that
will be destroyed this year. We have man out
watching over it, and hoj to bring some here
to breed. We haven't a single skin or skele-
ton of that once plentiful bird of America."
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GEN. MAHTIK . TIAKDIN.
Brig.-Ge- n. Martin D. Hariliu, TJ. S. A., passed

through here last week with Mrs. Hardin, en
route from Florida, where they wont for the
past Winter, to Saratoga before going buck to
their home in Chicago. The little, bright-eye- d

young General is just the same youngster he
was in the days of the war, Vihcn ho lost his
good bridle-arm- , and seems to grow' no c!dr;
despite the fact that lie has now passed the
Lalf-centur-y mark of life. Gen. Hardin comos
of that famous line of soldiers that have given
their names to half a dozen Counties iu States
across the Alleghenies, and was boru in Illi-
nois, from which Stato ho entered at West
Point in 1S55. When the rebellion broko out
he was still a Lieutenant of the 3d U. S. Art.,
and first served as Acting Aid-do-Ca- on Gen.
Henry J. Hunt's staff in the Peninsular cam-
paign with McClollan. He was uuder fire in
every battle "of that hard-fightin- g, useless
campaign, but in July of that year was promoted
to the Lieutenant-Colonelc-y of the 12th Pa.
Reserves, aud wont to the secoud Bull Kuu
campaign with Meade. At Grovcton ho was
shot, but refused to leave the field ; but the nest
day brought a worse wound that downed him,
aud he weut away to the hospital. The battle
of Aug. 30 made him a Colouel by tho death
of his senior, and he held that rauk until ho
was made Brigadier-Gener- al of volunteers in
tbe Summer of 1SG4. I heard it once said that
" no one ever knew anybody so cheerful or so
blamed unlucky as Hardiu. The devil can't
down him in good spirits, hut every timo ho
gets into action, if he doesn't get shot himself
he gets a horse killed." Gettysburg laid him
out again, and when he got back to tho front
his brigade was detailed to guard the railway
behind the Army of the Potomac, and had its
headquarters at Catlett's Station. One after-
noon, Dec , 1SG3, he was prowling along its
line just as a gang of Mosby's baud were doing
the same thing. In tho sharp affair that fol-

lowed, a pisiol shot struck Hardin in the left
olbow, and amputation of the arm followed.
Back he went to the field again when the
stump healed, aud handled a brigade in the Fifth
Corps until that awful day at North Anna
llivor, when he caught auother shot that took
him out of active field-servic- e for good. Ho
was retained in the volunteers until January,
1666, when all the volunteer Generals but
Howard were mustered out and kept ou spe-
cial service. Whou tho volunteers were re-

warded in 1806. at tbe time the army was so
largely increased, Hardin was given a Majority
in the 43d Inf., but when the reduction carno
in 1S70 he went on the retired list with the
full rauk of Brigadier General. Ho was still
only a Lieutenant of artillery in 186G when
made a Major in the line, but his battles had
won for him five brevets for gallant aud meri-
torious conduct. When he was made a Briga-
dier General of volunteers he was still ouly 25
years old.

A CREDULOUS GERMAN.
In the "War Department there is a German

who served gallantly during our recent un-
pleasantness, and who was detailed at the close
of the war as a clerk in the Adjutant-General- 's

Office. Like a good many other persons, he was

As his lottery ticket corresponded with the
number reported in the alleged telegram, you
can imagine tho result, or rather you cannot
imagine it.

"I baste no more; I go immediately toShannany,
where I can live on the interest of dot fifteen
tottsaud tollars. I write my rehignation right
away off." And this he did. and would have
sent it to the Secretary of War had not some
of the boys who were up to the joke persuaded
him not to be so hasty.

When the poor fellow who had been revelling
in $15,000 worth of greoti backs for an hour or
two in imagination, was told that this was a
cruel hoar, his agger and chagrin were iudo-scribabl- e.

A LIVELY HOUSE.

