A VIEGINIA TAVERN.

The Unfortunate Victims of Investigation.
[Omaha Warld.]

The spirit mediums are having an awful
bard time of it lately. A large number are
languishing in various jails throughout the

The girlish
spirit still forther surprised the audience by
nmiuking a break for the interior of the cabinet
with so much enthusissm as to kick it clean
over, aud when the iights were suddenly
turned ap the nnlertunate materialized spirit
of Joan of Arc was scen sprawling out on the
floor and groaning dismally with the weight of
the cabinet across the small of er back. One
of the spirits playing a week's engagement with
a Western modiom also came to grief a few
days ngo. T'he medinm had won considerable
fame aud dollars by eausing spirits to como out
of ber cabinet and float in the air above the
heads of the audience. One evening when a
particolarly big spirit, which & young lady in
tho sudience deciured to be that of her grand-
mather, was sailing gracefully about in mid-
air, the wire saddenly broke and the heavy-
weight spirit fell down into the pale upturned
faces of twelve old gentlemen of strong char-
acteristies but wenk necks, and knocked them
silly. The heel of the motherly old spirit also
siruck her self-confussed grandchild in the
mouth and knocked out four of her front teeth.
The old gentlemen were puiled from under
the spirit and sent heme in carriages in a
more or less dilapidated state, while the spirit
still lies in a hospital suffering from three
| broken ribs and a badly-skinued shin. Spirits
cannol be too careful nowadays how they come
back and eavort about on this mundauc sphere.
They will be fooling around until some one of
them breaks a leg if they keep on.

Great Storms In India,
[ Caleutlu Dispatch to the London Times.]

India has been visited by a series of phe-
nomenal storms, partaking very much of the
character of the Dacea tornado. At Moradabad
150 deaths are reported, caused chiefly by hail-
stoues. Most of the houses wers unroofed, trees
were uprooted, and masses of frozen hail re-
mained lying about long after the cessation of
the storm. Telegraphic news received from
Delhi states that there has been an extraordi-
nary bailstorm lasting about two miuuntes,
which was virtoally a shower of lumps of iece.
One of the hailstones picked up in the hospital
garden weighed oue and a half pounds, another
secured pear the telegraph office was thesize of a
melon, and torned the scale st two pounds. At
another place the Goverumest house suffered
severely, 200 panes of glass being broken by
hail. In Lower Bengal, at Rayebati, 2,000
huts were destroyed, while 20 persons are re-
ported to bave been killed and 200 severely in-
Jured, Telegrams have been received from
vumerous poinis containing accounts of local
tornadoes, Chudressur, close to Serampore, was
almost completely wrecked., The storm only
Jasted three minutes, its course extending for a
wile and o balf, and its path being 300 yards
wide. Its advent was preceded by a lond
booming noise. lLarge bouts were lifted out of
the viver, and a small boat was blown up into
& tree. I'rom the report of the Dacea tornudo
it appears that 118 persons were killed, exeind-
ing those drowned, aud that 1,200 wounded
were treated. The amuunt of damage to prop-
erty is estimated at 675428 rupees. Three
bundred aud fifty-eight houses were completely
destroyed, 121 boats were wrecked, and 148
brick-built hovses were partially and nine were
completely destroyed. Shortly after the Dacea
toruado another visited purt of the Murcha-
gunje subdivision, and 66 deaths and 125 cases
of injury are reported. All tho houses struck
were eompletely destroyed. The Dacea tor-
pado traveled altogether three and a quarter
miies. Its rate of speed varied from 12 to 20
miles, and its greatest width was 20 yards, It
waus aceompunied by a rawbling, hissing sound,
the clonds over it were illuminated, aud liguid
iud was deposited along its track, and was in-
grained in the wounds of the injured!

THE FIRST STEEL PENS.

Poel Wordsworth's Reference to the First Sab-
stitutlon of the Quill,
[Noles and Queries.]

The esrliest notice of stoel peus that I bave
met with is by Wordsworth, In 1806 the poet
wrote what he calls * the longest letter 1 ever
wrote in my life,” and with reason, as it fills
18 pages. He begins: “My Dear Lady Beau-
mout: There's penmanship for you! 1 shull
nol be able to keep it up to the ¢énd in this
gtyle; notwithstandiog I bave the advantage of
writing with one of your steel pens, with which
Miss Hutehinson has just furnished me.”

The wext wention that 1 have noted is by
Dr. Kitchiner, in 1824, when speaking of a
friend above 60, he says: *“This strain of the
eye, and oceasion for speetacles of a high mag-
nifying power, is particularly found in mend-
ing pens, so that be has a suflicient number of
pens to prevent the necessity of mending any

| of them until be has finished writing,”

From about 1524 to 15834 I do not remember
the wse of steel pens in school, and in the
earlier years 1525 to 1830 1 have a distinect
recollection of our using quills,

On ene occasion the women of Rome gather-
ed in numbers and made a public appeal, The
circumstances were these: The trivmvirs, Oe-
tavianus, Antony, 2nd Lepidus, had prosceribed
a large number of ¢citizens, and they confiscated
and sold their estates in order to meet the ex-
penses of a war then going on, But land was
a drug in the market, and, besides, people were
unwilling to parchase property exposed to sale
in consequence of violentaets. Thesum, there-
fore, obiained from the sales fell far short of
the amount required, and the trivmyirs had to
Jook to other sources of revenue, They accord-
ingly passed a decree that 1,400 of the richest
woinen in the city should lay before them an
exact statement of their means, with severe
penaltics against coucealment or nndervalua-
tion ; and they claimed the power to employ
any portion of the wealth thus reported to
them for paying the expenses of the war. The
women were thrown into the ntmost perplexi-
ty and distress, but they could fiud ne man
daring enough to plead their cause before the
triumvirs, Left to their own resources, they
went first of all to the sister of Octavianusand
the mother aud wife of Antony. The sister of
Octavianus and the mother of Antony gave
them & kindly reception, but Fulvis, the wife
of Antony, drove them from her door. Thus
insulted, they turned to the tribunal of the
triumvirs. Hortensia, the daughter of the
famons orator, Hortensiug, spoke in their name.
She delivered a powerful speech, which is high-
ly praised by the great Latin eritic, Quintilian,
and shie succeeded in getting the demands of
the trinmvirs reduced to acomparitively small
gum. These publicappearances of wowen were,
of course, only oceasional ; hut they were fre-
quent enough to show that women had inter-
ests of their own, and had resolution enough
