MASSACHUSETTS

Yeterans te Receive Their Dues.,

Eprror National TrisuNe: Receiving
vour valuable paper last week, I saw your eari-
cature of Comrade Matson asleep, aud 1 thought
you would like to hear from a part of the
country which has no! yvet gone to sleepand left
their cowrades to go to the poorhouse withont
trying to give them the helping baud. I wounld
gav that the writer of this, with the help of
Comrades Serg’t William H., Marden, of Stone-
bam, Mass, who served in the 2d company,
Andrew Sbarpshoovers, Mass. Vols; William 8
Hixzon, of Chelsea, Mass,, who served in the
U. 8. N. ship Rhode Island,and Corpll F.T.
Hawley, of Malden, Mass,, who served in the
20th Wis,, have secured this legislation. We
four presented a bill to the Legislature of Mas-
suchusstts nearly like the one which I herewith
inclose a copy, which was passed unanimously
through both Houses, and was promptly signed
on the eve before we decorited the graves of
those who had gene before by the Governor of
our Commonwealth, Oliver Ames,

In getting this bill through our State Legis-
lature we did not claim for it that it was their
duty, but felt that we could not afford to wail
for the rich and noble Government to take
ont of the poorhouse the old soldier or his
widow or minor children who had been leit

| destitute by the sacrifices he made for his

country, which service had broken bhim down
or sent him to an early grave withont being
able to provide the means to support his family
after he bad passed away, as thoso did who re-
mained at home.

I think you wounld confer a favor on the
eomrades in other States by printing the bill
in foll, that they might be able to present a
similar bill to their Legislatures and have a
bill passed of the same meaning, so that no
soldier or his widow or minor ehildren should
ever go to the poorhouse; but that they that
helped to save the Nation shonld have a homé
provided for them by the State where they

COMMONWEALTH OF MASSACHUESETTS. IN THE
YEAR 1E88,

AN ACT for the relief, in cases of necessity, of per-
sons who served in the Army or Navy of the
Uniled Stales during the rebellion, and their de-
pendent families,

Be it enacled by Uie Benale and House of Represenia-
lives in General Cour! asserabled, and by the aulhorily
of the sume, az follows

Section 1. Whenevera person who served in the
army or uavy of the Uniied States in the war of
the rebellion, and reccived an honornble discharge
thoerefrom, and who has a legal settlement in a
¢ity or town in this Commonwealth, becomes from
any cause except his own eriminal or willful mis-
conduct poor, and entirely or in part unable Lo pro-
vide muintenance for himself and dependent fam-
ily: or whenever such a person has died and left a
widow or minor children without proper means of
supporl, such person or his widow and his minor
children sball be supported wholly or in part, s
may be necessary, by the ity or town in which he
or they have s legal settlement, and at bis or their
own homes, or at s=uch other place in the Common-
weallh, otber than an almshiouse, as the overseers
of the poor of such cily or town oay deem right
and proper,

Sec, & Whenever a person who served in the
army or navy of the United States in the war of
the rebellion Lo the credit of this Commonwealth
or of any city or town thereof, and received an
honorsbie discharge from sueh service, but who
has no legal settiement in any city or town of the
Commonwealih, beeomes from any enuseexcept his
own erimingl or willful misconduct, r, and en-
tirely or in part unsble to provide muintenance for
hiwsell and dependent family, or whenever such a
person hasdied and Jeft a widow or minor children
withoul proper weans of sopport, such person or
Lis widow and Lis minor ehildren shall be support-
ed wholly or in part, s may be pecessary, by the
city or town in whicli he or they are then resident,
provided such residence bas continued for a period
of three years; and such support shall be rendered
st hi= or thelr own bomes or st such other place in
the Commonwealth, other than an slmshouse, as
the overseers of the poor of suel city or town may
deem right and proper, and such eity or town shall
Le entitled (0 receive from Lhe Lreasury of the Com-
monwealth all necessary suwns which have been
actunlly expended for such sopport, snd which
shall be certified under cath to the State Board of
Lunacy und Charity by the overseers of the poor of
uuy such eity or town within the frst 10 daye of the
motith next following that in which the expendi-
ture is incurred,

Seo. B. Cities and towns may raise and appropri-
sle money for the purpose of carrylug out Llie pro-
visions of this net.

