Tbe statu ef Eiefawd Stockton is of pnre
white .aarble. He stands with his right hand
resting on his hip and his left foot extended,
dressed in thepicturesquo costume of the period,
looking a very patriciau, with the soft ruffles at
his wrist and his cocked hat carelessly held
against his left side under his arm.

At tiie base is the simple inscription : " Eicli-- d

Stockton. Oct. 1, 1730. Feb. 28, 1781." The
dates of his birth and his death.

The statu of Maj.-Ge- n. Philip Kearny, as
though to indicate the stern necessities of a so-
ldier's life, h made of bronae. He is represented
ia aciibrm, of course, standing, bare-heade- d, al-

most squarely on his feet, though tbe left ie
slightly" advanced, with the empty left sleeve
of his far cost hanging at his side, and his right
baud resting on his sword, which he holds like
a waiking-eaae- , ia advance of himself.

At the base k the legend: "Gen. Philip
Ke&rny, TJ. S. Y. A. Born June 3, 1815, (which,
by Use way, is Hot according to the printed
records, as they give die date one day earlier.)
Feil in battle Sept. 1, 1802, at Chantilly, Va."
At the anper right hand corner is this quota-
tion: ' Ds et gloria eel propalria moti."

OCTB OF THK XSOHCULD FiaHTJKKfl.

One of the most distingaiehed veteran of the
.Navy oniony here is Bear-Admir- al Thomas H.
Stevens, of the retired list, who is quietly on-joyi- ag

his declining years in an elegant home
on Conneeticot avenue.

Admiral fiteveac was born ia Connecticut
May 27, 1619, and entered the service as Mid-
shipman in December, 1836, from that State.
Daring the Mexican war he was a Passed Mid-ehipam- H,

aad was a Lieutenant from 1849 nutil
!So2, wbea he was promoted to Commander.
In 1866 he was promoted to Captain ; to Coni-i&odo- re

in November, 1872; to Bear-Admir- al

is October, 1879, and was retired fer sge in
May. lfcWl.

It ie doubtful whether any other Navy ofS-e- er

was more actively engsged during the re-
bellion than he, aad meet of his military his-
tory was distinctively part ef that of the iron-elad- s.

His first service in the rebellion was in
eommaad of the gunboat Ottawa, which
he fought at Port .Royal in November,
1861, with great distinction. His next fight
was the eaceesefci one on New Year's Day,
lts62, at Port Keyal Ferry, and in the fol-
lowing Spring he ioug&t she rebel Commodore
Tatnali's fleet in the Savannah Biver, and fol-
lowed up his success over that much-vsunte- d

aomtsDder by attacking and closing up every
seaport along the Georgia and Florida coast of
the Atlantic that the rebels tried to hold.

Thence he went to the James Biver and
commanded tbe original Monitor," which he
foagnt at Malvern Hill, and assisted in cover-
ing tbe retreat of McClcllan at Harrison's Land-
ing. Is tbe Fell of the same year, he, for a
time, commanded the cruier Sonoma, and capt-
ured five valuable blockade-runner- s, besides
chasing a number of others into West Indian
ports, where thev ran for escape.'

From the bosema he was transferred early
in 1433 to euEtmead the new monitor Patepseo
off Charleston, where he took a very prominent
part in tbe numerous battle there with the
itud batteries cf the rebels. His most impor-
tant work while on that station was in com-snaadi- cg

the desperate and gallant, though
fruitless, bcat-aamaito- n Fort Eamter one night
in the Fall of laii3.

His jpiuMtry end persistency, as displayed ia
fight trig his vessel, attracted the attention of
ta great Admiral Farragat, and that Com-
mander had hint given the command of another
moaitcr, tbe Winnebago, and sent to the Gulf
sgaadnui nnder him. At the historical and

spleadM battle in Mobile Bay, Stevens was
fdaoed so well op in the leading line that, when
the ill-fat- ed monitor Tecomseh struck a tor-pis- do

and went down with the mllaut Capfc.
Craven, be picked up a number cf the fe? men
that escaped frm ttc sinking ves&eL

His last cruise w as Bear-Admir- al in com-
mand at the Pacific Fleet, and ended with his
retirement in May, 168L During that cruise
there was considerable dSeturbauoe among the
Central American States over the question
ef consolidating those States into a con-
federacy similar to the United States. Admiral
Stevens watched tbe course of events

and succeeded in bringing
about a more settled state of affairs that pre-
vented a then impending war. Yhile engaged
in this matter he met the iate President Bar-
rios at the only Guatemalan seaport on the
Pact be, aad eaoceedea in making a close friend
ef that doughty warrior and ambitious, rest- -

j iess ruler. President Barrios invited Admiral
Stevens auc his oinoers to visit the city of
Guatemala, fee Capital of the Bepublic, and
received him in such atete as is act always ac-
corded to rsUng sovereign!.

