A VARIXD SERVICE.

Maj. Bobert JL Sogers, wh vs bore last
week en route w rojaut his battery at Fort

by birth, but wheti the war broke
out he somehow became a private in the 3d W.
Ya. Car., ad served there uutil April S, 1S62,
when be was discharged to become Second
.Lieutenant in the 5th W.Va. Inf. He thought
he would walk. That didn't seem to satisfy him,
for in the following November he was honorably
mustered out, and tho same day was mustered
into service again as First Lieutenaut of the
73d Ohio. In February, 1S66, he was made
First Lieutenant in the 11th U. S. Inf., and
until transferred in 1869 to the 16th Inf. served
most of the time as Adjutant. Iu the latter
regiment he was Adjutant aud Quartermaster
during the last two years of his service as
Lieutenaut, until promoted to Captain in De-

cember, l&T'L He was on duty here in Wash-
ington for several years as an Assistant to the
Chief Signal Officer of the Army, and is pleas-
antly known to most people who know the
members of the Army and Navy Colony.

He was becoming somewhat of a cosmopol-
itan in service by this time; born in Pennsyl-
vania and serving in regiments from two other
States But not yet satisfied, be rushed in so
gallantly in battles that he gained, in 1863, oue
of die honorary appointments to West Point
that were given gallant soldiers to fill up the
quota there of the --Southern State, and he was
accredited to Georgia. He is a credit to Geor-
gia. Graduating in 1S67, he went to the 3d
U. S. Art., and became a First Lieutenant in
1870. Service was dull iu the artillery, and he
was young enough then to be ambitious formore
than the dull routine of garrison life on the
soacoast; so, when tho Egyptian Khedive con-
cluded to call upon American soldiers to aid in
organizing his forces, young Rogers was one of
half a dozen that obtained, loug leaves of ab-

sence for the purpose, and went out to Egypt
with the rank of Major, which he held in the
Egyptian army for three years. Thus, you see,
be bails from Pennsylvania, West Virginia,
Ohio, Georgia and Egypt, by birth and service;
but he declares that he represents the whole
United States.

SENATOR CHAXDLER.
The recent visit of Sentator William Eaton

Chandler, of New Hampshire, to the Brooklyn
Navy-Yar-d to visit his son, reminds me of some
things that may be of interest to the readers of
this column of gossip.

Mr. Chandler's son is Naval Cadet Lloyd H.
Chandler, who finished the four-year- s' course
at the Naval Academy in June last, and is now
on duty on board the new steel cruiser Boston
for the two-year- s' cruise necessary before he can
finally graduate and become an Ensign.

I doubt if any man was ever placed in charge
of the portfolio of Secretary of the Navy in
these United. States that went to their duties
better qualified than Senator Chandler. Born
in New Hampshire, whose sparse area of arable
lands forced her over-populati- of young men
to seek other pursuits, the overflow naturally
turned to the sea that washed against her little
stretch of shore; and the coat-of-ar- of the
State shows the sea and a ship.

How much the juuior Senator from New
Hampshire knew of ships and seafaring in his
younger days I do not know, but I faucy thut
he knew enough by March, 1855, whon Presi-
dent Lincoln appointed him Judge Advocate-Gener- al

of the Navy, to know the forepeak
from the foretruck, or the horse-bloc- k from a
Flemish-hors- e.

He held the position, of Judge Advocate-Gener- al

of the Navy for over two years (until
he was appointed First Assistant Secretary of
the Treasury), and in that time became so fa-

miliar with the jterseniMjl as well as the cus-
toms in the Navy, that when he took office as
Secretary of the Navy, under President Ar-
thur, he,.ww5 jawbled to go right at the work
he desired to perform.

How he was baulked in his plans, and how
Ms orders and wishes were evaded by the close
corporation that had so long ' run toe Navy,"
I prefer to let some other writer tell . but I
think it can be shown that bad he rece: ved the

that he expected and vas entitled
to, he would have reaped the reward of fame in
building up a new navy that was denied him
by the public-at-larg- e.

Mr. Chandler is the only Member of tho Sea-at- e

now who has ever had the least personal
experience with naval affairs; and it is a singu-
lar coincidence that there is also at the present
time aa ef the Navy in the House
of Representatives Gee. Nathan Goff.'of West
Virginia, wbe is a Union cavalry veteran of
the rebellion.

