IMPORTANT DECISIONS.

The following decisions in G.A.R. law by the
Judge Advocate-General and the Commuuder-
in-Chief were contained in Commander-in-
Chief Rea's address to the 21st National En-
campment at Columbus, O,, but are now pub-
lished for the first time:

No. 1. The proofs of an applicant’s eligibility to
memwbendip miust be such rs are prescribed by the
common-law rules of evideuce., The best avail-
abie evidence of the cassential facis must be pro-
duced. The fuct of bonorable discharge from the
serviee should beshown by the original eertificate of
dinchurge, if such was issued to him (which was
not always the cuse), or, in the event of its loss or
destruction without bis privily or procurement, a
dupiicnte cortificate from the War ]J:lcjmrlmcut, or
its equivalent from some officer of the Stute Gov-
ernment having adequate records and authiority to
isstie il. It is not admissible for & Post to admit a
recruit upon oral or unofficiul testimony.

No. 2, It is notl within the power of a Post to par-
ticipate as a Post against the objection of o member
in the formation of any independent organization
which, whether to be composed exclusively of
comrades or not, is to be independent of the con-
stituted suthorities of the Order.

Presumptively, the objects of the G.A_R. ean be
best accomplished by the use of its own form of
organization and plan of work. If any comrade
believes that these objects, or any lawful objects,
can be betier subserved by other methods, he may
resort 1o such methods alone or in conjunction
with others, but every comrade has the right to
insist that the Order itselfl shall not ba used nsan
Instrument for advancing purposes or methods in
the pame of the Order by means not subject Lo iis
control.

No. 8 A eomrade holding & transfer card from
one Post mnde application for admission to another,
was duly elected and was notifled of such election,
He never pald nny admission fee or dues to the new
Poxl, nor was he mustered therein, He never sub-
eribed tothe By-Laws of that Post, and was never in
the Post room. Subsequently, and within one year
from the date of the trunsfer, huving returned to
his former place of residence, e applied for a re-
turn of his enrd, but received noreply. After the
expiration of one year, congidering himself honor-
ably dischnrged under the Rules end Regulations,
he applied for admission to his Torw. = Post, was
regularly elected and mustered and became its
Commander, Held that his application to and élec-
tion by the Post to which he applied on his transfer

constitnted Lim a member thereof, sald Post having
waived the payment of admission fee snd dues,
and it not appearing that subscription to the Regu-
lations sud?.‘.y-Lu.wg was required as a condition of
membership. It follows that his election as Com-
mander of Riu former Post was void.

No. 4. A comrade honaorably discharged from the
Order and afterward rejoining it is not entitied to
bis past honors, and the Commander-in-Chief has
no suthority to restore him therelo.

No. 5. There is no provision in the Rules and
Regulations for chauging the loeality of a Post
from one town to suotiier, and the Communder-in-
Chief has no power to authorize such transfer.

No. 6. A Past Post Comumander joining a Post of
another Department by transfer is not entitled to
# seat in the Enenmpiment {o that Departinent by
virtue of his past rank. ) .

No. 7. The Adjutant of & Post upon being dis-
charged from the Order may properiy * attest” his
own discligrge.

No. 8, A compnde holding an nnexpired transfer
card isentitled 1o the coundersign, 1tdoes notfoliow,
however, that any Post Communuder is required as
an oflicial duty loconfer it.  The duty of conferring
the countersign is inferred from the et of mew-
bership and the provisions of the Ritual, being
vowlhere exprossiy preseribed.  Certainly no Post
Communder violates & prescribed dutly in refusing
to copnunicate Llie countersign Lo a comrade not
# merber of bis "'ost. Where necessary, applica-
tion shontd be mnadeto the Departinent Communtder,
who way act either by himnself or by sowe ofiver
to whom the duty may be deputed by him.

No. . It = not within the provinee of the Com-
mander-in-Chiof to decide merely specalative
guestions which may be submitted for his opinion,
A rullng **on the subjeet of responsibitity to their

severnl Departments of Past Department Com-
manders nnd others who are eligible to seats in the
Nuviounl Eneamprient, and to what extent they
are responsible for obedience to the instructions of
their Departments on the subjects coming before
the National Encamipment "' would be o mere per-
sounl opinion possessing no officigl authenlicity
and llkely to do more harm than good.

The following decisions have been made,
without calling npon the Judge Advocate-Gen-
eral for his opinion:

No. 1, The Commander of a provisional Depnart-
meut hasthe same authority Lo organize and chanter
new Posts that 1s possessed by Lthe Commader of o
permanent Departmcent.

