PRESIDENTS AS CANDIDATES,
The very-Fnglish New York Times is con-

tinnally making absurd exhibitions of iis
ignoranceof American history. A few months
ago it did not know who was "Gen. George
Rogers Clarke, the brillinat leader who won
for us all the ecountry that now constitutes
the States of Ohio, Indiana, Illinois, Michi-
gan and Wisconsin, Last week it said that
“in the history of the United States but
two Iresidents have been defeated for re-

clection—Marfin Van Buren in 1840 and
Grover Cleveland in 1858."

We did not snppose that any “editor of
the Coonty printing”in the remote back-
woods wonld show snch ignorance as this,
let alone a * metropolitan newspaper” which
makes pretense to “culchab.” In place of
hat two Presidents having been defeated at
the polls when candidates for re-election,
there were fonr—John Adams, John Quincy
Adams, Martin Van Baren, Grover Cleve-
land—or iive, if we include Millard Fill-
more, who was & candidate four years after
leaving office,

A review of the history of the Presidents,
and their attempts to secure re-election, may
be interesting,

Washington was unanimonsly re-elected
for a second term, and declined a third.

John Adams was put in pomination in
1796 by the Federal Party and Thomas Jei-
ferson by the Republicans. Adams received
71 electoral votes, and was declared Presi-
dent, while Jefferson received 68, and was
| declared Vice-President.

The Federalists renominated Jobn Adams
in 1800, and the Republicans Jefferson, with
Aaron Burr on the ticket with him. Adams
received 65 electoral votes, while Jeflerson
and Burr each reccived 73.

In those days each Elector voted for two
capdidates for President,

The one which

received the highest nuwmber—if a majority
—was declared President, and the next Vice-
| President. Under this rule came the famouns
deadlock of 1501 on account of Burr and Jel-
ferson both claiming the Presidency. The
election was thrown into the Hounse of Repre-
sentatives, which, after weeks of bitter
wrangling, declared Jesferson President and
Burr Vice-President.

Jefferson had himself renominated in 1504
and was re-elected, receiving 162 votes to
14 for C. C. Pinckney.

He followed Washington's example, de-
¢lined a third téerm, and threw his influence
in favor of James Madison, who was elected
in 1803, receiving 122 votes to 47 for C. C.
Pinckney and 5 for Geo. Clinton.

Madison was re-elected in 1512, receiving
128 voles to 89 for DeWitt Clinton, Federal-
1st: James Monroe succeeded him, being
| elected in 1516 by 133 votes to 34 for Rufas
| King. He was re-clected in 1820, receiving
231 votes to 1 for John Quincy Adams.

In 1524 Andrew Juackson received 99
electoral votes, John . Adams 84, Wm. H.
Crawford 41, and Henry Clay 37.
having received a majority, the election was
thrown into the House, where 13 States—
Connecticut, Illinois, Kentucky, Louisiana,
Maine, Maryland, Massachusetts, Missouri,
New Hampshire, New York, Ohio, Rhode
Island and Vermont—voted for Adams. and
elected him, Jackson being supported by
seven States and Crawford by four.

In 1828 John Q. Adams was a candidate
for re-election, and received 53 electoral
votes to 178 for Andrew Jackson.

Jackson had himself renominated, and in
1236, at the close of his second term, had
Martin Van Buren nomipated as his suc-
Cessor,

In 1840 Martin Van Buren was a candi-
date for re-election, and received G0 votes to
234 for W. H. Harrison.

John Tyler, who suceeeded to the Presi-
dency on the death of Gen. Harrison, was
He had him-
self renominated by a convention—inade up
mainiy of men holding office under him—
which met in Baltimore in May, 1814, but

Van Buren was again a candidate for
nomination in 1844, and received more than
a majority of the voles in the Democratic
Convention, but was defeated by the enforce-
meut of the two-thirds rule. He was a can-
didate of the Barnburper Demoerats and
Free Soilers in 1348, but did not carry a
State.

