A CHILDREK'S-UOSI- K TEACHEB.
DbakFrirkds: Iii inylast letter I stated that I

would give a short description of the plnce where
I am employed as teacher. It is called "Knoop
Children's Home," because given to the County of
Miami by a man named Knoop, for the benefit of
homeless children. The Home is situated on a flue
farm three miles from Troy, and is quite a large
building four stories high. Beside this tliero lias
been added a pretty cottage, occupied by the hoys.
There is a laundry, with an engine-roo- beneath it.
The schoolhouse is about 100 rods from the main
building. It consists of two schoolrooms and a
chapel above. There are more than a hinulrcd
children here. Fifty-tw- o of them arc iu my room
at school, and 10 in the advanced grade.

The Superintendent and wife arc the overseers.
There are quite a number of other employes, such
as sewing-girl- s, laundresses, cook and dining-roo- m

girl, niHli oiis and teachers, engineer and farmer.
These constitute the "family."

It is a pleasant sight to sec the children march
lo school in ranks; hut it is quite u task to
keep them so. Wc sometimes take them to the
chajtel in the mornings to practice songs for the
Sabbath-schoo- l. They seom to enjoy it, and can
sing quite well.

We teachers are trying hard to improve the
school, with strong hopes of success; hut only
schoolteachers know the joys and trials of one in
that profession.

The Home not only affords bodily comfort?, but
also gives the children n chance to become useful
men and women. They remain here until they
have attained the age of 16, when, by the careful
training which they have had, most of them are
competent lo maintain themselves. If any of the

AKTJICE OX HIS EA.MBLES.

Feiesds of the C. C: Several having kindly
asked for another leaf from my diary, 1 comply
with their request. Please remember, however,
tliat my memoranda was only intended for my
home circle, and, therefore, very crude. After
leaving Clear Lake and passing through douse for-cst-a

of Oregon fir and pine, we made toward the
Three Sisters, having to cross the lava beds of this
part of the State.

Coming out ofthe dense woods, and ascending a
steep hill, we reached what is known as the Sum-
mit, the altitude being 7,800 feet above the sea,
where wc were greeted with one of the most strik-
ing and awe-inspirin- g panoramas that nature so
frequently presents to one's view in these mount-
ains. Before us lay stretching for miles a very sea
of lava; 1 say sea, for the formation of the mass
was similar to the waves of the ocean, the theory
being that a volcanic eruption filled the valley,
while au earthquake afterward rended the debris,
and gave to it the eculiar formation now seen.
Descending fully GOO feel wc skirted the valley for
several miies.and then crossed on a road of broken
lava and rocks, which has been made through the
mass, finding it necessary to lead our horses.

The construction of this road has only been com-
pleted with a large expenditure of money and
much labor, it being impracticable to proceed in a
direct line, therefore causing by its winding
course a distance of three miles to be traveled,
where as a bird would fly it is only a mile. We
now came to a beautiful stretch of country forests
interspersed with openings or small prairies, which
constitute the feeding-ground- s of many flocks of
sheep, numbering tens of thousands, during the
Summer; some of them coming a distance of 50 to
SO miles. Reaching a lovely little mountain stream
wc prepared our evening meal, with the snow-cla- d

Three sister Mountains towering above us only a
few miles distant, and rested for the night, finding
on arising in the morning, Aug. 9, three-quarte- rs

Some Practical -- Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Headers.

SILAGE VOn SHEEP.
When silago has tebn used for iu-lam- b or

suckling owes, ifc appears to have given tho
greatest satisfaction. Wo belicvo, in fact, that
there is no better or healthlsr food for ewes
than good silago, of tho sweet, green kind. Tho
following account of a trial with the feeding of
somo lamb hogs daring tho Winter of 3885, '86
will fairly osemplify tho value of silago for this
purpose. Toward tho end of December 25 of
the worst lamb hogs out of a lot of 50 wore put
on a grass run of 11 acres, and given sweet
clover and vetch silage ad lib. The other 25
had a grass run of 25 acres, and were given
cabbago and turnips. Both lots wcro sold at
tho same time in the Spring, when tho30 fed on
silago made more money by ono shilling apieco
than tho others. A good deal of evidence wa3
given before tho Ensilage Commission with
reference to the value of silage for sheep. Mr.
Batotnau, for example, said that the effect on
the owes was much inoro decided than ou tho
milking cows. Ho had just testified that his
cows gavo a pound of butter por cow moro on
ensilage. "For breeding cows," tho witness
continued, " wo found it wonderful stuff." Mr.
Bateraan then gavo tho experience of one of his
tenants. His flock Vv'asin the depths of despair;
they had tho foot and mouth discaso in tho
Autumn, aud looked about as wretched as a
llock of 100 ewes could look. About Christmas
they began to bo fed with silage, and soon
picked up in a remarkable manner. When it
came to lambing time, in February, their bags
wore distended beyond all expectation. Tho
flock had never had so healthy a lambing.
From oight to ten pounds of silago per day,
with chaffed straw and some roots, were given.
Another witness from Yorkshire reported that
he gave his sheep on grass a rackful of silago
daily, and that when given a rackful of silage
and a rackful of good hay they would oat the
former greedily in preference. There is, in-

