the moat complete collection of the kind in thecountry, and he must have spent several thou-
sand dollars in gathering those he has in

when the rebellion broke upon tho country.
Ho was at once ordered to the gunboat Water
Witch, of the West Gulf Blockading Squadron,
and was engaged in the battle with the squad-
ron of rebel gunboats

Oct. 12, 1S61, at the
Southwest Pass of tho mouth of tho Missis-
sippi. In the Spring of 1SG2 ho was ordered
to command the gunboat Vixen, ou tho South
Atlantic fleet, and in tho following Summer
was given the new ganboat Wissahickon, with
which hedid yeoman's service in the rivers and
sounds on the coast iu the neighborhood of Sa-

vannah. On one occasion ono of the monitor
ironclads got into serious trouble in ono of tho
narrow and winding ostuarics, and was in ex-

treme danger of capture by tho robols. The
low rice- - and cotton-field- s so hid the tortuous
waterways that tho course could not be seen
from any distance, but Davis dashed ahead
with his wooden craft into another channel
and pourod in such a heavy fire across a narrow
neck of land that the robols turned tail and
ran for protection under tho guns of Fort Mc-

Allister. This enabled tho ironclad to pull out
safoly, but Davis, then a Lieutenant Com-

mander, had his dander up and followed up
and again Oiigaged the rebels and the fort until
night forced him to retire. In August, 1863,
ho left the Wissahickon to command tho Moni-

tor Montauk, but meantime ho had half a
dozen times run up tho Georgia sounds to
fight Fort McAllister, and he made himself
so obnoxious to the rebel gunboat command-
ers that thoy kopt safoly out of reach of
his guns. In tho Montauk ho was engag-
ed in every battle of the ironclads with
the Charleston batteries after Aug. 22, 1863,
and then took a prominent part iu the fight
at Fort Fishor in December, 1861, and at tho
capture of that stronghold Jan. 15, 1865; and
iu the next month at the reduction of Fort
Anderson and Fort Strong, on tho Capo Fear
Biver, that gave us Wilmington, aud opened
up communication from the coast with Sher-
man's victorious army. In those battles tho
Montauk was always pushed well to the front,
and when that vessel lay at the Navy-Yar- d

here for several years with the littlo fleet of
monitors, the numerous scars of heavy shot ou
her deck and turret were objects of intense
curiosity to sight-seein- g pilgrims, as showing
how well her daring commander had fought his
craft. In the routine of service in timo of
peace Davis brcainc a Captain on Valentino
Day of 1873, Commodore in February, 1SS2,
and Bear-Admir- al Oct. 30, 18S5. During tho
last dozen of years before his retirement (Sept.
3, 1887,) Admiral Davis was several times on
special duty here as member of tho Boards of
Esaaiiuation and thoLighthouse Board, and in
the intervals in which ho was waiting orders,
he made his home hero with his wife and
daughter. While still a Commodore, he was
ordered to commaud the Asiatic fleet, but under
the law which authorizes officers who have
beon specially distinguished iu action to be
given temporary promotion, he was made an
Acting Bear-Admir- al, and his flag bore tho
twin stars of that grade when ho received his
promotion. I doubt exceedingly whether oven
Admiral Jouett is more of a favorito in tho
service than he, and that is a bold assertion.
Since his retirement he has made an extended
visit to Europe with Mrs. and Miss Davis, but
returned last Fall to tho Ebbitt House, which
he tells me he considers his homo for life. Ho
is a charmiag raconteur, loves a cood joke, and,
what is raro among men, can enjoy a good joko
upon himself. Some years ago, Admiral Davis,
then a Commodore, was sitting with a party
one hot evening on the pavement outside of tho
Ebbitt House, when a tramp came along and
spoke to him by name.

" Who are you ? " said Davis.
"I sailed with you in the Mediterranean, hut

I've beon on tho tramp lately, and I wish
you'd spare me a dime."

"Oh I you have; I suppose you want a dime
to get a bowl of soup," said ths Commodore
sarcastically.

"No, Commodore," replied the tramp; "Pvo
just had as good a dinner as auy man wants,
but I'd like a dime to get a good, square drink."

Davis stood up in astonishment, while the
others laughed heartily, and said: "I'm
blamed if I don't give, you a half-doll- ar for
that. You're the first man I ever saw who
wanted money for anything but food."

The others chipped in with the Commodore,
and the sailor left the crowd withabout 2 in
his pocket.

An Abstract of tlie More Important

Proceedings in Both Houses.

Wednesday, Dec. 19.
In the Senate, Mr. Edmunds (Vt.) introduced

nnd had referred to tho Committee on Foreign
Relations, the following joint resolution :

Resolved, That tbeG:overnmeut of tho United
States will look witff sorious concern and disap-
proval upon any connection of any European Gov-
ernment with tho construction or control of any
ship canal across tbo Isthmus of Darieu or acroaa
Central America, nnd must rcsanl any such con-
nection or control as injurious to tho just rights and
interests of tho United States and as a menace to
their welfare.

Resolved, That tho President of tho United States
be requested to communicate this expression of
tho views of Congress to tho Governments of the
countries of Europe.

Tho tariff bill was then considered for tho
halauco of tho day's session, tho Senate ad-
journing at 5 o'clock p. m.

