AN ALABEAN ADVENTURE

Faresos or TiE C, C.: After an sbsence of nearly
s vear from your midst, I am with you onee again.
Sinee mny disappearance from among the members
of Ve U, O, 1 have had quite un abundance of ex-
perience in the far-off Territory of Alaska.

Last November {1557) I joined a party of explor-
ers, seat out for the purpose of gnining more infor-
mation relstive to the natum! productions of
Alsskn, as well as (o sscertain the aduptabitity of
organizitg & colony for the cultivation of the in-
erior portion of the Territory, We landed at
Sitka, situated on sn islnnd, on the 25th day of No-
vember, and from there procesded to the mainiand
fu a smnll bont, The coast abounds in islands,
modl promivent among which Queen Charlotle
1slunds claim attention.

The climate sl Sitks presents no great extremes,
belng au nverage Sammer range of 31°, and Winter
range of 32°. Four degrees below gero is the low-
est range noted for the pest 45 years, the equable
temperature being due 1o the warmth of the Pucilie
Oocean, but the couniry back from the coasl s an
ice-elad region for eight months in the year, the
cold being oo intense to be noted except witha
spririt thermomeler, -

Along the oosst o rank growth of wild and tame
grassos is umiversal, snd a rich variely of berries
common lo the worthiern portion of the Uniied
Bigtes, The surface of the eountry is broken by
mountain ranges whose peaks aitain iinmeuss
Lights, that of SL Els being 19,500 feet, the high-
cst in the United Siates.

Conl 1s found aloug the const, and tliere are signs
of petralenm, Gold has been found in o few paces,
wnd iron in a greal many.

The purpose of our expedition, however, wasa
futlure; but, taking all thing= inlo considerstion,
wo had & very plessant trip, and 1 would sdvise
uny swbitions partties wio sre beot on exploring
or delving isto the bowels of the earth for carios
o pay Algska a wisit, and they will be amply re-
witrdhed for thie loss of timo and money expended,

Aller & pleasanit [7) ride of balfl an hour ip o pouring
ria, with pad haliwny up to the hubs, we renchied
thic bend of the beachi. What only o few days be-
fore was & nioe hard road was now covered with
stones, from the =sige of an apple o thwmt of o foot-
ball, worn perfectly rotind by the waves, and

OUR RURAL TOPICS.

Some Practical Suzgestions for OQur
Agricultural Readers

TUNDER-DEATNAGE.

This system of farm improvement does not
appear to be indulged in to the extent that its
impertance and advantages would seem to
warrant. It is & dificult matter to convince
the average farmer, and especially in the
rougher sections of the eountry, that it is best
for him to engage in an enterprise that becomes
s0 expensive as under-drainage is. Under-
drainage in a soil that is free from stones and
s0 loose that it can easily be removed with the
shovel or by machinery is very different from
that in a soil €hat is filled with boulders from
the size of 3 man’s head to those four, six, eight
or even 10 feet across, imbedded in a sub-soil so
firm that every inch requires to be loosened
by a pick before it can be removed. The items
of expense are entirely disproportionate, and
in a case of the kind last described the ques-
tion at onee arises, Which is best, to enter upon
the severe labor of improving a soil at an
enormous expense, or dispose of the same and
purchase land that has been improved and ean
bo bought with the money it would require to
improve the other? Theso are conditions that
confront farmers in some sections of our coun-
try, and which have to bo met manfully.—Ger-
mantown Telegraph.

SEED POTATOES,

Edgar Sanders, in the Prairie Farmer, says
that there is a desirability in changing seed
potatees, and mentions a ease of experiencs,
where he planted his own seed in partand also
seed from the north of England of the same
variety, and found a very great difference in
yield in favor of theseed from off the farm, and
closes the statement by making the rather wild
assertion that it would pay aoyoue to give
away thair own seed rather than plant it again
on the same kind of soil. We have no doubt
but that the planting of potatoes on the same
kind of soil tends toa deterioration of both the
quantity and quality of the crop, and the rule
might be advisable when the soil of the entire
farm is uniform; but there are sections of onr
country, and New England notably, in which
a single farm of even more than 1560 acres con-
tains nearly every variety of soil that can be
named, and &0 we can imagine many cnses
where the great necessity for a yearly change
of potato seed would be wholly unneceéssary.
Sometimes broad statements require some modi-
fication before being npplicable.

