Department Commander Stewart has already
buckled on the armor of his new office, and is
making arrangements for a series of visits to tho
Posts. His first official visit was made on Thursday-e-

vening, Feb. 21, and the recipient was Post
No. 51, of Philadelphia. He was accompanied by
Past Department Commander Gen. J. P, S. Gobin,
Assistant Adjutant-Genera- l James McCormick nnd
Department Chaplain Rev. John W. Sayers.

There were 645 soldiers, sailors or marines buried
under tho indigent burial act during the year 1888,
at a cost of S50 eaeh, or a total of 832,250 to tho Stale.
For S50 the friendless soldier is buried neatly, and
his grave is marked by a neat headstone. Tho
largest number of deaths of this class were in Phila-
delphia, 117 being buried: the nest larercst. C9. was
in Allegheny County, nnd in Lancaster County 33
were buried. In the County almshouses of this
State there arc at present 377 of course
"soldier" alsoincludessailorsand marines. Itmnv
be of interest to many comrades to know that it is
almost impossible to get these former comrades into
tho Soldiers' Homes, partly owing to tho crowded
condition of the National Homes, but principally
becauso thoy refuse to leave the institutions where
they are paupers pure and simply. To my own
knowledge in the Philadelphia almshouse there
are soldiers who cannot be induced to leave on any
account. Some few are eligible to the State Homo,
where there is room at present for at least 100 moro
inmates, but when urged to go there they peremp-
torily refuse. They become accustomed to theirpauper surroundings, and form an attachment
for their abode, and nothing can get them to leave.
"They get there and stick," if you will pardon tho
phrase.

rious consideration. Almost daily you will hear

Aside from this the Department of
Pennsylvania needs all the recruits it can get, to
remain for another year tho "Banner Depar-
tment" of tho G.A.R. Ohio and Kmisas want that
honor, want" it badly, and unless the comrades of
this State realize the fact, and "turn in" and se-
cure these 20,000 recruits that are floating around,
tney will get it. Tho plan suggested by the now
Department Commander Stewart is given in his
own language:

"This is a subject of deep concern to tho Grand
Army of tho Republic. Wo cannot hope to have
every soldier in our ranks, yet no good reason can
be given by them for not enjoying membership.
3Iany who are eligible to membership aro so en-
grossed in business or in the cvery-da- y affairs of
life that they seldom think of tho Grand Army;
yet. if some comrade would call upon them and
their attention bo called to it, their membership
could be secured.

Gleanings, from Rational Headquar-

ters Notes from tlie Departments.

OUE AUMY NTJESES.

As noted on tho editorial page of The National
Tribune of Jan. 31, tho U. S. Senate passed tho
Army Nurso bill, after some amendments by Sen-

ator Cockrell, of Missouri, who withdrew his ob-

jections to the bill upon considering the proofs
presented by the Pension and Relief Committee,
W.R.C. Tho bill now goes to tho House, whore, it
is hoped, the claims of this meritorious class will
bo met with equal generosity. This bill gives
every regularly-commissione- d nurso a pension of
S25 a month if she served six months, or was dis-

charged for disability, before tho expiration of that
time. Every consideration of humanity and jus-
tice demands its passage, and it should be passed
without debate. Thus far only thoso who could
command friends and influence have, through
special acts, secured pensions. This bill contem-
plates the relief of the uncomplaining and tho neg-
lected ones, no lcs3 worthy but helpless in their
poverty nnd obscurity.

ANOTHER ABMY NUP.SE GONE.
Mrs. Cecilia O. 31clvenna, Washington, D. C,

received her Christmas check from the W.R.C.,
through Joanna W. Turner, President Potomac
Corps. She was most grateful and gladly surprised,
and, as her foot was troubling her, went to the
bank nnd drew her money, intending to spend it
in securing medical treatment. Upon returning
she was stricken with paralysis near her own
door, nnd so the U. S. Government is relieved of
the responsibility of remembering another of
earth's noble ones, who nursed its stricken sons on
tho battlefields and in the fever hospitals. 3Irs.
3fcKcnna was a pronounced Union woman, of
Baltimore, 3Id., at the very beginning of tho war,
when husband, three sons and three brothers en-

tered the Union army to uphold the principles of
free Government. Situated where she fully real-
ized the need of woman's loyal services her en-

tire family gone forth to duty she volunteered
her services early in 1861 as a hospital nurse, enter-
ing tho National Hospital at Baltimore. After
serving several months there sho was transferred
to Hygeia Hospital, Fortress Monroe, Va., cover-
ing in all an army service from 1861 to 1S63. Fi-

nally, in broken health, she returned to her native
city and never fully recovered. Tho cost of the
war to her was husband, one son (who died a pris-
oner at Andersonville in 1854) nnd one brother,
who died soon after the war from wounds and dis-

ease, tho result of his service. In all relations of
life as wife, mother, sister or friend sho proved
herself a woman of noblo character and zeal, who
will bo ever tenderly remembered for all tho30
sterling qualities which could class her among tho
genuine women of the war.

