A GREAT BOOK.
Gen. Robert B. Beath's "History of the

Grand Army of the Republic" is one of

those rare products of enthusiastic love for

the theme, joined with unwearied, industry
and abilitj--. Gen. Beath has all of these.

He is devoted, heart and soul, to the Grand

Army of the Republic, and no work con-

nected with it ever wearies or discourages

him. He writes clear, forcible, correct Eng-

lish, and has the art of telling a fact in the
fewest possible words.

He threw himself into the work of writing
a liistory of the Grand Army of the Republic

with all the earnestness of his nature, and

devoted years of painstaking research to the
collection of the materials. This abounded
in difficulties. The earlier workers in the

upbuilding of the Order were very careless

about the records of their proceedings. They

did not realize the importance of the work
they were engaged in, nor that they were

making history. Then a fearful number of

them have died in the 22 years which have
elapsed since the Order --was founded, and
more have removed from the scenes of their
earlier labors, and so lost connection Tvith

their associates. In the evil days which
came upon the Order a few years after its
formation eight Departments died, and hun-

dreds of Posts surrendered their charters. In
many instances their Tecords were lost en-

tirely; in others only found after long and

patient search.
Gen. Beath was probably the best man in

the Grand Army to undertake the w;ork of

surmounting all the difficulties that en-

countered the historian of the Order. A
pioneer in the great work,he stood fast when

the evildays came, always maintained an xm-llaggi- ng

interest in the organization, and rose

thronghall the grades to the highest position

in it. He cameliome after four years and five

mouths of as gallant service as any man ever

performed, and within a few months after his
muster-ou-t entered the G.A.R. as a charter
member of Post ISb. 2, Philadelphia, Pa. He

was a charter member and first Commander
of PostiNo. 5, of the same city, and the first

Junior Vice Commander of Pennsylvania.
Hewas Assistant Adjutant-Gener-al of Penn-

sylvania four yearSjDepartment Commander
inlS73,Inspector-Genera- l of the G.A.R. under
Commander-in-Chi- ef Burnside, and three
years Adjutant-Gener-al under Commanders-in--

Chief Harlranft and Wagner. He
was elected Commander-in-Chie- f at the
ISih annual Encampment held at Minneapo- -

lis in 1S34, and signally successful ad--

for the use of the Order, and is the author of
the " Grand Army Blue Book," the accepted

Manual of the Order. This sketch is given
to show his special qualifications for the
work of historian.

The " History of theGraud Army of the
Republic" is all that could be expected from
such a man. It is a carefully-elaborate- d and
trustworthy narrative of the history of the
Order from its very formation, with every
matter of importance connected with it given
its true value. The military and civil rec-

ords of all the men who were and have been
prominent in the Order has been carefully
ascertained and set forth. Where possible
these have been accompanied by excellent
portraits. The proceedings of all the Na-

tional Encampments are given in brief, with
full details of the more important acts.

Our remarks about sections 1753-- 4, Re-

vised Statutes, have aroused general atten-lio- n

among the comrades, and we arc in daily
receipt of letters commending our position.

EDiTonNATiONAX. TmBTOn: Your cbuimcnts in
last week's paper upon the defects and failures of
tections 1753-- 1, Revised Statutes, intended to bene-
fit rs and sailors, wcie timely, and entitle
you to the thanks of all comrades. Could not tho
attention of Congress be called to the great need of
n change in those sections so as to include all honorab-

ly-discharged and sailors in its
operations; best, by the different Departments of
the G.A.R. at their next meetings passing resolu-
tions asking Congress to make such changes?

I know of no better way of placing this matter
Tieforo the different G.A.R. Fncampments than
through The National Tkibukk in its editorial
columns.

The comrade's suggestions are practical
and to the point. The difficulty that lies in
the way is that most of the Departments
have held their Encampments, and conse-

quently cannot take the action suggested.
What ought to be done is to have the matter
agitated in Post meetings, and the wishes of
the comrades made known to their Repre-

sentatives in Congress. It ought also to be
brought before the National Eucampment,
and steps taken to have a decided expression
in favor of it

Comrade R. W. Medkirk, 72d Ohio, Indian-
apolis, Ind., makes a very pertinent sugges-

tion in the following communication :

The reason that section 1751 of tho Revised
Statutes has proven to bo of no benefit to the vet-'cra-us

in securing them places under tho Govern- -

nicntis because there-i?n- jienal clause to it. Make
a penal clause to it ahfl we will have no Iroublo.

The comrade is .entirely right. In ad-

dition to such admendment as we liave ad-

vocated, there should be an ironclad penal

clause which will compel officials who arc
not so disposed to do their duty.

A comrade in Yqnkers, isf. Y., thinks that
the word "department "in the present law
gives a loophole for evjision in most cases

where it was intended to apply. He writes :

It now appears to boa tim'e wben the veterans of
the war of the rebellion can obtain tbeir rights.
The time is rapidly approaching wben we shall all
be unable to earn our daily bread. Our Nation, that
owes its very existence to us, should bo willing,
aye anxious, to give to us those ofllces for which
we arc qualified and able to fill. Many of us, by
reason of our war service, have beenso impaired in
health and strength that it has been a constant
struggle for our very existence. Many of us who
a quarter of n century ago thought ourselves
strong and nble to cope with the world, find our-

selves prematurely aging. Privations, hardships
and malarial poisons sapped our energies and has
made of uh premature old men, unable to contend
with the young of to-dn-

" "We were tried in the Arc of battle, and into that
fire the spirit that led us nil was the spirit of loy-
alty." "We know and appreciate the cost of our
Nation, nnd into whose hands can the oflices of
our land bo moro safely Intrusted than into the
hands of those who with their bodies made a breast-
work of defense against the storm of lead and iron
hurled by traitors against the very life of our Re-
public.

