an i licit oa the subject from one who was
there milit possibly be interesting to the read-
ers of Thk Natioxai, Tribune, and especially
to Comrade Marind ar, who seems to " thirst
after knowledge.

I first quote from history, as follows: "Early
m an expedition was fitted out un-

der Gen. Fraiekiin to occupy this pass, which
was then in possession of the rebels. It was

force consisted of 4,000 men, under
Sen. Franklin, with Gen. Godfrey WciUei as
division commander." So much for history.
Kow lor my ietonal recollections. But first
let m; say, that Gens. Franklin and Weitzel
were of the Regular Army, both tried ami true,
snd had already won national reputation and
renown.

In looking over my diary and old papers per-t- ai

iii n r to those stirring times, I find the fol-owi- ug

regarding the movements of my regi-
ment: "Sept. 2 the regiment embarked for
New Orleans, and became a part of Banks's
expedition to Sabine Pass, Tex. Oor rendez-
vous was Berwick Bay, from which place we
embarked on transports. We were convoyed
by tne Ciuuboat Arizona." In additiou to the
tratK-por-ts carrying the land forces there was a
leet of yu aboats, besides one of the blockading
Aeet was slat lotted off the pass. (My regiment
was the Itilst N. Y.) Foar companies were de-

tailed as sharpshooters on the gunboats, Cos.
A and B on the Arizona, E on the Granite
City, and D on tie Sachem. Cos. C, F. Gand
I, under command of CapL W. E. Craig, with a
like number from other regiments, all under
command of one Capt. Fitch, of the 75th N.Y.,
comprised the storming party, and were on the
transport Gen. Banks. Cos. II and K, under
command of Lieut.-Co- i. Kiiisoy, were in re-
serve on the transport K. H. Thomas.

We expected to locate the pass by the gun-lo- at

on duty there, but unfortunately for
us it was off on a short cruise, and we found
oarly in the morning that we had run by
fuite s distance, and were obliged to turn
back. The coast was low and marshy, aud the
Mack smoke from the iloet must have been
visible for a great distance inland. This, to-

gether with delay in finding the pass, gave
Dowliug ample time to concentrate his magnifi-
cent army of 42 men and pat them where they
oouid do the most good, as the sequel shows
he did. The leet lay outside the bar till late
in the afternoon, but during the morning the
Clifton pasted inside Rnd gave them a few
shots, which were not responded to, and led
many of the boys to think there was nothing
there. The Clifton was formerly a double-end- er

ferryboat, and most of the fleet were fiat-botto- ms

and coasting steamers, and drew light,
bat the Clifton had a magnificent armament,
and carriod a rifled pivot gun fore and
aft.

Finally, between 3 and 4 o'clock everything
eeecicd to be inwder; the Clifton passed in-
side, closely followed by the Granite City and
the Gen. Banks carrying the storming part3'.
The Clifton in a few moments opened the ball
by a shot from one of her guns, and we
could see that it fell inside the enemy's works.
The Sachem now moved rapidly to the front
and passed as, followed by the Arizona, both
steaming to oar right. The Sachem soon open-
ed with a fall broadside, the Arizona following
suit, and still there was no response no sign of
Dick Dowiing or any other man on shore. We
were still laoviMg. and the Sachem was now
opposite the works, not over 300 yards away,
when in a moment we saw the ominous white
pnff above the works, a dull boom came over
Che waves, and at the same momenta solid shot
whizzed over the Arizona and struck the water
be ond. This was quickly followed by one for
the Clifton, which went wide, passed over our
oenvoy, the Granite City, aud struck so close
to the Gen. Banks that the water splashed the
decks. The Sachem was still moving, giving
them broadside after broadside, and the Arizo-
na stili keeping ap to her work, but ntt in

ich close quarters. In a moment more the
Sachem would be beyond the works, aud we
were watching her with intense interest and
solicitude, for weall felt that her passing meant
victory; bin just at this critical moment a shot-struc-

