A Memento of the War.

During the memorable flood of last year,
when so many bridges were washed out aud so
wuch other property was destroyed, the tim-
bers of a stout bridge were carried from some
point above here, in either Hurrison or Lewis
County, and deposited on the bank of the
West Fork River near the junction of that
stream with the Valley River, and were there
found after the waters snbsided. In removing
the debris later on one of the heavy poplar
posis of the structure was found, on which was
curved the following inpseription: "0, Ed-
wirds, Co, I, 86th Ohio Vol, Infantry.” Mr.
George H. Shinn cut out the piece bearing the
inseription, and kept it until receutly, when
he placed it in the haunds of Mr, N, . Coch-
o, to be deposited with the relics belonging
to Meade Post, No, 6, G.A.R, Of course no one
knoWs under what circumstances the pame
was carved there, but it is quite likely the
soldier boy was on picket, and to relieve the
monotony of the louely hour he had recourse
to his juck-kunife and the soft poplar post.
What more natural, then, that he should leave
bhis pume as & reminder to the passers-by in
after years of tho stormy days of the eivil
war? If the soldier is still living iv is possi.
ble that this item may in some way be broaght
to his attontion, and it may be of interest to
him to know the [ate of the monument to his
army servico which he himself earved out
while doing duty in the West Virginia hills,
We regrot that he omitted to give the date on
which he stood guard at the lonely bridge.
