THE GRATY PLANT-LODSE

Prof. A.J. Cook says 1 the Michigan Farmer :
“ From the many letters which I have received
regarding the grain aphis (Aphis avenm fab.),
and the fact that I find them quite nuwmerous
upon tho wheat, I contlude that this species is
doing its mischicf over a wide area Lhis scason.
And as the farmers are very anxious, I deem it
wise to publish what iz known about this pest.

“In 1861 this grain aphis was very abundant
in New England and New York. Dr. Fitch de-
seribed it then as working much injury to oats,
wheat, barloy, and rye. The louse is green,

vellowish green, or reddisk yellow in color,
So far ag I bave seen this serson it is green, or
yellowish green. Thos in India they eall it
the green midge. The term is of eourse incor-
rect. The midge is a two-winged fly, and the
Inrvn & footless maggol. The insect is a plant
lonse. These lice early {n the season are found
on tho leaves and stems, and are always groen
in color. As the heads form the lico remove to
these heads and gather about the forming
kernels, Then the lice become tinted with
yellow, or occasionally with red or orange.
Under favorablo circumstances—dry woather
sneh as we had in April and May is very con-
duncive to the rapid increase of these lice—each
louse produces from tlivree to five lice daily.
These young lice commence producing young
when three days old, Thus we see that in leas
than a month a single louse might be the pro-
genitor of over 2,000,000 lice. So we easily nn-
derstand how these lice become s0o numerous
and destractive, While dry weather is espe-
cially favorable to the increase of these aphides
wet wenther is usually quite the reverse, Thos
we may hope that the numerous rains of this
month—June—will lessen the injury of the
pest. Had the rains been earlier this woald
certainly have been trae, and there is good
reason to hope even now, Many furmers write
me that they fear the total ruination of the
crop, This is hardly to be expected. 1I very
numerons the kernels will be much shrunken
and the crop mueh injured, but even at the
worst it is not likely that the crop will be de-
stroyed. Like most, if sotall, species of aphides,
thess grain aphis rarely appear in such de-
structive numbers for two successive seasons.
Thoir excessive incrense is so favorable to the
increase of their insect encmies that the lice
are ovorcome and nearly disappear. Thus we
may hope with good reason that this incursion
is only for this season. Owing to the nature
of the cases artificial prevention is quite
i possi ble,"”

HOG CHOLERA.

“Tog cholera is an Infections diseass,'" says
the Western Rural, * eaused by a special miero-
organism which finds the best possible condi-
tions for growth and muitiplieation in the tis-
sues and fluids of the hog. After the death of
the "host, the geris retsin their vitality for a
cortain lenglh of time. They still live in the
dend body of the bost, in the litter in the lo-
enlity, or in the soil; just how long we cannob
at present say. If the disease actually breaks
out in your herd, remoyo all the healthy hogs
at once to some higher and dryer ground, Itis
better to remove the bealthy and leave the sick
animals, because Ltho %oll, litter, cte., bocome in-
fected and capable of trandmitting the disease.

remove it to some othér lot, or wait till your
noighbor's dog eats phrt of the carcass and car-
ries the disease home 1o bis waster's hogs, Be
sure that the infected hogs do not have a chance
Lo drink from any ronuning water. If they do,
Woga drinking Tarther down the siroam may
tuke the disease. HBuru all loose litter and rub-
bish about the infectpd peu. Do uot allow per-
sons tuking care of sick hogs to visit the lot
pot infocted. For a slmilar reason the attend-
ant of the well anlmala shionld not visit the sick,
Koop animals of every sort out of the infected
place, All woodwork should be thoroughly
whitewashed, and the soil intimately mixed
with & good dressing of Mmme. Othor disinfect-
ants may be used, but Hme is cheap, effcetive
aud readily obtainable for the burning.

COMPARATIVE VALUE OF MANURE

It in ouly manofacturers or denlers in com-
merelnl fortilizers Lhat will andorrate the real
value of {farm manures, Belonce recoguinsos its
worth at all timen, and the following, from the
report of the Goweva (N, Y.) Station, is & clear
statement of the matter: “It ia true many ex-
perimonts have been made which seewed to
prove, if they prove anytbing, that the appli-
cation of stable manurs wns not only useless,
Lt even harmial to Lthe erop under trial ; still,
does ot one bulieve that taking two farms ro-
garded as equnl in fertility, and trealing one
| with theearefully-husimudod manuie produced
upon it for o scries of yoars, while the other
sbould sell off crops nod manure for a like
poried, the former would malntain or, perhaps,
imerenss s origioal fertility, while the other
would, snoner or later, show evidence of ex-
hanstion in diminished crope?” It is the
hight of folly for noyone from any experi-
ment in which manure appeared to produce no
favorable effoct to clalm that it possessos no
vaulue, Buch n result cun usoally be traceable
to some peenliar condition of soil or climate,
and is po differcnt frum that obtuined from
commorcinl fortilizerm, How often has the trial
bren made with the principal clements of for-
tility, when a iiberal use of one sesmed to di-
minish the yield from that where vothing wos
used. We bave used disselved boneblack upon
corn when a given amount preduced oxcellent
rosulls, sud doubling the quantity actually re-
duced the yleld of grain, belug upparently a
result consoquent to an juvcromsed growth of
fodder. It s piain to be seen thit farming must
be studled o be fully or oven partially under-
stood.

