GEN. GEORGE B. ABBOTT,

Past Commander-in-Chief of the Sons of Veterans,

Gen. George B. Abbott has jnst closed one of
the most specessful administrations in the his-
tory of the Sons of Vet-
egns. Elevated to the
exalted position of
Commander-in-Chief
two years ago, he im-
mediately put hisshoul-
der Lo the wheel, and
to-day the froits of his
efforts are very plain.
His two greatest tri-
umphs have been the
consolidation of the
Camp and Post systems
i~ of the Order, and the
hearty indorsement
given the Sons of Vet-
erans at the recent Na-
tional Encampment of

the Grand Army.

George Byron Abbott was born May 18,
1858, at Dixon, Lee Co,, I, now a city of aboat
5,000 inhabitants, loeated 100 miles west of
Chicago, among the picturesque hills on the
Rock River. His birthplace is only noted in
history as the place where, daring the Black
Hawk war, Abraham Lincoln, Maj. Anderson
and Jefferson Davis met for the first time and
slept under the same roofl. George was the
third son and child of Nathan W. and Sarah
Abbott: one brother’s death ocenrring at Iron-
ton, Mo., at the time his father was siationed
there with his regimeat, doring the war, and
one brother is now very successiully pmacticing
law in Chicago. When eight years old George
began his education in a little country sehool-
hoose at Centralia, bat soon afterward the Cop-
perhead persecutions in that peighborhood
forced the family to retarn to their former
home st Dixon, whers they remained uatil
the war closed, when, in 1686, they returned
to Centralin, where he attended public scheol
ontil 1569, when his parents became residents
of Chiongn,

In 1574 he graduated from the Chicago Medi-
cal College, and soon afler commenced the prae-
tice of medicine at Lafayetta, Ind., where he
remained fur one year, st the close of which he
moved o Prescott, Arie. At the desth of his
father ho returned to Chicago, and bhas resided
thare ever sinee. He was married en Oet, 15,
1852 He became & member of Gen, Gearge A.
Cuoater Camp, No i, Sous of Veterana, Division
of 1llineis, in August, 1884, then the only liv-
ing Camp in Chicago. However, when Chicago
Camp, No. 1, was rovived he became sn active
member of that Camp, and subsequently was
elected Second Lioutenant, This affice he filled
faithfully, missing but one meeting during the
term of his office. He attended the Third
Grand Division Encampment, held at Spring-
fleld, 1L, Aog. 5 and 6 1855 and Wwas aoani-
mously elected its Chaplain, In September,
1885, he attended the Encampment of the
Commandery-in-Chief at Grand Rapids in the
interests of the old Third Grand Division and
Hlinois, and on Gen. Payne's eleetion to Chiaf
Commuand the General saw fit to commission
him ][]-\pf‘i‘ti_lr-(h'lit'l‘:il, an oflice which he
filled to the satisfuction of ull, The peosition
had previously been asinecure, and the Depart-
ment wus in chaos. In a short time, however,
ho suceceded in formulating an acceptable in-
spection blank, and the report he presented at
the annual Encampment at Buffalo was the
most interesting, after Gen. Payne's, and was
commaoented upoen by all for its (‘.'amp:chqn-_\.;
and the very valuable data it contained. He
was unanimonsly elected Colonel of the 1lli-
pois Division May 12, 1856, and the next yvear
was chosen Commander-in- Chicef of the Order.
Last year he was re-clected to this honorsble
position, and he now retires from office loved
and respected by all.

There were quite & nam-
ber of men who wers *under fire” July 21
1861, and April 8, 1865, bot | presume Moi
them have been mustered out forever. Buf
there is at least one Union veteran whe
fills the bill of Bull Ran and Appomaitox to
perfection, and he is “ now living" in every
senze of the term,

He entered the Army of the Union as a Cap-
tain in the Z7th N. Y. in April, 1561, raising &
company for that regiment in Binghamton,
the home of my family. He was 2000 promoted
to be Major, and in that capacity commanded
the regiment in the First Bull Run, Gen. Henry
W. Slocum, then Colonel of the regiment, hav-
ing been wounded early in the action. The
brigade to which the 27th N. Y. belonged on
this occasion was commanded by Col. Andrew
Porter. The fact that it was “ under flre at
Bull Run” isevinced by ita loss of 86 killed
and 288 wounded and missing, as stated In the
official reports.

At Appomattox this Union veteran was Iin
command of the Fimst Division, Fifth Ce
and on the morning of April & 1885 he
ployed his division aecrvss the Lyonchburg
romd west of Appomatiox Courthouse, which
closed the last crevics of escape to Gen. Lee.
Between Bull Run and Appomatiox this Union
veteran was under fire in the battles of West
Point, Fair Oaks, the seven daysy’ fight and
Malvern Hill on the Feninsnia; at Antietam,
Fredericksburg, Salem Charch (Chancellors
ville) and Gettyshurg, in command of the Seg-
ond Brigade, First Division, Sixth Corps, con-
sisting of the 5th Me., 16th, 27th and 121s8
N. Y.and the 05th and D8th Pa. When theg
army was reorganized by Grant in Mareh, 1864,
he was placed in command of the Third Bri.
gade of Griflin's Division, Fifth Corps, consist-
ing of the 1st and 16th Mich., the 83d and 118tA
Pa., the 18th Mass., 20th Me. and 44th N. Y,
all vetéran regimenta,

At the head of this brignde this Uniom

veteran was under fire the 5th and 8th of
May in the Wilderness; at and about Spottsyle
vania Couthouse the Sth, 10th, 12th, 13th 14th
and 1Sth of May; at Jericho Ford {North
Anpa River) the 23d, 24th and 25th of May{; st
Bethesda Chareh (Cold Harbor) the 30th and
