THE ISTERNATIONAL CONGRESS

The delegates to the International American
Congress assombled st the State Department
Weduesday, Oct. 2, at noon. All the delegates
were present, and were seated in the Diplo-
matic reception-room when Secretary Blaine
made his sppearance, aud without the cere-
wouy of formal inwoedoction greeted person.
slly each and all. Having shaken hands and
chatted a few moments, Mr. Bluine welcomed
the delegates in a formal speech, reciting the
ohject of the invitation which had beon ex-
tended to sll the Nations of the Americas,
what would probably be accomplished by the
interchange o1 views, and said that the pres-
enoe of 50 many represeotatives of the varions
countries of the American Continent in the
United States wounld result in great pood tothe
whole Western Hemisphere. He spoke of the
vast territorial extent of the coutinent which
was represented st this meeting, it being a lit-
tle less than 12,000,000 square wmiles of the
richest conutry in the world, wore than three
times the srea of Europe, snd but a trifle less
than enc-fourth of the entire globe: while in
respect to the power of producing the articles
which are essential to human life, and those
which minister to lite’s luxury, they consti-
tute even a larger proportion of the entire
world ; and that these great posscssions to-day
have an sggregate population of 120,000,000,
but if they were peopled as densely as the av-
ersge ol Enrope the total number would ex-
oeed 1,000,000,000,

The Secrotary then remarked that the men
present could do much toward establishing per-
manent relaiions of confidence and respect and
friendsiip between the Nations which they
represent, and show to the world an honorable
sud posceiul cousercuce of 17 independent
Americun powers in which all mest together
oun terms of absolute eguality.

The Sccretary then welcomed the delegates
in the name of the Government and the whole
poople of the United States, and gave them a
pordial wolcome to every jart of che country.

Houn, John B. Henderson, of Missouri, was
unanimously elecied President of the Con-
gross, and in a weat specch ackvowiedged the
bonor conlerred upon him.

The Commitiee on Urganization, consizting
of Senor Bewero, the Mexican Minister;
Councilor Lafivette Rodreguez Pereira, of
Brazil: Doctor Alberto Nin, of Uruguay;
Dector Heoratio Guzman, of Nicaragua, snd
Dr. Jose M. Hurtado, of Colombia, was ap-
pointed by the President,

The Congres unstuimously accepted the in-
vitation ol President Harrisou to be the guests
o! the United Swates in an excursion through-
out the csnuiry.

The PVresident gave o special reception to the
Delegntes at 1:30 o'clock on Wednesday, one of
the fextures of which was an elezaut lunch,
which was served in the SMate diming- roow.

The ccnter-piece of the table was a large
floral representstion of the Western Hemis-
phiere, and 1w was flanked with other floral deo-
vices beStting the ootasian.

The weun included sonp, fish, oysters, salads,
ete., with sherry, claret and chiampagne, South
American dishes aod Seuth Awerican cigar-
rels were served, aud everything was done to
show bopor to the different countries repre-
seuled, A few of the Delegates were in full
conrt costume, but the majority wore plaio
civilisy dress. The receplion lasted aboul two
hoors aud was sltogether informal in charme-
ter,
Ie the evening the Delegutes were given a
magnificent dinmer by Seeretury Blsine st the
Hotel Normandie, at which all the Delegates
were poesent, besides many distinguisied per-
sonupes of this and other covuiri-a.  The
dinner lasted from 7230 peti]l afier 10 o'clock.

ARMY AND NAVY,

There is a suspicion among the officers of the
Navy in Washingtou that the trial of the eruiser
Baltimore has not proved s success, and that
the vessel has fallen far short of expectation.
She went 20 2-10 knots an hour, according to
the reports made daring the excitomoent of the
trinl, which wounld indicate a speed of 23 or 24
miles. It was thonght at the Depurtment at
the time that these claims were cxaggerated,
But nothing can be definitely determined until
the report of the trial board is made publie,
which may not be for a week or two.

