Maj. William P. Atwell, Captain (retired),
U. 8 Army, wisely went “down to Maine”
Inst June to pass the Summer on that rocky
and cool coust, bub he returned to Wushington
Iast weck and will remain hers during the
Winter, He is one of the " boy soldiers” of
the rebellion, for he was too young te go out
when the war began, and finally, in the Spring
of 1864, when hia friends found him detormined
to don the bluo, they procured him, when he
wad only 18, a commisgion as First Lientenant
in the 37th Wisconsin, His military carecr in
tho war was brief and brillinnt; he was mus-
terad in May 13, 1864, lost his right leg, closo
to the hip, while leading his company in the
assault of July 30 on the works at Peters-
barg, and was mustered ont Nov. 22, 15864, for
his disability, but wearing the Major's leaves
that represented two brovets given him for his
gallantry. In January, 1867, he was com-
missioned Second Lientenant in one of the
Regular regimonts provided for disabled officers
and men, and when the army was rodoced in
1870 was retired ns a Captain for having been
in command of his company when disabled.
Sinco then he has been part of the time a Con-
sul in Germany.

Gen, James A, Williamson, President of the
Atlantioc & Pacific Railroad Company. Gon,
Williamson's home is now in New York City.
Some time ago Tue NaTIONAL TrRIRUNE said
that the General, when he was the Adjutant of
the 4th Iowa, was requested by all the officers
of the regiment o resign. This was just be-
fore the battle of Pea Ridge, and was because
Adjutant Willinmson proposed that every man
and oflicer in his regiment should do his duty.
Heo refused to resign, however, alleging that
thero was a battle to be fought, and that he
would be disgraced at home il he complied
with the request. Therefore he went into
action supposing that some of his own men
who might bave taken a dislike to him because
of his rigid diseipline, would shoot him from
bohind, Every old soldier knows how many of
theso threats he has heard, and I venture to
assert that thore was never an instance where
nn oflicer, no matter how severe and unjust
he may have been, was ever killed or wounded
by his men intentionally, The writer can
say that ho does know of one case where a
Colonel of a Union regiment met his death at
tho hands of his own men. This was Col.
Worthington, 5th lowsa, in frout of Corinth,
Miss. But the Colonel got oulside his pickels,
who had instructions toshoot at anything with-
ont challenging. After tho batlle of Pea Ridge
every officer of the 4th Iowaunited in a petition
for the promotion of Williamson. He had
shown such conrage and good sense in action,
that the petty shortcomings of which he had
been accused snnk into insignificance, and he
becamo the hero of the regiment, one of the
best in tho trans-Mississippi army. lustead of
resigning he was promoted to Major, and soon
became Colonel of the regiment, Ie com-
mandod a brigade for several years, and was
brevetted Brigadier-General for gallantry. Ho
finally was recoguized by his superiors, and was
made Brigadier-General, After the war he
practiced law in Des Moines, Jowa, but had
little success, luck going against him all the
time. One of his most intimate and best frienda
once said that if you would give Williamson a
chicken-pie to open, he would undoubtedly cut
either the back or the neck. PBut the General's
timo came when he was appointed Commis-
sioner of the Land Office by Gen, Grant. When
he left that place he was placed in charge of
tho Land Department of the Atlantic & Pacifie
Railroad, and he did such good work in that
position that the Directors of the road have
made him President of the company. .
