With opera, thoater, ballot and pantomime,
cyclorania and hippodrome, park and garden,
and ' Buffalo Bill," you arc no lover of pleasure
if tioro is not something to attract.

If you aro a lover of music, and abovo all if
you aro proud of American beauty and genius,
you will decido on tho opora. And whether
you solect tho Grand Opora or tho Opera Com-iquo,y-

will bocquallycharmed and gratified.
At oaoh of thoso grout places of splendor and
beauty it is tho American primu donna that
liolds'tho boards and captivates tho multi-
tudes.

In the last 23 years there havo been as groat
disoevcrios in the world of music as in tho
worki of invention and scientific research.
Ono of the chiofest is that it is America
that produces jt,ho finest voices in tho world.
It is no longer tho Jennie Linds and Parepa
Posits, the Albanis and the Sotitnps of Europe
that carry lhc musical world by storm. Amer-
ica is destined to be the great source of supply
in the world of song.

"The Americans havo delicious voices," said
jtiftdnma ilsrtliesi, tho celebrated Italian in-

structor, in commenting ou the startling suc-
cess of Mis Ennies, of JJoston, who has beeu
tho star of the season at tho Grand Opera.
And no woHdor she is proud of her pupils and
tboir achievements. Milt. Nevada was ono of
them, and another. Mile. Sylvauia, is soon to
XBftkc her debut on the stage. She sang at the
American concert, just given at the Trocadeio,
one of the Exposition buildings, and was
warmly pranod by tho Pariniau press and
critics.

Dealli of a Jicir Jerhey Army Nurne.

Mrs. Catherine Chase diedut Faterson, N. J.,
Oct. 23. Mrs. Chase was a nurue in the field
of battle during three years, serving in tho
Army of the Folomac. She dressed tho wounds
and whispered wonls of comfort to many u
mangled soldier at tho battle of Fair Oaks,
Seven Fines, Savage's Station, Antietam, Chnn-cellorsvil- le,

Gettysburg, through the Wildor-iitis- a
and in front of Fetersburg, clear up to tho

surrender of Lee at the close of tho war. Iler
hiiHbaud was in the(J2d N. Y., and Mrs. Chase
always marched with the regiment, refusing to
get inlo an ambulance so long as thoro was a,
wounded or fcicU uoldicr deserving to bo car-
ried. She never received a pension or other
financial aid from the Government; bat her
services wore recognized in many oflicial rec-
ords. She .erved her country as ably as any
soldier evor battled for his country. Jlor
husband, besides being a veteran of tho lato
war, was a hohliur in tho Mexican war. Ho re-
ceive a small pension for the latter, but none
for the former, although he was several times
wounded. He is now quite an old man and
very feeble and incapacitated for work. He is
a member of Farrngut Fost, aud Mra.

EFFECTS OF EMOTION.
A fow years ago ex-Oo- v. Fncheco, of Califor-

nia, was out 011 n hunting oxpodition in tho
foothills of tho Sierra Nevada, when ho caiuo
upon a big grizzly bear that had tnlcon rGfugo
upon an isolated rock, nnd by the tinio of tho
huntor-- arrival hud been cotnplololy surround-
ed by a pack of howling dogs. Seeing tho
bruto'a predicament, tho huntor galloped back
to it vnlloy whero ho had loft a number of herd-
ers gathering in thoir cattle, nnd with tho co-

operation of thoso assistants soon managed to
put two lariats around tho waist of tho mon-

ster, which, nt tho approach of its now nssail-unt- s,

had risen up liko a man, 011 its hind legs.
Two horsemen laid hold of tho cud of each
lariat, aud in spito of his dospcrato resistance,
tho bear wns pulled down from his vantago-groun- d

and dragged along, howling aud snap-
ping, toward tho vnlloy, where Mr. Fncheco
intended to chain it up in a barn on his moth-
er's farm. At tho gate of that barn a big Span-
ish wolf-do- g rushed out and managed to fetch
tho grizzly n snap-bit- o in tho rump a moro
flea-bit- e for a bruto of that size; biiton turning
fiercely to smash his aggressor, tho bear found
himself checked by tho double lariat, aud in
tho next moment broke down dead killed by
rago as effectually as if by a rillo-bal- l, or rather
by a score of rifle-ball- s, for a pound of lead docs
not always provo a suilicicut doso for n big griz-
zly. Tho lariats had caught him around the

A strangely similar caso was reported in 18S5
from Temesvar, in southern Hungary, whoro n
hotheaded young peasant had boon arrested on
suspicion of complicity in somo agrarian out-
rage involving tho murder of a landed pro-
prietor. Tho defendant, howover, would havo
been released for want of posit! vo ovidonco if
it had not been for tho testimony of 11 witnesi
who (probably in tho hopo of earning tiio offer-
ed reward) atlirmod under oath that tho ac-
cused had loft his homo with 11 shotgun on tho
night of tho murder. In spito of a pathutio
denial, tho defendant was then formally in-

dicted; but on being removed from tho court-
house camo face to face with his accuser, and
at onco sprang forward with a rush that knock-
ed over tho prison-guard- s, nnd in tho next
moment would havo had tho perjuror by tho
throat if his (tho dofundant'a) own brother had
not seized him in the nick of titnontnl flung
him back Iy main forco, but withal with an
caso which rather surprised hint till ho found
that tho silent inau in his arms was n corpse.

