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FTKIt prolonged wan-
derings hi llio inter-
minable labyrinths of
piiiitiugaml sculpture,
Irani every country of
tbc civilized world, wo
found tbo modest sec-

tion, dulv labeled
"Elats Unis," with a
picturo of Georgo
Washington hanging
above the doorway,
inside, which assured
us wc wote not in tho
wrong place. So dis-
tinctively French were
tiio leading canvases
which gieeled our eyes
upon entering, as to
leave somo doubts in
our mind, until wo
met the bland smile of1KL "tho father of his
con ii try," assuring us
wc were under tho pro-

tection of the United
States flag.

To tho loft of tho Washington picture aro
two small canvases, in which tho irrepressible
negro boy of tho Southern States is the ptonii-Ben- t

figure These, with fouror five other more
ambitious oxhibits. aro about the only composi
tions, out of nearly five hundred oil and water
colors, which indicate that tho artists repre-
sented had evor so much as seen the United
States of America.

Taken as a whole, and without comparison
with the splendid exhibits of Franco and tho
distinctively strong National contributions of
the Germanic and Scandinavian countries, the
American department is creditable and full of
promise for the future. It is not the fault of
our artists if the abseuce of great National gal-

leries and art schools in our new country com-

pels them to study and reside abroad and paint
the things they sco there, to tho neglect of
those at home.

The American art taste is more akin to the
French than it is to tho moro sober German
sud English. Americans aro more like the
French, from climatic causes, if no other.
Bright skies and clear air give to both France
and America a grace unknown to cither the
Teutons or the Britons. The American feels
himself in his native element in Paris, with all
the added privileges that centuries of art cul-
ture have provided.

"Fwrcignors make tho best Parisians" has
prown to be an axiom in France; but the host
Parisian, aflor all, is the American artist. If
he is yot an imitator, he imitates the best. If
he fails in his flesh coloring, it is because his
eyes have not been educated to flesh-aud-blo-

tints brought up, as he was, in the solitude of
a rural farmhouse.

In Paris people live among people. In tho
pleasure - gardens one
goes to see the people;
the trees and flowers
and fountains are 1 tit
accessories to hiiiuxit
intercourse Whon a
father wants to give
his little son a half-holid- ay

he takes him
by the hand to the gal-
lery of the Luxembourg
or the Louvre, where
people in Ilcsh and
blood pass in endless
phantasmagoria and
painted people smile
down upon them from
the walls. Tho police-
man off duty goes to tho
art gallery; the soldier
epeuds the precious
hours of his permit in
the art gallery. The
ouvrier and tho gris-ett- e,

in their immacu-
late garments ffor no-
where are the working
people so simply and
iieally attired , the stu-
dent, the shopman, tho
peasant and the priest
all find in the art gal-
leries their diversion
and inspiration. This
close companionship
with art is what has j
placed Franco in the Feijncu Bokxr.
front rauk in flesh-aud-bloo- d painting. Close
after her though but as yet an infant in
ewaddling-dotlie- s comes America.

The American Exposition exhibit received
great praise in France, not as a perfection but
& promise; but it was noticeable that of over
the hundred artiste represented the vast ma-
jority are residents of Paris, or have recently
removed from there. We looked in vain for
the works of such famous artists as Toby E.
Rosenthal, the San Francisco artist, whose
painting of Elaine," from TeuuyfronVIxlyls
of the King," and "The Trial of Constance De
Beverly," from Scott's "Marroion," are now
ranked with the great paiutinge of the world.
Equally in vain did we wan the walls for one
of the splendid canvases of Da-i- d Neal, so
well reraemWred for iueh masterpieces as
"The First Meeting of Mary Queen of Scots
and Bizzio," and "Cromwell's First Visit to
Mdton." Boiton. Kew York, Cincinnati and
San Francisco ail enjoy the fruits of their skill.
But both of these are asbociated with German
art and not with Fraucc, and they were either
uot invited to exhibit, or else they were shut
out by the committee, as so many of our popu-
lar artiste were.

