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plnce. It was in. this house that tbo old
Jady "who had just conio from Brandy when
the troops were coming in, told Mrs. Whale
that the Yankees were the strangest people
she ever saw, as they carried their dead sol-
diers along with theni; forsho had seen over
a dozen wagons with 5 corps-e- s in them.
The Richard house still remains as it was,
and so around Stevenshurg many of the old
landmarks remain, and would easily he rec-
ognized hy anyone who was here during
the war. Maj. Stine, who visited hero last
Summer, located and remembered many
places which he had seen hero when on his
pilgrimage in these parts.

Leaving Stevenshurg aud going cast toward
Gormania Ford the first houso yon seo is tho
Grayson house, a largo building constructed of
brick imported from England over 100 years
ago. It is situated about 300 yards to tho right
of tho rod, on a hill, and is heavy enough to
6tand a Mogc. After you bavo proceeded from
Stevensbtirg one milo you come to my house,
ou tho left --hand sidefnnd McVeigh's, on tho
right, about 300 yards from tho road. Then
you pfts the Kelly's Ford road, on your left,
through the rocky gorge called tho "Devil's
Jump,' nd on through heavy woods to tho
Roberts Iioiipo, on tho left, two and ono-h.il- f

milos from Stevenshurg, tho crossroads from
Brandy Station over to tho plank road and
GermaniH Ford coming in at the cast end of
Hie place. Proceeding ou thiough Hilly Colo's
joavy woods one mile yon reach cleared land

on each side of the road.'old Mrs. Evans's houso
Doing oh tho right, and the site of tho old
tiarucs J'otol on the loft. Four miles from

Stone's will, as also a road from Brandy by
way f Stony Ford and Tumor's, passing near
Hamilton's and Rodd's. Wo are now 25 miles
from Fredork'ksburg, at tlie point where tho
Fifth, Eleventh and Twelfth Corps, of Hooker's
army, enU'rod the Fredericksburg; road on
Wednesday tho 29th of April, 2S63, on their
way t Cbaucoilorsvillc, commanded respect-
ively by

OKSP. 1KAE, HOWAKD AND 5LOCUM.

The road then bends to the right or southeast,
the firs house on the left, a little off the road,
being that of Willis Madden, a freo colored
man; thou, a quarter of a milo further, 31 ary
Daggett's, and abont half tbo distance further
on Charles Daggett's. Soon we came to Tapp's
old field, oh the right hand side of the road,
whore a branch road comes iu from tho west
from a free colored settlement on tbo plank
reed. Between Charles aud Mary Daggett's a
breastwork was thrown up across the road hy
a Federal infantry brigade, which camped op-

posite Daggett's, oh Barnes's Branch, to support
the cavalry pickets aud outposts. A ICorth
Carolina brigade of infantry, and subsequently
a brigade f Confederate cavalry, bad camped
tkere at times previously, and this brigade of
the Second Division of Hancock's Corps took
tbeir place in the Fall of JdG3, on account of
the good wood and water, and located on the
growtd wfeere Longstroet executed the spy tho
previous Summer.

We are now 24 miles from Fredericksburg,
with Mrs. Allen's bouse on onr right and Shep-
herd's Grove rstofice halfa milo further ou our
left; sud tftili another half mile and wo are at
the forks of the road, 23 miles. That road to
tbe riajht leads to Germauia Ford, three miles.
and that to tbe loft goes to Ricbardsvillc, five
miles, and Ely's Ford, four miles further, on the
RfMdN. wit branch roads to Field's Ford,
Elite's Ford and Richard's Ford and Ferry, with
tralle to Deep Run Mill and Klinker's Mill
wbore there are crossings also, on the Rappa-
hannock. Here in the forks is a clearing, in
which tbe Stone bouse is sitnated, occupied by
Mrs. Braauou and family. Here is where the
cavalry videte in this direction stood post
many a time. Betwoon those two large pine
trees on the left s pole was fattened, where tho
Corporal and men not on post bitched their
horses and blent. That burnt place at the hose
of the big double pine is whore they cooked.
Tbe reserve wits back at Shepherd's Grove, or
in a hollow on the wast side of the road a little
behind Shepherd's. There part of Col. Bryant's
l&th I'a. Cav. were surprised one morning by
eoiao of Hampton's Confederate Division, who
caaoovcr German ia Ford and run the pickets in
on thcTeaerve, iutowbom they charged, wound-
ing and capturing a number of men aud horses
and drtviug the rest in on the infantry sup-
ports. I'm 'U it was made by Gon, Davios, hut
without Mu-cts- the Confederate cavalry getting
off with their capteres. In the same hollow,
tbe Confederate Gan. Cbambhes came upou and
killed a tiutuWr of colored soldiers, who were
straggling from the negro troops sent on in tho
Sammor of 1M to joiu Gen. Burnside, I be-
lieve. A number of them were picked up bore
and Utore aiotig their route from Brandy Station
past the fea'phar Springs until they crossed at
Gorstaniu, as they lay around all over tho
coHutry. J found two of them fast asleep and
open-mouthe- d nnder the bouey-sbuc- k trees
below my boose some hours after their rear-
guard bad pejd. J woke thorn up and told
them tity bad better git," or they might got
into trouble. When I informed tliem how long
their command had been gone, they pulled out
Tory Mvely. Jt is true I did not like to see

Confederate soldiors who captured them might
do with them.

