Dkak C C: When and where the beautiful cus-
tom of using plants and Honors as National em-
blems originated I have never been able to learn,
heiaud dates the origin of the nhamroek as tier
emblem back to the tune of St. Patrick. .Many
claim the shamrock to be our common clover. It
is said to resemble it very much. To the Emerald
Islander the throe leaves of the shamrock repre-
sent the Trinity , also Faith. Hope and l harity.

About A. D. 433 Pope Celostluu consecrated St.
Patrick Hisliop ami sent him into Irelinid on a
mission; but as soon as Ihe uatiicn got the idea of
his intentions, they undertook to stone him for try-in- g

to enforce a now religion on them ipslcad of the
one of the old regime. li: was finally given ahear-ing- ,

but not aeemttig to understand the truth, the
naiul plucked a piece of shamrock and held it upas
a symbol of the Trinity. They were then convinced
of their error, and to this matt belorgs the honor
of bringing this plant into notice anil causing It
to figure o conspicuously In the. celebration of St.
Patrick' Day and other holidays.

England li as well cliotcntlie rose as her emblem.
The Greeks, it is said, consecrated this (lower to
Venus, tin; Queen of Heauly; but with them, as
Willi the Itomaus, ft has ever been indicative of
alienee. Allhultoman feasls lovely oltmloisof roses
were Mitpeuded, and whatever was said " uiiiler
llieiose" inust never be repealed. Not only in
tliRe ctuntrios, but neighboring onus as well, has
tins idea of feercey pi. Killed. iSven here, in our
own land, do we often hear our own boys and girls
make use of the trite phrase "sub rosa."

Tills beautiful flower lias also figured extensively
in pollli'-- s Almiail everj Olio has lead of its asso-
ciation with Ihe feuds between the Houses of Yoik
and I.aiicater,lhe"Warof the Hoses." which lasted
thirty years.

The red
rose then represented the Republican faction, tho
while the Democratic.

Who has not heaidlhu story of the thistle in con-
nection with Scotland? According to tradition It
beeame thn emblem of Scotland during the in-
vasion of the Danes. Every stronghold had been
taken but one. The Scots were asleep, and the
Danes weie about to make an assaull, when a Dan-
ish soldier's foot was pieiced, causing him to cry
out so loudly Willi pain as to awaken the Scotch in
time for ihem to gain a most gloiious victoiy.

There an- - several beautiful legends in connection
with thuoilgfuof the lily as the emblem of France,
but its oi .gin is said to be really unknown. How-
ever, one Mnry says that King Clovls, who had
mariied a Christian Pitncess, ami himself had be-
come a Christian tluough her inlluence, was at war
with the Uomims. At a buttle, accompanied by a
priest, they knell down and prayed that victory
might attend them. Suddenly the King's banner'
which boie the picture of threo toads, began to
change its appearance, the loads vanishing and

"When she became Miss, she clung to Co&toria,

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larco lilies appealing in their stead. This stiango
occurrence gave the King now zeal anil faith, and
ho went forward to moot his 011011110", and found
them nl war with themselves and killing each
other. Ho attributed his success to tho God his
wife worshiped, mid it was thought that tho thrco
lilies, appearing in preference to any oilier number,
wns to represent tho Ttinity, as dues tho shamrock
in "Green Ei in."

llccently our secular pnpern havo been discuss-
ing tho matter ns to wholher America should
have n National Hower. Wo sco nothing wrong
in tho grandest Nation under tho broad dome
of Heaven having a beautiful flower to sym-
bolize her ; yet, if wo cannot ngrco on n flower,
wo havo nn emblem far dearer to overy Ameri-
can heait than any ilowcr known. It was fully
established on tho battlefields of the Involu-
tion; it was guarded nnd walohed over with prido
through thn trying times of 1812; it showed with
tiudimmcd Iiisterou tho plains of Moxir-o- ; it was
carried by our fathers through tho bitter strife over
the fields of tho South. To day it is an emblem of
liberty, frnteinily and equality, and tho hum t of
every Iruo American, as ho looks upon tho Stars
mid Stripes, wells up with pride, lovo and devotion.

Somo Practical Suggestions for Our

Agricultural Headers.

