THE XEW XAVY OHIEF OF ORDNANCE.

Commandoer Willlam M. Folger, U. 8§ Navy,
Is mow, and will be for fonr years to come, %
Commodore, unless death or the President of
the United Styies interposes. Last week he
was cenfirmed as Chief of the Borean of Ord-
nanoce in the Navy and took charge as soon as
his pew commission was signed, suceecding
Capt. Montgomery Sweard. )

This is the most important burean appoint-
ment in the Navy made by the present Admin-
fstmation, for the new Commwodore will have
clmrge of the work that Commodore Sieard so
ably began, of building the new high-power |
guns for the new Navy, aud is regarded by ail |
who know the ins and outs of Ordnance mnt-
ters in the Navy, as being a remarkably good
sappointment,

Commodore Folger has for years devoted
himsell to s critical study of modern artillery,
snd wus for a long time the assistant of his pre-
docessor; and when the greal gun factory was
estublishied st the old Washington Navy-Yard,
he was selected ms thellnspector there, which
mesnt that he was in full charge of building
the huge weapons that now arm all of the new
emisers, His stndies inclnded not only guuns,
bat explosives, and for many months before be-
ing placed in charge of the gun-building, he
was especially engaged in testing varions bigh-
power powidors and delermiving their relative
values,

He was born in and apnointed from Ohio, en-
tering the service in September, 1561, in a huge
elass that contained some members that have
specially distingushed themselves, One clnss.
mate was the lamented De Long of Arctic
fume. Another is Commander Georga A, Uon- |
varse, an authority all ever the world or the '
subiect of marine torpodoes; and so is Com- |
mander Roval B. Bradford, now on duty at the
Navy Department, who knows so much about
eioctric lighiing and dvuamos, thnt hisopiniona
are guoted by professional electricians,

In the Senate, Mr. Chandlor (N, I1.) present-
ed a number of potitions from people of Arkan-
sus complaining of the systematie reign of ter-
ror in Union County, that State, and asking
for the protection guamuteed by the Constita-
tion, Relerred to the Committer on Privileges
and Elections,

Mr. Evarts (N. Y.) ealled up the resolntion
decluring it competont forthe Senate to elect
8 Presidont pro tom to hold the oflice doring
the ploasgure of that body, and antil another is
elocted, and executo the duties when the Vieo-
President ig absent. Mr. Georpe (Miss), ob-
Jeeting to the consideration of the resoluation,
it went over nntil Tharsday without prejudien,

The bosiness on the ealondar was taken up,
and 26 pension and private bills wore passed.,

DISEASES OoF INFANCY—(continned).

During the English campaign in Burmah a
cavulry oflicer wus quartered near the residenes
of a native Prinee, and one hot afternoon had
Just entered his hammoek for a little nap when
Lo was arounsed by a fond eheering {rom an
ndjoining court-house, where & lot of natives
hnd been on trial for vagrancy.

“'What's the matter with those follows? " he
aslod his interpreter, when the cheering was
repeated again and again,

Oy its those tramp prisoners,” said the drag-
oman; "“they have just been informed that they
will got their heads shaved and their ears cut
ofl”

“What! and that makes thom hurrah like
bounty jumpers? "

" Yus, sir; you see, they expected to be eraci-
fied, and they are glad to get off so eheap.”

A similar explanation might account for the
ancient belief that it was a lucky thing for a
child to have the “King's Evil " (serofula) in
early infaney, Three hnndred years ago the
prevailing system of diet and ventilation was so
ontrageously bad that not one ehild in ten could
hope to escapo the * Evil " altogethor, apd the
only question was whether the virus wounld
attack the skin or the vital organs—the liver
and the lungs. But there is no doubt that
with ordinary precantions the trouble can be
avoided altogether, unless a taint of scrofula
should have become hereditary.

BCROFULA,

There is a supgestive significance in the
original moaning of the names applied to many
diseases of the hunman race., “ Fever” is de-
rived from the Latin word ferere, to boil or
acethe, and an excess of heat is actually the
chiel ecanso of most febrile disorders. The
word serofula is derived from sus scrofa, the
common hog, on aceonnt of the frequency of
specitnens of the gonus pig being aifected with
enlargoment of the lyvmphatie glands, and
other symptoms of what physicians call a
“eacheetie diathesis,” i, o, 6 taint of blood cor-
ruption, That corruption is dus to the un-
clonn food of the dirt-grubbing grunter, and in
many cases is no doubt directly transmitted
from disensed pigs to the organism of pork-
eauting men, SLUU more frequontly, however,
a similarity of results is duoe to a similarity
of causes, and the “King's Evil" was apt to
altuck persons addicted to the nse of any kind
of unwholesome food —decayed or indigestible
vegetables, aleohol, sour bread, and the horrid
salt-beof diet of our mediweval ancestors,

In certain families serofula, however, con-
tinues to appear in early childhood, despite of
considerable reform in the habits of dowestie
Itfe, and in such cases must be attributed chiefly
to Lthe inllucnce of a hereditary taint which,
like hereditary consumption, afflicts children
for the sins of their fathers. There seems, in-
deed, to be a casual connection between the
“King's Evil” and pulmonary consnmption,
which hins justly been ealled * pulmonary serof-
uln."  Eruptions on the skin, especially about
the neck and head, are the first symptoms, soon
lollowed by a chironie pasal catarch (" cold in
the hend ), an irritated condition of the mau-
cus membrane, characterized by a profuse dis-
chargo, continual snitling, and often an ngly
hacking cough. The upper lip becomes sore
and much enlarged, the nestrils swollen, thers
are ocenstonal discharges from the eyes and
even from the enrs. Tuflamwations of the bones
and joints mark s more advanced, and less
curable, stage of the disease; but in a plurality
of cases the symptoms are limited toskin ernp-
tions nud o malignant catarrh—both apt to dis-
appear as soon as the child is trapsferred from
an ill-veutilated nursery to a suuny play-
ground,

Outdoor exorcise i3, indead, the most offect-
ive retnedy of a scrofulous disposition, and had,
no doubt, an upsuspected good deal to do with
the recovery ol “ King's-Evil™ patients who
often undertosk long journeys afoot to try the
eflicaey of the King's tonch, A tramp from
Weat Seotland to Westminster, scme 200 miles,
through wind snd weather and back again was,
i most cases, sufliclent to counteraet the con-
sequoncos of indoor ify, and many clear-sighted
physicians of King Charles's times may have
bad reasons of their own for encouriging the
usolul superstition.
