I have an idea that tho President, in en-

deavoring to right the gnws injustice done to
Private Wild, overlooked ouo very serious
maUer serious to tho victim. Tho Presi-

dential action remitted the unexecuted por-

tion of the sentence," etc.. which rol eased him
frem cotiinetueut and labor at tlio military
prison; hut it did not go Jar enough, and tho
victim i still" a "dishonorably discharged
roMicr, nith loss or all pay and allowances now-du-e

r to become due." The man not only loses
all the pay that may bo due him, or thatho might
have drawn and then deposited with thoUnited
States through the Paymaster, but also, by
virtue of his dishonorable discharge under
sentence of a general court-marti- al, ho is pro-vent-ed

from ever in tho Army.
If lie should conceal his identity and onlist
again, even under an assumed name, he would
at once, upon identification, he iguomiuiously
discharged without a cent of sllowanco,
whether he was 11 or 1,400 miles away from
his home.

If tbe case wat deemed worthy of such
prompt action by the President, I fancy that it
was an oversight not to have revoked the

discharge as well, as that would re-

habilitate him as entitled to bis wy, and also
lor eligibility for if he should so
desire.

However, I do not think that Mr. Steele is
feeling at all comfortable, unless he takes the
philosophical view that his confrere (Commnnd-o- r

McCWlla) of Nary docs, vnc. Oh, to hell
with the papers.

Washington Gossip," but Gen. Theopbilus F.
Itodcttbettgh, who is a retired Colonel ou the
Army list, is so well and pleasantly known
here, that I fancy The Xatiosju. Thihvkk
readers ;!! pardon me for this little sketch.

In Kew York City they have a Department
of the Municipal Uovernment that is known
as the Bureau of Elections, and to the head of
that Reriau the Mayor of the city last week
Kppoiit-- d Gen. liodeubough, at the rather com-fortab- ie

salary of about fcJr'OOO a year, which
is a ohasaal addition to his army pay of $4,O0O.

'J here are a good many officer on the Jte-tire- d

List of the several branches of tbe iniSi-tar- y

service that hold lucrative civic )iositions,
but det). Itudenbough bold tbe highest rank
of all that I know of in point of salary, which
in tbe tuatn point, not even excepting Gen.
Itofterraua, who is still Register of the U. 8.
Treasury.

When the war of the rebellion began Gen.
Kodeii bough was a bey yet, and in a class at
iJiekiMsoo College, at Carlisle, Pat Like thou-
sand f others throughout tho North, ho
stlittitriotK-- d his hooks and donned a uniform,
lie had a prophetic mind, and saw as soon as
huoiter was beleaguered that war was sure to
come; and when that groat I'cmisylvaiim
statesman, KiotoH Cameron , was made Mr. Lin-
coln's first Secretary of War, he was at once
appointed a Lieutenant in tho old 2d Dragooni
now the 2d Cav.

When the actual outbreak came, the nu-
merous rignaiiens of the officers who went
South u aid in tbe revolt, promoted him. as
early as May, lo81, to be a First Lieutenant
and in July, 1812, he wore the two golden bars
of a Captain on his shoulder.

Borne of his service was on the staff, but he
kept most of the time with his regiment, until
he lost hi right arm at Cold Harbor. As soon as
he recoerd from tbe shock of the wound and
amputation, he returned lo the front, but was
kept on light duty until after tho surrender at
Appomattox, after which ho was made Colo-
nel of tbe J8th I. Car., and was brovetted
Brigadier-Genera-l of Volunteers. During the
war he gained five brevet for gallantry, bo-ai- de

th one of Brigadier General of Volun-
teers ; viz.. Major, for Treviiiiati Station (where
he eoniM. :.odd the 2d Cav.); Lieutenant-Colo-ne- t,

for O.xouan ; Colonel, for Todd's Tavern,
Va., and lirigadier-Genera- l, for Cold Haibor.