It is a long timo since tho House of Bopre-SGT.isi- is

has had aj ljvoly n week as tho one
which closed the general debato on tlio Mills
bill. Each sido put forward its best foot daily.
Thero were some belated speakers of lesser cal-

iber who were allowed to fill tho early morn-
ing hours, or to talk to tho drowsy audience at
night sessions, but they have uot counted on
either sido. The House mot at 10 in tho morn-
ing and sat till 10:30 iu the evening, to satisfy
the yearnings of these gentlemen to get into
tho Record. Nothing more At noon, or there-
abouts usually, tho giants came into the arena,
and tho galleries sweltered aud cheered as the
contest waxed hot.

In this daily passage-at-arra- s tho opponents
of the bill have invariably had tho best of it.
The friends of tho mca&uro had no ouo to pit
against Jlclvinley, Heed and liandall on equal
terms. Sam Cox, the genial diplomat, fresh
from Turkoy, was expected to make the funny
speech of the session, aud to illumiuato tho
dreary wastoof hissideofthediscussion. Ho was
fairly funny, using about two-thirds- his timo
for a defense ot tho Cobdon Club, a British free-trad- e

organization that manifests great interest
in our elections. Here, too, tho friends of the
bill met a surprise. A young and almost un-
known man, who is serving his first term, was
next on the list. Ho was Mason, of Illinois.
Never before was so much wit, ridicule and
eloquence compressed into 30 minutes as count-
ed off by the big clock. Cox was in an instant de-

throned forever as tho wit of tho Houso. Be-

side Mason his brightest sayings wero clumsy,
his retorts stupid, and his sallies dull to a de-

gree. In a moment ho was forgotten, and the
audience bowed iu convulsions of laughter be-

fore tho new star, whoso brilliancy was nouo tho
loss overshadowing because unheralded. Tho
prince of repartee, peerless for 20 years, saw his
hard-earne- d crown snatched from his veteran
brow aud irretrievably lost. Tho champion had
mot his conqueror at last. The Southerners
were disposed to unhorse him by unexpected
questions, but each in turn retir-
ed iu confusion. "Little" Breckinridge,
as tho statesman from Arkansas is called to
distinguished him from his namesake of Ken-
tucky, tried it. His face is as expressionless as
a potato, and a pair of glasses do not lend ad-
ditional vivacity to his countenance. His voice
is feeble, and when ho advanced into the mid-dl- o

aisle and mumbled something, meant for
an interrogatory, it sounded like a gentle aud
distant murmur. The full appreciation of tho
burlesque situation was brought out like a ilash
wheu Mason, rising on tip-to- e with his hand to
his ear, asked, "What Are The Wild Waves Say-
ing?"

In the midst of a roar of laughter Breckin-
ridge incited away into tho crowd ou his sido
of the Chamber.

Mr. Randall was listened to with the profound
attention which he is always accorded by both
sides. He dealt in heavy hits. Thero was no
finessing iu his style of fight. He read to tho
friends of the bill the teachings of Madi-
son and Jefferson and Monroe to show them
how they had wandered oil from the faith of
tho fathers. He told them plainly that they
were clinging to an idea that owed its birth to
slavery and went down in the mighty convul-
sion of 13(11.

The Brigadiers winced a little afc this, be-

cause, whilo they expectr such unpleasant re-
minders occasionally from Republicans, they
do uot like to hear it from Northern Democrats,
from whom they expect simple obedience.

The great speech of that day (Friday), how-
ever, was Maj. McKinley's. He was thor-
oughly master of his topic. Ho was as merci-
less as an oilicial executioner. Ho tore Mr.
Mills's pet limb from limb. Ho parted it into
bits, and held it up piecemeal to ridicule, while
his audience seethed aud bubbled and roared
with enthusiastic delight at the Texan's dis-
comfiture. All the shams of the bill were un-
covered, and then in its nudity was dissected
by his pitiless logic.

Once Mr. Morse, a Democrat from Massa-
chusetts, thought he would make an interrup-
tion when the question of woolens was reached.
He was sorry ho did so.

McKiuley reached under his chair and drew
out a bundle, from which he tore the wrapping-pape- r

aud disclosed a full suit of "store
clothes," exclaiming, "The gentleman from
Massachusetts will know his own goods."