Seo. 4. The State Bourd of Lunacy and Charity
shall exsmine saud audit all claims of cities und
towns for relmbursement for payments made under
section two of this act. Ouly such sums shall be
silowed and paid from the trensury ms the snid
board shall in each case delermine and certify to
Le just and proper in sccordance with the require-
ments of section 2,

See, 5. This act shiall take effect upon fts prsange,

[ Lowdon Truth,)

A cengus has recently been taken of the pub-
lic houscs snd beer bouses in the Parliamentary
borough of Burnley. The result is most re-
marksble snd instructive. There are, it ap-

rs, in Boruley 177 houses of this deseription,
and of these 132 are the property of brewers, 53
sre leased to brewers, while only 12 are fre.,
In other words, out of 177 licensed premises,
165 ure what ure called * tisd ” houses, the pub-
licaus being to all intents and purposes the
brewers’ slaves,

Gleanings from National Headquar-
ters---Notes from the Departments.

AUXILIARY To THE G.A.R.,
DerrorT, MicH., July, 1858,

TRUE HISTORY OR NONE—A FPEOBLEM FOR
THE G.A.R. AND W.R.C.

The Department of Wisconsin, G.A.R., has
taken the initiative in the movement fo secure
correct school history for the tens of thousands
of youths and children North and Sonth, who
on the one hand are supplied with next to
uothing, and on the other with the pernicions
doctrines of secession and rebellion,

A committee, having thoroughly examined
the school histories, North and South, laid the
result of their researches before the 224 annual
Encampment at Milwaukee, when the report
wus adopted and ordered published, copies to
besent toall Departments G.AE. and Teachers’
Associations in the United States. A commit-
tee, consisting of Lucius Fairchild, E. B. Gray,
Philip Cheek, E. L. Shores and John Mechan,
was appointed to bring the subject to the at-
tention of the National Encampment at Colum-
bus, O.

EAMPLES FROM BOUTHERN HISTORTES.

In their report the committee, consisting of
John Haunecock, A, O, Wright and H. C, Cartis,
make extended quotations from Sonthern his-
tories, of which the following are sawples:

From David=on's Bchool History of South Caro-
lina, Chapter 195: * The cause of secession, which
wasthe cause of the war, was very much the saine
thing that eaused nullification in 1832, Congress
kept passing Inws which it bad no right to pass, ac-
cording to the Constitution,”

Chapter 196: * Whatever may have been the
cause that brought the State to that decision, South
Carolina did decide Lo withdraw from the Union of
the States, Bhie bad a right to do this; that is, if
the States Rights perty of the South was correct in
its doctrine.”

From Southern History, by J. 8. Blackburn,
Principz! Potomac Academy, Alexandria, and
W. N. McDanald, A. M., Principal of Male High
School, Lovisville, Ky. Twelth edition, revised:

Page 404 : * Col, Ellsworth I8 styled a *famous
rough’ and circus rider of Chicago, while for
Jackson, his slayer, ‘at the South tears were shed
for him, and he was ranked among the patriotic
martyrs of Listory.""”

Page 427: "'The second year of the war now
commenced; it found each section preparing with
terrible earnestness for the conflict. The South
was sirainiog every nerve to resist the Northern
multitudes; her Congress passed a law conscribing
all men under 35 years of age. To fill her armics
the North had a better and more successful mode;
she offered immense bounties and high pay. In-
duced by these, thousands of Buropean mercenaries
enlisted. The South had nothing but her gallant
children to put in the field, and thus she was con-
demmned to stake her most precious jewels against
the trash of Europe,”

CONCLUBIONS OF EEPORT.