When Pneaiaent Barrios visited here ic the
Summer of lt&3, one of the half dozen personal
viwta ai&de by him was a call upon Admiral
Stevens.

The veteran ie tall and slight of figure, but
is now a little atoeped with age. He wears his
still dark beard of mosteebe and eido
whiskers in tbe style of the Navy regulation
of 40 yeaes ago, which forbade officers or men
to wear beard below the mouth. In obedience
te that regulation it was the fashion of officers
then, as it is with Admiral Stevens novr, to
shave ail the lower part of tho face in a straight
line across from the lower part of each eer, the
line ittteraceting tbe corners of the mouth .

He sold me very recently that his health baa
been feeble for some time pest, and that was
tbe season he was unable to attend theservice
at the fianeral of iiha friend, Gen. Sheridan.

E traveled hnt a mile
or two, when we came
to the wooded hill re-

ferred to by our black1 friend, and in its seclu-
sion found a safe and
com fortablc resting-plac- e,

where we
all tbe foilow-- i

n g day, awakening
late in the afternoon.

After arousing our-
selves we quietly specu-
lated upon the chances
of ever reaching our
lines, and trying to lay
out a direct lino in that
direction, as it wsa evi-
dent to usthat wo were

tramping a good many miles, but had not put
much distance between us and Salisbury. I
suggosied that we use the stars as a compasa
and travel by them, whieh we did, and as
darkness commenced to spread its mantle over
the earth we seleced thee of the largest stars
in a line pointing directly west with the set-tio- g

sua; and all that night, with our eyes
continually raised to owr eelosfcial guides, wo
traveled over hills, through nwamps and forests.

While we were thus putting tho prison-pe- n

behind u and covering the distance step by
stop, their came to oar oars in the gUllnees of
the night the rumbling sound of railway cars,
which Bounded as if a great wty off, and which
had a musical and pleasant note, as it waa evi-
dence that we wero at last approaching a coun-
try selected by man for travel and commerce.
We bad not goao far before wo could distinctly
hear the rear of fulling water, and shortly
struok b road, along which we traveled, as it lay
in a direct lino with our twinkling compass,
Along thie road we kept at a fair gait. Upon
reaching a slight elevation we were apprised
that we were approaching somek:ind of build-
ing, for from our position we could faintly dis-
tinguish its dark outlines in tbe hollow below,
and the sound of escaping steam eould plainly
be heard. The road we were on ran directly
in front of tho building, and we hesitated
whether to take the risk and continue on. Wo
listened for s long time, aud at last mustered
up courage to make the attempt. Glancing np
at our starry guide?, whoso twinkling bright-
ness seemed to asRuro us that they would see
ua through in safety, down the road we went,
keeping directly in the middle, and aa we cstno
opposite tbo mill (for such it seemed to be; wo
could plainly boo the dying embers of the fire
under the boiler. There were no other signs of
life,.aud not even a dog interfered with our
passage. "With quite a relief from fear, we
continued on snfcil daybreak. We found-our-eolve- a

in r. cultivated country, and wo watched
from a concealed place a house that we eould
plainly see, r.nd which wna situated on the op-
posite side of an extensive lawn or cleared
placo. While thus watching wo saw & man
loavo the house and walk aloug a path that led
directly through the lawn. We waited until
ho had gotten a sufficient distance from the
houee and within hearing distance of ub, when
we called to him, aud the sound of our vosces
caused him to stop. He was a colored roan,
Lent with age. While he wa looking around
wo left oar place of concealment and went
toward him. As w approached ho appeared to
have a troubled look, and when we told him
who we were he fumed and looked toward the
house in & frightened maimar, and eaid it
would not do for " de folks" to see or know it,
and cautioned ne to kep out of sight. We told
him that we were hungry and wanted him to
got U3 something te eat, which he said he
would do if he could. He &lao a3ked how for
the Yankee armies ware from there, and
wanted to know if they would ever set hia race
free. We told him that they were gradually
hemming in the rebels, and that it would not
be a greav while until they would capture their
ermius awd restore peace. Then there would
be no more slavery. He shook hia h&sd and
eaid:

"I've heard that for a great many years, ud
I hardly believe it will ever come to pass. It
doesn't look possible for the Yankees to eve?
overcome thefionsbern people."