In peraea he gives one no idea of the force
of character that is in his slight figure, but in
Me brain methods he reminds me greatly of
that grand namesake though not a relative
who se iowg graced the Nation's councils and
honored Michigan Zacfa Chandler.

A &KBCEAXT WHO COKXAKDKD.
A veteran soldier of the war of the robellion

died bore last Saturday morning, after a brief
illness, that made a history such as very few
jsen of that war did.

John Lyw, xa Irishman by birth, s native of
County Limerick, came here in his childhood,
and was as thorough at American as evtr Iknew of.

When the rebellion brake oat he was living
ia New York city, working at his trade of
plumber and gas-fitte- r, bet he dropped work at

Hoe sod enlisted in that famoes regiment of
Irishmen that Michael Corcoran led. Lvon
seen became the First Sergeant of his compauy,
and alth jugh repeatedly offered promotion to
oommiessottas declined the straps.

At that dreadfal battle of Fredericksburc,
when Geo. Bo reside rushed the Army of tho
Potomac in to useless slaughter, the 69th X. Y.
moved across that graaty slope below Marye's
Higfate almost 70 streag. When the rem nan t
came back from that desperate straggle there
wa lefe than 100 meu who were not left on the
Seld killed or wounded, and when the corps
oesraaader rode down to the rogimeat as it
recanted, John Lyoa aaewerod hie inquiry as
te who was commanding.

Comrade Lyon became well known to many
old soldiers here ia the years since the war,
and especially while he was the proprietor of
the Lyon Hoese, which be kept for years on F
street, just east of the EiAitt House. His
boose there wae the rendezvous of old-tim- e
Army aad Nary otteersaad men, and all who
weat there admired the ed

host.
A COSMOPOLITAN SOLDIER.

Gob. James D. McBride, who h p radioing law
bore, was a Union soidier who had about as
varied an experience as any I knew of.

He k a Baekeyo by birth, and whon Che 1st
Ohio was raised so sadden ly Jh 1861, after the
battle of Samler, he went from his home in
Maaefield to join that regiment and found
his baptism of fire at oar inglorious first Bull
Hub battle, and was unlucky enough to be also
engaged iu that miserable affair at Vienna, inVirginia, when a tram load of troops was run
cod --on to the fosilladc ofa rebel masked battery.

When the first three-month- s' service was
ended. Gen. McHride took a commission in the
5th W. Va. and in Gen. McDowell's Corps, and
fought through Gcu. Pope's campaign, that cul-
minated so disastrously with the second Bull
Ban battle.

Ia 1864 he became Lieutenant-Colon- el of the
8th U. S. Colored H. A., and to the end of thewar he served in the West.

For the various battles and campaigns he had
beoa engaged in he was brevetted Brigadier-Gener- al

of volunteers, and after his muster-ou- t
aocoptod aLieutenantcy in the Regular cavalrv,
from which he resigned in 1869, and has since
practiced law here.

He is close ia years of age to 50, but no one,
seeing hs slight and rather boyish figure, his
blonde and woil-ke- pt mustache and brownish
heir, ia which no grayyetsbows, would believe
him to have yet passed his fourth decade of
years.

The exodus of Washington people when each
Saauaer lime comes round, includes a vary
large proportion of the Army and Navy colon y
resident here. Now that tho cold waves have

swept along our Northern borders, the Summer
wanderers are drifting rapidly back homo.

I met the other day near the Ebbitt House
ono of the finest-lookin- g meu it has over
beon my good fortune to kuow. This was
Maj. Green Clay Goodloc, Paymaster of the
Marine Corps, who looks like a man of less
than 10 years yet, hut was old cuough to servo
two years iu the 23d Ky. Maj. Goodloo eutered
the Marine Corps after tho war, and was
juoipod from First Lieutenant to Major and
Paymaster whon Maj. Cash died. Mrs. Good-lo- e

was Miss Betty Bock, the daughter of Sena-
tor Beck, of Kentucky, and the pair prove
themselves true Kentuekiaus in their mutual
love of horses, and both are excellent riders.
Goodloe has a splendid country homo out near
the historic dueling ground by Biadensbnrg,
and most of the time ho rides or drives into tho
city to his duties. Senator Beck lives with
them at all times, for in Winter time tho Major
and Mrs. Goodloe take a houso in town.

WHO OWNS THE MONKY.
There is a sum of money stowed away in a

safe up at tho War Department that is some-
thing of a while elophaut to the authorities.
It does not belong to tho United States, it docs
not beloug to the person it was taken from, and
the officials scorn to think that tho original
owners of the funds have lost all equitable
title to it. They can't even pay it in to tho
Tteasury without a special act of Congress to
that oflbefc.