No. 2. A Post court-martial can only be convened
by a majority vote of the Fost, and the findings
and sentence thereof must be approved by o ma-
Jority vole,

No. 3. Neither the Grand Armmy of the Bepuh!it'.
nor any of its oflicers, has wuthority to interlers
inany manuner with the administration of the afinirs
of the Woman's Relief Corps. Although recognized
as an nuxilinry of the G.AR., it is allogether inde-
pendent us regards the discipline of ils members
and the control of its organization.

No. 4. A Post Commander-elect cannot legally be
installed until after Dec. 81,

No, 5, In case n Post i transferred from one De-

arlment to another, Past Commanders of such
‘osts are not entitled to membership in the En-
campment of the Departiment to which the transfer
is made mercly becnuse such membership was ne-
corded by the Department to which it formerly be-
longed. The right todetermine whether Past Post
Commanders shall be members of o Department
Encampment rests solely with such Encampment.

No, 6, The suspension of a Post Communder
pending his trial upou charges and specifications
by a court-martial, does not create a vacancy in
the offico which ean be filled by an election. Dur-
ing Lhe saspension the duties of the office should
be performed by the Scnior Viee Commnndder,

No. 7. One who has scerved in the Conlederate
army, whether voluntanly or involunimrily, is
ineiigible to membership in the Grand Army of the
Republie, If by auy menns he gains adinission to
# Post, this does not muke hiun o member, As
soou as the fact of his ineligibility is discovered, he
shiouid be dropped (rom tie roll and excluded from
the meetings, No uction of ths Post is necessary ;
but, the fact appearing, his election and muster are
simply void,

No. 8. Uertain members of Dushane Post, No. 8,
Dopurtment of Muaryland, who had paid all dues
and azainst whom o charges had been preferred,
duly paked for transfer cards on the eveuning of
Az, 24, 1857, The cards were not issued thut even-
ing, but a statement wns made and signeda by the
Quaricrmasier showing the payment of all dues,
On the same evening these gotnrades were duly
mustered as members of another Post. Before the
wirds were filled up, cerinin charges were pre-
ferred against the applicants; whercupon the Post
Commander refused to sign Lhe eards or (o recog-
nize their mewbershipin the new Post.  Held, that
the cards should have been issuned, and that thiese
compades shiould have beeu reported as lost by
traunsier, and thnt their muoster into a new Post was
nulborized and constituted them members thereof,

No, 9 The Commander-in-Chiefl has no power to
authorize the bolding of a Depurtment Encomp-
ment after the time fixed by the Rules aud Regu-
Intions,

No., I, There is no =uch thing as honorary mem-
berslip in the Grund Army of the Republic,

No. 1L (a) Upon s buliot for the clection of a
Post Cominander, two wore ballots were cast than
there were comrades present. Such ballol was
void and was properly so deciared. () At this
election, by invitauion of the Post Commander, the
Cowmnnder of another Post presided. This wus
irvegalar, but iu the absence of objection made at
be time, did not invalidate the election.

No. 12, By a vote of 71 yeas against 67 nays, a Post

rdered that all nominutions for otficers should be
made before any ballots were taken, and that after
nomiuntions were closed, ballots cast for oifficers
uot previously nominated, should not be counted.
Anopporiunity wasthen given Lo present Lhe nune
of any candidate for whom any comrade desired 1o
vote for cither of the oflices to be tilled, No point
of order was made such us to call for u decision
from the Post Commander. T'wo comrades cast
their ballots for a eomnrade not previously named,
but their ballots were not counted beenuse of the
adoption of the furegoing motion. IHeld, that un-
der these circtmstances the rejection of the two
baliots did not invalidate the election,

No. 18, The suthority of a Department Com-
mander to ergunize Posts within lids jurisdiction is
exclusive. The Communder of anoiber Depart-
ment cannot lawfully establish a Post therein.

No, 14. The Rules and Regzulutions do not in
terms require that a recruit should actually be
mustered witliin three monihis after written notice
of hiis election. He is regnired to present himself
for muster within three mouths after such notice,
but there are no words of exclusion which prohibit
his muster afler the expiration of that period, Such
wnster is therefore not void for that reason alone.

No. 15. The quarterly returns of n Post may be
legally nnd properly made nnd transmitted before
the end of the quarter. In fact, it is the proper
practice o do this at the close of the lust meeling
of Lthe quarter.