Before he got the nomination in 15344 Polk
had to pledge himseli not to aceept a re-
nomination, so that Lewiz Cass was nomi-
nated in 1345, to be defeated by Gen. Zach-
ary Taylor. Millard Fillmore, who suc-
ceeded to the Presidency on Gen. Taylor's
death, became unpopular in the North on
account of signing the Iugitive Slave Law,
and did not get the Whig nomination in
1852 ; but he was nominated by the Ameri-
cans in 1856, and received S votes to 114 for
Fremont and 174 for Buchanan,

Picrce was a candidate for renomination
in 1556, but was beaten in the Convention
at Cincinuati by Buchanan. On the first
ballot Bochanan had 135 votes; Pierce, 122;
Donglas, 33, and Cass, 5. Pierce's vote
gradually dwindled away until he was with-
drawn before the 16th ballot, when Ba-
chanan received 168 votes, Douglas 121, and
Cass 6. On the next ballot Buchanan re-
ceived the unanimouns vote.

The split in the Democratic party became
so pronounced during Bochanan’s Adminis-
tration that be relinquished all hope of re-
nomination, and received ne votes in any of
the divisions into which the Charleston
Conventien of 1260 split.

Lincoin was renominated by the Balti-
more Convention in 1864, receiving 492
votes to 22 for Gen. Grunt. In the election
which followed he received 214 electoral
votes to 21 for George B. McClellan,

Aundrew Johnson, who became President
upon Lincoln’s assassination, was very eager
for a repomination by the Democrats, and

The first ballot in the Democratic National
Convention stood, Pendleton, 105; Johnson,
65; Hancock, 33}; Sandford E. Church, 33 ;
scattering, 78). Johnson's vote fell off rap-
idly during the next few ballots, and he was
soon withdrawn. On the 21st ballot the
vote stood, Hancock, 135} ; Hendricks, 132,
Then yielding to the insistence of the Ohio
delegation the Convention nominated Hora-
tio Seyuionr, of New York.

U. 5. Grant was a candidate for renom-
ination and received it by acclamation.
He earnestly desired a third term, but
finally decided that it was impolitic to
allow his name to be presented to the Repub-
lican Convention which met in Cincinnati
in 1876, R. B. Hayes was nominated, who
pledged himself to one term. In 1880 Grant
was again a candidate for the nomination,
aod on the first ballot received 304 votes to
254 for Blaine, 93 for Sherman, 34 for Ed-
muuds, 30 for Washburne, and 10 for Win-
On the 36th ballot James A. Garfield
was nominated, receiving 399 votes to 307
for Grant, 42 for Blaine, 5 for Washburne,
and 3 for Sherman.

Chester A. Arthur, who suceeeded to the
Presidency upon Garfield’s death, was very
anxions for renomination. On the first bal-
lot in the Republican Convention of 1834
he received 278 votes to 334) for Blaine, 93
for Edmunds, 63} for John A. Logan, 30 for
John Sherman, 13 for Hawley, 4 for Robert
T. Lincoln, and 2 for Gen. W. T. Sherman.
On the second ballot he got 276 votes te
349 for Blaine, 61 for Logan, 23 for John
Sherman, 85 for Edmunds, 13 for Hawley,
4 for Lincoln, and 2 for W, T, Sherman. On.
the third hallot; he received 274 votes to 375
for Blaine, 60 for Edmunds, 53 for Logan,
25 for John Sherman, 13 for Hawley, 8 for
Lincoln, 2 for W, T. Sherman.

Mr. Cleveland was unanimeously renom-

inated by his party, and in the election re-
ceéived 162 electoral votes to 258 for Benjamin
Harrison.

Thus, of the 22 Presidents of the United
States, T—Washington, Jefferson, Madison,
Monroe, Jackson, Lincein and Grant—were
re-elecied ; 5—Johin Adams, John Q. Adams,
Van Buren, Fillmore and Cleveland—secured
rencminations, but were defeated at the
polis; 1—Tyler—secured a so-called réenom-
mation, but withdrew before the election;

3—Pierce, Johnson and Arthur—were candi-
dates for renomination, but failed; 2—Polk '
and Hayes—were committed toa single term;
3—Harrison, Taylor and Garfield—died be-
fore the expiration of their terms, and 1—
Buchanan—was forced out of the race by
party tronbles.

DRYING UP THE NILE.