deed, no question that sheep will tako readily
to gootl, sweot silago, and will do well on it.
Now that small stacks can bo conveniently
made iu different parts of tho farm, wo ought
nover again to hear of shortness of keep for
sheep in tho SpriDg, especially as the silago
will keep good in stacks for several years, so
that tho abundance of one year may be saved
for tho scarcity of another. English Ensilage
Treatise.

WINTER FEED AND-FAL- L TREATMENT.
Cows can't make milk without suitable ma-

terial out of which tomako it. Then look well
to the feed. As au article of Winter and Spring
diet, tho value of roots beets, mangolds, tur-
nips, etc. cannot bo overestimated. Every
farmer who has stock should look forward to
tho Winter supply of such food, aud cultivate
a root patch. Long-continue- d dry feeding will
inevitably result in a deranged condition of tho
system. If a daily or at least an occasional al-

lowance of roots is given, your milch cows will
show their appreciation of the kindness by au
iticreased flow of .milk aud a. general good con-
dition. Thoy like a chango of food, and in fact
their health demamlsvit. Our health demands
it, too. It is contrary to nature lo expect au

unhealthy cow to yield a good
quality of milk; it will necessarily bo unwhole-
some. Cattlo that come out of Winter quar tors
in poor conditionlwill' requiro the greater part
of the Summer to regain what thoy lost during
tho Winter.

Stock that is reduced in flesh at tho begin-
ning of tho Winter will requiro at least 25 per
cent, moro feed to bridge over than if in a good
condition in tho Fall.- - It is therefore quite es-
sential that cattlo should havo a sufficient sup-
ply of such food as corn-fodde- r, millot, oats,
etc., after tho Summer pastures begin to fail
until they go to tho aftermath.

The matter of i proper shelter is also of as
much cousequenco as that of food. No cow ox-pos- ed

to tho weather can be expected to yield
a satisfactory amount of milk. As soon as the
frosty weather sots in, its effects ou tho cow
are seen, ad almost before tire dairyman is
awaro of it tho milk flow is materially dimin-
ished, and it is impossible to regain tho loss.
Cows that aro expected to yield largely must
be carefully sheltered nnd liberally feed. A
commodious, well ventilated, clean stablo is
needed, and when ifc is remembered that a cer-
tain por cent, of the food goes to keep up tho
animal warmth, it will bo easy to understand
that good protection is in ono sense food.
JjK(iart Farmer.

A GOOD TIME FOR COMMON SENSE.
A good many sheepmen are feeling very good

just now over the rapidly-atlvaucin- g price of
wool, and tho assurance that wool duties, for
tho present at least, arc safe. These circum-
stances aro certainly encouraging; but it is to
bo feared that they aro likely to engender over-confidenc- o.

Believing this to be tho case, wo
foci that tho occasion calls for a word of caution.
Tho sheep industry has for a few years shown
a toudoncy toward becoming moro symmetri-
cal, if such a term could be used in this connec-
tion ; i. c, wool and mutton aro receiving moro
nearly equal consideration than over bofore.
This is as it should be, and must bo if shoop aro
to bo permanently profitable. Tho danger now
is that tho business may again became lop-
sided, and wool receive more than its sharo of
attention to tho neglect of mutton. Lot tho
two bo troated as though neither could flourish
without the other. This, wo take it, is a commo-

n-sense view of tho present situation.
Mirror and Farmer.

NOTES.
Paint your buildiugs, vehicles and tools.
Don't overfeed ono day and restrict tho

supplythe next. Begularity in time and quan-
tity when feeding saves labor and expense.

Think about getting material together for
that new granary and other necessary build-
ings to be built during the Winter or in early
Spring.

It is not good j udgmeut to hold on to grain
after it is fit for market. In six mouths from
tho time it is thrashed wheat will shrink two
quarts to tho bushol.

Draw two or three loads of sand and place
ifc in aframo of boards for a permanent radish-be- d.