In tho House, Mr. Springer (HI.) stated that
at a mooting of tho Committco on Territories
this morning it had been determined that tho
territorial bills would not be called up for con-
sideration until Jan. 15.

Mr. Hayes (Iowa), from tho Committee on
Acconuts, reported, as a privileged matter, a
bill authorizing the appointment of clerks to
Senators and Representatives not Chairmen of
committees. On a point of order raised by Mr.
Holman (Ind.), tho bill was referred to the
Committoo of tho Whole, and Mr. Hayes moved
that tho Houso go into committco for its con-
sideration. Mr. Springer domanded tho yeas
and nays, regarding the vote as a test vote on
tho bill. Tho motion was defeated yeas 95,
nays 106.

At tho expiration of the morning hour the
Houso went into Committoo of the Whole on
tho rivor and harbor bill.

Tho bill having beon read, Mr. Blanchard
(La.) said that thoro was no disposition on tho
part of the members of tho Committee on Riv-
ers and Harbors to discuss the measure, unless
somo Member might dosiro information.

Mr. Kerr (Iowa) said that ho would like to
know tho reason why appropriations wero made
for the improvement of rivers and harbors
which ho had never heard sf before.

Mr. Spinola (N. Y.). You could not pass the
civil-servic- e examination.

Mr. Korr. Perhaps not, but I would like to
know tho special reasons why the appropria-
tions are niado.

Mr. Blanchard stated that every item of ap-
propriation in tho bill had been in the bill of
last year. The hill appropiated in tho aggro-gat- e

$11,900,000, boing a littlo less than 33 per
cent, of tho amount recommended by the Chief
of Engineers. Ho referred the gentleman from
Iowa to the Engineer Reports for tho informa-
tion desired.

Mr. Sowden (Pa.) declared that of tho ap-
propriations previously made for rivers and
harbors, nearly $23,000,000 remained unexpend-
ed, and ho opposed the further appropriation of
$12,000,000.

Pondiug further debate the committee rose
and the House at 4:45 adjourned.

Thursday, Dec. 20.
In the Senate, on motion of Mr. Sherman (O.)

the House amendments to tho direct tax bill
were non-concurr- in and a conference order-
ed. Senators Sherman, Morrill (Vt.) and Vance
(N. C.) were appointed conferrees on the part
of tho Senate.

Mr. Morrill asked unanimous consent that
tho ;oting on tho tariff bill and all amend-
ments thereto shall begin at 1 o'clock on tho
21st of January next, after whieh there shall
ho no further debate without unanimous con-
sent. Unanimous cousont was given, and that
order was mado.

Mr. Morrill then moved an amendment to
tho holiday recess resolution, fixing it from
Friday, the 21st, till Wednesday, tho 2d of Jan-
uary, and this wa3 agreed to.

Mr. Gibson (La.) offered a resolution, which
was laid on the table aud ordered printed, for
the appointment of a select committee of 13
Senators to inquire iuto tho state of tho suf-
frage throughout tho United States; especially
to investigate the election of Sfate otlicers at
tho State elections held in November last in
Rhode Island and Louisiana, and tho Presiden-
tial olection in tho States of New York and
Indiana, aud to report all facts showing whether
any improper, undue and unlawful influences
and practices wore employed through conspira-
cies, trades, combinations, intimidations, cor-
rupt use of money, purchase of votes or votera,
false registering, false voting, stuffing ballot-boxe- s,

or in any way whatever and to what ex-to- ut,

and to make such recommendations as it
may deem nocessary.

The tariff bill was then taken up and consid-
ered until 3 o'clock, when Mr. Allison (Iowa)
said that as Mr. Davis (Minn.) desired to go on
with the pension bills in tho evening, he
was willing to give way. The tariff bill was
laid aside, the progress having been about 10
pages. All tho pension bills on the calendar,
90 in number, were passed. The legislative
appropriation bill was referred to the Commit-
tee on Appropriations.

The Senate adjonmed at 4:40 o'clock p. m.
Iu tho House, ou motion of Mr. McMillan

(Teuu.) tho Senate amendment to the holiday
recess resolution was agreed to. It provides
for a recess from Friday, Dec. 21, until Wednes-
day, Jan. 2.

Mr. Blanchard (La.) moved that when the
river and harbor bill ho noxt taken up general
debate be limited to 15 minutes. This was op-
posed by Mr. Sowden (Pa.), aud his proposi-
tion, limiting tho debato to two hours, being
rejected by Mr. Blanchard, ho raised the point
of no quorum on that gentleman's motion.
Aftor consultation between the two gentlemen
a compromise of 45 minutes was proposed, but
Mr. Chcadle (Ind.) now enacted tho role of ob-

jector.
Mr. O'Neill (Pa.) then suggested that general
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debate on for to-da- y, and that the consid-
eration of the hill by paragraphs be entered
upon aftor tho holiday recess.

It finally agreed that tho general debate
should be limited to an hour aud a half, and
tho House into Committee of the Whole,
Mr.McMillan (Tenn.) in the chair, ou the river
aud harbor appropriation bill.

Mr. Sowden spoke in opposition to tho
measure, and directed his remarks especially
against that provision that the members-elec- t