GREASING SHEEP.

As ib is a diffienlt matier to keep sheep from
every storm, it would be a good idea for shecp-
growers Lo adopt the plan of English and
Scotch shepherds, which is too smenr the sheep
thoroughly with grease, quite frequently with
butter that has been coudemned. This prae-
tice tends to keep ont water, which sometimes
s ice cold. Perhaps American lzriners might
secure oleomargaringe for this purpose, and so
make it of some use and to a parpose for which
it is better fitted than for table use., With
cheap material it costs but little to smear the
sheep. and in this way their health may be
presexved or lives prolonged.

ACTION OF SPECIAL FERTILIZERS.

Those who have been in the habit of using
special fortilizers, kvow full well how varied
are the results, often in a way that eannot be
understood or explained. This fact only goes
to show the necessity of careful experiments
conduneted under different conditions in order
that some gencral. conclusion may be arrived
at. 'T'bis can be done upon a small scale ina
comparstively inexpepsive way, and would
show whether the use of the muterial employed,
under average circumstances snd conditions,
would be likely to prove prolitable in the
growth of various crops.

THE CREANBERRY CROP.

According to Bradstrest's reports from the
most important eranberry raising distriets in-
dicate a short crop, and as & consequence prices
are high, Many of these berries are raised in
Massachiusetis, especinily on Cape Cod and the
glhiores of Buzzard's Bay. Last year the Cape
Cod crop amounted to 53,500 barrels; this year
it will fall some 10,000 or 15,000 barrels short.
Some of the best berries we have seen this
season were from Cape Cod; they were of good
size, and, what was more, wers very highly
colored, which is an impertant featare.

NOTES,

— A calf born in Fall or Winter is worth
two boro in the Spring for profit.

— It is said that by foreing salt into the holes
made by borers in the Lrees, the borers will be
destroyed.

— Cut-wormas do not like buckwheat, and
way be driven off’ the field, or starved out, by
plauting it with that crop.

— The water-trough needs a thorough scrub-
bing aud scalding cccasionally, or it will soon
be coated with siinie,

— The warmer aud more comnfortable the bed
of pigs the more rapidly will they grow and
fatten, while less food will be consnmed.

— Too much grain is more detrimental to
breeding stock than uot enough, The food
ghould be bulky, with a swall allowance of
Erain.

— Mushrooms are slways salable, and can
be grown in any dark reom or cellar that is
kept at & temperature from 50 to 60 degrees.

— Maj. Alvord eofdemns debioraning in toto,
He says, in the Boston Cullivater, that it iscruel,
and argues that it docs not render catile Jess
pugiscious.

— A heavy application of poullry manure on
places infested with Canada thistles is said to
be effective, as the wanure is too siroug for the
youpg plants.

— Nouuimal is 50 hardy as to require no at-
teution. The more an animal is cxposed the
less it will producg either of pork, wool, mut-
tou, beel or milk. ;

— The Pekin duck can be kept in yards
withiout pouds of water, but it should have a
trough to bathe in, while the food should con-
sist mostiy of grass or covked roots,

— Tuarred paper makes an excellent covering
and protection for cold-frumes at night, Old
baggiog serves well, bat the paper i8 a botter
nou-conducior of heat.

— Dou’t be afraid of the onions being injured
by cold. The point to observg is not to allow
them to becomo too warm. Keep both onions
and sets in o dry plaes in thin layers,

— Do net sot apart a special time to elean
sour house cellar., When you spill auything
cleanit up. Leave nothing there that does not
belong there just because it is ont of sight.