ORGANIZATION IN EXPOSING FKATJD.

The advantages of thorough investigation before
distributing relief was never better illustrated than
in a recent case reported by Mrs. Gertie M. Rogers,
Secretary Pension and Relief Committee.

A woman in Dakota, who has been working sev-

eral Departments by representing herself and fam-

ily in needy circumstances, is thus reported by a
Post Commander:

"Mr. pow receives an aggregate of $112 a
month, and if they are cold and hungry with this
amount, the quicker they freeze and starve the
better. 3Iotto: Do not give indiscriminately, but
help the needy and tho uncomplainingones through
the systematic medium of tho Woman's Relief

THE ARMY NURSE BILL.
Dear Tribuse: May I offer a suggestion to De-

partment Conventions? The Army Nurso bill as
amended reads, "That nil women nurses during
the lato war, prior to Aug. 4, 1S65, who were ap-
proved by Miss D.L.Dlx, Superintendent of Wom-
en Nurses, or her authorized agents, or specially
appointed by tho Surgeon-Gener- al or other proper
United States authority, and who rendered six
months' service as such, or who, prior to the com-
pletion of such time of service, were disabled in such
service and honorably discharged by reasou of such
disability." etc. Do you know, dear friends, that
even if we succeed in securing this pension, there aro
still many noble women who served their country
well as nurses and in charge of the diet kitchens,
who do not come under this head. What Is going
to become ofthem ? They are in almost every in-
stance well along in years and in need of help;
they aro our sisters whether they belong to our
Order or not; thoy did all in their power for our
boys in blue, at a time when it took courage and
sustaining grace to accomplish what we aro trying
to do in times of peace and quiet. Are they not
doubly our sisters ? Now that we have found these
women, after usingevery means in our power to
reach them, shall we let them go without making
them comfortable and happy? It has warmed
their hearts to know that some one was interested
in them. I value above gold or precious stones
the words that have been written to me In response
to the small Christmas gifts tho Woman's Relief
Corps through their committee were able togivo
to n few of them. In every instance they said, " It
Is not the money we value so highly, although we
are in need; but it is the fact that after all theso
years we are assured that we aro not forgotten.

Now what I want to suggest is that each Depart-
ment takesomo action in regard to the Army
Nurses within their own borders. Give them an
allowance, so much a month, or every three
months. It cannot be a heavy burden, remember
that. Even those who receive pensions will need
your loving care,, and that while we aro waiting
for the Government to do its duty or to build our
Home, many will have passed away. Therefore,
let us do what we have to do quickly. We cannot
take them Into our own homee, but wo can make
their homes pleaeanter, their last days their happi-
est ones. God grant that your hearts may be
warmed to this work, and that the strong arm of
sensitive, loving charity may encircle each dear
form whoso name is borne upon our records.

RELIEF FUND "W.R.O.

A letter written by 3Irs. A. 31. Sawyer, Past Presi-
dent of the Woman's State Relief Corps of Maine
is before us giving some points of resomblance and
difference between the State Corps and theNational
W.R.C. In closing tho writer has made an error,
which it seems proper to correct, as follows:

"It isagrand and glorious privilege tosay within
our sisterhood only those can enter who were rep-
resented by some kin In the army or navy, while
in the National your doors are thrown open to all
ladies. When wo help a member of our association
wo help a ward of tho G.A.R. When you help n
member it is a question whether you help a ward
of the G.A.R. or ft loyal woman. In tho National
Corps in your work of charity, you do not sopnrate
your relief and say how much was expended for
tho soldier or sailor or his family, and how much
was expended to help the loyal women."

In roply to tho abovo wc quote from Art. 9, Chap.
5, Ruleaand Regulations, W.R.O., Auxiliary to the
Grand Army of tho Republic:

"A relief fund for the assistance of needy Soldiers,
sailors and marines and their families, and wid-
ows and orphans of deceased soldiers, sailors and
marines shall bo established by tho several Corps,
and any donations to this fuud shall be held sacred
for such purpose."

This is the law as laid down by National Conven
tion, which has never receded from its position ; a
law in operation in the 27 Stntes nnd seven Terri-
tories owning tho jurisdiction of the G.A.R. nnd
W.R.O. The "loyal women " of tho Relief Corps
do not enter tho Order to help themselves, but to
work for the soldier aud his dear ones, as thoy did
in 1801-'6-5.