I submit the following n3 my idea of a just act
Hint should be passed as soon ns possible by Con-
gress, as a tribute to the veterans of the wnr:

In grateful recognition of the services, sacrifices
and sufferings of those persons who served in the
UuiouArmy,Navy,orMfirineCorps.duringthcwnr
of the lebellion, and were honorably discharged
inereirom. tliey sunll be preferred in all ctvn ap-
pointments to office, provided they are capable and
able to perform the duties of the office. Heads of De-
partments nnd appointees whose relations to their
superiors aro strictly confidential are exempt from
the provisions of this act. Upon nil public works
of the United Stales honorably-discharge- d Union
soldiers, sailors nnd marines who served during
the war of the rebellion shall be employed, pro-
vided Uiey arc able and competent to perform tho
work. This law shall not apply to men of immoral
or dissolute habits. In deciding between appoint-
ees nnd employes who served us above provided,
length of service and need shall be considered in
giving preference.

All officers of the United States who have tho
appointing of civil officers, or the employing of
civilians, who shall willfully violate this law shall,
on conviction, forfeit their offices and be dismissed
from the United States service.

THE NATIONAL ENCAMPMENT.
There was a slight flurry last week over

the railroad rates to Milwaukee during the
National Eucampment, and some talk was
indulged in with reference to the removal of
tho Encampment to Chicago or elsewhere.
This has now apparently passed over, and
everything promises to go on smoothly
henceforth. The rates have not been abso-

lutely fixed, but we are promised that they
shall be made what they should. The trouble
was, that one or more of the lines entering
Milwaukee are short, and so, when it comes
to pro-rati- ng on reduced rates, they get but
a small sum on each passenger.

We have every jeason( to believe that the
matter will be adjusted satisfactorily. The
men in charge of t.he preparations for the
Encampment are. as earnest, capable com-

rades as there are in theiOrder, and they are
going to see that everything is made right
There is no reason whj' Milwaukee and her
railroads shall not do as well by the com-

rades as Columbus and other cities have
done, and the probability is that they will
do better, for they have the experience of
the past to guide and stimulate them.

There is no reason ivhy the 23d National
Eucampment shall not be by far tho most
successful and enjoyable ever held. The
membership of the Order is much larger
than ever before, and the interest of all
soldiers in it greater. The past Encamp-

ments have been so satisfactory as to give
the comrades a greater appetite for them.
Wisconsin is a great soldier State, and none
sent better troop3 to the field. Milwaukee
is a beautiful city, full of interesting fea-

tures, and if she wakes up to the importance
of the occasion, as she undoubtely will,
will make it very pleasant for the comrades
their wives- - and children. There are a
quarter of a million veterans within easy

reach of the city, and they will all want to
attend, with their families. Wo hope and
expect that the greater part of them will.

THE NEW COMMISSIONER.
Commissioner Tanner is hard at work ac-

quainting himself with the details of his Bu-

reau, familiarizing himself with the men iu
it, and making such changes as already sug
gest themselves to him as advisable to im-

prove its efficiency and facilitate tho prompt
and equitable adjustment of claims. The
way he is taking hold gives fine promise of
thesnecess of hisadministrati n. He shows
a wonderful comprehension of the workiugs
of the Bureau, and of the principles
of pension law. This was to be expected of
him, for there are few men in the country
who have given so much attention to the
pension system as he has. In this respect
he has an immense advantage over any of
his predecessors. While two at least of them
were excellent soldiers, and in sympathy
with their comrades, they had not had their
attention strongly directed to .pension mat-

ters before their entrance into office, nor
had pension matters assumed the widespread
importance they now possess. On tho other
hand, Corp'l Taunfer has. been more or less
directly connectediwith ;the pension discus-

sion ever since the close of the war; he has
been for several 'years a member of the
G.A.R. National Pension Committee, and as
such has made a dose study of the pension
system, and the irorkings of the Pension
Bureau. He hasj therefore, entered upon
hi3 work with an unuaual amount of knowl-
edge, and this is already bearing good fruit.

President Cleveland deliberately load-

ed down the civil service with thousands of
appointments iu the last months of his term
for no other reason than to embarrass his
successor in the matter of carrying out civil
service reform. We trust that President
IEarrison will not feel tho slightest reluc-

tance to meet this act of his predecessor in
the proper way by the summary removal of
all those who were thus fostered upon him
and filling their places with veterans. The
entire country will approve of this.

During the week ending March 30, 1889,

7,249 claims were received, of which. 1,132

were original invalid; 557 widows; 4 war

of 1812; 11 bounty land; 31 navy; 4. old

war; 76 on account of 3Iexican service, and
5,330 applications for increase. There aro
334,314 claims still pending in the office.