her midship, penetrating her boilers.
Instantly she was enveloped in steam; she
ceased firing, snd whou the white mist lifted
we saw her lying npou the water a helpless
thing, --with the white flag flying from her
masthead. The Arizona and Clifton now
deubied their fire, but the Arizona drew too
much water to get to close quarters, and the
Confederates seemed to pay but little attention
to her. bat concentrated their fire on the Clif-
ton, a! the brave Crocker responded with re-
doubted energy. Crocker fought the Clifton
an the arc of a half circle, backward and for-
ward, oach movement bringing her nearer the
Confederate works. Her firing was terrific,
and she swept the enemy's works with a per-
fect hail. The Banks now passed her convoy
and steamed in behind the Clifton, every man
grafted fak musket with a firmer grip, belts
were tightened, aud each looked himself over
to fee ure be was all right, for we felt that we
weald soon be in jumping distance. All eyes
were on the Clifton, for everything now de-
pended on her, when at this moment she ran
her bow into the soft bottom with such force
that she was unable to extricate herself. She
churned the water into a white foam in her
vsuu efforts to get free. We held our breath,
ana it teemed as though our hearts ceased beat-
ing, when JBrt at this critical moment a couple
el guiM heretofore silent opened ou her, anda shot from one of them penetrated her boilers,
and she was also a helpless wreck. Stili the
brave Crocker fought on, but seeing defeat now
inevitable tailed one of bis guns along
the deck, sent a solid shot through her from
stem to stern, destroying her machinerv, spiked
Jtfc gans and ran up the white flag. The fight
was over.

Per the first and only time in our threeyoaas service we saw the white flag rnu up
and the Stars and Stripes hauled down. Ko
troops wj landed, excejt those of our unfor-
tunate comrades of Co. D, who lauded in the
prison at Tyler, the survivors being exchanged
Juiy 25, W8i. 1 never saw auv report of our
iosset, but the 16lst for the time being suffered
the low of Co. B, who had two men killed out-
right, 10 badly scalded (six fatally ), and Lieut.Liudsey with 17 men taken prisoners. The
Confederate gunboats, after the fight was over,
put m an appearance and secured the fruits of
Dowiing's victory. They came into view very
leisurely, and why they did not proceed to capt-an--

the whole force is a mystery I have never
been aUe to fathom, except on the ground thatthey were satisfied with what they had al-
ready done, and well they might he.

In tlie confusion of retreat, which, was ordered
after the Clifton ran up the white flag, theArizona, in turning, ran aground, aud with thetransport, the Banks and Thomas, were still
within easy raijge of the Confederate guns,
with only one gunboat, the Granite City, afloat.
They bad the whole expedition at their mercy
bat titey seemed to take it easy; did not seem
to care very much about us any way, for which
wt were truly thankful. As for Dowling aud
his men, they did good work; and yofc I don'tsee how they could have done otherwise. Therange was close, especially for the Sach em. Evena raw recruit could not very well miss, underall ordinary circumstances, and with veteran
artiuerymeu the Sachom would have been sent
under ; as it was, a chance shot crippled her inauch a way that her further progress was stop-
ped ; Liesame with the Clifton. It may not be outof place ti say, as regards Bowling's numericalforce, he nad all he needed to work his "uusrfecttveiy It was simply a fight between aAno of wooden gouboats fully exposed, at shortrange, to the concentrated fire of a woll-pro-tectf-

CRITICIZINOr CAPEHART.
The Troops that Captured the Stone Wall at

Kernstown.
Editor National Tribune: In your issue

of March 14 1 have read the sketch of the " Bat-
tle of Kernstown" (or more properly Win-
chester) written by Dr. Henry CapehaTt, and I
desire to make some corrections as to what I
know and saw. Eegardiug the march, up the
Valley : We left Winchester on the morning of
March 19, 1862, on the turnpike, by way of
Kernstown, as far as Strasburg, and there wo
camped for the night; (but we were not en-
gaged with the rebels that day.) The next
day March 20 wo advanced to Woodstock,
where we camped until next morning the
21st, then proceeded up to the top of the hill
and exchanged a few shots with the rebel pick-
ets, who soon withdrew from our front. We
were then ordered to retreat back to Winches-
ter. Our regiment was the rearguard, and we
all got back to our old quarters during, the
night of the 21st.