FoOoD FOR MOLTING HENS.

The best food for molting hens is that rieh
in nitrogen, Give them meat, milk, and let
the grain food consist largely of Lran, which
will supply phosphates, Clover, hay or grass
is also excellent, and a varisty may also be
given. An excellent mixtare Is a plece of
cheap, lean meat Loiled into pleces, and the
water in which it is cooked (including the
meat) thickened with the fellowing miztures
to s stiff dough anpd fed: Ground oats, three
pounds; bran, one pound; linseed monl, one
pound ; salt, one onnce, Feed this twice a day
with any other food that may be given. In
the drinking water ndd a teaspoonful of chlo-
rideo of iron to a gallon of water, as a tonie. It
comes us & flaky powder, snd is harmless, Do
not uss copperas or Dougluss mixture, which
are poisonouy, and avoid all condiments or con-
dition powders, BSulphur in damp weather
may cause leg weakness or rheumatism, as
often the hoens will be (as stated) naked, If
the hens ure so treated, and are kept dry and
warm, they will be through molting before
Winter, and fully prepared for the business of
laying eggs, and they will keep in good health
snd cause but little trouble.

1. I'reliminary.

The time had come for Samuel to resign as
Judgo in civil matters, though he continued in
oflice as Lo religions concerns. Ho delivered a
farewell address, lis great object was to ac-
quit bimsolf from all responsibility or blame
a8 to the change of government from & theoc-
rasy proper to a monarchy. Was he at fault?
He appealed to the people. They had assem-
bled to attend the coronalion of their King.
(11:14, 15.) For many years Samuel had ruled.
Had he not been an honest officer? Coald one
be found to accuse him of any erime or of any
act unbecoming & ruler? Had he not been
fair? lad anvone beon dealt with in an un-
kind spirit? Had any criminal escaped pune
ishment by buying off justice?

2. Tims.

We may date the lesson 2000 A, M., op 1005

B, G, That was 2954 years ago.
3. Place.

The speech which is our lesson waa delivered
ot Gilgal. (11:14,15.) It was one of the places
in Samuel's judicial cirenit. (7:16.) Saul was
anointed as King at Ramah, It was in the
city whers Samuel dwelt, (7:17; 9:6; 10:1.)
The lot by which he waa selected as King was
cast at Mizpeh, (10:17. His coronation took
place at Gilgal, The anointing was a private
matter between Samuel and Saul. The resolts
of the lot were known quite generally, but
Baul bad not yet recoived a formal secognition
by the people. Ilis great victory over the
Ammonites (11: 4-15) gave a good opportunity
for introducing him to Isracl as their King.
Hence Samuel called for a gathering at Gilgal
of the representatives of the Israelites for the
Eur;m of putting on his head a crown and in

is hand a scepter, As was fitting, there were
religious exercises,

4. The Speaker.

The solemn address at Gilgal was given by

Samuel. He had becoms old and grayheaded.
(8:1,5.) He was probably not far from 70
yoears of age. He lived for about 35 years
longer. He anointed David as King. He be-

gan a mere boy to assist Eli. After the death
of Eli he becammo successor. His Government
bad been kind, houest, faithful. When he
challenged the people to find any fault with
him as prophet or ruler they all agreed ho was
bevond eriticism, Unfortanately his two sons
proved untrue to their charge, condescending
even to bribery. (8:3, 5.) Their conduect may
have had some influence in driving the
people to demand a King. What in-
cited them, however, most was their desire
to be like the surrounding nations. (8:5.) It
is plain Samuel could not secede willingly to
the change, considering it a reflection on his
own integrity and specially an insult to Je-
hovah, The challenge of Samuel was uttered
with intent to clear himself of all fault
Though the people did not see the point, yet
Samuel led them to condemn themselves, If
they conld not show defects in his government
of them, why then ask for a King? Since the
civil Government was then being handed over
to another, it was important Ssmuel secure the
assent of the people to his own entire fidelity.
5. The Hearers,