Maj. Charles R. Greenleaf, in a recent lec-
ture before the Military Service Iustitution,
recommends three ways of identifying desert-
ers. First, he would have every soldier photo-
graphed, then, by taken measurements of the
unchangeable anatomical parts, and, flually,
muking notes of permanent-body marka. He
does not thinvk much of photography alone,
nor, in fact, of any of the three systems; but
when combined the method would effectually
prevent the gradually-inereasing practice of
repeating, or deserting and re-enlisting,

A number of the prominent Government offi-
cinls now own or are building or renting honses
for the coming seuson. Vice-President Mor-
ton's house on Scott Cirele has been undergoing
repairs, including large adlditions to an aiready
big house, which will make it when completed
tho most extensive and best-appointed residence
in Washington. Thoere is little prospect of the
house being opened, however, beforo the assem-
bling ol Congress, as Mrs. Morton seems to be in
no hurry to ocenpy the spacious mansion,
Without doubt the Morton mansion will beone
of the centers of attraction during the coming
souson, as the Vice-President and his beautiful
wife are well known lor their gencrous hospi-
tality. They will take the placo as the fore-
most entertainers st the Capital this season
that was occupicd during Prosident Cleveland’s
Administration by Secretary Whitney, The
Viece President is known to be one of the rich-
est men in the country, and he has already a
world-wide reputation for his “at homes"
while Minister to France, making him known
everywhere,

The residence of Secrotary Blaine, on La-
fayetle Squure, is almost ready for the Premier
aud Lis famwily. Like the Morton mansion, it
has been undergoing exteusive repairs, but is
now completed, and & lew days hence the family
will take up their residence in their new quar-
ters. Mrs Blaine is now here snperintending
the furmishing. When this task is eompletoed
the Secretary of State will huve onoof the finest
residences in the city. The house is old-fash-
ioned, und its square, low-ceilinged rooms will
be decorated in something like Colonial atyle,
and from its situation the bouse will have
plenty of light, sir and sunshine, for the Secre-
tary has filled the south wall full of windows.
There is an iron fence in front and a big gar-
doen, and the front of the house is entirely de-
void of the gingerbread decorations so common
to modern architecture. On the whole the
place looks like the residence of some prosper-
ous New England wanufacturer., Tho Secreo-
tary s son, Emmous, and his bride, will be with
the lamily during most of Lthe gay season.

Secretary of the Treasary Windom has taken
a new house on Mussachusetis avenue, His wife
hus been superintending the outlitting for
some time, and bas made it a thing of beauty.
The house is situated in a neighborhood of the
highest social importance, and is magnificently
finshierd, Both the Secretary and his wife nre

Postmaster-General Wannamaker booght the

Prominent G.AK, Man Dead.

Comrade N. B. Fithian, who died suddenly
from an attack of apoplexy Sept. 16, at Wash-
ington, I, C,, in the 44th year of his age, en-
tered the nion army io September, 1861, as a
member of the 9th N. J.; re-enlisted in the vet-
eran organization, and was mustered ont witn
it July 12, 1865. His father and threa brothers
also served in the Union army; three of these
were killed. One brother, badly wounded in
the army, survives him.

He became a member of John A. Rawlins
Post, No. 1, Department of the Potomae, (A K.,
in 1567, shortly after its organization, and re-
mained 4 member of that Post until his death,
He occupied a prominent and estecmed position
in its eouncils, and served one torm as its Com-
mander.

Theresre many interesting fucts which make
one believe Lhut the grouter the extent of brain
surface in s wan, or, to put it s little differently,
the more the folds and desper the ereusos
between them, the grorter are the man's men-
tul powers; and just here it beeomes apparent
that to judgs of the extent of the entire brain
surfuce by the size of the head, or by the ex-
tent of the superficial surface which is covered
by the skull, without any regard to the number
of folds or their depth, is to fall into an absurd
error,and here we bogin Lo 866 how bascless the
old phrenclogy really is.

For a little brain with many deep folds may
really, when spread out, huve o larger surface
thnn n Inrge brafo with s fow shallow folds, and
u so-called bump or elevation on the apparent
surfuce of the organ, even if it produces u cor-
responding elevation on the head, which it fre-
quently fuils to do, will indicate nothing re-
gurding the number of the folds or the depth
of the creases which lie about it, so that it may