Dr. A. F. Combo, in his treatise on "Tho
Management of Infancy," mentions tho caso of
a woman whoso husband "foil inlo it quarrel
with a soldier billeted in his houso, and was
set upon by tho latter with his drawn saber.
His wife at first trembled from fear und terror,
and then suddenly threw herself between tho
combatants, wrested the saber from Ihusoldior's
hand, broko it into pieces nnd threw it nwity.

While in this stnto
of strong excitement the mothor look up her
child from tho cradle, whero it lay sleeping
and in tho most perfect health, never having
known a moment's illness. She gave it tho
breast, and in so doing scaled its fate. In a
fow moments tho infant left off sucking, be-

came restless, puited and sank down dead
upon its mother's bosom. Tho physician who
was instantly callud in found tho child lying
in its cradle as if asleep, and with its features
undisturbed, but all his endeavors wuro fruitl-
ess. It wan irrevocably gono."

Korvous disorders aro unquestionably apt to
bo aggravated by tho ctrccts of menial emotion.
Tho famous English anatomist Hunter was so
well awaro of his own liability to buiTot from
that cause that ho avoided controversies with
nn extreme, though, as tho event proved, not
superfluous cant ion, and often abruptly left a
room for fear of being betrayed iuto an angry
altercation. ' Heart-disease,- " ho wroto to a
friend, " hang over rny head 11 Vo a sword sus-
pended by a hair, and ovory scoundrel has it
in his power to cut that hair." In an assembly
of his colleagues tho doctor's statements were
once positively and nithor roughly contra-
dicted by another physician, and Dr. Hunter
nt once turned deadly pale and Mnggered from
the room us if reeling under a heavy blow.
Tho controversy, it seems, had boon purolj'
professional, but tho doctor was taken nick
with fainting fjl, and a short while nftcr suc-
cumbed to tho loug-drcadc- d complication.

In my Georgia Winter homo I was onco call-
ed to thehedttidu of a poor mountaineer, whom
1 had known for years as a solf-possoas-

though rather toil. worn man, hut who was
suddenly taken sicken learning that his land-
owner refused to renew his tenure to 11 little
farm which ho and his son had reclaimed from
tho wilderness of tho mountain forest, " Ho
complained of a headache about half an hour
after Hilly camo back empty-handed,- " his wife
told me, "and I'm afraid he has lost his hold on
life, the way ho looks and acts." Her husband
never spoko again, and died in his sleep a few
days after.

periencing that effect as u consequence of a
distressing letter; n minulo ugo thoro was
nothing in tho world tho matter with my lungs,
aud now 1 feci as if I couldn't guL tho tenth
part of u fair allowance of air. Isn't it just us
if that trouble was settling on my heart und
weighing the life out of moV"

On being questioned sho was, howovor,
obliged to admit that sho hnd experienced
bimilar symptoms buforo, as an effect of tak-
ing cold," as she oxprcssed it, or having some-
thing the matter with her stomach.

Tho original cause of asthma can, indeed,
generally bo traced to othor purely mental
agencies. Asthma, in its chronic and most
distressing forms, may bo caused by excessive
muscular labors (carrying lioavv hurdium.
trundling overloaded wheelbarrows, hard work
of any kind after a sleepless night), but often
undoubtedly also by tho inhalation of noxious
gases. Sulphuric fumes and dust, especially
tho dust of old carpets and woollen bedclothes,
So often causo difliculty of breathing that the
coincidence can hardly bo considered acci-
dental, and a Vienna hospital physician, who
has 111 ado tho question a subject of systematic
investigation, states that carpet-beater- s, carpet-weaver- s,

millers and tho operatives of woollen
factories ure in forty cases out of a hundred
troubled with somesortof usthmatiucomplaint.

After tho dlsordor is onco established it is apt
to bo aggravated by gastric troubles, for in-
stance by Indigestion, ns it consequence of over-
eating, and for some reason, thus far not clearly
explained, uppoars to occur periodically, ami
at nearly regular Intervals, though not lu all
cases at tho samo time of tho year. In very
cold or very warm countries asthma is less fro-quo- ut

than in damp, tomporato climates, and
noxt to November a rainy May is often, par
excellence, tho asthma mouth. A patient of
mlno who hud found change of air tho only
effective remedy, assured mo that in his native
place Midsummer, or the 10 weeks from July
to the end of September, was tho only tlmo of
tho year when ho could hopo for a moro than
momentary intermission of misery. "Huy-asthm- u'

CRIMES AND CASUALTIES.