The Association of American Artists in Paris
had charge of the United States Fine Art Ex-lut.- it

at the Exposition. Frederick Arthur
Brdgmas,of Alabama, who enjoys considerable
rpuUttiott in Pari as a painter of Algerian
feccucg, its the President of the Association, and
George Hitchcock, of Providence. 11. I., the
fcwieiary. Thefonaer is a pupil of the famous
Otrome. who painted the "Assassination of Jn-Jt- ue

a duplicate or which is in the Cor-
coran Ait Gallery at Washington; the latter is
& pupil of Bou lunger, Lofcbre and other fa-nio-

French masters. Both have resided many
year abroad ; Bndgman having taken second
and third claw medals at the Universal Expo-
sition of 1878. Bndgman distinguished him-ce- lf

at the Exposition of lSB",by contributing
to the American department the moht pain-
fully realistic picture In the whole exhibit, a
romance in three parte, ontitled the "Death of
Love," the leading characters being an evil-eye- d

Musfeulmaii and a surmised beauty of the
harem.

Hitchcock's notoriety w,is of a personal
character. Waiting until the Exposition was
at its highest, he wrote a sensational letter to
hie wife and ran away with his model, a young
artist of Minneapolis, for some time a member
of his family. Hitchcock had three pictures at
the Exposition. "Tulip Culture" is thor-
oughly French In themeand handling, showing
& fair, slender young flower-gi- rl in a blazing
field of poppies. The other two, "Annoncia-tSoti- "

and "Maternity," arc equally compos-
itions of floral beauty, with the young American
as a model. In the "Annonclation " the model
stands meekly, with downcast eyes, in a garden

f Easier lilies that rise to her shoulders; in
the other she is walking in a field of corn-
flowers, those lovely gentian-blu- e flowers so
dear to the heart of Germany's great Emperor,
Kaiser Wjlhelra. In all ages of art, painters
have immortalized their mistresses, and the
Madonna and child appears In a multitude of
frames in every gallery of the Old World.

As the American Art Association is so essen-
tially Fieuch, by imitations and absorption, itis not surprising that paintings ouercd by
American artitts at home or abroad were ac-
cepted or rejected from the French standpoint.
It account for the prominence given to tho
vorkfc of foreign imitators and the rejection of
such superior worksof art as ihose of Bieistadt,
who has reproduced on canvas so many incom-
putable wonders of the great Eccky Mountain
region.

It is the custom of artists in Paris, as well as
other European art centers, to spend a few
weeks of the Summer season in tin- - country
sketching rural scenes and the primitive vil-
lagers. Eeturning in the Fall they repair to
the studios of the masters, such as Bosilauger,
Meis&onier, Lafebrc, (Jerome, Bougerenu and
Cabaual and work up their compositions, paint-
ing the figures from life models. No instruc-
tion is given by the masters, except criticism
wueu me wors are nmsiieu. iiut the artiMts

has free access to tho privato studio of tho
master; can appropriate his methods and imi-tat- o

his excellences. Thus tho artist uncon-
sciously becomes an imitator of his particular
master, and reflects his peculiarities ofBtylo and
finish on his canvases.
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A Favorite SunjKCT. Catholic Pjukst.
So it is that Miss Elizabeth Juno Gardner,

tho Boston artist, so long associated with the
artist Bougercau, paints so likelier master that
her works might well be mistaken for some of
his minor compositions. "Tho Farmer's
Daughter," a young girl in peasant costnino
feeding chickens, is one of tho gems of tho
American Exhibit at tho Exposition.

tlohn S. Sargent, an Italian-America- n, who
excels as a portrait painter, and who ranks
among the second medalists of tho Paris Salon,
oxhibits a number of portraits, and was for-

tunate enough to bo awarded a gold medal by
the jury for a group of four children scon
standing in an artistically-furnishe- d interior.