Win. Roas. with his wife, daughter Emily and
eon John, lived in the Grayson house, Bob
Grayaon having rufugoud South. I ha'c here-tofot- e

toid of Bill Horn. After the war he bought
the house iu Steveneburg where Mrs. Moore
lived, and fixed it up with shrubbery and fruit-tree- s

from tbe abandoned Federal camps, mak-
ing it a beautiful place.

At Joe Roberts's house, ho being in the Con-
federate army. Bill Edwards lived, who has also
been aftoken of before. When he was taken off
by Stuart tbe bouse was abandoned, aud was
afterwards torn down by the Federals andhauled to the camps to build shanties, as was
also the Evam, house, near Barnes Branch.

Old Willis Madden, a free colored man, livedas formerly described, and kept a sort of house"
of ontorteinmeut. Hi daughter, Maria, wasbis honsekeejH.-r- , and was kept by Jack Whale
tbeCoueteble mentioned as being nearly mobbedin Kew Yet k. by whom she had two cbildroii.onoof whom, Willis Madden, is pastor of the colored
church at the settlement uow at the junction
of the Kelfy's Ford road, and the other is ateacher of tbe colored school. Old Willis Mad-don- 's

bouse was used before the war for jdvfii"big parties, where rich plantar, like Gentleman

Bill Ross, Jack Stone, Jack Harris and Bluko
Hansborough, would meet tho daughters of
poor white men.

Mary Daggett lived at homo with her daugh-
ter Belle, and had three sons in tho Confederate
army Basil, Cailett nnd James. Tho latter
married Salome Shepherd, nnd lives near Pony
Mountain. Basil died in tho lunatic asylum
after the war, having gone on to Washington
with his gun to obtain tho Presidency, uud Cat.
was killed by lightning.

Charles Daggett had fivo daughtors, with his
wifo and boy, John, nt home. Pamolia, Lucy,
Fanny and Melvina aro alive and married, and
Kato married a Northern soldier named II. R.
Lucas, who belonged to tho heavy artillery.
Sho is now dead. Whon tho North Carolina
brigado camped opposite Chas. Daggett's houso
they commenced foraging on him, aud ho com-
plained of it. Tho commanding otlicor issued
orders, which wcro read on parade, that no for-
aging would bo allowed; but they kept nt it,
and tho commanding officer ordorcd Charles to
shootany man who interfered with his property.
Ono night Eonio soldiors wcro iu tho houso talk-
ing to him and tho girls, when ho henrf) a noiso
outside, as ho thought. Ho wont into tho other
room, took a gun, went out, and fired in tho di-

rection of two stacks of rye, which tho soldiors
had boon disturbing, llo thou hoard a cry, nnd
tho soldiers ran out of tho houso to find ono of
their companions, who was stealing tho ryo for
bedding, badly wounded.

At Shepherd's Grovo, which was tho post-ofli- co

for tho surrounding country, Travis
Shepherd lived, with his sons, Dick nnd Bill,
John being in tho Confedcralo army. His
daughters, Sarah, Salomo aud Hester havo all
married and gono off, old Travis being dead.

The Lambkins lived on tho Smith place, on
theFiold's Ford road, which turns off at Shop-herd- 's

Grovo and passes by Mrs. Sallio Cole's,
Shepherd's and Miss Field's. Anothor road
turned off further back toward Daggett's nnd
wont past the Forest Chapel and over toward
Brimmer's and into a road that ran from Kolly-vill- e

to Richardvillo.
A SOI.DIKR NAMKD MERSICK,

ofono of tllecavalry regiments, was payingatton-tio- n

to Miss Junnio Colo, and was visiting her
at Mrs. S. Colo's, a milo off tho main Toad, ono
evening. Ho heard noises outsido tho house,
and bolioving them to bo inudo by Confedorato
scouts, drew his revolver and told them to como
in and tako him. A Frenchman, a recruit, who
was with him, was much frightened. Fearing
that tho houso would ho fired intoaud tho Fed-
erals killed, as they wcro in tho light, whilo
those outside woro iu darkness, Miss Jonuio
Colo blew out tho lights. Tho Confederates,
led by Coot Allen aud Jack Harris, detailed :is
scouts from thoir knowledgo of tho country,
then rushod in and took them prisoners; but
being unable to get them out south, took them
out by way of Field's Ford to Morriavillc, in
Fauquier County, whero they turned them
ovor to a Confedorato detachment.