AllOUT PL A NTINO AND, CAItB OF OltAPnVINES
A corrcspoiiilcnti in Bftya that

ho jilantotl a vinoytird ',!in rows, 13 foot apart
0110 way and fivo Xeot tho other, that gavo
about tho sumo minibor' of vinos to tho aero as
was considered tho standard distance for wino
grapes. All his noighliors nmilo sport of this
oltl stylo of planting, but 23 years of oxpo-rionc- o

lias demonstrated tho wisdom of tho
plan. This vinoyard produces fully as many
tons of grapes to tho aero ns tho adjoining
vineyards; besides itcan bo much moro cheaply
handled, permitting tho wagon to go botwoon
the rows; tho brush lo bo burned on tho spot,
nnd ti portion of tho ground to bo cultivated
with n larger team. Somo of his neighbors
havo adopted 0 by 12, with wido rows run-
ning north and south. This, ho says, is a mis-

take ; tho (5 by 12 is nil right, but tho wido
rows should bo east and west, for tho reason
that tho vortical sun will get on tho trays no
matter which way tho rows run, but to got tho
greatest benefit wo want tho morning and
ovouing rays. Now to get this it is very ob-

vious that tho wido rows should run oast nnd
west. Then thoro is another advantage in this
manner of planting, which is that sometimes
tho grapes get sunburnt, nnd 0110 will nlways
And that on tho west side it is tho 5 o'clock
sun that gels in its work. Shining in under
tho vino, if tho rows nro sot thickly cast nnd
west ono vino will shade and protect tho other.
It is not tho number of vines, but tho number
of shoots that makes thodiflbronco in thoyiold.
If you havo moro vinos you loavo loss shoots
to tho vino, nun vico versa. 1 would recom-
mend 0 by 15, with tho rows running cast
and west.

Another thing is tho girdling of grapovlnos.
At tho suggestion of Prof. Maynard, of tho
Massachusetts Agricultural College, Dr. Jabez
Fisher, of Filchburg, girdled 0110 of tho two
bearing arms of each of GO Concord grape-
vines 011 tho nth of July last, taking out a ring
of bark half an inch long near llio trunk of
the vine. As a result thu grapes on those arms
showed color six days before those on the op-

posite half. Thoy wore lit for market Sopt. 20,
or some 10 days in advance of tho others, and
tho berries wcro much larger and sweeter.
Tho gain in enrliuuss makes a great dilluruiico
in the price of tho fruit, nnd Inter varieties
could bo grown when thus treated, which
would not lipoti if left to themselves. Tho
gropes aro larger and moro attractive, and this
would coutitorlmlaiico thu softness of tho ber-
ries, a condition which tho girdling seems to
cause.

Manuring is also an important factor in
grape culture and tho way in which to apply
it is still n moro important factor. If you do-sir- o

feitilizors to do your grnpuvinoa tho most
possible good, you must apply thorn where tho
small roots will reach them. Applying fertil-
izers cloio to tho stout is not tho proper way.
Soiiiotimos tho little rootlets are deop in tho
soil. Thou tho fertilizers should bo bttriod.
In thin soils thoy nro tint so deeply fixed.

I'ltOTJ'.CT YOlIl MANUIti:.
The December Itullctiu of Cornell Univer-

sity tnkos up two vary important subjects for
tho farmer. It is devoted to investigation on
the deterioration of farmyard manure by touch-
ing and fermentation, and on tho effect of grain
ration for cows at pasture.

Wo dwell only on tho experiment with
manure, for wo think thnt that Is tho most im-
portant thing of all in good farming. It is our
intention to try and timko tho farmer real i.o
what an important factor manure is to inalco
farming 11 euccuas'. Wo said recently that
every farmer should mnuufiicturo all, or almost
nil, the manure bo roquiros on his own farm,
lie should also know how lo trcnt tho manure
when had, so that none of its value is lost, and
on thin was tho uxporituunt made.

Thu investigations huvo been mado on this
subject in throo timiit directions, viz: 1. What
loss does horse inanuro stiller when thrown out
in a pile, unsheltered ftom the weather? 2.
What Iosh dooa mixed farmyard inanuro suffer
when piled in a cluo pile, so that iormontntiofi
is slow, but without protection from rainfall?
It, Is there an appreciable loss of vnluablo mat-to- r

when manure simply dried without fermen-
tation?

Tho nummary of tho above questions is ns
follows: "Tho results of 0110 season's trial
seom to show that horso manure thrown in a
loose pile, and subjected to tho action of tho
elements, will lose nearly ono-imlfo- f its vnlua-
blo fottilizitig constituents in tho course of six
mouths; that mixed horse and cow manure in
n compact mass, and so placed that all water
falling upon it quickly runs through and off, is
subjected lo n considerable, though not so great
a loss, and that no appreciable loss takes placo
when manure hiinply dries."