After the war he was made Major of the 42d
Inf. when tint Regular Army was increased,
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and in 1570, when tho Army wa3 reduced, ho
was placed on the Kotired List with tlio rank
of Colouol, because ho was commanding his
old regiment when ko received tho wouud that
cost him his arm.

Gen. Eodeubough has boon activo in promot-
ing to success tho organization known as tho
"Army Institute," and at ouo timo wns tlio
editor of n military paper in Now Yorlc City,
and besido has found timo to pronnro and pub-
lish a monograph of tho old 2d Dragoons.which
ho ontitled "From Evorglndo to Canyon,"
which is almost a history of tho Florida, Mexi-
can and civil wars.

HE THOUGHT THE OAVAMtY HANKED.
An ox-oflic- cr of tho United States cavalry,

who now holds an oxaltcd rank in n staff corps
at tho War Department, tells tho following:

"You kuow tho funny fooling that oxisls
among the men of tho different branches of tlio
lino toward each other. The light artilloryman
thinks ho is about, a notch abovo a cavalry-
man, and both join hands in looking way down
the social hill at tho infantryman, who is con-

temptuously referred to as'a 'mud-crushe- r'

and a ' doughboy .'
"I served in tho volnntcor infantry myself

during tho war, nndI remember well how often,
whilo I plodded along wearily as a lino ollicor,
how I envied tho cavnlry as t hoy would swoop
past our column. When I was transferred to
the cavalry arm I speedily found out that in
point of genera comfort tho infantryman was
far ahead ; for tbo cavalry is kept going at all
kinds or work, whilo tho othors are resting qui-otl- y

in garrison.
" Tho worst exponents or that idea of disdain

ft)r tho infantry aro tho new cavalry recruits,
who have imbibed their ideas from hearing
tho moss-bac- k old Sergeants at tho Jcfforson
Barracks Becruiting Depot sneer at the' dough-
boys.'

"Ono time, out in Arizona, my rogimont
got a lot of recruits, and among them was a
tiily young Irishman, who had not only been
well 'setup' as a soldier at Jeffersou Barracks,
hut had become thoroughly saturated with tho
belief that a cavalry trooper outranked every-
body hut his own olliccrs and tho Department
Commander.

"Just after his arrival ho was crossing tho
parade-groun- d ono morning, and passod closoby
capt. Blank, of tlio lufantry, a very punctili-
ous officer, indeed. Pat didn't salute.

CONGRESS.
An Abstract oT tlio More Important I'roreodliiRH or

Hot li Houses.

Wednesday, Maiicii 5.
In tho Sonato tho bill to regulato commorco

by telegraph was reported but laid over, as Mr.
Gorman (Md.) said ho would like to oiler somo
amendments. It is tho same that passed tho
Senate last session.

A bill increasing tho pension of tho widow of
Mnj.-Go- n. G. K. Wurron to $100 a month
having been reached, Mr. Bongan (Tex.) op-

posed it and spoko against tho practico of giving
largo pensions to widows on tho ground that
their husbands had been distinguished officers,
whilo tho widows of private soldiers might go
to the poorliouso. Instead of tho Government
being one ol tho pooplu, for tho people, and by
tho people, it was getting, ho said, to bo ouo of
tho classes, for tho classes, and by the classes.

The hill was dofonded by .Mr. Blair (N. H.),
and on tho question of its passago tho voto was:
Yeas, 10; nays, G. As tlioro was no quorum
voting, there was a call of tho Sonato, when 3G

Senators (still less than a quorum) ausworod to
their uamos. Theroupon tlio Sorgcant-at-Arm- s

was directed to request tho attendance of ab-

sent Senators. Absentees woro furnished to tho
Sergcant-at-Arui- s. After somo minutes tho
Sergeant-nt-Arm- s reported to him that tlioro
woro 22 Senators in tho restaurant; that thoy
had been all notified to nttoiid, and that they
had declined to do so.