Then he went on to recite the argument to
theeffect thata poor man'ssuit of clotnes,whieh
ought to be bought for $10, now cost $20 ou ac-
count of the 100 per cent, duty added to the coot.
Knowing the honesty of Mr. Morse, a friend
had gone to his store in Boston aud bought this
suit. He read the receipted bill, showing that
one Williams had bought of Leopold Morse &
Co. oue full suit of all-wo- ol clothes, $10. The
House roared at this object lesson. Mr. Morse,
who is a good-nature- d and plump little He-
brew, also laughed, but lie did not seem to en-

joy it so much as tho rest. His round faco
looked like the setting sun of Indian Sum-
mer afternoon. The broad expanse of
his crown, where the sandy hair is
now thin, glowed with a deep pink hue that
bespoke an absence of calmness. He retired
without further questions, aud "Bill " Scott,
the millionaire Member from Erie, took his
turn and his medicine.

So the battle went on for two hours, and Mc-
Kiuley stopped when the enemy had nothing
more to pay.

Breckinridge, of Kentucky, made the for-
mal speech for the bill that day. Ho is tho
professional beauty of the House. In his
younger days he was one of John Morgan's
b.mditti, but now he mongers mealy phrases
and labors with his accent. Ho polishes his
jieriods without regard to tliesubstancoof what
he is expected to say. He ilojits off iuto the
oratorical void. He introduces the artificial
quaver of voice and fullness of throat when ho
attempts to pass off a counterfeit pathos. The
result is all art and no bottom. When lie fin-
ished he had said nothing except to malign
the 18th District of Illinois, aud woke up that
old war-hors- e, Jehu Baker.

Saturday morning, an honr before the time
arrived for opening the session, the galleries
were jammed to suffocation. Every square
inch within earohot of tho floor was filled with
expectant humanity except tho pew reserved
for the President's family, which was not
graced by tho presence of any of the White
House people.

Before the opening of the great debate Mr.
Bnker row to a question of personal privilege.
He isa picturesque figure. Ho stands on tho door
like a chip which has Moated up from a flood of
the last century. Erect as an oak, sturdy and
uncompromising in his utterances, unique ill
manner, quaint in the vigor of his speech, he
chained the attention of all. He handled tho
Kentucky Mephisto without gloves, and in dijr- -
nified yet scathing terms rebuked the slanders
of his people in a way he will long remember.
In order, as he intimated, not to puss the bounds
of parliamentary lauguago, ho kept closely to
his notes. Breckinridge made a blundering
attempt to reply, but his effort fell flat, and
helped his adversary's caso.

It is safe to say that tho Brigadiers will give
old Jehu a wide berth hereafter. They have
found out that ho is loaded.

Reed, of Maine, full aud round, and towering
like one of his native pines, made tho closing
argument against the bill. He is an orator
who amuses as well as convinces. Ho knows
the art of effective transition from vehement
declamation to airy witticism. He was at his
best, aud for two hours ho kept his audience
iu a turbulence of euthubiasm. His irony was
inimitable ; his sarcasm scorching. His classic
dog story, found in another column, will pass
iuto the political literature of tho day, and bo
retailed on the stump a thousand times before
November.

Wheu he was done there was a rush for him
by his colleagues. A long line was formed and
they passed and shook hands one by one. It
looked like a wedding, and Reed filled the
position of blushing groom of the ceremony.

Speaker Carlisle rose after a lapse of 15 min-
utes to wind up the long debato and put in tho
closing work for the bill.

Mr. Springer was iu the chair, as ho has boon
throughout the discuasiou.

Mr. Carlisle was greeted with yells of appro-
bation on his sido. He looked ghastly pale,
and was evidently not in fit physical condition
to speak. Ho stood on his feet an hour and a
quartor, sipping something from a cup and con-
stantly wiping tho perspiration from his whito
face as ho proceeded. He is a deliberate lawyer-
like talker, who deals iu closo argument and
lacks the oratorical powers of Reed. Ho did
as well as the circumstances would warrant,
aud bettor than anyone olso on his sido had
done.