These Southern histories do not fuil to make
known theirside of this guestion. They are full of it,
There is no disguise on their part.  What we deem
treason is there made respectable, While our his-
tories on the same subject are comparatively silent,
indeed are so lamentably deficient upon this ques-
tion that it were fur better to diseard all histury of
our eountry during the epoch of 1860-'65 than to ad-
wit them o our schuols as now compiled. * * It
is time that abroad, comprehensive, Constitutional,
Union-oving patriotismn should be taught in our
common schools, We have had one epoch of
supineness and apathy upon this guestion, und the
result was that Wisconsin had to send 80,000 of her
best citizens to the field, of whom 12,000 never re-
turned,

While it may be useless to eriticlse this Southern
method, a8 under our present lack of a national
system of education we have no remedy, except
80 far as we can influence public opinion in the
South by anexpression of our sentiment, we should
not fall in or be delerred from doing our duty,
The wariance of the two systems shonld be
the strongest incentive to educate our own chil-
dren in that sturdy loyalty thint places the Union
above the State; that teaches that sovereignty
is in the peopie of the United States, not in
the people of a single Btate, and that nullifi-
cation and secession are trewson. And we wonld
appeal o the ex-soldiers of the Confederncy, whose
bravery on many s well-fought fleld we cun amPIy
attest, having honestly surrendered as they did,
and professing o love the Union as they now do,
arging that they use their (nfluence agaijust the
doctrine of State rights, which was the chief cuuse
of our sad fraternal strife, and which, if continued
to be taught, may again be the cnuse of another
civil war,

Comrades, yon know of it, The hadges you
wenr upon yvour breasls, which eutitie you to a
e#eat in this Encampment, evidence that vou metl
and throttled this beresy on the battlefields of

OQur ecompanion sbowed us
where Gen, Jacksoo's skinmish-live kept Gen.
Fraukln's Corps in check at and during the bat-
timon Masye's Hights, & beautiful spot. We put
upat the Centerville Hotel, in which s tha best
picture of the great battle | have seen. The pro-
priclor recogunized me as e first Provost-Mammbal
of Fredericksburg, which only lasted from Aug. §
to 13, 1862, whea { was reileved by Gen. Puiriei,
we joining Fope st Sisughter Mountain., At the
Centenninl that night we met several Confederate
Generuls, and bad a good time. No bravado abous
them, but gentlemen with whom it is & plessare to
associnte; and when we lefl for home next day,
they escorted s tothe cars, and, with & hesrty
shnke of the hand, usked us to come back again,

Last year | ngain went South, stayed st Washi

1 will iry, General, and think I can.™ He then
gave me my orders o proceed, and directed an
officer present to give me s comzngyofthe 3d N J,
Cav, With the cavalry and four piiked Omderlies
from the 79ih (RKindly given me by Col. Morrison),
1 sturted. Seesing a light outside of our lines | sent
the four Orderiles to secure n rebel, amu orwoman.
They returued with a ine speciisen of & reb, who,
by considerable intimidatiou—eveu to the shoollng
of himn—led us to Gale's house, We drove in the
outer pickets on tha Fredericksburg road befors
daylight, and dismmounted Lalfl the cavalry and de-
ployed them mns skirmishers. [ then made sn
vhservutlory on top of Gale's house, to get the posl-
tivn of the enemy, heading toward Spotlsyivanis
Courthouse. Homer's ballery was the firsl o join
us, They fired over the heads of the rebs st the
courthouse, and you shonid have seen them run.
The rest you Enow, comvpanions, for you were
there, sid soon bhad it hot encugh.

From Chuncellorsville we drove on Lee's road
through the Wiiderness to Spottsylvania, passing
Gen. sedgwick's monument at the Bloody Angle.
We were shown the holes in the courthouse and
hotel mude by us on the mormning of the Rh by a
native who was there that morning, and whe told
me Lt the rebs did not stop running till they got
thiree miles to the rear, when they were halted and
returned to the front in force by l0a. m. We re-
turued by the Fredericksburg pike, stopping at
Gale's house, which was Gen. Burnside’s head-
quarters, [n it now lives the son of Mr. Gale, whe
was & Uonfederate soldier. Mry. Gale galted us in,
and gave us refreshments, She wid us how our
troops made & heole in the roof, ele. Mr. Pearson
sid, poioting tome: “And he didl 1" BSha was
astonished, but gave me a shake of the band, in-

Compunions, 1 will now tell you why I did aob
vote for Gen. Hancock., On the 5ith of May [ was
seut with a dispatch to him from the commander
of the Ninth Corps.