He then asked if the pribouera at Salisbury
wero fed and treated well, and when we told
him of the starvation and cufforing and how
they were dying every day ho looked sur-
prised, and said that his master hod told ail
tho black folks that tho Southern soldiers had
captured &a many Yankee aoldiara that it was
taking all the Hour and cattle in the coaatry
to feed. them. Ho also said it was not oafe for
lis whero we were, and advised us to got awey
from there es soon aa possible, which advice we
took, and left him without waiting to 629 if ho
would return with anything to oat.

We struck into the woods, und afcsr going
quite a distance sought a place for rest, which
vas alongside an old fallen tr&e, rfhero wo
scraped tho fallen leaves together and lay
down; covered ourselves ovor and slept until
I was awakened by tho rustling of the leaves,
as if seme cno waa walking &ud stirring them
about. The tound appeared to come year or
and nearer, but very slowly, and I waa sura as
I lay there and listened that it was some one
searching through tht, leaves for something,
and I could imagtue that wo were tho object of
the Kearch. At lost it cams bo near that 1
could jBtund ifc no longer, and with one quick
motion of my arm teased the dry and rustling

than I ever was before or since. But the fright
she gave us was nothing compared to what she
sustained, as ahe, faced directly toward ua,
with her long, fean jaws snapping together
and her eyes fairly emitting sparkG of firo,
while along the ridg of her aaw-teet- h back
stood stiff and erect a row of bristles as stiff and
pointed as wire. Evosyrib in her could plainly
be eeon and counted. We finally drove her off,
although she showed a disposition to fight.
That disturbance drove sloop from our eyes,
so we concluded to moyealong, although ifc was
yet early in the day. Not far from there I
hoard tho voico of a child and & woman talk-
ing, which sounded to my ears as tho sweotesfc
music, and brought to my mind my own homo,
my wifo and child, whom I had loffc to fight
tho battles of my country.

Wo wore traveling along
u thickly-woode- d ridge, from wliich olovBtion
we could occasionally got glimpses of houses
and fields, and from which we kept at a re-
spectful and eafo distance, for fear of being re-
captured.

While thus traveling we heard the Bounds of
human voices siugiug and warbling, such aa

tho Swiss and Tyroleans musically echo through
their mountains. From onr point of observation
we could ss a number of negro field-hand- s,

both children and men. First the men would
commence the warble, and then in turn each
one would continue it until all would aingthelr
part, when they would Rll join together, mak-
ing the woods ring with inolody. The music
was in the most perfect harmony, aud echoed
from hill to hill in a weird way, and made
quite aa imprezsion on me, aa in tho whole
tune not a word seemed to be sung or pro-
nounced. Little did they know that they had
sueh a select and Attentive audience, and ono
who appreciated their offorts aa we did. We
still kept on until some time near the middle
of the day, when we came out of the woods into
a cornfield, and while passing through it we
snddenly oame in view of a river, whieh wo
afterward learned was tho Catawba, and it was
the falls that wo heard and which caused ns to
direct our footsteps toward the sound. While
walking through the field we luckily came
upon a deserted log cabin, which appeared to
have been built for some woodman, or perhaps
for the field-hand- s. There was some straw in
it, but we could look through tho chinking of
tho logs, or anywhere through tho roof, which
was of old elap-hoard- a, curled up and warped
by tho weafchor; but nevertheless it afforded us
a rosting-plac- e, of which we thankfully availed
ourselves and where we soon fell asleep in
the Btraw.

When within
about 10 feet of tho end, wo werp suddenly
fetched to a standstill by the command "Halt! "
which cams from one of about eight rebel
bridge guards, who were drawn np in line im-

mediately across the track aud at tho end of tho
bridge ; ami there wo wero, completely at their
mercy, with no poseible chance of escape.

I at first thought I could deceive them, aad an-
swered tbat we were sent along tbe road to see
if it was properly guarded, and if those who
were detailed for that service were attending
to heir duty. Tbe guard proved to be an old
man and what was then called by the rebel
authorities the "Senior Beserve Corps," whieh
was composed of old ssea who were not able to
stand tho fatigue ef the field, bat who ceald
perform such duties as gaatdiag prisoneis ef
war, bridges, aad other light duties.

When I answered him as I did I eoald see
tbat he knew I was not telling tbe truth, and
when he again asked who it was tbat seat as
down the road, and to what eomnmui we be-
longed, I ctBswesed : " I guess ifs no use trying
to deeeive yoe. We are oosaped prbwaers from
Salisbury."

He said, " I thought as aiseh ; set only from
your talk bat from year Buiform, which I
know is that of a Yankee soldier. Well, I
gue we'll have to take yoa and send you back
again; altheegh, if it bad sot been fer
that neise yoa made while crossing on tbe
bridge, and which woke aa np, m we were all
aekep in onr cabin below, aad when we were
awakened we could look up t the bridge aad
see you against the gky. Seeing you coming
towerd our end of the bridge, we prepared to
receive you. Bet," said be to me, ia an under-
tone, " I wonld j net as leave not have seen yon ;
because we hear some horribis stories abost
Salisbury Prison.and I don't think it's right to
pen men up and starve them ; bat there are too
many of us guards who know of yoar captere,
so we will have to send you back."