Along in 1364 Washington was a huge hos-
pital for our sick and wouuded soldiers of tho
Armies of the Potomac, the James, aud the
Shenandoah. I do not know how many men
were here in those days, but there wero many
thousands.

It was invariably the case then that tho
very moment that a sick soldier would begin
at all to mend, his mind turned naturally
toward his old home, and ho became anxious
for discharge from service or a furlough, so
that he could go there, and tho mail of the
Surgeon-Gener- al was laden daily with peti-
tions for one or the other coveted document
that meant " home " to the petitioner.

At that time Surg.-Ge- u. Barnes had a LiTge
force of Hospital Stewards detailed for clerical
duty in his office, aud one of these, a bright and
well-educat- young man, served him in tho
capacity of a confidential clerk, and had special
charge of matters relating to soldiers in the
many hospitals here.

It occurred to this bright young man that
these sick soldiers were so very anxious to get
the documents they asked for that they would
in most cases he very glad indeed to pay some-
thing to further their wishes. He therefore
prepared and sent out a circular broadcast
through the hospitals, stating that beheld such
personal relations with the proper authorities
that he could procure furloughs or discharges
for those wanting them, aud would do so if ho
was paid a fee of $5 for a procuring a furlough,
or $10 for a discharge.

All the world over the old belief in " nothing
ventured nothing gained " prevails, and our
soldiers were as apt as any others to risk a Ven-
ture if there was a promise of gain. The young
Hospital Steward's circular was an audacious
one, and perhaps it was the very audacity of
the outrageous proposition that tempted men
to close with his offer. When a few men had
actually received tho papers they sent money
for, that fact became speedily known among
the other men, and tho scheme boro rich
fruit.

The Steward's plan of operation was to pre-
pare discharges or furloughs for his clients and
slip them in with the bundles of other papers
prepared each day for official signature, aud as
there wore hundreds of papers to he signed for
each day's mail, it was impossible to examine
each one in detail. Tho feasibility of 6uch a
scheme was demonstrated in later years in tho
Navy Department by bogus vouchers in the
Bureau of Medicine and Surgery.

The Steward's scheme bore such rich fruit
that his mail fairly rivaled that of his official
superiors, and that was what brought theyouug
man to grief. The size of his mail created first
wonder and then suspicion, and at last bo was
arrested ono day with a large mail in his pos-
session, and that told the whole story.

Tho Jotters seized contained money to a con-
siderable amount, how much I am unable to
learn. Charges were preferred formally, and
the Steward was brought beforea general court-martia- l,

which met here Feb. 13, 18B5, of which
Brig.-Ge- n. If. S. Eriggs w:is President. The
culprit pleaded guilty, and was duly sentenced
to be dishonorably discharged from tho service
and to a year of imprisonment, which ho duly
served in the Albany Penitentiary.

The money taken from the Steward found its
way to tho Adjutant-General- 's Office, and is
still there in the envelopes in which it was
mailed. It appears that none of tho victims
have ever made any demand for the return of
the money, aud it is possible that they thought
it better to say nothing about it; but it seems
to me that after all it belongs to the men who
mailed it, no matter whether their action was
creditable or not

The most surprising thing about this whole
case is that tho tal Steward has been
for yoars past a clerk in the very offico where
the money taken from him is now stowed
away.

Gen. Dana was a Colonel
and Quartermaster during the war.

Maj. Frank B. Hamilton, tho Senior Captain
of the 2d U. S. Art., and almost the senior for
promotion to Major, is visiting at No. 1435 K
street, until the yellow fever epidemic in tho
South will enable him to go to his station at
Mount Vernon Barracks, near Mobile. Ho is
from Ohio, and graduating from West Point in
1S02, was brevetted Captain in the following
September for gallantry at Antietam, and
gained the brevet of Major for Gettysburg.
He served in the 14th Inf. for four yeard after
the war, but was transferred back to tho artil-
lery in 1S7Q.

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CONGRESS,

An Abstract of the More Important

Proceedings in Both Houses.

Wednesday, Oct. 3.
In tho Senate, Mr. Allison (Iowa), from tho

Committee on Finauce, reported back the
Houso tariff bill with .an ameudmont in tho
nature of a substitute. It was placed ou tho
calendar and ordered to be printed. He said
that tho majority and minority reports to ac-

company tho bill would bo filed or
Friday, and gave notice that ho would call up
tho bill for consideration on Monday next.