No. 16, A member of Co. E, First Regiment of
Orgunized Employves of the Quartermupsier's De-
Dartment, Washington, D. O, is not eligible to
membership in the G A R, such organization not
being a “ Swate regiment,” nor mustered into the
military service of the United States,

No. 17. A comrade cannotretain his membership
in one Post and also become i chartor member of
another. He caanot be s member of two 'osts at
the same Lime,

No, 18, A Post court-martial duly ordered to try
an accused comrade upon charges and specition-
tions, was dissolved by vote of the Post upon the
request of the Judge Advocate, who gave as hig
renson for the request, that *' it seemed to be -
possible for the court-martisl to convens with a
quornm.” The Commander ruled {hat this action
was, in effect, an sbaudonment of the ehurges, and
declined to appoint avother eourt, and in Luls rul-
ing was sustained by the Post. In the absenve of
suything showing a contrary intcution, held that
the charges and specifications were dismissed.

No. 19, The refusal of & Department Commander
to order a Department court-martial for the trinl of
charges and specifications will not be reversed by
the Commander-in-Chief, except in cases where it
cleurly appears that he has misjudged thie law or
the facts, or has been actuated by improper
molives,

No, 20, {a) A comrade who has been dropped
from the roll for non-payment of dues, is no losger
A& mewber of the Order, and is therefure not subject
to discipline ns suehi. He oan only be restored (o
membership by n two-thirds vote of his Pust, (h)
The fact that charges are pending against @ cotn-
mde, does not preclude the Post frem dropping
bim from: the roll for non-paywent of ducs, in &
case where such dropping would otherwise be
proper.

OHIO WOMAN'S COUNCIL,

It is a significant fact that Obio, first-born of the
ordinance of 1757, in her Centennial year should be
the first State to form a Stute Council of Women.
The pionesr mothers a hundred years ago rolled
logs with their hands to rear the structures in
which their dnughters were horn. These dangh-
ters now propese to continne the log-rolling busi-
ness ab the old stand, The brawn and brain of the
women of 1888, us reprosented at the organization
of the Ohio Woman's Conncil, are the best proof of
the brawn and brain of the women who worked
side by side with their brothers and husbands in
planting and maturing the grand Buckeye State.
Blood will tell.

The Ohio Woman's Counell was formed on the
Centennial grounds, Oct, 11, and is to be to Ohio
what the great Natiounl Council of Women, which
met for the first time at Washinglon last Winter,
representing 53 National Assooiations of wowen,
is to the United States. 1t is an allfance of women
to assemble annuvally, compare noles, exchange
ideas, and together advise nnd counsel eoncerning
all matters of interest to women, ludividuully and
colleclively, to the end that we shall have better
homes, betler heaith, better lives and better laws,
It might properly be called the Normal School of
Woman's Development.

Twelve assoclations of women, or branches of
women's work, were represented at the formation
of the Olio Woman's Council, tucluding the Olio
Woman's Press Association, the Woman's Suflrage
Association, The Woman'a Christian Temperence
Unlon, The Woman's Relief Corps, The Labor
Union, and medicud, legal, art, edueational and
philanthropic exponents. Frances Willard, Presi-
dent of the National Council; Rev, Avna K. =haw,
of Cranston, Ill., and Susan B. Aunthony, of Roch-
ester, N. ¥, were present at Columbus to detine
the aims and objecta of the Womuan'a National
Council, of which the Ohio Woman's Council is an
outgrowth.

The Constitution as adopted provides for County
Councils of all associations of women represented
therein, which shall meet, organize nnd elect five
delegates to the Siata Conncil, in addition to rep-
resentation through the President of each. When
it iz considered what important reforms are to be
effected in society and how many unrighteous
laws sland in the way of purity, progress and
Cliristinn development; wo are suro, Lhat the
women of Ohio Relief Corps will unite with other
progressive bodies in thisgrand organization, The
officers of the State Council are wide awake and
determined women, as follows: President, Dr.
Orpha H. Baldwin, Clevaland; V.-P., Dr. Murthin
May Howell, Hartwell; Cor. Sec., Caroline Ever-
hard, Massillon; Ree. See., Juliet N, Thorpe, Cin-
cinnati; Treas,, H, Uoit, Columbus,

Among the laws which should be passed Ly the
Legisluture of Ohio, to which women should turn
their attention, is the raising of the nge of con=ent,
by which seduction of young girls shall be visited
by just penalties; theappointument of women phy-
sicinns to take charge of womon in our insane
nsyloms; the appolotment of women trustees of
our Soldiers’ Orplinus’ Home and State Reforin
Beheol for Girls, and similar appointiments of woms
¢n on our School Boards, lnflrmyary and Correction
Boards. Not only moral considerntions require
these reforins, but sanitiry, economie gnd hutane
advancement depend upon them,

It will be seon that the Relief Corps is vitally in-
terested in the work (o be done, sas the welfure of
her soldiers’ orphans is so Inrgely concerned. With