A sensational alarm comes from the Fast.
As every schoolboy knows, Egypt is merely
a narrow strip of country lying on either side
of the Nile, about 1,200 miles in length and
from three to 11 miles in width. Outside of
this narrow strip are almost boundless des-
erts. The valley itself has been kept fertile
for ages by the overflow of the Nile, which
not only irrigates it but deposits a great
quantity of rich slime, which supplies the
wdste of enltivation Consequently, the
floods of the Nile are always a matter of
supreme isterest to the people, If the river
rises hut 15 feet it means a failare of all
crops and a famine; a rise of 25 feet means
unlimited harvests and overflowing richness,
while one of 35 feet means destruction by
floods and sickness as well as famine. It
bas been known from the earliest ages that
the barbarous and semi-barbarous tribes
inhabiting the country in which the Nile
rises have it in their power to seriously in-
terfere with its waters by diverting them
into a valley whence they would make their
way to the Red Sea. This is alluded to in
many old writings, and it is believed that
this is what Ezekial refers to in his 29th
chapter, where he says:

Behold I will bring a sword upon thee[i, e, an
enemy | and cut off man and beast out of thee. And
the land of Egypt shall be desolate and & waste,
and they shall know that T am the Lord, becanse
lie huth said, The river is mine and [ have made
it. Behold, therefore, I am saganinst thee and
ngainst thy rivers, and I will make the land of
Egypl utterly waste from the tower of Syene even
untoe the border of Ethiopia,

In the 19th chapter of Isaiah occurs a
similar prophecy, as follows:

And the Egvptians will I give over into the hand
of a criel lord; and o flerce king shall rule over
them, suith the Lord, the Lord of IHosts, And the
waters shall fuil from the sea [lake], and the rivers
shail be wasted and dried up. And they shall torn
the rivers far away; and the broovks of defense
shall be emptied and dried up: the reeds and Hagzs
shuall wither. The paper reeds [papyrus] by the
brooks, by the mouth of the brook, and everything
sown by the brooks, shuall wither, be driven away,
and be no wiore,

European explorers have said that it is
guite easy for the tribes of the up-country to
do this by the simple construction of a dam
at a place where the river is quite narrow,
which wounld throw its waters over into the
valley mentioned. Several of the mnative
kings have from time to time threatened to
do this, sad it is on record that centuries
ago one of them exacted a tribute from the
Egyptiavs for not doing this. The Nile has
been unaccouptably low this season, and
there is a panic among the Egyptians and
the English lest the threat has at last been
carried cut,

TARIFF -BEFI_)R}I.

Tae NAarionar TriBuNE is second to
none in its zeal for tariff reform, buf it
wants this reform made with intelligence
and dizcretion. It is nottariff reform toron
a straight-edge over the list, as W. H. Morri-

gon proposed to do, scraping all the protee-
tion off one artiele, cutting that on another
in two, and leaving the bigger part on
another, all without the slightest reference
to the needs and conditions of any interest.
Nor do we believe in the  tariff reform ™ of
the Mills erowd, where six men who did not
represent a single manufacturing in-
terest of consequence went into a room
hehind locked doors to plot a raid on
every interest of the North and West,
leaving that of their own section wholly
untouched, and then forced this scheme
through under the whip of the canens. If
anybody can show us an item on the tariff
list that is too much protected, or where the
protection does not assist to build up home
production, to furnish employment to our
people, or where it injures some more im-
portant, then we shall earnestly favor re-
duction.

Nor do we believe that tariff reform should
always take the shape of reduction. There
are many articles on which the tariff is not
enongh, and we believe in reforming the
tariff’ 80 as to give them the production they
deserve.

In this way we claim to be a genuine

tariff relormer.

Ir Mr. Cleveland had been re-elecied, and
his party continued in control of the House
of Representatives, it would have Leen a
death-blow te all hopes of farther pension
This ean be said now without
any suspicion of partisan motives. The
pension guestion was, beyond controversy,
a prominent issne in the campaign, and if
Mr, Cleveland had been successful he
wounld have assumed—as he would have
had the right to assome—that the people
indorsed his anti-pension pelicy, and favored
making it even more hostile.