Grown iu this tho roots will bo free from,
worms, early and tender.

No farmor who has any brains can afford
to spend tho short Winter dajs at hard labor,
and then go trudging arouud with a lantorn in
ono hand "doing chores" in tho evening.

Tho free uso of clover seed and keeping of
farm stock enables farmers to maintain land in
good condition for ordinary cropping without
purchasing commercial manures.

Mud in tho baruyard takes warmth from
the bodies of tho animals. All preparations in
tho baruyard should bo made before tho snow
comes. To keep stock in health, dryness is
essential.

The dehorning crazo, wo boliove, has had
its run. It was inhuman, unnecessary and de-
moralizing to beast and human. There was
ouotigh barbarity without introducing this.
Denver Field and Farm.

Tho potato crop in Indiana, this year, is
tho largest crop dver known tliero, and prices
aro ruling from 25 to 30 ceuts a bushol, whilo
in southern Illinois they aro selling as low
as 15 ceuts a bushel.

Under tho most favorablo circumstanco3,
moro than half tho food consumed by our do-

mestic animals in Winter is required for tho
maintenance of tlio heat of tho body ; but there
is no profit in tho feedVug which merely koops
tho animal nlivo.

Trying experiments iu order to dotermino
how to reduce thd manure to a lino condition
will always pay. Tho value of mauuro dopouds
largely on its condition. All work necessary
to havo tho manure ready should bo dono in
Winter.

SUNDAY MEDITATION.
(Tho International Committee lias not appointed

any lesson for Sunday, the 30th inst,nnd wo there-
fore suggest tho following thoughts as suitable for
the Christmas-tide.- )

Subject: Christ's Introduction to our
World by TnE Angel Gabriel. (St.
Luke, 2:10,11.)

1. Introduction.
We are carried back nearly 19 centuries and

led to Bethlehem. That city is situated about
six miles south of Jerusalem. Somo shepherds
aro watching their sheep by night in a field
aboutoue mile east of Bethlehem. Accustomed
to pass nights out of doors, they aro familiar with
tho usual appearances of tho sky at such times.
But now of a sudden they behold a sight so
strange that thoy are terrified. Thero'is a
sound of song, and beings clothed in white and
surrounded with a wondrous luminousness
float in the midnight air. As the shepherds
watch in fear, lo, the angels fly toward thorn,
until at length they pause on wing just abovo
the field whore tho shepherds aro attending
their flocks. Tho glory of tho Lord shines
around them. Then one of tho augols says :

"Fear not; for behold, I bring you good tidings
of great joy, which shall bo to all people. For
unto you is born this day, in tho city of David,
a Savior, which is Christ the Lord." Iu that
field which tradition says is tho ono occupied
by the shepherds that night when tho angois
appeared to thorn, tliero is now acliapei having
this name: tho Chapel of "Tho Angol to the
Shepherds."

2. The Tidings.
What wore they? "I bring good tidings of

great joy," says the angel. What is this so joy-
ful news?

If a man be sick, ho thinks it good news to
learn a remedy is discovered. If a man be con-
demned to die, a pardon would be glad tidings
to him. If a person be in slavery to a cruel
master, news of his emancipation thrills his
heart with unspeakablojoy. If one be involved
in debfc and unable to pay, a dispatch an-
nouncing tho passage of tho bankrupt law
sounds liko music.

Tho advent of Christ 13 all these. Wowero
incurably sick, and tho angels at midnight
sing out that a physician has como with reme-
dies for sinsick souls. We were all condemned
to die, and only awaiting tho sentcuco to bo
executed, when angels came down on speediest
wings and shout out the decrees of Heaven
that offer pardon. Wo were sold in bondage
undor sin. That uight messengers from Heaven
declared an emancipator had come to mako
freemen of us. We wore oppressed with a debt
wo could uot adjust. Down from on high
carao tho tidings that ho who holds tho
keys of Heaven's bank-vaul- ts and whoso
image impresses celestial coin, is on his mis-
sion to scttlo believers' debts. Is not all
this glad tidings? See that once pale faco
blooming in health; tho pardoned convict
ranging the country at will; tho former poor
slave danciug in tho joy of freedom ; tho re-

lieved bankrupt counting his treasures. There
goes tho mau, a little whilo ago sick, now
sturdy and vigorous; off there is the liberated
captive, thanking God on bended kneo for free-
dom ; at a littlo distance further stands tho
debtor reading tho bankrupt law. How happy
all these aro! Seo how changed aro their
countenances. They all havo glad tidings.
Shall not tho world rejoico when Christ comes
as Physician to cure; as Governor to pardon;
as Ruler to emancipate ; as Treasurer to relieve
of debt? Yea, truly these are glad tidings of
great joy. Wo do well on Christmas to bid
each bo merry.