— Pour brive down the sink-holes and there
will be less liability of pipes breaking from
frost, Bait and lime should also be used freely
where the outhouses are ckoked np with ma-
nure and ice,

— Clean out the seeds of beauns, beets and
peas and put thew.in woeelen bags, with « smnll
piece of gum camphor iy each bag. Hung the
bags in & dry pliice, and occasionally shake
thew up during the Wikter,

— There is no way in which pork can be so
quickly and so cheaply produced as upon a
partially-green diet, which the animnals gain
through the wholesome gxercise of picking from
tho pastares themselves.

— Evergreen boughs mmnke an excellant cov-
ering for young roge bughes. Cornstalks can
be utilized in no granner us well as for cover-
ing plauts that are o be exposed to the weather
during the Winter, |

— The developing of the useless part of a
plant is 4t the expensé of the useful portion,
and a writer thercfure cladws that if potato
blossoms are cut off. when they appear the tu-
bers will be larger aud better.

SusJecT: THE PREACHING AND THE Bap-

TIZING OF St, JouHN THE BAPTIST.
1. Time,

When St John Baptist became 30 years of
age he sef out as the forerunner of our Savior.
That was A, D, 25. He continued to herald
Christ for about one and one-half years, or
until he was imprisoned. After about six
months from the time he began his ministry
he baptized Jesus, Then for 12 months he
kept pointing persons toward Christ, preparing
them to become followers of the Messiah, His
voige was hushed only by the arrest and in-
carceration of his person.

2. Place,

The location of the ministry of St. John
Baptist was the wilderness of Judea, reaching
from the south quite down to Juttah and to
the north up to the region about Bathabara.
Dy “ wilderness,” verses 3 and 4, we are not to
understand @ sterile, uninhsbited locality.
Sections of that region are indeed very wild,
rough in rocks, terrible in gorges and rifts,
waste a8 to vegetation. And yet there were
parts quite cultivated and much inhabited. In
the time of Joshua we find a wilderness in
which there were six cities. (Jos, 15: 61, 62.)
Carmel was in the wilderness of Paran, and yob
the thrifty shephberd Nabal lived in that section
of country. (1 Sam, 25:1,4.) We must not
then attach to the word wilderness the idea of
a desert, barren and wild. It is piain many
people lived in the region through which St.
John went declaring the coming of the Messiah,

3. Subject.

We nre tostudy in this paragraph the account
of the ministry of 8t John Baptist. His special
work was to prépare the way for Christ; to tell
the people that Christ was coming; to get them
intoa fit frame of mind to receive him; to lead
them to a conscionsness of their sins, and thus
to a réalization of theirneed of the Savior. He
wonld not tolerate oven a suspicion that he
was himself the Messiah. Hc was loyal to his
Principal—ready to sink out of recognition
rather than that any should lose gight of Christ,

5. The Discussion.

1. The personality of St. John Baptist. He
was the son of Zacharias and Elizabeth. He
belonged to the priestly family., His birth
was miraculous. He had neither brother nor
sister, His mission, foretold, it was bis gim to
study and meditate and otherwise qualify
himself for the work. He became ascetic.
He began the special mission of heralding
Christ when be became 30 years of age, six
months the senior of Jesns. Weo have notices
as to his food and clothing. He ate locusts and
wild honey, The Jewish laws related even fo
diet, and Jews are very particular to observe
them, Duatsaid laws allowad the sating of lo-
custs. (Lev, 11:21, 22, The supposition we
are to understand by locusts the pods ol locust
trees 15 not entertained by many writers., In-
sects of the locust order are still much eaten in
Eastern lands, The legsand wings torn off and
the entrails removed, the body is placed on a
spit and roasted. Often the locusts are dried
and pulverized, making a sort of flour. Some-
times, like sardines, they are dressed in oil.
Bedouins salt themn and ecarry them io sacks,
eating the food on their jonrney with much
satisfaction. Dr, Kitto says of locusts: “In
taste ithey much resemble shrimps, and whole
armies have been relieved by them when in
danger of starvation,” The force of the state-
meunt that St. John ate loensts is in the fact
thoy were the food of the poorer classes, and
wonld naturally be chesen in the East by one
who had given himself op to a hnmble, self-
denying life. He alsoate wild honey. We do
not pnderstand this to be what 1s known as a
vegetabls sort of honey., Hs may, however,
have eaien both kinds. Palestine wasa laud
flowing in milk and honey. (Ex, 3:17))
Houney was deposited in hollow trees and in
fissured rocks, and that even in wilderness
places, free to the passer-by.