On March 22, about 3 p. m., the rebels at-

tacked our pickets aud drove them in, aud
opened with their artillery; then we had or-
ders to fall in in heavy marching order, with
40 rounds of cartridge, in 15 minutes. AVetlicu
passed through the town aud marched about
one and a half miles from Winchester to the
right of the turnpike, aud supported Damn's
battery all night in the rain and mud. Sun-
day morning March 23 at daylight we were
relieved and were marched back perhaps half
a mile, and pitched our tents on the opposito
side of the turnpike.

At about i):30 o'clock a. m. the firing com-
menced at Kernstown with musketry aud ar-
tillery, and oar regiment was ordered to fall
in in light marching order, aud we remained
there as a reserve until further orders. It
was but a short time that wo had to
wait until the order came, and very soon we
marched across tho pike to the right, and on
the hill, into a cornfield, where we could see
the mauuversof the rebel troops beyond Kerns-
town. We lay there until about 2:30 or 3 p. m.,
when we were ordered by our Colonel (Wm. G.
Murray, commanding the brigade) to again
come to the support of Damn's battery, that was
in position on tlie hill just to the right of Kerns-
town. The robels were massing their troops,
and made a charge on the battery, but were
repulsed aud fell back to the woods beyond
Kernstown; but the rebel Col. Ashby ral-
lied his troops aud came up en masse four or

i five columns deop to make the second charge on
inc uattcry, ana when tuey got lairiy uuuor
headway, Damn's men got scared and left their
guns; but Col. Daum saw the movement, aud,
drawing his sword, ordered every man back to
his place, saying he would cut every man's
head otf who deserted his piece. Ho then
ordered his men to fire two rouuds of chain-sh- ot

from each gun, and to reserve the fire
until he gave the order, which was promptly
obeyed. Col. Murray said to Col. Daum that
he should not fire the chain-sho- t, as it was
against Army regulations; but Daum (to use
his own words) said to Col. Murray, he didn't
care a tarn, as the Government didu't furnish
dem, and before his battery should be taken he
vould fire dem. Aud fire them he did, and
thoy cut a road as they went and saved tlie
battery. They were 18-inc- h chain, and the
two black balls flying through the air looked to
be about four inches in diameter. Immediately
afterward the rebels over ou the hill on our right
flank fired a shell aud it lit about 15 or 20 feet
in front of my company (D), aud all the execu-tio- u

it did was that a piece of it struck Corp'l
James Price on the ankle aud disabled him.
Soon after Col. Murray came riding up and
gave the command "Attention!" and every
man in our regiment sprang to Lis feet, aud
the Colonel said : " We have orders to charge
that battery on tho top of the hill to our
right, and, boys, I want-- every man of
you to stand firm. Eomember the ladies of
Harrisburg who presented to us our beautiful
flag, and do not disgrace it. If you die you
die in a good cause, aud on the Sabbath ; and
I am not going to say go, boys, but come, boys!
Aud, boys, I never expect to come out alive;
but here goes, for God and our country." He
then gave the command: Eight face right
shoulder shift arms file left double-quic- k

march! Aud we went down the ravine iuto
a meadow, and while passing through this
meadow the rebel battery on the hill gave us
a charge of grape and canister, which wounded
some of the regiment.

When we got to the base of the hill and
formed in line of battle wo received orders to
charge bayonet, right oblique, and hold our
fire until we got orders. Passing up the brow of
the hill through a slip of woods, we struck a
cornfield, which was about 40 or 50 yards wide,
the Johnny rebs beiug at the other side, in the
woods. When wo got from one-hal- f to two-thir- ds

of the way across the field the Colonel
gave the command "Fire!" when the rebels
called out to us not to fire, as we were firing on
our own troops. But the gray uniform told
us better, and we let them have the " lead
pills" as fast as we could work our Belgian
rifles. We had fired but three or four
rounds when I was wounded in the left
shoulder, and then I turned my head to the
flag, and at that moment I saw Col. Murray fall
from his horse. He sprang to his feet aud said,
"My regiment is all cut to pieces," and gave
the order three different times to fall back. At
the last yell he stepped behind the colors aud
a hall drove the figures "SI" right through
his head. Capt. Gallager, of Co. G, and Adj't
Craiz drew their swords, iu the absence of the
Lieutenaut-Colone- l and Major, and gave the
command for the 84th to hold their ground
until the 14th Iud. could come to our support,
as their heads could just be seen coming up.
When the 14th arrived within hearing distauce
of the rebels they shouted again, " Don't fire ;
you are firing on the 84th Pa.," aud then our
boys called for the 14th Ind. to coino on ; that
the 84th was right there, aud to let tho rebels
have it over our heads.