We find from 11:14, 15 that Samne! appoint-
ed & time and place for the coronation of Sanl,
We cannot suppose that all the Israelites assem-
bled, but most of the principal men of the
tribes gathered at Gilgal., Samuel addressed
the same multitude who witnessed the erown-
ing of lsrael's sovereign. Saunl himsolf was
one of the listeners., He was styled the
“anofuted.” (V. 3)

6. The Challenge.

That was & bold demand made by Samuel.
The people knew him well. They were not
slow to discover wrong nor mtidest in denunci-
stion, They wouald have been glad to give
some apology for demanding & King, And yot
Samuel stands out boldly and challenges any-
body to state whether he knows of any aet or
word of Samuel which was fraudulent, oppress.
ive, briby, dishonest. No one ecould say Sam-
uel was & cheat, & bribe-pander, or any way
worthy of being found fault with as prophet or

ruler.
7. Suggestions.

1. So live as to be able to appeal to soclety ns
to your integrity, houesty, truthfulness, Civil
oflicers should not fear investigation. Men
having financial trusts should not hesitate to
meet auditing committess. It is right to be
concerned about one’s good name. Be like
Demelrina. (3 John, 12.)

2. Officers should not steal, defraud, oppress,
nor aceepl bribes,

3. Call God to witness in clvil oaths and re-
ligious vows, (V. 5.)

4. Show roverence for those over you in eivil
positions, " That was great respect manifested
by Samuel for Saul when the prophet said,
“pud before hisanocinted,” the King. (V. 3.)

SrcoxpLY: SAMUEL'S ARRAIGNMENT OF
THE ISRAELITES FOR AsKiNG 170 Have A
Kina.

1. Preliminary.

Haviog arraigned Limsell Samuel next brings
tho lsraclites to wecount for their request to
bave & King. No reason existed io any de-
feets or wrong-doing of Samuel wherefore he
gshou!d be laid aside as ruler and a King
bs demunded. Now he proceeds to show
that the theoeracy bad not been a failure;
that under Judges God all along had come tothe
defense of the people; that Jebovah could not
show them greater favor under a monarchical
government thun he had durisg the time that
the line of Judges was io power. God had been
8o coustant in his care of thom that any act of
thelrs reflecting on his goodness, eapacity, or
suliciecney was proof of ingratitude and want
of wisdom. God was so lonicnt to them that
rather than utterly refuse and disappoint be
consented to the experiment of their having a
tempornl King., In the face of all these fucts
Samuel expostulates with the people. We
potice Eamusl is not disloyal tothe King, Saul,
but be takes pains to convinee the people that
they must not count Jehovah out of existence
and power, ns though & human King were a
substitute for Deity and made people indepen-
dent of divine government, It wus well for
Samuel to scoure the commendation of the
people before he gave them athorough chiding
for their ill-trestment of Jehovah, They
would receive the more kindly his admoni-
tions just after assenting to his integrity. The
speech westudy shows how much God did for
his people without their having a King of
thelrown number and kind, Suarely more could
not be expected under a human monarchy,

2. Time, Place and Hearers.

These all agree wilh the same as those stated
in our study of 1 8Sa., 12: 1-5, as given in notes

above.
3. The Speech,

1. Introduction. Sawmuel calls for attentlion,
He was going to remson with them. (V.7.)
They must apply their minda, * Stand still.”

2. The argument. This, in a word, was, * lot
woll enough alone.” He sald, in effect, ** You
have had all the gnidance required. You have
never gollen into strails, when God refused to
help, You have never wanted a military
lendor, when Providence did not raise up one,
You think much of Moses and Asron, bat the
people did not select them. Johovah gave
them to you, and thoy led off in the Exodus,
When Jabin attacked you through his Captain,
Sisers, Barak was st band, When the Philis-
tines rose up sgainst you, God sent to your re-
lief Jephthah., Whon Eglon led the Moabites to
overcome you, Ehud rose up and brought you
relief, Uideon congnered the Modisnites, Sam-
son slew the Philistines, After all these proofs
of the presence and helps of Jehovah in emer-
puncies you see no way out of danger from
Nubash except by having a King. Judges will
not meet the case. Do yon imagine God has
no more Gideons and Jehovahs and Samsons.”

3. Conclusion. Practically Samuel said:
“ But the deed is done., You have your King,
(iod permits the change of governments from &
theocracy toa mounrchy., We must tako things
as they are. It is not Smy's fanlt he is King,
He did not seak the office, He was reluctant to
aecept it. Now you sustain new civil relations
You do. not, however, escape God.