In tlio Cronin caso in Chicago tho pro3oen-tio-u

Shannon, of Canandaigtia, N. Y., who has
been arrested for running ovor a woman, was
found (load in his room, but whether suicide or
from nu ovortlo3oof morphiiio is not known.
Tho will of Frank .7. Itowman, who was shot
by JJ. M. Chambers, was offered for probato in
Now York, llo leaves all his estate to his sec-
ond wife, oxcopt $1 left to a daughter by a pre-
vious marriage. Algernon Granville--, Frank
Gorrish and E. Harmon Clark woro hold in
Chicago for " groon goods" and othorswindling
on a now plan. A certificate of deposit of
$2,000 and $200 in banknotes wero mysteri-
ously stolen from Mrs. M. K. Hyde, of St.
Louis. Kov. Father Brady recovered tho cer-
tificate, hut not tho money, through tho con-
fessional, and returned it to Mrs. Hyde, who
has placed tho matter in tho hands of detect-
ives, as tho priest refused to tell who tho thief
is. Thoro is great excitement in tlio now
Kuroka oil fields, 80 miles from Wheeling, W.
Va. Charles McElvaiuo, tho murderer of
tho Brooklyn grocer, was sentenced to death by
electricity. Much of tho business portion of
Port Luydcn, N. Y., wa3 destroyed by firo. at n
loss of $100,000. Threo trainmen woro burn-
ed to death in a railroad wreck nt Kokomo,
Ind., caused by train wreckers putting au ob-

struction on tho track. Owing to tho
drouth in South Dakota, tho farmors of Faulk
County aro in a destituto condition. Tho
officials of tho Northwestern Jiailroad havo
made a compact with tho citizens of Pierre,
South Dakota's Capital, for tho ipiprovemont
of tho town. It has been discovered that
Gon. Baum, tho now Pension Commissioner,
though 11 wounded soldier, has novor applied
for a pension. A heavy storm along tho const
flooded part of Norfolk nnd caused many wrecks
at Boa In tho locality of tho Virginia Capes.
Tho schooner Marcus Kdward, of Philadelphia,
was waterlogged, tho schooner Frank Dana
wont ashore and tho schooner Kovor foundered.
Tho crews of both vessels wero rescued from
tho rigging excopt ono man on tho Bovor, who
died of oxhaustiou. Tho report of tho Army
Court on tho charges regarding tho treatment
of recruit? at Jefferson Barracks, Mo., has been
laid befuro Secretary Proctor. Somo of tho
charges woro proved, and others woro not. Tho
court found that tho food was badly cooked
and that tho otlicora ran
games of chance to win the moil's money.

OENEnAL.

Tho Naval Board which wai considering tho
League Island Navy Yard, has reportod in
favor of its permanent improvement as a ship-
building place, with dry docks and basins, and
plant for big and little guns, and all other neces-
sary works. Tho cost, whon completed, will
bo ovor and tho Board recommends
about $1,500,000 to bogin on. ThoBuildorof
Yards and Docks approved tho report, and asks
?;K10.000 to begin with. Tho excellent location
of Philadelphia for tho purposes, and tho im-
portance of tho navy yard for strategic pur-
poses in case of war, are set forth in tho roport.

Tho chargo of withholding Balary, ruado
by Azoquoagainst Consul Lewis,
of Tangier, is disproved by the records of tho
State Detiartment. Advices received in Lon-
don from Apia report tho occurrence of a battle
on tho Island of Savaii between tho forces of
Muliutou and Tnmasesc. Tho result is not
given. Secretary Noble- - denies thoeluirgcs of
Conrad F. Benson, a Laud Office omployo, that
tho latter was dismissed from corrupt motives.
Ho says Benson was dismissed because ho had
slandered other Land Ollico officials. A call
with political animus was issued in Bichmoud,
Vs., which proposes a combination of whito
citizens to got white nurses from tho North for
their children, and attacking the moral charac-
ter of the colored race. Col. Bosbyshell, tlio
now Superintendent of tho Philadelphia Mint,
has filed his bond, ami only needs to tako the
oath of office to enter on his duties. Tho
contract for supplying adhesivo postage-stamp- s

for the next four years has been awarded to
the Amorican Bank Note Co. of New York.
Gov. Beaver, of Pennsylvania, in an interview
as to tho attitude of Abo Patterson Post, G.A.R.,
regarding robol memorials at Gettysburg, said
he believed in marking tho Confederate posi-
tions at Gettysburg, but did not beliovo in al-

lowing any rebel monuments to bo erected.
Col, GilkcHoii. Second Comptroller of tho Treas-
ury, in his annual report, urges tho enactment
of a statute of limitations applicable to claims.

Mrs. Bolvu Lockwood called on President
Harmon and congratulated him on his elec-
tion. At tho Convention of the State League
of Democratic clubs in Now York City Gov.

Tlio Depart-
ment of Justice hits beon directed to tako logal
steps ngiiiuat tho persons who aro dumping
ashes and garbage in tho ehannols in Now York
Harbor. It is thought at the Navy Depart-
ment that tho Board of Survey ou tlio Ossipeo
will order her to he condemned. Tho Navy
Department has been informed of tho safe ar-
rival of the Thetis at Ouuahiskit. Tho Cana-
dian Commissioner of Customs has issued an
order for tho enforcement of tho law forbidding
coastiug privllegt's to American vcssola carry-
ing imports iu bond to British Columbia.