Another conspicuous group of works nro
those of Julius L. Stewart, of Philadelphia, a
nativo American, who. though still young, has
achieved great success in painting large can-

vases. Early evincing sutistio talent, ho was
taken by his father to Paris to imbibe feomo-thin- g

of tho art spirit of that modern Athens.
Tho elder Stewart was an art connoisseur and
a great admirer of Fortuity, whose works form-
ed a conspicuous part of his extensive art col-

lection. Fortuity was a Spanish-Parisia- and
Mr. Stewart desired his son to express thcftainc
spirit of color, of beauty and artistic forvor.
Anyono who has seen Julius L. Stowart's
"Hunting Bill," with its gorgeous assemblage
of magnificently attired knights and ladies,
will understand that tho father's wishes were
wonderfully realized iu the son. Tho warmth,
the shimmer, the blaze of scarlet and the flash-

ing of jewels is marvelous. There aro 40
figures in the canvas.

Tho Americans excel in black-and-whit- e, tho
rudiments of nil art, and tho American School
of Wood Engraving excited tho praiso of all
true critics. Wo need only refer to tho choice
illustrations of our American books and maga-
zines to have- thiscxhibit understood. There
was more Americanism in tho hundred small
works exhibited than in the whole of the

collection. In sculpture, small dis-

plays wcro made by a group of New England
sculptors, among whom wcro Adams, Bartlctt,
French, Kitson, Buggies, and Warner. William
W. Story exhibited tho statuo of Salome.

A large canvas by Robert Ivoehler, a German--

American, who studied in Paiis, repre-
sents "Tho American Iiallroad Striko" in its
most melancholy aspects. Tho smoky atmos-
phere, the black mills in the distance, tho
black-robe- d proprietor, trj'iug to conciliate
the angry men and haggard women, composo a
realistic scene, but one devoid of any elements
of beauty, which should somewhere nflbrd tho
lights, if only to intensify tho shadows, of a
work of art.

Perhaps nothing in the wholo collection is
more meritorious than the exhibit of four largo
canvases ny J. (ion
Molchcrp, of Detroit:
"Communion," "Tho
Sermon." "Tho Pilots"
and "Tho Shepherd
ess."

IJorcndun
shows the original of his painting of "The
Last Moments of John Brown," the scene rep-
resenting the venerable martyr stooping to kiss
a colored child as he descends the steps on his

No more beautiful collt'ctioi, 4s exhibited
than that of Alexander Frrison, of Philadel-
phia, a pupil of Gctonie. His "Twilight on
the Ocean," property of th St. Louis Museum,
Is a very large canvas, and exquisite iu exposi-
tion of the mellow lights of sky ami ocean
just as the sun goes down. Kcnyon Cox. a
pupil of Geromc, takes to the mystical and tho
devotional, "Jacob Wrestling with the Angel"
being one of his most ambitious subjects.

American women, excepting Miss Gardner,
make a small figure In the collection. Eleanor
Elizabeth Grentorex exhibits but one piece,
"Tea Boses," painted in hor charming manner.
Anna E. Klumpke. of San Fraucisco, resident
at Purls, who does conscientious work, and has
taken medals at the Salon, had all she offered
rejected, except a portrait of her faster iu
wraps and furs. Bosiua Emmet Sherwood, of
Minnesota, exhibits two portraits: "Septem-
ber," a young girl seated by a table upon
which is a bouquet of Autumn gra?&s; and
"Phyllis."

But what matters it to the average American
at the Exposition whether the United States is
represented in art or not? Few of them
sought out the remote section, and many of
those who did walked through, with scarcely a
glance. One company of Cook's tourists en-

tered one of the apartments of tho United
States section as we sat there, advanced about
ten feet, ran their eyes rapidly around tho
room, took the fame quick circle all hunted
creatures do when pressed for time, passed out
by the same door they entered, and were of?
before we could adjust our Kodak for an in-

stantaneous photograph.
Thi is the iiMial way for tourifts to visit tho

Exposition, and the invariable manner iu
which they "do" tho museums and art galler-
ies. "O, come on. We've seen enough of
these old things; what I want to mjo is tho
streets," said one of the young ladies, whom
we saw on her rounds. All very well, if they
would not set themselves up for art critics
whon they get home again.