Tho Rogorsos lived over near Field's Ford, and
it was a picket-statio- n for a time. On ono
occasion a party of Confederates dashed in on
tho picket-po- tt and killed ono man. Either
intentionally or in tho molce, tho body was
knocked into a firo they bad burning nnd was
disfigured almost beyond recognition.

Under the old pines I stand, whero I havo scon
the trim cavalryman sitting his horse with
carhino advanced, watching tho roads, whilo
his companions, a couplo of rods away, dis-
mounted, chatted and smoked near their horses,
whoso bridle-rein-s wero cast over old pieces of
horseshoo driven in tho trees, and tho pait
seems to mo more like a dream than a reality.

From Stone's houso nt the forks we will now
start forward, three miles to German in Ford nnd
23 miles to Fredericksburg. This was tho routo
taken by the Eleventh and Twelfth Corp3 en-rou- te

to CliKncellorsvillo, and had been traveled
over by Stoncman's cavalry la few days pre-
viously, who partly destroyed tho bridge over
tho Rapidan. About 150 Confederate pioneers
wcro repairing tho structure whon tho Fed-
eral advance cauio upon and captured them.

The Fifth Corp? took the left-han- d road to
Ely's Ford.

A fiue spring is at Stone's, aud the thirsty
soldiers refreshed themselves from it. Mrs.
Mary Brannon lived there with her daughters,
Sallio, Parthouia, Ellen and Emily, aud her
boy "Bsge." Her other sou, "Coot," was iu
the 4th Va. Cav. Throe negroes of Burnsldo's
colored troops came to this hou.se, straggling,
and asked for wsiter, which they received.
They also inquired about their command, and
Mrs. Brannon told them they had best get out
of the way, as there would be Confederates
following them up. Instead of following her
advice they struck out into tho woods aud
made a fire, and were discovered the next day
about two miles off by Confedorato soldiers,
who killed them. Arthur Brown, in clearing
np his place since the war, camo upon the
skulls and bones and buried them.

After the battle or ChanceHorsville, two off-
icers camo to Mrs. Brannou's, who stated that
they had oscapod whon the Federal hospital
was taken, after Hooker's retreat. They were
cousins. One was a staff officer, and had been
badly injured by a fall from his horse, which
waB shot. Tho other was an artillery officer,
and had his knee-ca- p shot off. The Brannon
girls and the Misses Virginia Edwards and
Catherine Allen, who visited there, waited ou
them for several days, there being no troops iu
the country. Ono day the Confederate scouts
Coot Allen and Jack Harris camo to tho house,
and wore surprised to find the officers there.
They woro both up and beginning to be able to
get around, aud wero sitting in the front room.
After eorne conversation the scouts wanted to
trade boots with the officers, but Ena Brannon,
who was present, objected strenuously. So the
scouts went off and got horses,

took tiikm vmmtntHB,
and carried them away with them. Tiiey had
gold watches and plenty of money when taken,
butlbiippoiodid not havo much after coming
out of Libby, if they survived.

One day two men in Confederate uniforms
rode un to Brannon'a nnd W.? fnr lmtti(ll..
to eat, which was given them. They were
vory nice-lookin- g men, aud as they sat on their
horses at the gate, recounted to tho girls their
exploits over the Yankees, and what great dmi-ger- s

they had yet to undeigo. The girls were
quite enthusiaatic over them, aud felt sad whon
asked how they would like to seo their South-
ern friends defeated; tho fellows regretting
that they could not see their sweethearts then.
They had quito a nice chat, aud as thoy got
ready to slnit, asked tho girls to kiss thorn g,ood-b- y,

as they were going into imminent danger
and might never return alive, and desired to
carry the memory of their meeting such sweet
young ladies with them. In the excitement of
the moment tho girls did kis them good-by- ,
and thou tho scouts rode oil" a few rods with
handkerchiefs waving after them, when they
turned their horses, opened thoir coats, and dis-
closed the Federal blue uniform beneath. Thoy
galloped off laughing, and tho girls gavo
them a tongue-lashin- g for a while, when they,
too, had to laugh at the Yankee trick played
on them.

Mrs. Mary Brannon and air her sons and
daughters aro alive. Ena is married to Mr.
Gordon Clark, and lives at Shepherd's Grovo.
Catherine Allen is married to Wallace Holmes,
and lives on her mother's place, justabovo there,
while Miss Virginia Edwards married W, A.
McDonald, of Co. C, 2d N. Y. Cav., and owns
the btone place, where tho Braunons lived dur-
ing the war. They bavo three daughters, two
of them married, uud six boys.

Up to this time wo havo had good roads from
Stevenshurg, as Hooker had from Kelly's Ford,
but whon wo go a mile and a half further wo
came to wboro many a teamster and urtillery-ma- n

made the air blue with profanity. Beforo
we reach there, however, we paes Mrs. Dr.
Hale's place, on tho left-han- d side, one mile
from tho forks, where she lived with tho two
Miss Dukes, the house being about 400 yards
buck from tho road, with a good spring about
halfaay between the road aud the house.