Wo hopo now, that this experiment proves
that manure sheltered from the weather is bet-
ter than that which is not, thatall of our readors
will promptly act on this matter, and protect
the maiiuto thoy make. This is not a now ex-
periment, but lias beon found out many years
ago. Hut now that an experiment station has
taken up tho subject, the attention of fanners,
nin perhaps bu drawn to it moro olfectivoly
for a few weeks at least and then tho very
same thing will need to bo repeated, liko nn
echo, sounding from tho pages of the agricul-
tural papers from timo to time. Let us hopo
that if any of our readers try this they will
keep it up.

wiiiniu tui: loss occulta.
Tho loss in keeping poultry is mostly in

tho Winter season, and results from keeping
over until Spring stock that consumes food
without giving any return. Such stock con-
sists, usually, of immature pullets, ovor-fa- t
hens, surplus cockeiels, late-hatclie- d chicks
nnd moiling hens. Tho food is not tho only
consideration in tho matter, as the room is also
taken up and occupied. A do.en laying hens
in the entire Hock have tho duty of convincing
their owner that poultry pays, whilo the others
eat tlieir share of tho food and refute the

mado by tho profitable members of the
Hock. Nearly all poultry-house- s contain un-
profitable stock, and tho only leasou for per-
mitting such is the expectancy of each begin-
ning the work of n daily. Thoro
is no half-wa- y house in tho matter of poultry
keeping, and but littlo reliance can bo placed
011 the future. It is tho ever picsont that wo
must meet, and no ono should attempt to wait
for a profit. Thu best hens that aro known
will find it dillieuit to recover lost time, and
this is more applicable to tho surplus slock,
that give no piomisoof production until tho
Spring rolls around. Lois of timo is loss of
pioflt, and the safest,and fcimtsl mode of avoid-in- g

loss is to keep no unproductive stock.

It is not proli table to uso straw at ijttO por
Ion for Ulterior stables where leaves aro scarce;
as many as can bo got should bo rakod up, and
tho deficiency mado up by hardwood sawdust,
dried swamp muck, or ovon sand. Chips from
planing mills, wasto from wool factories, any-
thing, in fact, that will absorb tho moisture
will answer tho purpose.

SUNDAY MEDITATION.
I'rnrllcnl Duties TniiRht by .1 Study of tho Intor-nnllon- nl

Siind.ir-sclio- ol Lesson Appointed for
Feb. JO. St. Luke, : 7-- 22.

Ono reading thoso noloa should first carefully
stuily tho paragraph from tho Holy Scriptures ns
indicated abovo.l
Suhjkct: St. Joiin-- Uavtist ab a MiNis-rnit- .

It is supposed by certain chronologista St.
John Baptist wn3 born in tho month of March,
B. C. 0. Ilo began his work as fororunnor of
Christ when ho was 20 years of ago. Ho

to tho tribo of Levi, being the son of n
priest. Wo loam from Nu., 4 : 3, that priests
began thoir services as such nt tho ngo of 30
yenrs. So St. John Baptist took up his work
March, B. C. 25. St. Luko (3: 1, 2) fixes tho
timo historically. Tiborius Cosar wn3 Emperor
ofBomo; Pontius Pilate Governor of Judcn;
Herod Antipas, of Galileo nnd Porea ; llorod
Philip, of Iturea nnd vicinity, nnd Lysanius, of
Abilono. Annas and Caiaphas woro high
priests. At tho time St. John Baptist began to
preach Christ was about 29i Tyears old. Ho
followed St. John Baptist in about six months.
(Comparo St. Luke, 3 : 23.) Honco, in V. 2, it is
said, "Tho Kingdom of Heaven is at hand."
Tho Prophet Isaiah wroto about 750 years B. C.
Add tho ago of St. John Baptist, to wit, 30
years, and wo find tko prophecy, alluded to in
V. 3, was fulfilled about 780 yenrs later.

Tho homo of St. John Baptist during child-
hood and youth was Juttah, a small placo in
tho interior of Judoa. Ho began preaching in
the vicinity of his homo, up and down through
tho wihlorncs3 of Judoa. Tho word wilderness
in tho Biblo means a placo thinly inhabited,
un fenced, uncultivated, resembling Hauo3 or
steppes, open fields, pasturo lands. I lo extended
his work on up northeast into tho vicinity of
tho lowor Jordan, preaching and baptizing on
both sides tho rivor$from about opposffo-Jori-ch- o

to tho mouth of tho Jordan.
St. John is styled tho Baptist to distinguish

him from St. John tho Evangelist. Ho was tho
boh of Zachnrias and Elizabeth. Ho was six
months older than Christ. Tho two woro first
cousins. Ho was oflicinlly tho horald of Jesus.
(Mnl.t 3:1; St. John, 1: 15.) Ilo was ascetic.
His raiment was of camel's hair. A leathern
girdlo fastened his apparel about tho body. Wo
do not judgo ho woro garments mado direct
from n camel's pelt or raw liido. Thoy woro
probably cut from goods mndo by spinning tho
shnggior hnir of a camel a kind of drugget or
carpet-appearin- g cloth. Tho poor in tho East
and monks still wear garments manufactured
from camel's hair nnd wool mixed. It scorns
tho prophets woro accustomed to raiment thus
mado. (2 Ki., 1: 8.) So falso prophets imitated
such garments. (Zac, 13: 1.) Garments of
mon in early days wcro long and flowing, re-

quiring girdles to bind them closo about tho
waist. Tho girdlo of St. John Baptist was
mado of leather. Elijah tho Prophet woro
such a girdlo. (2 Ki., 1: 8.) Girdles wore mado
of linen, silk, gold and silver. Leather was
indicative of austerity. In St. Mark's account
of St. John Baptist (1:0; tho English version
has tho work "skin " instead of leather, but tho
original (Greek) is tho same in both cases.