Upon motion of Mr. Piatt (Conn.) to adjourn,
tho Senate refused to do bo by a voto of nays
3G to 17 yeas, a quorum being present Tho
hour of 2 o'clock having arrived, tho pension
bill for Mrs. Warren was laid asido and tho
Blair Educational bill was taken up, consuming
tho balance of tho day's session, tlio adjourn-
ment taking place at G p. in.

In the House the contested election caso of
Featherston vs. Calo was taken up, and tho
minority report, declaring Featherston not en-

titled to tho seat was njected--yon- s 138, nays
Mr. Hill, Hepubliean, of Illinois, voting

with tho Democrats.
Tho previous question was ordered by joas

115, nays Ml. Messrs. Hill, III.; Kerr, Iowa,
and DoIIavcn, Cal., Bepublicans, voting with
tho Democrats.

Mr. Springer (III.) moved to recommit tlio
case to tho Committee ou Elections, with in-

structions to that committee to appoint a sub-
committee of fivo uiombers to proceed lo Ar-

kansas, to investigate the election in the First
District of that Slate. Defeated yeas, 138;
nays, 1 10.

Featherston was then declared elected by a
vote of MG yeas to 135 nays.

Tho House adjourned at 5 p. m.
Tiiuksday, M.utcii 0.

In tlio Senate, the bill increasing tho pension
of Mrs. Emily F. Warren, widow of Gen. G. K.
Warren, to $100 per month was taken up, nnd
after considerable discussion wa$ passed.

Tho Seuatu then wont into Executive session,
nnd confirmed a largo number of oilicers, moat
of whom woro Polmastets. The adjournment
took place at 5 p. m.

In tho House, Mr. Morso (Mass.) presented
the petition of the Women's Industrial League
asking that two women bo appointed on tho
World's Fair Committee of 1802. lleferred.

Mr. Lnwlerdll.) presented a petition of 0,000
Hail way Postal Clerks praying for an increase
of salary. Befurrod.

Among the bills introduced and referred
were tho following:

Mr. Banks (Mass.) to allow tho purchase and
registry of foruicu-buil- t ships by citizens of tho
United Stata for employment in tho foreign
carrying trade.

Mr. Wilson (Ky.) providing that tho charge
of desertion against any soldier who servod in
tho late war shall be no bar to his right to pen-
sion, when it can be reasonably shown that tho
disability on account of which he claims pen-
sion was incurnd whilo performing actual
sorvico in the volunteer army.

The House, in Committee of tho Whole, pro-
ceeded to tho consideration of public building
bills. Tho first callud up wan that appropriating
$275,000 for tho purchase of a silo for a City
Postoilico in Washington, and providing for the
erection of a building thereon at a cost of
$300,000.

After some discussion as to whethor tho si to
should be at Pennsylvania avenue and Ninth
street or on Judiciary Square, tho latter saving
tlio $275,000, a substitute w.ts offered leaving
the selection to a Commission compoiod of the
Secretaries of tho Treasury and Interior nnd
thu Postmaster-Genera- l. Tho hubstitute was
lost, yoas 15, nays 03, and tho bill laid aside
with a favorable recommendation.

A bill appropriating $200,000 for a public
building at San Jose, Cal., caused considerable
discussion in committee, but was finally re-

ported to the House favorably.
In tho House, .Mr. Cannon (111.) fought tho

Washington Postoflico bill, moving to adjourn
and raising the point of no quorum. Hut the
Speaker counted a quorum, ami tho bill was
passod. J hat for ban Jose was ulso passed.

In tho Senate, tho following public building

hills were passed: For Sterling, III., $50,000;
Oakland, Cal., $.300,000; Cheyenne, Wy.,$150,QQO;
Chester, Pa., $100,000; Helena. Mont, $100,000.

The Senate was discussing an amendment to
reduce from $500,000 to $100,01)0 the appiupna-tio- n

for u public building at Salt Laku City,
when tho hour.catne for taking up the Educa-
tional bill. The author of the bill was asked
to fix a day when the voto could betaken.. This
Mr. Blair N. II.) said ho was unablo to do, as
five or six Senators desited to speak ou it yet

Mr. Hale (Mo.) spoke in opposition to tlio JIU,
and pointed out that the opposition to it in the
Senate had been growing steadily. At tho first
voto there woio 11 Senators against it. On tho
lost vote there were 20.