Mr. Mills closed tho day with a motion to
adjourn, an ofiice which ho insists upon per-
forming by virtue of his positiou as leader of
the majority.

Both sides will now take a broatlRng spell
for a few days, so far as the tariff is concerned.

Mr. Mills has proposod to tho opposition to
consent to a vote upon tho measure as a whole
without going iuto tbo fivo-iuinu- te debate,
which ho fears. It is uncertain yet what will
be done.

It is a question of strategy on both sides.

"WHAT 'IS VOLAPUK?
An Account of tlio Origin of tho SW Language.

This aspirant fr international use is named
for two elementary words, vol, world, and puk,
language. In this situation the letter "a"
means of, and tho result of tho combination
vol-a-pu- k implies "lauguago of the world."

At tho very beginning one is improssed with
the uniformity and clearness of tho whole
scheme, tho product of old Fathor Schloyer's
mind, who, while modestly performing tho
duties of a priest, was busily studying lan-
guages, and finally brought to perfection this
uniquo and ingenious system.

Its distinguishing features are facility of ac-

quisition, freedom from obscurity aud excep-
tions and tho presonco of tho clearosfc and most
striking points in other languages.

Sinco English is spoken by so largo a majority
of tho world's population, ho has wisely and
magnanimously drawn most largely from
thence tho radicals of tho now lauguago, 40 per
cent, coming from this source alone: Ho is
guided by another thought to take tho briofesfc,
most distinctand most easily enunciated words.
For example, ho refuses tho word " houso" bo-cau- se

certain nations the Italians, Spaniards
and Portuguese cannot pronounco that word,
so ho prefers another radical which wo know in
tho word "domestic," and theroforo "dora"
stands among Volapuk roots, implying houso or
dwelling.

Tho tense, gender, number, case, person,
voice, degree, have the samo significance as in
English, and ho expresses the relation of words
not by separate connectives, but by modifica-
tions in tho form of tho word ; and theso
modifications follow a simple aud invariable
order. Nouns have four cases; nominative,
unmodified for all genders; genitive ending in
"a," dative in "o," accusative in "i." To
form tho plural wo add "s" for tho terminal
vowol, thus rocalling tbo regular order of the
vowels (,a," "o," "i," wo have command of all
the relations which a noun may sustain to other
words iu a sentence.

There is no article, and the adjectivo has
neither gender nor inflection.

The nine- numerals all end in "1," arc com-
posed of three letters, and the central one of
tho first is "a," of the second "e," of the third
" i," and so on. With these numerals he names
tho (lays and months, balul from "bal"ono
and"mul" mouth, indicates the first mouth
of tho year, January; " bal u del," the first day,
Sundaj'.

By a set of terminals one radical does largo
service, thus shortening tho vocabulary and
aiding tho memory.

The root " balev," with an added, refers to a
person, and means an old man. With at, form-
ing balovat, we have the abstract noun anti-
quity ; with ik, the adjective aged. Again, tako
the root tid. Add on, wo have the infinitive in
teach; tidik means instructive; tidel.a teacher;
tidup, lesson-time- ; tidem, instruction.

An important national society for its study
has been formed in France, among whose mem-
bers aro some of tho first scholars of the age.
Ono hundred and twenty-eigh- t societies of
Volapuk are iu existence, 13 journals and more
than 200,000 students in Europe and our own
country. Ninety-s"i- x books have been published
on tho subject, and magazine articles without
number.

There have been two general assemblies of
tho advooates, and there will bo a third hold in
Paris in 1839. An organized academy has a
central organ, of which Father Schleyer is
editor. It will edit the standard hooks and
dictionaries, noue of which latter is yet to bo
procured.

Whatever tho success or failure of tho lan-
guage in being adopted as a means of interna-
tional correspondence, every student of Vola-
puk will bear testimony to the facility with
which item be acquired, and the tender regard
which ho feels for tho dear old man, who has
been studying and waiting in his homo in
Konstanz with no income but the small pen-
sion of a curato of the Roman Catholic Church.