He pat us in charge of two of the guards and
ordeeed ns te be taken to their eabia direetty
below the grade of tbe read, where we were
ushered into a small oabin, tbe
door of which was near the right-han-d corner
going in. On the opposite side was one ef those
large fireplaces eemmoa to log eabias. There
was a long wooden bench sear tbe front ef the
fireplace, while in the left-han- d corner from
the deer was some loose straw, whieh was need
for a bed. I took ia the sifcaatiea, aad stately
aaid, "No wonder we could not see any signs of
life ; " for so completely was this little hat hid
by the railroad embankment tbat nothing short
of broad daylight eoald have revealed it to our
view.

As ocn as we entered the eabin Wiggins re-
quested one of the gauds to take him oat, aad
left me in the eabm, with eae guard sitting on
the beach, while in tbe straw lay another.

AJT ATTSXJT TO 3SCAPE.
The guard who was on 4he bench was alttlDg

facing and talking to me, with his back toward
the fire and his gnu resting against the wall to
his left and behind him. I kept busily talking
to him, and seeing what I thought a chance to
again escape by securing hia gun, I kept draw-
ing nearer and nearer to him, and then when
within reaching distance I suddenly reached
over and behind him, seized his gun, and leap-
ed back and presented the muzsle to his head,
and said in a hiwing whisper: "If yea dare to
move or make an alerm, off goes your head."

The guard quick as a flash with hia right
hand grasped the barrel of the gun, and I, see-
ing my peril and fearing that the guard asleep
in the straw would awaken, and perhaps that
the one who went out with Wigsjius might also
return, relinquished my hold, with the re-
mark:

" You'll do. I waa just trying to sea what
kind of stuff yon were made of."

"Yah," he said (for he was German, and
spoke in broken English), "it's putty danger-
ous to fulo rait de guard's gen ; and dare va3 a
faiier what got kilt for dot foolishness ; und I
don't Uke ifc, nother."

I was assuring him that no harm was meant
when the guard with Wiggins eame into the
cabin, and Wiggins immediately commenced to
pull off his shoes, complaining that his feet
were soro. I could say nothing to him, not
oven in a whisper, but I nudged him with my
elbow for him to keep his shoes on; but he
didn'fc understand me, and he took them off
and laid down in the straw alongside the rebel
guard and went sound asleep, I waa firmly
impressed that I could make my escape,
but whan I saw Wiggins take off his
shoes and lay down, I gave tbe idea
Up, and fitter talking with my German guard
for a while, I also lay down and was soon
sleeping soundly. I was awakened nest morn-
ing by hearing female voices in conversation
with tho men, and lay quiet for a while in or-
der to listen. The voice of the woman soand-o- d

like others of the sex that I had before heard
In the South, as she said: "Why, they uns
look just like we uns, don't they?" and was
wondering how we came to he "away at here,"
as they expressed it. Not caring to thus be
listening to their conversation, I arose and
found that two of the guards who lived close
by had brought over some of their women-folk- s

to see a real live Yankee. I bade them goad-niGrni- ng

and made excuse for our untidy ap-
pearance, and said I hoped they would not let
our condition prcdjudice their minds against
tho Yankee soldiers; which they answered
bashfully and in so low a tone that I failed to
catch their answer. They did not seem in-
clined to use their conversational powers, but
were apparently content to stand and gaae at
ns, aud occasionally whisper aside to each
other. After about an hour their curiosity
seemed satisfied and they took their departure.
All the time we bad been oat we bad kept no
accurate aceount of tbe day of the week, and
wo were informed by one of the guards that ifc

was Sunday, and that the news of our capture
had been spread for quite a distance, and he
thought that we wonld likely be visited by &
great many more who were anxious to see a
Yankee soldier. He was correct, for there were
a number of country women with sun-bonne- ts

on, who had walked & long distance to see aad
staro at us, but none of them ventured to enter
into conversation ; but they were load in their
praise of fcho bravery of the valiant gnards who
captured us. The guards, all of them, proved
themselves true to the teaehings of morali-
ty and Christianity, and expressed their
sorrow in the most humane and feeling
manner for our situation and condition, and
proved the sincerity of their words by offering
to furnish us with all tho rations we cald
carry, which offer we thankfully accepted.
They took us over to a cornfield and told
us to gather all the corn we could oarry, and
with thoir assistance Wiggins and I earesoon
loaded down.