Tho substitute proposes a reduction of tho
preseut tariff of $73,600,000. The reduction on
sugar is $23,000,000; tobacco, $21,500,000; ol

for use in tho arts, $7,000,000; other re-
ductions in tho customs about $S,000,000. The
majority and minority reports will bo sub-
mitted

As Mr. Sherman (Ohio) intends leaving tho
city, he opened the debato on tho substitute in
a speech, osplaiuing the measure
thoroughly from tho Bepublican standpoint.

Tho Senato thou proceeded to the considera-
tion of tho resolution introduced bv Mr. Halo

'(Mo.) calling upon the Secretary of War for an
explanation of tho circular issued by Gen.
Bcnct as to tho dischargo of Bepublican em-
ployes in United States arsenals and armories.

Mr. Cockrell (Mo.) declared that in his judg-
ment the spirit of the civil sorvico law had been
too strictly adhered to by President Ulovolanu's
Administration. Ho announced that if ho had
been at the head of a Department under tho
present Administration ho would have weeded
out all the incompetents appointed under the
spoils system, and would have done his be3t to
see that honest, competent and well-qualifi-

persons (certified by the Civil Sorvico Commis-
sion) were appointed in their place; and he
would have prayed that 99 out of every hun-
dred of them might be Democrats until there
wero as many Democrats in office as there were
Bepublicaus. After that he should have disap-
proved of any discrimination on account of
politics.

At the close of his speech Mr. Cockrell as-

serted that President Cleveland had redeemed
aud sacredly kept every pledge that ho had
made in relation to tho civil service. As to tho
Beuet circular ho understood that that officer
was in political sympathy with tho Senator
from Maine, but ho had no objection to tho
adoption of tho resolution, aud had no doubt
that tho Secretary of War would furnish a
satisfactory explanation. Ho saw no wrong iu
turning Bepublican soldiers ont of offico and
putting Democratic soldiers in their place. He
did not believe, however, that the Secretary of
War directed the Benet circular to be issued as
confidential.

Mr. Hale (Me.) commented upon tho faotthat
Mr. Cockrell, the " thick and thin defender of
tho Administration," had not been able in a
two hours' speech to say ono word in defense
of tho rough order in which the War Depart
ment proclaimed a war of extermination on
women and children. Tho reason was that
nothing could bo said in defeuse of it. And
yot, nobody, Mr. Halo said, would be called to
account for it. Nobody would bo summoned
before tho Executive and asked, in stern fash-
ion, why such scandal and shame had boon vis-
ited not only on the Administration but tho
American people. Nobody would be Tcmoved
because of that order, howover uneasy tho Ad-
ministration might be about it. He (Mr. Hale)
arraigned tho President for his hypocrisy. If
tho President had not attempted to set up a
standard which no other President had ever
set up, he would not have been subjected to
such strictures; but he had been preaching his
own superior virtue and claiming that his Ad-
ministration was run with more justice and
fairness than any other administration bad
been run. If Mr. Cleveland was the sincere re-
former which ho was claimed to be, somebody
ought io be punished for violating every single
principle which he had advanced as tho guide
and rule of his Administration. Ho held in
his baud a circular issued by Mr. Beardsloy
calling upon postal clerks in Utica for a contri-
bution to tho expenses of the Democratic cam-
paign. That was not like the old Bepublican
circular cited by Mr. Cockrell, which asked
only for voluntary contributions, and which
had been approved, in advance, by so distin-
guished a reformer as Carl Schurz.

Mr. Chandler (N. H.) characterized the Benet
circular as the most discreditable of all tho
emanations in violation of tho President's pro-
fessions and of civil service reform. Never
before in tho history of the Government had
the politics of female employes or children in
the workshops of tho Government been refer-
red to as a reason oither for employment or dis-
charge.

Mr. Hawley (Conn.) earnestly invited tho
attention of Democratic Senators to the ques-
tion of Mr. Cleveland's contribution to the
Democratic campaign fund. If it wero true
that Mr. Cleveland had sont$10,000 to a politi-
cal committee (on which were prominent offi-

cers of the Government) tho conclusion was
inevitable that he had committed a crime pun-
ishable by fine or imprisonment or both. Noth-
ing provoked a louder roar of laughter in Dem-
ocratic circles than to pretend the Administra-
tion was a civil service reform administration.
It was only in the Senate that any man could
make that pretense without being received
with unbounded ridicule with pity for his
credulity or contempt for his audacity.