We havo sometimes in imagination carried
ourselves back to that eventful night. In the
darkness, under an Oriental sky, flashing with
its array of myriads of systems of worlds, we
havo stood with tho shepherd company. An
augei comes. The glory of tho Lord shines
around U3. Wo arc in fear, when to our relief
a message on angel lips bids us not bo afraid,
for tho tidings aro good. What can bo this
glad news? Angels answer, tho Savior, tho
Christ, tho Lord has come. To leave no doubt,
wo aro told where ho may bo found and his
condition. Thou the Heavenly ho3t gather
around tho announcing angel, and break forth
into praises, saying, "Glory bo to God in tho
highest, and on earth peace, good will toward
men."

It is said tho shepherds "were sore afraid."
Angels before had como to earth on missions of
punishment aud destruction. Perhaps tho con-

sciences of the shepherds were smitten. Thoy
may have thought this messenger was one of
justice como to rovuugo their sins. To their
comfort tho angel announces a mission of love.
Ho is a bearer of joyful tidings. Tho avenger
is not coming. Tho advent of a'Prophet, Priest
and King is declared. Tho shepherds wait to
hear tho chorus "Glory to God in tho High-
est" and then, not doubting tho fact an-

nounced, proceed as directed by tho angel
to the manger at Bethlehem. Thoy fuid
everything as the angel had represented. They
return "glorifying aud praising God for all
tho things that they had heard and seen as ifc

was told unto them." Thoy doubtless said,
" Wo havo waited loug. Ho has como. Ho has
come." Generations had looked forward by
faith to this event. The shepherds beheld it.

3. Tidings to Whom?

"I bring you good tidings, which shall bo to
all people." Christ is a uuivcrsal Gift. Simeon,
the old man just and devout, filled with the
Holy Ghost, holding tho Babe, Christ, in his
arm3, cries out, filling tho great temple with
his joyful voice: "A Light to lighten tho Gen-
tiles, and tho glory of thy people Israol." Yes,
indeed, Christ came to rescue Jow aud Gentile
alike. There are no limitations as to the bene-
fits to bo received through Christ by belief and
repewtauco. Thcro is no heart but may bo
niado merry over salvation. Be glad there aro
not any oxceptious save such as lio in each in-

dividual himself. Wo would feel sorry if it
were possible wo might ever meet a poor mortal
sick of sin and wanting a remedy aud bo neces-
sitated to declaro to him tho unwillingness of
Christ to be his Savior.

On the tree of life tho Christmas treo of
Calvary there hangs a Present for every one.
No ono is overlooked no one forgotten. Hero
it i3 pos3iblo among so many and with our
limited powers of memory to pass by 6omo iu
presentation seasons, and in many cases those,
too, of whom wo think very much. But no one
is forgotten no one neglected by Christ. He
died for all. Whosoever beliovfth in him need
not perish, but may have everlasting life.

Now, too, tho Father offers this Gift to tho
world. Christ no longor has personal, visiblo
communings with human beings. Angois are
recalled from announcing iu a way to bo seen
and heard tho advont of Christ. The Savior
has instituted tho ministry. Ho sends out into
all tho world his servants to preach tho good
tidings to all men. Thus your pastor presents
Christ to you. Your names aro written on tho
list for presentation. Your pastor is bidden to
offer Christ to you. Behold your Present bung-
ing on tho tree. See him ou Calvary. Ho is
tho Present made to tho world on the first
Christmas Day. "Glory to God in tho high-
est."

4. Conclusion.

Thank God for Christmas. It is a legal holi-
day iu overy State and Territory. Says tho
Syracuse Christian Advocate:

If infidelity would make a demonstration of its
strength, and illustrate the decadence of Chris-
tianity's influence in the world, let it abolish
Christmas.

My disability increasing, a consultation of
surgeons wa3 held and it was decided to amputate
the leg, which operation was performed Oct. 27
last, my right leg heingamputnted three nnd a half
inches below the knee-join- t. Am I entitled to an
increase of pension ; and if so to whom should I
apply?

Answer. If the amputation was a direct result in
consequence of the wound which you received you
are entitled to 830 per mouth, just the sine as
though your leg Imd been amputated during the
war. Apply to the Commissioner of 1'ensfoue. You
can do as you please about employing an attorney.