We find the clothing of the forerunner of
Christ specified. He “ was clothed with eam-
¢l's-hair, and with a girdle of & «kin about the
loing.” (V.6.) Im St Matt, 3:4, a leathern
girdle is mentioned. The material was proba-
bly rndely prepared—tanned imperfectly. Gir-
dles were often made of linen, silk, silver, gold.
The aucient style of attire for men as well as
women—the garments being long and flowing
—ealled for girdles. But the oue of St. Joln
Baptist was vot soft. (St. Matt, 11:8.) Some
believe he simply cast about his person a cam-
el's pelt or rawhide. Buf most think the rai-
ment was made from cloth spun from the
shaggier hair, druogget or carpet-iike in appear-
ance. Certainly it was not the expensive, ele-
gant camlot stuff. The poor of the East now
and monks at some points still wear garmeunts
made from Camel's coarse bair mixed with
wool, 8t. John's apparel was common to proph-
ets. (2 Ki,, 1:8) False prophets imitatea
such dress. (Zee,, 13:4.) On his feet St. John
Baptist wore sandais, The sandal was simply
a sole fastencd about the foot and ankle by
means of strings or straps with buckles, The
sole was made of leather or wood.

2, The preaching of St. John Baptist, He
was the forernnuver, pioneer, herbinger, mes-
senger, envoy, svant-courier of Christ. His
coming to prepare the way for the Mes-
siah was the snbject of many prophetic utter-
aunces in the Old Testament. We bave two
special allusions to eertain prophets, together
with quotations. Malichi (3:1) is guoted in
verse 2, sud Isaigh (40:30) in verse 3. The figst
wrote about 400 years before Christ, and the
last & little over 700 years before Christ. Ina
cortain sense the beginning of the Gospel was
in the eternal foreknowledze of God. It was
further begun in the prowise in Eden of the
Savior to come. (Gen,, 3:15.) The beralding
of St. John Baptist was in 8 more couspicuous
way the beginning of the Gespel

The nature of the preaching isscen in yerses
3,7,8. He was a voice firm, vigorous, bold,
erying out in the wilderness that Christ was
on way to the ministry and would scon
appear in person. He carefully maguified his
Principal and sought to hide himself.

3. The baplizing of St. Johin Baptist, He
baptized with water, and probably mainly in
the river Jordan, Wheuover a Gentile was
veceived into the Jewish Church he was bap-
tized. In the time of St. John Baptist the
Jews in mass had become wicked as Gentiles,
and he practically, so far a8 cleanuness was
coucerned, demanded that the repeutant Jews
should give evidence of reformation by re-
ceiving baptism. It scems from Aets, 19:1-5,
that the baptism of St. Juhn Baptist was not
regarded as sufficient. The condition for bap-
tism by Christ's heralder was confession, and
of course by implication sbandonment, of
sin. It was not with the Holy Ghoest. (V. 8.)
If candidates truly repsnted they were assared
that God would remit, forgive their sins.

4. The baptism of Christ by St. John Bap-
tist. It was in the river Jordan at Bethsbara,
on the east side, to wit, ia Perea, 1t was dupo
when 8¢, John Baptist had been heralding him
for six months. Christ was 30 years old, six
months younger than his heralder. He was
baptized to fulfill all righteousuess; baptized
just as he was born; as he was eircumcised;
as he ate and drank ; because he was human as
well as divine, Heo stood for us, ropresented
us, acted as we onght to act. Ile thus, too, in-
dorsed the ministry of St. John Baptuist. His
baptism was attended by cerfsin phenowmeua.
\When his baptisma was completod the heaveuns
opened, as it were parted, leaving an avenue
through which access could be given between
Heaven and Christ, Down the Heavenly way
descended the Holy Spirit, having wings like
those of a dove. Then a miraculous voice was
Lheurd: *Thou art my Belaved Sou, in whom I
am well pleased.”