Tho 14th Ind. then poured in the lead at a
lively rate, and was helped by the 84th Pa., or
what was left of them. The 13th Ind. then
charged upon the battery on the hill and took
two pieces. The 110th Pa. was also engaged.

The S4th Pa. was not a city regiment. It
had no companies from a city, but was com-
posed entirely of men from the different towns
and Counties of the State. Kor did it "fall
back" at any time iu battle, as Br. Henry
Capehart states. I talk now from experience ;
our regiment was not made out of that kind of
material. With our gallant Col. Murray to lead
us to victory or death, his noble example
gave us nerve and courage to go forward in the
thickest of any engagement.

If this meets the eye of any of Co. D, let
them speak and let our dead Colouel (Murray)
have his due with all the rest of the com-
manders. Further, I want to state that our
brigade commander on that day, up to the
time of his death, was Col. William G.
Murray, an old soldier of the 4th Pa., who
had fought in Mexico. After Col. Murray fell,
Col. Kimball toqk command. Our brigade con-
sisted of the following regiments: 84th Pa
14th and 13th Iud., and 110th Pa. The place
or ridge Dr. Capehart speaks of may be a dif-
ferent place, for I know that our regiment and
the 14th Ind. were engaged ou our extreme
left, which was tho rebels' extreme right, and
the stone fence was on our right flank, the
woods and piles of cord-woo- d, with a heavy
force of rebels in our front. Our compauy lost
one man killed on the field (Wm. E. Fowler),
and John L. Prosser died the ninth day after
the battle from the effects of his wounds; the
rest of us were ready for duty agaiu. As to
our flags, the Stars and Stripes got 32 bullet-hol- es

through them, and not ouo star was
touched, while onr State bauuer had 28 bullet-hole- s

and the staff shot off. Let the 81th Pa.
boys speak up if I am not correct in my state-
ment Thomas C. Fowlek, Corporal, Co. D,
84th Pa., 2227 Cleveland avenue If.

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SHENANDOAH VALLEY.
The Experience of a 29th Ohio Soldier.

Editor National Tribune: I have been
deeply interested in Gen. Capehart's descrip-
tion of the 1SG2 campaign in tho Shenandoah
Valley, especially of tho first battle of Win-
chester, and think it a masterly piece of infor-
mation (Comrade Young's criticisms notwith-
standing). Taking it from a general view, I
think it is in tho main correct, and feci very
grateful to tho Doctor for the information aud
instruction I find in it; as I was there as a
high private in Co. I, 29th Ohio. I was under
the impression that wo were brigaded with
Tyler, but I sec Comrade Youug says nay, and
would like to know from someone officially
about it. After driving Jackson bcypud Mt.
Jackson and the Valley, I was taken with
measles and left at the'Strasburg field hospital,
our division (Gen. Shields's) leaving tho Valley
iu the meantime. From that time on I know
nothing of the movements of tlie division.

I had been at the hospital about a week, and
asked the Surgeon iu charge for permission
to go to my regiment, which was grauted. I
was told wo would have to go via Harper's
Perry; that a wagon was to leave in tho morn-
ing, and to get ready to go with it, which I did,
with six convalescents, one of which belonged to
the 7th Ind. We had gone as far as Newtown, on
the Winchester pike, when wo wero captured
by Ashby's cavalry, aud I think wo can there-
fore claim the honor of being tho first prison-
ers captured on that famous retreat of Gen.
Banks.