All iu all the American art collection is tho
best exhibit made by any association represent-
ing the United States at the Exposition.

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WILD BEASTS.
'

Fiorco Denizens of Mountain, Forest

and Plain.

" rTX HE wolf roprcsonts
tho typical form among
Canidiu, and ho pos-
sesses all tho ordinal
characters which hnvo
boon described as be-

longingmm to this group
of tho carnivora iu the
highest degree of their

Black Wolf. development. There is
hut ono family among tho Cyuoidcn, whoso
structural traits nro almost as uniform as thoso
of Ifoluhe, and although dogs wcro not special-
ized at, so early a geological period as cats, and
thoir finsil history is not so comploto, thoy
nevertheless stretch far backward in time, and
their bones nro mingled in tho breccia of
caves with thoso of the first animals with
whom man is known to have been associated.

Certain minor anatomical diflcrouccs exist
botween tho forms which constitute tho genus
Canis, but in what Pi of. Huxley calls tho
thonid group that is, among dogs, wolves and
foxos their valuo is chiefly ulussificatory, and
floes not essentially modify tho lifo of (huso
animals. Tosnchau unusual extent is this Into,
that naturalists now regard Canidiu an forming
a completo series whoso highest and lowest
forms may bo connected in an unbroken struct-
ural chain.

According to W. N. Lockinglon, "tho com-
mon wolf" is thu largest and fiercest creaturo
of tho entire group, and "tho only ono that is
dangerous to man." It oxtomls all over Europo,
nud is distributed widely throughout Asia and
America. Jn tiieso vast regions ninny divers-
ities occur both in size, color and habits of lifo,
Structurally, the animal has a less marked
carnivorous specialization than Felidio exhib-
it, and there is a correlative indefinitoucss in
his conduct as displayed in tho strugglo for
existence. "All the Asiatic thooids distributed
north of tho Altai rango," says Lockinglon,
"aiomcro varieties of tho common wolf." So
also is tho American form, which iu tho north
becomes, like tho Scandinavian, white during
Winter. Cuvior describes .tho Canis lupus of
Europo as " a large species, with a straight tall ;
legs fawn colored, and with a black strlpo on
tho forelegs when adult."

In tho Pyrenees and tho mountainous regions
of Franco, Spain, Italy and Kussin a black va-
riety of tho gray wolf is found. On the other
band, throughout Southeastern Europo, in
Italy and in the tropica! latitudes of America,
the coat of tho gray wolf aisttmcs a fulvous
hue. Within the arctic parallels of both con-
tinents tho polago in Summer is lighter, whilo
tho hair iu Winter is white Further, thoro la
littlo doubt that tho average French wolf is
smaller and browner than tho German variety,
and that if wo compare tho Russia u and Scan-
dinavian forms, it will bo found that tho lat-
ter is tho larger, heavier, and deeper in tho
shoulder. It is his long body and lengthened
hair that gives tho body of tho former its appar-
ent bulk; but really the wolf of northwestern
Europo is tho largest and most formidable
animal of tho whole genus.

On tho steppes of Chincso Tarlary and Thib-
et, the wolf of northeastern Asia contrasts
strikingly in color, form and cbnmctor, with
tho grim and famous wild boast of tho Went,
Tho packs that run down tho kyang, and kill
tho yak and orongo, are yellowish. white, light-frame- d

animals, like thoso Col. Prcjovnlsky
encountered in Mongolia, and which, whilo en-
camped on Lake Ohanco, his dogs easily drove
away from the tcntK at night.