Many a soldier will remember tho "yellow

Pitchefs eastorla
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bottom," as it is called, with tho deep gulloy
and big hill ou tho right-han- d flido of tho road,
and tho reddish clay and mud that stuck liko
shoemaker's wax, and stained tho bluo trow-sor- s

so that it had to bo washed out. It is a
wild-lookin- g place, nnd presents tho samo co

now as whon tho web-fo- ot dragged
through and cursed its mire.

Plodding on, at two aud nqunrtor miles from
Stone's wo como to Win. Paino's house, whero
tho jdank road outers, and wboro holivcd with
his wifo aud children, John, Tom, Lawroncc,
Mary, and Ponolopo. A good spring bubbles
up in the woods on tho luft-hau- d side of the
main road. He was discharged from tho 7th
Va. for disability, and remained quietly at
homo, taking no intorcst in passing events,

AND WAS NOT DISTURI1RD IJY TIIR TllOOrfl.
And now tho lluco quarters of a mile to Gor-man- ia

is along tho edge of a precipitous hill of
Boapstouu shale, making a soft and damp road,
and wo oinorge at tho river with tho high hill
on our right and a field ou a bank to our loft,
which belonged to Powell, but was occupied by
Geo". Grinihley, who lived with his wifo and
four daughters in tho houso a quarter of a milo
to tho loft. About GO yards from tho road lead-
ing to tho bridgo, and over tho road to tho ford,
which is cut down a 20-fo- bank. Is tho stono
cellar of an old houso, with scattering ccdnrs
and honey-locust- s around it. In this collar, or
by it, stood tho Federal picket, watching his
Confedorato antagonist by tho tall baro chim-
neys, whore formerly stood tho houses of Gor-miini- a,

looming up ghostlike ovor tho ruins of
mill, factory, store, and dwellings.

Back of us, two miles and a half toward tho
loft and tho Ely's Ford road, is old John Jones's
place, whero ho lived with his wifo and thrco
daughters, Eveline, Mildred, and Martha. His
sons, John, James, nnd Itichard, woro in tho
Confedorato army. Directly duo cast of us
thrco mile?, is D. Hall's plnco, on a plateau 150
feet high, and a milo farther is tho Culpopor
Gold Mine, in a wild, hilly country, not reach-
ed from this direction, tho approach to it being
by way of Iticlmrdsville, but communicating
with tho Van Ciusonud Greonwood Mincssouth
of tho river and the Wilderness country by a
crossing called Culpopor Ford.

Locust Hill, Col. Humphrey's place, Is abont
a milo and a half from us down tho rivor; wo
can seo Ins liouso from hero, cast of us. on a
high hill. Ono of his sons was a Lieutenant
in tho Confedorato army, and was killed at
Cedar Mountain. Humphrey had been a Colo-
nel of militia; was a very rich, arrogant man,
and a prominent Secessionist, and was taken
prisoner by tho :id Ind. Cav. whon Gen. Buford
camo in, and carried oil' to Washington, in 18G2,
whero ho was kept in tho Old Capitol Prison.
Ho refused to tako tho oath of allegiance, and
died in confinement, Strother Wallace, who
still lives, was taken at tho samo time, but ac-
cepted tho oath, and was set free.

To tho right and west half a milo is Fox
Neck, belonging to Capt. John E. Brooko in
those days, but subsequently owned by Dong
Wallach, of tho Washington JCveiiinff Star. He
was in tho Confedorato army, aud homo on fur-
lough when captured hy tho samo parties who
took Col. Humphreys. It is said that ho caused
Humphrey's arrest. Howovor, ho took tho
oath of allogianco. and remained in Washing-
ton until tho war was ovor. Tho Fox Nuck
mansion was on a high rldgo, but obscured
from view at tho bridgo by tho dcuso grovo in
front of it.

Now whilo wo gazo at tho water boiling by
tho huge rocks below which orotses tho ford to
n sandbar on tho sou thorn side, wo picture In
our mind tho northern shoro of tho rivor
crowded with infantry soldiors disrobing, and
tho road back as far as thb oyo can reach full of
glittering bayonets and bright uniforms. Wo
can imagine- -

riding down tho road to tho river's brink, leap-
ing from his horse, aud with sword in hand
dashing into the stream, shouting to tho men
of his brigado tho command, "Forward," aud
advancing across tho foaming stream, arm-p- it

deep. He ronches tho southern shoro, followod
by his "Regulars," and ascends tho road which
winds first to tho Tight to roach tho road from
tho bridgo, aud then to tho loft before striking
away form tho river. This plcltiro of tho ad-vau- co

to Mine Run was oft repeated at Ger-mnnl-n,

whoro now there is "No sound auvo tho
rush of tho rivor."