" Jlis meat was locusts and wild honoy."
Jews woro permitted to cat locusts. (Lov., 11:
22.) Bochart enumerates 10 kinds. Modern
travelers tell us theso insects aro a common
food in Asia nnd Africa, whoro thoy greatly
abound. Tho Greeks would oat locusts, but
thoy did not particularly relish them, looking
on them as inferior food. Tho wings and legs
wcro torn off and tho entrails enst away, leav-
ing tho rest to put on spits for roasting.
Sometimes tho people dried and pulverized
them into meal for making broad. Thoy also
cooked and dressed them in oil. In such coses
thoy often packed them in salt and cut off
slices as wero required. Throughout Arabia
locusts wero strung as dried apples often nro in
America and brought to market for sale. At
times they wero boiled.

St. John Baptist also ato wild honoy. Thoro
was much such honey found in trees, among
rocks nnd elsewhere. (Jud., M : 8 ; 1 Sn., 14 : 2G ;
Ps., 81 : 10.) Many have thought we aro to un-
derstand a kind of substance which exudes from
palm, fig, date, etc., trees. Uabbinical writors
mention palm honey, fig honoy, etc. Eango
snys that perhaps St. John Baptist ato honey
from bees and also from trees. As to his drink,
seo St. Luke, 1 : 15. Wo sco tho changes of
dishes for tho forerunner of Christ. There
woro different species of locusts nnd various
kinds of honoy. If ho could not get the one,
ho might tho other. Adam Clarke, tho Com-
mentator, thinks ho fried dried locusts in
honoy. Wo nro not nlono in our theory thnt
tho moaning of tho account is thnt ho was
obliged frequently to resort to tho nbovojliot,
nnd not thnt verso 4 gives tho entire bill of
faro.

" In U1030 days " (V. 1) refers to tho times
covered by St. Luko, 3 : 1.2. Thon Jesus wns
living at Nazareth. (St. Matt.. 2 : 23.)

Tho work of St. John Baptist was to preach
nnd baptizo. By prenchiug wo understand hor-nldiu- g.

A herald preceded his principal to
prepare the populace for the person-
age. Ho cried aloud to tho people, command-
ing thorn to make everything ready, to clear
the roads, lo rumovo all obstacles, and to show
duo honor. Jesus was the Principal. St. John
Baptist was to Christ simply what a courtier i3
to a princo. What was coming requiring a hcr-ul- d

? "Tho Kingdom of Heaven." Who repre-
sented that Kingdom? Christ. Whnt prepara-
tion was necessary on tho part of tho people?
Religious preparation, spiritual recoptiveness,
heart reformation. Honco tho message, " IJo-pont- ."

This word rofors to a cluiugo of mind.
But a modification of opinion must lead to a
reversal of conduct. Heuco reformation fol-
lowed the preaching. St. John Baptist merely
voiced Christ. As Jesus is God's Word, so. for
a time, St. John Baptist was tho word of Christ.
Tho work of St. John Baptist was foreseen to
bo so important as to cull for tho attention of
prophecy. (V. 3.)

Besides preaching, St. John Baptist was to
bapti.o. Water is n symbol of purity. It may
bo used, somo say, in the act of baptism merely
in u symbolic way. Tho porsou in such case
is baptized, not to make him pure, but because
ho is pure. Others think baptism is not only
symbolic but instrumental that it becomes an
aveuuo of grace that it is ono of God's chosen
ways of imparting tho Holy Spirit. This last
view gives to baptism an additional signifi-
cance and importance. It becomes a means
of initial grace, whilo tho Holy Communion
becomes 11 channel for constant streams of
hoi' inlluence. As to the uaturoof the baptism
of St. John Baptist, students nro not of quite
unanimous opinion.

Baptist had roforeuco to our redemption
through Christ.

A condition of baptism was tho confession of
sins. (V. 0.) A baptism of repentance (St.
Luko, 3:3) implies wiong-doin- g on tho part
of thoso repenting. Honco, they who would
receive Bttoli baptism must admit thoy aro
siunois.

Verso 5 states all Judcn, etc., wont out to
hear St. John Baptist preach and woro bap-
tized. Tho meaning of course is that nil peni-
tents received tho ordinance. Wo know all did
not accept Christ, and yet wo rend "all men
como to him."