Mr. Blair, in reply, said that if thero was
change of public opinion as to tho bill, it was
not truth, but lies that had done the evil, South
as well as North. Thero were 150 papers edited
by colored people published in the country,
and every one of them was for the bill. Ho
was not mistaken as to the source from which
most of tho misrepresentation at the North had
come. The Jesuitical power of the country had
decided that tho way to got control of the
schools, was first to get control of tho press,
and ho claimed that committees of the House
had been packed in the past through tho same
influences against the bill.

After a brief Executive session, tho Sonato at
5 p. m. adjourned until Monday.

In the House, the Committee on Elections
presented the unanimous report in the contest
case of Threat vs. Clark, First Alabama district,
declaring Claik entitled to his scat; adopted.

DISRASHS OP OLD AGE.

A few years boforo tho downfall of tho First
Empire, tho Groat Napoleon and his staff olli-
ccrs visited tlio battlefield of Tours, whero tho
army of tbo Caliph Abdorahman maintained a
seven days' skirmish against tho allies of
Charles Marlol.

"Seven days? Seems a pretty long time,"
Raid Marshal Noy; "but I liavo noticed that tbo
real 1)113111011 of a battle cannot bo measured by
longth of timo. An opportunity for ono good
charge often makes more progress than a wholo
day's manuvcring."

A similar rule might bo applied to an esti-
mate of "old ago." Lifo cannot bo measured
by length of years. In a fow months of mad
excess many a follow hardly out of hi3 toons
has reduced himself lo a condition of senile
decrepitude, whilo numerous veterans of 00
and 70 aro still young in ovory essential soiipo
of tbo word. Somo pcoplo manage to crowd
moro lifo into a decado tban othors into a cen-
tury. "It makes mo laugh to bear tbem talk
about Lord Uyron dying young," nays thocritic
Iloorno; "why, ho has lived a thousand years,
and in variety of experiouco probably had
much tho bolter of old Mclhusalah. Lots of
centenarians die boforo thoy bavo over known
tho real moaning of lifo."

Others, however, liavo managed to reach a
century without knowing tho meaning of

Luigi Cornaro, a Venetian noble-
man of tho 10th century, was descended
from a family of fast livers, most of whom had
died boforo their 50th year. At 20 ycara of ago
his brother was gotting baldbcadod, and notic-
ing his own hair turning gray, Luigi formed n
sin! den resolve to strike into a now path of his
own, and by strict attention to natural hygieno

especially 111 tho way of dietetic precautions
managed to reach au ago of S)S years and 10

months, without over having been sick for a
sinulo day during the last 75 years of his lifo.

Old ago in our eastern cilies begins at about
50 years of ago ; in some of tbo fust-goin- g Capi-
tals of western Europe at 15, in tho vice-co- n tera
of Italy at 10, but in Norway only at 00, and in
certain parts of the Austrian Alps rarely beforo
75. In tho highlands of tho western Tyrol I
onco passed a few weoks in a Summer camp of
hcallh-scckcr- s who had built a sort of taber-
nacle of lo3 and pino branches, and ono morn-
ing decided to fell a treo that bad n dangerous
inclination toward tlio frail roof of thcirshauty.
A rope was fastened to tho upper branches of
tlio tree, and whilo four or fivo tourists laid hold
of tho othor ond a fat young cook from Linz, in
tbo Austrian lowland, undertook to cut down
tbo trco nt the roots. It was a touh white-oa- k,