Mr. Hale moved to amend the resolution by
adding to it instructions to the Secretnry of
War to transmit copies of any further orders or
circulars relating to tho employment of por-so- us

in his Department sinco March 4, 1885,
and copies of any correspondence with any
subordinate or other person relating to the poli-
tics of any employe. Without action ou tho
amendment or resolution the matter went over
till and the Senato adjourned at 5:15
o'clock p. m.

In the Houso tho conference report on the
deflciency appropriation bill was presented
by Mr. Burnes (Mo.), and as a quorum was not
present the House adjourned at 2 o'clock p. ra.

Thursday, Oct. 4.
In tho Senato, the resolution introduced by

Mr. Hale (Me.) calling upon tho Secretary of
War to explain tho issuance of the confiden-
tial circular by Gen. Beuet, Chief of Ordnance,
was taken up, and after romarks by Mr. Toller
(Colo.), Mr. Saulsbury (Del.), and Mr. Dawes
(Mass.), was passed unanimously.

The entire day's session was taken up read-
ing the majority and minority reports from
the Committee on Finance, on the substitute for
tho Mills tariff bill, the Senate adjourning at
4:30 o'clock p. m. until Monday, Oct. 8.

In the House, Mr. Burnes (Mo.) asked for tho
further consideration of thoconference report on
tho general deficiency appropriation bill, the
clause appropriating for tho Industrial Christian
Homo Association of Utah being tho clause
under discussion; which occupied tho entire
day's session, no conclusion being reached.

The House adjourned at 4 o'clock p. m.
Friday, Oct. 5.

The House dovoted tho entire day to tho pri-
vate calendar, and a large number of bills wero
passed. Mr. Alleu (Miss.) proposed to stop the
proceedings by insisting that a quorum was
not preseut, but finally allowed business to pro-
ceed. At 5 o'clock the Houso took a recess uu-
til 8 o'clock p. m.

The evening session was dovoted to tho con-
sideration of private pension bills, and 33 bills
were p:issed, tho House adjourning at 10:30
oclock p. m., until Monday, Oct. 8.

In tho Senato, after tho morning hour, Mr.

Allison (Iowa) delivered a lengthy argument
upon thosubstituto for the Mills tariff bill, oc-
cupying tho entire day's session, the adjourn-
ment taking place at 4:50 o'clock p. m.

In tho House, after the introduction of a few
bills, but littlo business was transacted, there
being only a few of tho Members present. A
single Member can now stop all legislation by
insisting that a quorum is not present. The
adjournment took place at 2:30 o'clock p. m.

Tho new Junior Vico Commtindor-iu-Chie- f,

Joseph Hadfield, is Commodoroof tho National
Association of Naval Veterans and Past Com-
mander of Adam Goss Post, No. 330, of Now
York. Ho was born in England iu 1836, and
camo to this country whon 20 years of ago,
joining tho navy to go to tho war then threaten-
ing between thjs country and Nicarauga, which
was, however, happily avorted. Ho then sailed
as an able seaman on tho ship Hartford for
China. At tho beginning of tho war ho wont to
New Orleans in tho war ship Varuna, and was
presont at thq capturo of that city. Dur-
ing tho action his Bhip was sunk and his leg
was injured by tho recoil of tho gun which

Ho
was a bravo seaman and was distinguished by
his valor in tho service. Ho ia a pleasant and
agreeablo gentleman, and his selection to tho
third offico iu tho G.A.R. has caused much re-
joicing among the Naval veterans.

A farmer at Cobden, 111., has been
in the preservation of fence posts, and

finds that applications of hot tar and petro-
leum are efficient and equally good to preserve
the parts of the posts put in the ground from
decaying or insect ravages. Apply cheap kero-
sene with a whitewash brush.

To prevent wheat from being Winter-kille- d

by heaving of the ground, sow shallow, and
leave only a few inches of the surface loose and
pulverized, the under soil compact. The roots
are supposed then to spread out horizontally
and are lifted with the plant, so that tho wheat
stems are not broken by severing the tops from
tho roots.

It was discovered by tho New York Ex-
periment Station that the seed corn nearest the
tip produced tho strongest and best plants, fol-

lowed by that from the butt, while that from
the middle was poorest.