After unhitching and cutting tho mules
loose from the wagons, which wero loft, we wore
hustled off to the mountains. Being still weak
from tho effects of the measles, aud tho others
iu no better condition than myself for such a
raco, we were all used up. Finally, through
the guards' great kindness, we were ordered to
mount tho mules; and such a mule as fell to my
lot! Wol!, talk about the wild razor-bac- k

hogs they wero no comparison. Tho boys
wondered why I didn't sit down for two days ;

I wondered if I would ever bo able to sit down.
Our numbers increased daily. Tho 1st Md.,
after making a bitter fight, aud being sur-
rounded, wero nearly all captured.

After a four or five days' famine we wore
taken to Winchester, passing over tho ground
where the IstMd. had made their gallant stand,
the sight of which is engraven on my memory.
Those men lay as they had fallen, partly
stripped, and so swollen as to bo hardly recog-
nized. If done purposely I cauuot tell, but if
done to iuilamo those Marylanders they suc-
ceeded. A band that came out from Winches-
ter to escort us iuto the town had its music,
completely drowned by them singing " Yankee
Doodle" and tho "Star Spaugled Banner,"
which our guards tried again and again to slop,
until the band was called off.

On arriving at Winchester we were put into
the depot building, and confined there until,
the enemy fearful of being hemmed in, wo
were all ordered to fall in to inarch to Eich-mou- d.

We had some sick and wouuded who
were unable to walk. An officer rode along
the line, ordering those who were unable to
walk to step out of the line. Thinking that
if there was a chance to ride to Richmond I
would take advantage of it, Istepped out. Wo
were taken hack to the building and remained
there until Premont's cavalry (I think it was)
dashed in aud captured our guards aud several
of their wouuded and stragglers. Wo were
then sent to Washington, aud altera visit from
President Lincoln and Surg.-Ge- n. Barnes wero
discharged by orders from the War Depart-
ment.

After bracing up I enlisted again in the Fall
of the samo year in Co. M, 6th Ohio Cav., and
did no hospital duty afterward, with the ex-
ception of a few weeks from wound iu arm re-
ceived at Malvern Hill iu a cavalry skirmish,
and carriedour colors from Petersburg to Ap-
pomattox, and was again discharged by orders
from the War Department on account of closo
of war. The Gth Ohio Cav. was a gallant regi-
ment and did some fine work, of which Ishould
like to hear through the pens of Adj't A. W.
Fenton, Clevelaud, O., or Maj. M. H. Cryer,
Philadelphia, Pa. E. M. Sopm.ee, Co. I, 29th
Ohio, and Co. M, Gth Ohio Cav., Camden, N. J.

A QUEER COMPANY.
Ohio Boys who Followed Washington's Example.

Editor National Tribune : Although not
a story writer, I will endeavor to relate an in-

cident which happened in connection with my
army experience. Iu 1SG5 1 was stationed with
my compauy at Danville, Ky., and I prided.-mysel- f

on having one of the best-drill- ed andr
most moral companies in Gen. Hobson's De.
partment. The boys were always regular in"
their attendance at church aud Sabbath-schoo- l,

and I would have been willing to make aff-
idavit that not one of them would take any-
thing that did not belong to him. The citizens
of Danville all said that it was the first com-
pany of soldiers they had ever seen who would
uot steal. In fact, a brood of chickens belong-
ing to Mr. Hackney, who lived beside the
camp, were hatched aud grew to full-size- d

crowcrs, aud not one of them disappeared.
But after having been stationed thereabout

six months, the complaint reached my cars
that my boys were stealiug milk from an old
rebel lady liviug two miles from camp, known
in that neighborhood as "The Blue Goose."
She first complained to the Provost-Marsh- al of
the city. He called my atteutiou to the mat-
ter, but admitted that it was certainly a mis-
take, as he did not believe that any of tho boys
of my company would be guilty of anything of
the kind. "The Blue Goose" next called at
my quarters, and, in great wrath, demanded
that I make my boys quit milking her cows.
I told her I did not belieTe that I had a man
in the company who would be guilty of such
an act; that they had been reared by Christian
parents, and that now, while out in defense of
their country, they were regular in attendance
at church, and that a number of them had
been appointed teachers in the M. E. Sabbath-schoo- l.