As a rule tho wolf disappears in tho tropics.
"Under the sun" his salient charactcriitics of
temper and shape fall away front him; and tho
creaturo in Asia tends to merge In tho jackal,
and in Amcrira to become a coyote. Compara-
tive anatomists havo recorded tho structural
features which distinguish this chaugo, but
thoy need not bo recapitulated bore, and it
will snfiicc to say that south of tho I lima-laya- s,

tho Indian wolf Cauls pallipcsls moro
nearly allied to tho golden wolf of high Asia
than to any other form of Canidaj. This nil!
mal whoso &peciflc identity Sir Walter Elliot
and Horsfield deny, and Jerdon and Ulyth
atlirm, is relatively small and slender, its troth
aro comparatively delicate, its tail is "thinly
bushy." and it is of a "dirty reddish. white
color," with cloudy-whlt- o markings. It breeds
in holes in tho ground, is widow found in tho
forcsta, is either silent or barks like a Pariah
dog, and genrrally boars little resemblance to
the wolf of Europe or America. Of the latter,
whether it be regarded as a true species or not,
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much the same statements may be made aa
thoso which were oilbrcd concerning its Euro-
pean ally. Although iu conformation and
color this creature, from the Arctic circle to tho
Gulf of Mexico, and from one ocean to the other,
closely resembles the European wolf, those dif-ferenc- es

which nro exhibited on the Kastern
Continent are repeated here. On the Upper
Mh&onri the animal is white, or nearly so;
lower down tho valley of the same rivor it Is
lead colored, in Florida it is black, and iu
Texas and Mexico yellow. As a rule, tho
American variety or species is smaller than
tho wolf of Central and Western Europe, while
its general structure assimilates more nearly to
that of tho coyote, than docs that of thu fienu
dinavian or other transatlantic forms to that
of its inferior members of thoir group.

Leaving now the zoological department of
this subject, lot us inquire into tho character
of tho animal iu question. In song and in my-
thology, as in folk-lor- e and tradition, tho wolf
stands foremost among wild beasts amid tho
nations of tho Celtic and Teutonic racos. His
fierce visage looks out from tho gloom of all of
their durkur sup istilious, and the echo of his
nwaitlily cry lingers in thesaddcutofnll thoir
mirviviug expressions of dioad, An boiling and
despair. Hans Sachs might cull wolves "tho
hunting dogs of tho Lord," but the conception
is nearly unique, for everywhere, from Greece
to Not way, tho wolf has been an object of
horror and hate, tho incarnation of evil, and
tho emblem or associate of thoso powers in
which terror Incorporated tho unknown mid
destructive agencies of nature.

Dripping with blood, gun I gray wolves
bore tho spirits of death upon tho Northern
battlefields. Gerl and Freki, tho wolves of
Woden, fattened upon tho fallen in Valhalla.
On eutth and in heaven tho wolfs form was
that around which fearful fancy grouped its
mofit tragic conceptions, and It was believed
that, chained in hell, the Fonris wolf awaited
tho day when tho demons of tho under-
world should bo loosed, and whon with tho

bursting of tho vault of heaven," th0 "twi-
light of tho gods" should come.

Nothing good has ever been said about the
wolf anywhere or at any time. His reputa-
tion Is solely and completely evil, and yet if
one consults the existing literature upon tho
subject it would bo dlfiicult to find more than
a justification of Cuvlor's assertion that wolves
weio "the most mischievous of the carnivora of
Europe," and this would scarcely account for
tho animal's o among all that was
terrible, mysterious and fatal, both in this world
and the other, lie may havo boon tho victim
of circumstances to a great extent; bur, al-
though anyono who has icuil much about him
can, as Racon remarks, "Opine probably and
niottily" on this point, it is impossihlo to
know anything about it for certain, and vo
will, therefore, dismiss speculation, and turn
to those i coords which purport to display tho
character of wolves as thoy arc.

JJcforo presenting any details it may bo said
that tho wolf has, of courso, suffered like other
wild animals at the hands of his annalists. Ho
has been genoialized upon from iustifllciont
evidence, misintorpteted by means of precon-
ceptions arising from prejudice, and misjudged
by reason of supurstitious in science; so that
doctilnes tho most immature and contradictory
gather about him to nearly as great an oxtout
as thoy do around tho tiger, tho lion, or tho
elephant. The only accusation that Juts nover
boon made against this much --execrated crea-
ture is that ho is stupid. This no ono has
eald, eo far as the knowledge of tho writer

n

gocB, tho wolf's roputationtfor sagacity closoly
approximating in universality to his renown
for rascality.