The plank road which wo rnoiiMonod as coni-
ng in three-quarter- s of a milo buck was never

completed. Jt was intended to run from Fred-
ericksburg to Culpopor Courthouse, but as tho
stockholders did not plank up, tho road wont
under. The right of way had boon 'purchased,
and it was graded from Fredericksburg via
Germanfa to a point within about thrco milos
of Stovemiburg and a milo and a half aoiith of
tho Stevcuaburgaud Fredicksburg roads, whoro
thoro was a free-negr- o settlement. A trail
from tho Stevenshurg road ciomkm hero aud
wont down to tho old Tolmccostlck Ford, and
a crossroad from Shepherd's Grovo to Baccoou
Ford also intersected it. Ono milo west from
those crotsroads, and Hiq same dhtnnco from the
Stevenshurg road, was" Lovell's," tho residence
of CapU Harrison Gordon, deceased. Hinsoni,
John, Albert, and Churchill, woro in the Con-
federate army, and his wifo wont to live with
her son-in-la- Ah Willis.

Mr& Melinda Edwards, with her daughter
Jennie, had charge of tho Gordon house, and
Moliuda's aunt, old Mrs. Fanny Evans, lived
with them. Tho first troops who went in that
way in 1602 were "Scott's 000." They camped
all night on Mrs. Ashby's place, which was thuti
In charge of Hichard Clark, tho family having
gono South, Dr. J. Washington Ashby being in
the army. Tho next day thoy went on to liapi-da- n

Station, destroyed tho bridgo there, and got
back by some other route. Itichard Clark wai
tho Overseer of the Ashby place, and also a
blacksmith. They used his forge ami tools, and
took some articles they wanted, and also all tbo
horses in tho night. Next morning Mrs. Clark
went out to them and said thoy all belonged to
her husband, who was a poor blacksmith ; so
they gavo tho horses back. Junnio told mo
that ono Sunday evening a man rodo up to tho
liouso, dressed iu butternut clothes, liko some
of tho South Carolina cavalry that had been
around. Up to this tlmo thoy had scon no
Yankees. Ho called, nnd she went out to him,
leaving Jim Jonej, a Confederate soldier from
Orange County, aud Mrs. Ella Gordon talking In
tho houso. He had hisTighthand behind him an
if ho held a revolver, which led her to suspect
him, oh all tho Confederate cavalry had Jolt.
Ho asked if theie wero any Yankees around,
and looking ovor to tho road she auwa number
of men iu bluo, aud at onco answered him,
laughingly:

"YRfi; YOU ARK ONE."
Mrs. Gordon had come out to seo what wag go-
ing ou, and seeing the Federal cavalry in the
road, ran back and told Jones that tho man
was a Yankee, aud Jonca thereupon prepared
to Hhoot him with his revolver through tho
window; but upon being told that tho mad
was full of them, ho inado ono jump for tho
back door and wont over the fence ilylng, and
disappeared in tho woods. Old Mrs. Melinda
uafll that whon they first camo thoy woro two
and two, drawn out jiiht like a shooslring, and
then they all huddled up in a bunch and got
oil' their horses. A Captain aud a Lieutenant,
they said they were, camo up to hor.and as she
was quite excited, sho asked if thoy wove Vau-
lt cos, as they looked Uko other men. Ono of
them answered : " Wo aro some of tho bltoys, J 1st,
an' haint had uothin' to ait fur three days."

Tho speaker was undoubtedly Irish. Thoy
told her they must have something to eat. Sho
said that sho had but llttlo, and a sick aunt to
look after. She, however, got all the bread alio
had in the houso and put It iu a large sugar-bo- x

aud carried it out tp, them. Then a wholo
lot more came and called for wator, and tho old
woman got the pitcher, wiped it out, put water
in it and carriod It out to them ; but iu her fear
and excitement sho had left tho dish-ra- g, with
which sho wiped tho pitohor, in that vessel.
One fellow took tho pitcher and. without wait-
ing for tho glass, turned it up to his head
nnd was about to swallow tho dish-ra- g, but lot-
ting down the pitcher yelled, "Jaysus, nhat's
that!"

Tho old woman went into tho houso very
much frightened, as tho Irishman aworo, in
fun, that sho was trying to poison him with
tho dish-ra- g. Jonuio thou wont out and got
tho pitcher and took them some more wator.
Just then .lack Stone camo along with two fine
horses, which he had bought for $200 aplcco
from Capt. Gordon. Ho had hcaid tho Yankees
wero in tho country, and was going to tako tho
horses ovor tho Rapidan, south, by way of Itac-coo- n

Ford, and took this routo to avoid tho
main road. An officer rodo up and asked Jon-
uio who ho was. She answered that ho was an
old man of tho neighborhood, who bothered
nobody and wont nowhere much. Ho also
asked whoro then was water, and sho told him.
pointing in thedlroction Jack Stono was going.
Tho officer galloped across to tho troops on tho
next farm, and was bringing some of them,
mounted, down to tho branch which Jack
Stone, who had been delaying along, was up.
preaching. Seeing this command approach,
aud thinking they wero Confederates, aa thoy

camo from a different direction, ho halloood to
thorn as thoy appronchoili'

"Como on, boys. They'ro right ovor hero
(pointing to tho Gordon houso).