and after 10 minutes' work tbo amateur
trtiO'Ctittcr had to stop to pant for breath. "I
got through tho bark, anyhow," said ho, point-
ing to a circular cut some two or three inches
deep. " Yes. pretty good for a sap-uickor- " (a
species of small woodpeckers), said an old
mountaineer who had watched our operations
with a sly grin ; "let musco that ax, will yo?"
and with 10 or 12 well-aime- d strokes ho had tlio
treo tottering. "Run now, run!" bo shouted
to Iho ropo-pullor- nnd, changing his position,
ho brought down tho trco with a single blow
from tbo hide opposito to tho direction of the
shanty. " Always cut a treo tho deepest on
the side you want it to drop." hu explained to
tho astonished cook. "How old are you. daddy? "
aitked ono of tho tourists. "Eighty-llv- o or SO,
I ain't suru which," said tho old fellow, clam-
bering up tho slope to chop oil' tbo boughs of
the fallen tree. His hair, though thin, was
still of a mixed color moro black than
gray nnd his eyesight was excellent, whilo
three of our 11 young loiiriste had lo uho apectn-clo- a.

Marshal Hluclicrnt 09 years of ago was
still able to pass a whole day in tho Middle; the
navigator Bougainville nt 82 stuck to tbo post of
danger 011 tho quarter-dec- k 111 ovory ugly storm;
and Tontouello at 89 could rcml small print
without the aid of glasses. In tho best period
of the Grecian and Roman Republics many
octogonariauH iuidtstcd 011 following tho armies
of thuir natiVQ lands to tho field, and oven the
Kmpcror Augustus onco had an interview with
a ceutomitirinu who visited tbo gymnnMuin ou
ovory sunny day in tho year, and often tested
his wrestling tricks against tho tactics of tho
young athlete-- . "Uy what sort of recipe did
you preserve your vigor so rcmnrkbly?" asked
tho Emperor. " Jntus mulso.forh oJeo" ("in-
side by honey-wato- r, ouUido by oil"), said tho
old fellow.

It lias been noticed as a curious fact that, on
tho whole, tlioro aro moro old women than old
nion, while, nevertheless, men liavo a better
cbnncu to roach an exceptionally old ago, as a
proof, it would seem, that cxtremu longevity
Mil only bo attained by out-doo- r exercise, com-
bined with other hygienic habits. Fanners
outlive artisans; scholars and bookworms, as a
class, are not long-live- d, though a few of them,
by alternating their indoor work with occa-
sional work of country life, liavo managed to
1 each a very advanced ago, liko Goethe, Vol-

taire and Gladstone. On tho wholo, country
tiir, temperance and reasonable freedom from
care appear to bo the three chief conditions of
longevity.

SYMPTOMS OF DRCnKI'ITUDK.
Tho Spaniards have a proverb that "hair

turning giny at the temples should givo no
en 11 no for alarm," and altogether white hair is a
loss decided symptom of infirmity than incipi-
ent baldness. I bavo known men of 10 to con-
sult their family doctor about thu meaning of a
rather sudden increase of white hair, and after
all reach a halo old age, and keep ou the dark
sido of a sort of pepper-and-sa- lt color to sixty
and upwards.

The loss of hair is always a sign of declining

strength, but neither the effect nor tbe cause
nro always permanent.

After 10 a
man can, indeed, not defy fashion by running
baieheaded in wind and weather, liko bis happy
boy, or lilcu the Emperor Jladiian, who, in the

provinces of his vast empire. Rut oven old men
might compromirio thoa matter by dispensing
with warm head -- co vers" in tho freedom of their
homes, in their own gardens and fields, liko an
old farmer of my acquaintance, whoieservos his
felt hat for city visits. Nino out of ton " hair-tonic- s"

are worse than useless, tho manufac-
turers being well awaro that tho dread of ridi-
cule will prevent a considerable plurality of
their victims from as much as mentioning their
disappointment. Such applications as warm
water nnd finosoap (with a minimum of alkali),
or scented vaseline, etc., can do no harm; but,
as a rule, persons threatened with premature
baldness should avoid tho habitual use of po-

matum, as well as of still hairbrushes and
sharp-toothe- d combs.