Sho insisted that the boys were guilty,
and that she had seen every one of them milk-
ing her cows. Gen. Frye, whoso homo 'was in
Danville, was at that time in commaud at
Camp Nelson, and to him the old lady made
her complaint.

The General camo to my camp and informed
me that an old rebel lady had complained to
him that ray boys were milking her cows. Itold him that I was very confident there was
not a word of truth in tho coraplaiut, and to
prove it to him invited him to come to inspec-
tion at my quarters the next morning (Sab-
bath) at 10 o'clock, and that I would ask tho
boys, in his presence, whether thoy wero guilty.
I informed the bovs that Rin. TiYv n,rt.? i,
present at inspection in the morning, and that
1 would expect everything to be in the best of
order, but said nothing to them about "The
Blue Goose" matter.

Promptly at 10 o'clock the next morning tho
General was on hand. I called the company
out, feeling proud of their soldierly appearance
and still prouder that they, by their denial,
would vindicate themselves from the unjust
charge of stealing. After tho inspection tho
General, in a neat little speech, complimented
tho boys ou their fine soldierly appearance,
and said that ho was glad to hear of their reg-
ular attendance at church. It spoke volumes
for their early training and good morals. After
the General's talk, I called tho company's at-
tention to the complaint of their stealinc"The Blue Goose's" milk, aud then said-"Ever- y

man who is guilty of the charge, step
three paces to tho front ! " Every darned man
stepped out except one! Corp'l White re-
mained in his place, looking as innocent as a
babe. I looked at the General and thought Icould detect a smilo on his countenance, and
then turned to the Corporal and asked him why
he did not step forward with tho rest of tho
company. He replied that ho had not milked
any of "The Blue Goose's" cows. I asked him
how iu the world he resisted tho temptation,
when all tho others wero guilty. He replied
"Well, Captain, I had all thai I could do to
hold the cows." Still proud of my company Iturned to tho General and asked him what hethought of that compauy. Ho replied, smilhi""That is. the first compauy of George Wash-iugtou- B

I ever saw." Tho company was then
dismissed, and instructed by tho Captain tonot forget to attend church at 11 o'clock and
Sabbath-schoo- l at 3 p. m. M. D. Eodocker,

GETTYSBURG.
What Regiment SnpportedJBcrdnu's Sharpshooters?

Editor National Tribune: An article ap-
peared in the New York World July 3, 1883,
which purported to coutan interviews with
Gen. Longstreet, of the reb.el army, and Gen.
Berdan, commanding'tho TJ. S. Sharpshooters
at the battlo of Gettysburg July 1, 2, 3, 1863.
Tho accounts given are so unjust and inaccurate
that I think they wor not given by tho men
who took such a prominent part in this partic-
ular action ; therefore I wish to give another
version of tho affair, and, as, I was a participant
and 'was captured at the time, think I can rec-
tify thq mistakes which wpro made either by
tho reporter or tho two Generals.

The point of difference is.as to who supported
tho Sharpshooters. Gen. Berdan boing made to
say that it was" a Michigan regiment, whilo I
testify to the fact that'it wasitho 3d Me., which
fact I can prove by, the testimony of both Union
aud Confederates, regarding this recounoissance.
Gen. Berdan is also made to say that his
Sharpshooters wero supported by a Michigan
rogiment, wheu it is a well-know-

n fact
that wo had no such regiment in our bri-
gade. My regiment entered the woods, as
described in the article above-referre- d to,
far in advance of the lino of battle of our corps,
and acted as supports to the Sharpshooters as
long as such support was necessary. As soon
as tho skirmish-lin- e, which was composed of
the Sharpshooters, became engaged, our rogi-
ment advanced to their support, and from this
time on until wo wero compelled to retire, be-
cause of tho fearful odds against us (but not
until we had accomplished tho work for which
we had been sent, which was tlio location of
the euemy's position and strength), wo wero
one compact line, neither regiment being in
advance of the other, aud all aro entitled to
equal credit for what was accomplished.