Usually tho wolf hunts in packs, although in
all countries where ho oxktts largo old wolvos
occasionally lead solitary lives, and , boon
thoso animals, for tho most part, who havo
done thoso deeds which in every country in
Europo havo mndo tho wolf, famous for ferocity,
astuteness, and strength. According to Capt.
Forsyth thoy nro apt to pair in India, whoro
it is infrequent to find moro than six or sovon
together. Whcrovor thoy hunt In numbers
tho prey is either run down by that "long
gallop," which dovoure distance without any
considerable oxcrtion being apparent upon tho
part of tho animal, and which is seemingly
tireless; or tho pack divides and drives thu
gamo to wind thoir ambushed companions, as
tho practice is with tho wild dog and lion.

A wolf will eat any animal matter, irrespect-
ive of its kind or condition. Whon piossud by
hunger ho consumes vogotahlo substances also,
though not, so far as known, to tho samo ex-
tent as others of tho Canidic, and starving, ho
is said by Humboldt to fill his stomach with
dirt, lilco tho Otomao Indians on tho Orinoko,
or tho savages of Now Caledonia, though not
for tho samo reason.

Turning now to tho most celebrated as well
as tho largest and fiercest of all members of
tho family, wo find that, despite thoso varied
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moans which havo boon used for his destruc-
tion, tho Scandinavian wolf is increasing
rather than diminishing in numbars in many
places. Lloyd ascribes this to immigrations,
into Sweden and Norway especially, of tho
wolvos of Finland and Russia. However tho
enso may bo, recent writers still echo tho com-
plaints of OIuus Magnus, in tho IGth century,
nud of tho quaint old Ilishop Pontappidau,
who declared that tho country was over-ru- n

with them, and that thoy wcro "tho plague
and torment of tho land." Thus Von Grieif
assorts that in various localities "tho wolf
taxes tho peasant highor than tho crown,"
arid I. A. Strom, who was a famous dostroyor Of
tha kind, expresses much tho samo opinion.

Lloyd thinks that iu tho mountainous nud
forest regions of this part of Europe tho wolf
cannot ho exterminated, mid that hunts, both
public and private, traps nnd poison nro alike
unavailing to that end. Although tho wolf
breeds but onco a year, the number of cubs
ranges from two to povoii or oven nine. Thoy
nro extremely hardy nnd tenacious of life,
very cunning, enterprising and active, and
notwithstanding that numbers portals ovory
Winter by starvation, both thero and through-
out the north of Europo and America, tho ani-
mal everywhere appears to bo capable of sur-
viving privations and hardship's that would bo
fatal to almost any other creature.

It has boon several times said in tha course
of llicso papers that it is impossible to foresee
tho conduct of any wild beast, and that wheth-
er predatory animals fear man or not depends,
for tho most part, sololy upon what sort of re-

lations have existed hUwecu thorn. "Of all
carnivorous animals of equal size," remarks
Gen. Dodgo of tho American spocies, "tho
wolf is tho least dangorons to. man or boast."
Ross Cox, on tho contrary, calls "tbo wolves
of North America the mot daring of
all beasts of proy on that continent"; but ho
adds that " unless desperate, they will seldwn
Or novor attack a humans being." Tho formor
statements, like a miiltitudo-- of similar ones,
mutually cancel each othor. With regard to
the latter, itmny be said that no reason exists
for supposing tho wolves-o- f thjs country to bo
uioro cowardly than thoso of othor lands
whoro thoy nro unquestionably tnan-cntor- s.

Apart from tho losu of life from this cause in
India, which is a matter of ollicial record, hut
where this occur under exceptional circum-
stance, since tho Hindu makes littlb or no re-

sistance, it is exceedingly improbablo that so
many stories of tho formor aggression of
wolves against men bore should bo pnro inven-
tions. However tho auimnl may havo been
cowed in tho North, nil through Mexico tho
lobo is held In considerable respect, and not
without cause.