QIVK '.EM ItKI.t, ROYS."
Whon tho otlicor enmo up ho said to him:
" Yes, wo will give 'qiji hell. Get off that

horso, you old scoundrel."
Ho thou conjlscntcd' Juqk Stono's fine horses,

but gavo him an old horse, to which ho trans-
ferred his saddle.

camo up to tho 116136, nnd Miss Jonuio went
out to thorn at tho gato. Thoy had Has. Dag-
gett and Wm. Lumpkin prisoners, who wero
homo on furlough, and wero visiting, whon
captured, near tho houso. Ono of tho soldiers
aald: "Hollol Miss. Aro thoso your beans?"
Junnio answered no, that thoy woro young men
of tho neighborhood, and then asked what thoy
woro going to with them. Ono replied:
"We're goiu' to cat 'em." Another said:
"Wo"ll roast 'em with somo of your sweet
tators and havo 'cm for supper." Thoy all
laughed at this, and then old Mrs. Evans camo
out, and supposing thorn to bo rebels, snid:" Give thorn Yankees tho dovil, boys." Junnio
jorked her dress and said: "These gentlemen
aro Yankees, aunty." Ono soldier said to tho
old woman : "What was that you said, madam '"
Sho was thoroughly frightened, and answored :

"I said I am a poor, decropit old woman, aud
nearly starving." trembling nil over at tho
samo time. Theso men wero from Ohio, and
ono of thorn said, "Bring out somothing, old
lady, aud we'll glvo you somo sugar and coffco."
The old woman did bo, and they each ono gavo
her somo sugar and coffee. Thoy then rodo
off, and on reaching thoir command tho pris-
oners woro paroled and Hot freo.

Lieut. IJIunt, of (Ion. Davio3's staff, who
afterwards had an car shot off in tho fight at
Cnlharpin Bun, aud Capt. North, of a Michigan
regiment, who was subsequently killed, wcro
frequent visitors at tho Gordon house, whoro
W. A. McDonald, of Co. A, 2d N. Y. Cav., was
safeguard until after the Mine Run affair, whon
J. T. Harris, of tho infantry, Second Corps, was
placed on duty.

When tho troops started for Mino Run an
Irishman of tho Federal infantry camo to tho
Gordon houso and usked for somothing to oat.
This wns givou to him, whon ho asked if they
had any old citizen's clothing around tho hoiiH",
as ho was tired of tho army and wanted to got
to tho robola. His Captain was down on him,
ho said, and mistreated him so that ho could
stand it no longer, as tho Captain had got tho
other officers and Sergeants aftor him too.
If ho deserted nnd wont North thoy would
catch him nnd might shoot him, or put him in
prison, and so ho preferred going South. Thoy
got him nn old suit of clothes that belonged to
Capt. Gordon, and ho put them on, nnd then
had them prepare him a haversack full of pro-
visions. Tho day ho got ready to make thostart
tho troop woro returning from Mino Bun. and
somo soldiers camo to tho houso just at dark.
Tho Irishmen hearing them, ho being in tho
kitchen at tho time, ran to tho big firopinco
and covered up tho wood and embers quickly.
Then, boforo anything could bo said to him, ho
went up tho chimney and out on tho kitchen
roof, then nlong tho combing to tho end, when
ho got downinud escaped. Thoy saw him no
more.

near Morion's Ford, perhaps and camo
ou until tiny ran into tho infantry plckot-llnof- f.

Then tho firing commenced, tho rniorvo
turned out, and a gonornl commotion ensued;
hut tho Confedorato .cavalry woro drivon otT
boforo they got near the houso,

for generations thoir raco had been taught to
abhor.

Ou tho other hand, tho Southern soldiors had
been habituated to homicido from infancy.
They had been raised tb admire nnd look up to
tho man "who hnd killed his man." Every-
body knows that this is true. Tho result was
that in tho earlier battles of tho war tho South-
ern soldier deliberately aimed at an individual
enemy as a rulo, whilo tho Yankee soldier did
so as an exception. Tho Southorn soldior, if
ho know ho had