I think lam correct in stating that the en-tir- o

force was tinder commaud of Col. M. B.
Lakeman, 3d Me., but cannot assert this posi-
tively. Yet Col. L. seemed to bo the master
spirit, and on account of his reputation as a
fighting Colonel ho should havo had commaud
if he did not, which I do not admit. For years
it has been a part of the written history of tho
battlo of Gettysburg that tho 3d Me. was the
supports of the Sharpshooters, no one over hav-iu- g

before questioned or disputed their claim
to having assisted for a timo in holding in
check a portion of Hill's (not Longstrcet's)
Corps.

I take up the cudgels for my regiment and
its Colonel, as he was absent from the Eeunion
last year at Gettysburg, and because it is a
matter which concerns every member of our

,commaud who wero present on the battlefield
in July, 1863. I claim, therefore, and can provo
byQen. J. II. Hobcrt Ward, our brigade, Gen.
DavidB. Biruey, our division, aud Gen. Daniel
E. Sickies, our corps commanders, that tho 3d
Me., withj.97 rifles present for duty on July 2,
and tho 100 Sharpshootors wore the only sol-
diers who mot this Confederate force in the
woods that morn ins; and that the work done
by our unmentionc& regiment canbest be told
by comparing the lossesof our command with
that of the Sbarpshooterssand see which num-
bers the most. Ibis cau'easily be done, as the
official records are availablo and anyone can
examine them as to losses on this aud the other
days of tho battle.

If Geu. Berdan places a monument on this
advauced line to get the credit for his command
of beiug the farthest advanced and mostk ex-
posed body of troop3 at Gettysburg Jnly2,
then the 3d Me., with equal right, should place
its monument there; for the Sharpshooters
cannot claim precedence by a single foot of
God's green earth that wo soaked with our
blood that day. t

All we waut is justice, and as a command do
not claim that we wore all heroes, but that wo
simply did our duty, as did all on those three
days of battle ; aud we aro not more deserving
of special recognition ihnu thousands of sol-
diers who gave up their lives for the cause on
this bloody battlefield.

The following letters from
who took part in tho engagement alluded to
explain themselves-saud- , bear me out in my

It was.qtiite a spirited little fight of 20 or more
minutes, and brought to the front several stall' oili-cer- s.

who inquired if we needed reinforcements.
Although a small affair it may bo not without in-
terest to know how it was brought about, at least
on the side of the Confederates.

Mnj.-Ge- n. 11. II. Anderson, my immediate com-
mander, and myself, rode to tho front towards the
then right of the Confederate line, to determine
where the right of his command should rest, and
which I was to hold. From the crest of the ridgo
we looked to the front nnd beyond the Confeder-
ate right across a field, and it wns decided that his
right should rest against a woods to the right, or
in lookout of the field.

Upon the arrival of my command it wns marched
toward the point indicated, and the 10th Ala. was
thrown forward to explore the woods ns nn net of
precaution, nnd the 11th Ala. (Col. Saunders) was
ordered to ndvnnce in the open field on the loft audslightly in tlie rear or the 10th. Tho latter regi-
ment had moved into the woods but a short dis-
tance when a few shots wore heard, followed
quickly by a brisk fire. While the fight on the
Confederate side was made by the 10th, n few men
of the 11th Ala. were wounded, including Maj.
Fletcher, who lost a leg.

In the same woods from which this small Union
force wns driven about 9 o'clock a. m. tlie division
of Gen. McLaws, of Longstrcet's Corps, formed
about 10 p. in.

regiment (lOtli Ala., Wilcox's Brigade, Anderson's
Division, A. P. Hill's Corps) was ordered to makea rcconnoiasance of the woods on tho Confederate
righ and rear, what is known as tho Peach Or-
chard. We had an engagement in the woods, and
we took some prisoners. Tho prisoners taken
s,aid they belonged to the 3d Me. nnd to two com-
panies of Berdan's U. S. Sharpshooters. About tho
same time we were engaged tho lltli Ala., of our
brigade, was also engaged on my left with some
troons Who Wero hnhlnd n. rnnlr fon T lr ..
know with what troops the 11th Ala. were en-
gaged.

1 take this occasion to bear testimony to thebravery and gallantry of the 3d Me. and the two
companies of Berdan's Sharpshooters. The affair
lasted about 20 minutes. Mv loss was 37 killed andwounded about one-tent- h of my command.