Riding westward through the mountains,
which iu Mexico join tho Andes with tho
Itocky range to the north, tho writer found n
woman and two children upon the trail, and
offered protection through tho forest. Tills
was declined for tho reason that n friend's
house, to which tho party wore going, lay near
by In a valley that broko down from tho ele-
vated ridge thoy were travorslng. Within an
hour all of thoso unfortunates were torn to
pieces by wolves. A party of mulotecrs passed
inside of that time and found their remains.
Half-a-doze- n men, who could havo had no pro
vlous knowledge of the oxistunco of thrso vic-
tims, told tho story, and IIito is no doubt that
It was true. Independently of this, an event
occurred deeper in tha Slorrn which put at rest
any doubt that mountain wolves s ill attack
men. After tho battle of Albuura, a dragoon
sent by Wellington with dispatches was de-
voured, together with his horao; and tho coun-
try and Its wolves nro tho same to-da- y as thon.
About 50 j'cars ago a company of Russian in-

fantry were exterminated in tho passes of tho
Ural by these animals.

These deeds wcro dono by packs; but when
tho railroad north of Juhhulpior wns being
constructed thero was great loss of lifo among
tho workmen from wolvos. In thoso cases Capt.
Forsyth explains that but two animals wore
concerned, as a rule, ono of which caught tho
man by tho neck from behind, while tho other
tore out his entrails. Every year thu wolvos
of Central India destroy uumbors of pooplo,
Usually a solitary wolf prefers to attack women
and children; but whon thoy aro truo man-eate- rs

they "will attack anyone." Tho tradi-
tions of every country in F.uropo attest that at
ono time thu samo state of things existed, and
whoro tho wolf has not buon overawed they
exist still. " Daring as the wolf was In olden
tinios," bays Lloyd, spuaking of tho Scandlniii
vinn animal, "ho has lost nothing of his au-
dacity at tho present day." From newspapers,
parish registers, ollicial reports, and tho evi-
dence of oyc-wltness- ho compiles an ac-
count of tho ravages of wolves and of their
dostructlvoncss to life that nearly equals
thoso found iu tho modhoval chronicles. To
finish this sketch, and to show what ono of
theso animals is capable of doing, wo may refer
ton series of events of which tho French, Dutch,
Uelglan, and English journals of J 70S woiu full,
and which finally came to bo a mat tor of serious
concern to tho Government of Franco.

During this period an animal that was not
identified as a wolf until after its death, created
a reign of terror in tho forest country of Prov-
ence and Languedoc, devouring 80 porsonB
about Govandau "Qui a d,ovoro plus quo
quatrovlngt porsounes dans lo Govandau." A

thing olso, and also as zoologies! piovincos wore
not so well known ns at present, it was con-
cluded that an animal of this kind moro
toniblu than tho man eating hyena Col. Julius
Uarrns destroyed in Cowtmb J udia u century
after, but less destnictivo-.tlia- n tho wolf of tho
Forest of Fontnlnbleau, who, In lbT.'J, killed
140 people, had committed tlieo ravages. Tho
Stato offered 1,000 crowib for its head. The

Its howl was heard in villages by night; chil-
dren and women worn killed iu their own farm-yaid- s,

woodcutters devoured in tho forests, men
torn outof thoir wagons and oaten on tho high-
way in broad day.

Finally, thoso who had escaped with wounds
from its attack began to go mud, but nothing
indicates that thoy had truo hydiophoblu, and

170."i shows that tho animal could not havo been
aillicted with this disease. Thou tho Siour do
la Chaumetto, a famous wolf-hunte- r, nppcarcd
upon the scene, and, accompanied by his two
brothors, found nnd wounded tho destroyer,
which ho declared was not a wolf; but shortly
after, having bcon joined by a picked band of
hunters drawn from 50 parishes, ho took up
tho pursuit, again howovor, ineffectually. In
Soptcmbor, 1705, tho Siour dc Blantcrno, with
two companions, killed tho "wild beast of
Govandau," which had ravaged a largo prov-
ince in sou thorn Franco for nearly a year. It
was brought to Paris and prescntod to tho King,
and provod to boa wolf flvo foot sovon inches
long nud ,'ii inches high.