Kir.T.nU A YANKKK,"
would brag about it all ovor camp. ThoYankoo
soldier, If acousud of "killing a rebel," would
deny It, and try to put it on hla "next man in
tho skirmish-line.- " But about tho dato of
Gettysburg tho traditional Northern aversion
to "tho taking of human lifo" was on tho
wano. Tho Yankoos, patient, humane, nnd
long-sufferin- g as thoy were, had begun to "draw
their bends down fino." Tho "killing of a
rebel " had begun to bo matter not necessarily
calling for denial. In tho infantry tho Yankees
had begun "to shoot from a dead rest," when
thoy could get ono ovor a stump or rock or
across a fence-rai- l, or alongside a tree. In tho
artillery they had learned that "canister
should keep close to tho ground," and that tho
proper thing to do was to "kick up tho dirt in tho
faces" of a lino of charging infantry. "Bowel-shots- "

becamo tho talk of tho Yankee camps.
In short, as I said boforo, when tho war had
been going on about a year and a half tho
Yankees began "to shoot to kill!" began to
"tako aim"; began to real fro that bayonota
were made for somothing besides parade ; began
to comprehend that war wa3 war, and meant
killing or hurting as bad as possiblo, and under
till circumstances.

With tho Western troops it was different.
Tho sons of tho pionoorsof Indiana, Michigan,
Illinois and Wisconsin wero not so squeamish
about killing. They began to kill from tho
start. Though, perhaps, not bo hot-bloode- d,

they woro quito os ferocious as tho Southern
rebels thoy encountered. This fact was what
mado tho "Iron Brigado "2d, 6th and 7th
Wis., 10th Ind. and 2Kb Mich. so torriblo in
tho carllor days of tho Army of tho Potomac.
It was what taught tho rebels such profound
respect for tho "follows that woro tho slouch
hats l " Tho slouch-hatte- d " Hoosicra," " Wol-vorinc- a"

and "Badgers" took aim " Wostern
fashion," and shot to kill from thostart. Moro-ovo- r,

it was tho fact that tho Gunners and Can-
noneers of Stewart's Battery wero mainly do-tach- ed

volunteers from theso Western regi-
ments that gnvo it its early reputation for
destructivoncss. They easily learned that a
cannon, as well as a musket, should bo aimed
low to do its most effeetivo work at closo
quarters. Iu short, tho great practical lesson
of war was mantercd only when tho Now Eng-
land, Now York, Now Jersey and Pennsylvania
rank and file of tho Army of tho Potomac be-

gan to real fr.o that tho only way to crush tho
rebellion was by killing rebels t After that tho
cud was only a matter of timo and lead. But
the lesson was hard to learn with most of them.

Now, no ono moro cordially accords tho mocd
of courago to our rcbol countrymen than I do;
no ono not ovon themselves can bo prouder
of thoir splendid prowess than I am;

and I am a Democrat in politics, nnd to that
extent sympathize with most of tho rebels now
alive. But I am willing to admit that they
wore so much our superiors as fighting men
so much bettor soldiers than wore, ninn for man,

their writers claim, and as some of our writ-
ers seem to admit. I do not think thoy over
had a battery that could havo stood in front of
Stewart's iu tho. open at point-blan- k r:ngo20
minutes, whon our old Western boys wcro all
at thoir pasta! 1 know thoy never hnd a bat-
tery that could havo unlimbered under our
canister as wo did undor theirs at Bethcsda.
1 don't believe thoy ovor had an infantry bri-
gado that could "down " tho Old Iron Brigado,
man for man, on nuy field.

speak of tho Iron Brigado particularly, bo-cau- se

I knew it bo-jt- . But I would say tho
samo of Bartlctt's Veteran Brigado in tho Vir-
ginia campaign, as 1 saw them, all tho way from
tho Wilderness to Appomattox; of Lewis
Grant's Vermoulors, as I saw them fight with
bayonet and musket-but- t, nt tho Bloody Anglo;
of Upton's Brigade, as I saw them leap tho rebol
works at Spottsylvania, alone and unsupported,
on tho 10th of May; of Webb's Philadelphia
Brigade, iu tho vortex of Pickott's charge nt
Gettysburg, and so ou. It is not my purposo
to "rub it In" on tho rebels. Frankly, I say
thoy fought bettor and suffered worso than
seusiblo men had any right to fight aud suffer
in Ktich a cause.

But without discussing tho merits of tho
cause, and viewing them from tho true, soldier-
ly standpoint of thoir risks, privations aud
Hufferiuji.s alone, I cannot find it in my heart
to admit that thoy aro really, on tho whole, eu-titl- ed

to tho bulk of the sympathy.
Assuming that they wcro as honestly attach-

ed to their cauMO ns wo were to our3, wo must
forever fuco tho fact that, with tho single ex-
ception of Gettysburg, thoy always detendod
their cause front behind cover, whilo wo always
vindicated our cause with bosoms bared! I say
these things In no unkind spirit In no spirit
of triumph over n fallen foe; becausoeversinco
the Avar I havo been In political sympathy with
tho majoiity of tho Confederates. It is ouly
on questions of fighting quality that I tako
isfliiD with them.

Tho additional names aro as follows, most of
them being men who joined iu 1S01: Dupout,
Earlo (killed), Paul Winegar (killed, Spottsyl-
vania), Darby, Batowny, Vaudcrpool, Degraff
(sent back to bis regiment), Loichtncr (ditto),
Sorg't WHsoy, Hutchinson, Adams, Dinsmore,
" Doc" Quliiu, Bartlott,
Judge, Colgan, Bowers, Welch, Fltzpatrlck,
Steiuhardt, Washburn, Galusha, Starke, Clif-
ford, Morally and Kilgore, 23 in all, nnd
brings tho total of nnmca thus far published
up to ."100, or within, say, 10 of tho eutiro
number serving in tho battery during tho war.

Upon rueolvinu; tho huggastiou of our Captain I

thoroughness. Ilnvinp; my memory thus
refreshed, I easily threaded out tho work of tho
Imttory during tho llrat day and separated it from
tho Hccond day's work.

As remarked in No. XI. durfner tlm ilnv nf 1tLv
'i tho eigiu nniicncH of tho Fifth Corps wcro ng- -
Horned two to each of tho four divisions; ours. to--
Kcther with JJreck'a, I., lt N. Y. (formerly Jtey-pnv- n
ikiI(N'h), huiiijc ii'sincd to Wadsworth. Tiiii
oneh division one rille-bnlter- y nnd ono light 12--
poiiiioer oaucry smoouioorc iMipoleons. On tho
morning of May 5 Gon.Wadsworth, when about to
movo ngaiiHt tho enemy in the Ilngerson clearing,
dlrrelcd Capt. Stewart to command both batteries,
thereby, in e fleet, making him Chief of Artillery of
tho divliion, tbo immediate command of .Battery B
thai devolving temporarily upon I.ieuUGoodmnn.
(fen. Wadsworth being ordered by Ocn. Warren
to tako ground toward tho plank road, no doubt
for the purposo of closing tho gap between hia Di-
vision nnd that of Gen. Crawford, moved by hla
flunk in that direction, but owing to tho broken
ground nnd tnugled brush In which tho enemy
found almost impenclrnblo cover, ho was repulsed,
and his troop? iuj they retreated slowly wero
pushed by the enemy, who appeared extending to
envelop tho left flank of his division. At this timo
Capt. Stewart was with tho General, and he had
tho guns and limbers of our battery with him in the
direction of tho left flnulc, uhlte the ciihsoim re-
mained somo distance back, with I'rcck's battery,
ft was at this timo that tho order earn - to "retire
IhecaisHons," together with llrcck'a battery, and
that battery, followed by our caisson, pulled back
to tiio Lacoy clearing by tho wood road above men-
tioned.

lUcnutimo Capt. Stewart nnd T.ient. Goodman
unlimbered the guns of Iinttcry I! with flxed pro-loug- i:,

so na to fight retiring, and opened with can-i"ter- on

those troops of tho enemy who wero en-
deavoring to envelop Wadsworlh's Hank. This fire
was continued, nnd tho enemy checked by it until
tho retrograde movemcutof tho infantry was safely
assured; whereupon tho Captain limbered up his
guns and brought them back into tho Lacey clear-
ing, whero they rejoined tho caissons.

It should bo added, that in tho notion of tho sec-
ond day (May C), described in No. XII of thesketcfi,
tho caissons wcro not retired, as the enemy was
cheeked in thoedgoof tho brush without attempt-
ing to charge. The Captain, In his polilo sugges-
tion, docs not give tho reasons ho had for retiring
Urcck's battery nnd our caissons, but I nasumo it
was because tho wood road was very bad, nnd, in-
tending to hold the position as long as possible, ho
did not wnnt tho road encumbered with another
bnttery nnd our cnissons (I think, we hnd eight at
that time six regular nnd two spare) in case a
rapid withdrawal of tho guns should bo necessary;
particularly aslhat wood road was thoonly ono prac-
ticable for artillery anywhere between llioplkeand
tbe plank nt that point. I remember that road very
well. It was grown up with small brush and full
of old stumps, rotting logs, etc. It had been used
lu former times evidently to haul out charcoal, as
there woro many beds of old churconl-pit- s along the
routo between tho two clenrings, which was per-
haps thrco-quarter- s of a milo. I presume my errorgrew out of thc'fnet thnt I was with the cnissons at
this time, nnd therefore retired with them, so I had
no opportunity to witness tho nction of tlio guns
nftcr wo passed out of sight of them. I did not
oven distinguished their "barking" In tho general
crash, or if I did have forgotten it. But the state-
ment that tho battery fell buck out of the llagerson
clearing "without firing a shot" tho first day of
tho Wilderness was certainly erroneous, and IMinnie tho Captain for his prompt correction. Any
artilleryman will understand thnt when tho com-
mander of n battery orders his caissons to retiro
nnd then goes Into, action with fixed prolonge, to
flicht with what ammunition bo has in his gun-limbe- rs,

tho situation must bo ono of interest.
