From tlio iibovo'de'sfcription woconcludothnt
thnt is not tho mulberry on which tho silkworm
feeds. Tho rod niulburry, which grows easily
in Now England, is n (reo from 15 to 30 feet
high, nnd in somo localities roach ing n bight
botweon GO and 70 foot. lis fruit is about au
ittclt long, not borry-flhnpe- and dark purplo in
color. If you do not hnvo tho mnlborry orosago
growing in j'our locality, ask tho Dopnrtiuont
of Agricullttro lo furnish you with thorn when
you write for tho eggs, and you will got tho
plants ali right. Do not 1030 any time in writ-

ing for the eggs, ns this tho season to hntoh
tlictn. Ed.

rOl'I.TRY MANUttE.

During tho Wittier i3 when it is jiossiblo to
sccuro the largest quantity of this fertilizer, as
tho poultry must bo confined n considerable
portion of tlio timo. With a little caro in gath-

ering tip nnd storing away properly, so thnt its
must valttnblo properties will bo retained, n con-

siderable quantity of valuable fortilizer, espe-
cially for tho gnrdon nnd small-fruit- s, may bo
seemed.

It Is very necessary for tlio health and com-
fort of tlio fowls to keep thoir qunrlors clean,
nud if this is done tlio droppings should bo
gatbored up ovory few days nnd bo stored
where thoy will keep dry. Dry dirtor sifted coal
nshes are tho bost materials to use as an ub
sot bout, although, when theso cannot bo had
conveniently, cut.straw can bo made to nnswor.
Coarse litter should not bo tisod, if tlio largest
benefit from tho manure is desired. Old boxes
or barrels can bo utilized for storing away. It
should ho kept dry, and if this is tlono will bo
in good condition lo apply in Spring. If prop-
erly cared for it can bo easily lined, and in this
condition cm be thoroughly incorporated with
tho soil. With Biitall-fruit- s, nnd with all gar-
den plants that are planted suillciontly far
apart lo rouder it economical, tlio better plan
is to apply in tho hill, taking pains to incorpor-
ate woll witli tho soil before sowing tho seed or
setting out tlio plants.

With tho smaller gnrdon plants, or those
grown closo together, liko onions, lottuco or
radishes, a good plan is to prepare tlio soil in a
good tilth, realy to sow tho seed, nnd then sent-to- r

tho fertilizer ovonly over tlio surface, and
then with a good stool gnrdon-rak- o work woll
into tho surface. This will place it whoro it
am bo reached by tho roots of the plants. As
it is a very concentrated fertilizer, u small quan-
tity will answer for each plant, when applied
in tlio hill, and ns it can bo readily lined, it
should bo stored caro fully and tiled iu tho
Spring iu tho garden. Jt Is well worth taking
cousidorablo pains to savo nml apply. 1'rairie
Fanner.

fiHEEP UAIBINO.
Tho rearing of shqop, when skillfully man-

aged, is tho moat profitable branch of farming,
Kays an exchange, but when sheep nro neglect-
ed thoy will never thrive. A Bock left to itself
brings its owner to slmme, and inflicts loss and
disappointment upon hfm. More than this, it
lutuH to givo n wrong lilcn to others who, bo-cau- se

of so iiinuy failures, aro induced to be-

lieve that sheep nfo naturally poor stock, and
ho leads to tho too;pfo'iilcut desire to engage
In the pursuit without knowledge or experi-
ence, nud the abandonment of it because of tho
certain failure. AM jhuphcrds nro too often,
liko their sheep, given lo wnndoriug from tho
right wny, and ott1 tho first reversu, or fear of
it, become panic-slrlcke- n nud rid themselves of
their stock nt any loss, it ii tho duty of nil
concerned in tho encourngctnont of this indus-
try to show that "sheep, more thnn any other
farm animals, require tho best caro nnd feed
ing, nnd that good feed nnd euro aro required
to make good and profitable sheep, Tho Eng-
lish shopliordH nro tho most successful iu tho
world, and their sheep aro provided for with
the moit liberal outlay of mono' nud skillful
care. But when English sheep nro imported
here this caro it rnroly given to llicm, and in
tho majority of instance thoy fail to realize
tho hopes of American shepherds and beconto
hopuluts wrecks. This it tho history of nearly
nil the English sheep which hnvo been brought
hither.

NOTES.
l'oach trees should have plenty of spaco

between them, at their roots aro great wan-
derers. Manure tho soil well, and grow small
fruit or vegetables iu tho open spaces to insure
good culture. Tho least dcairablo tilings to
grow iu an orchard aro weeds or grass.

Pref. William J. Grenii, of tho Ohio Sta-
tion, having tested the effect of early and lato
picking for apples, says: "Early picking of
apples improves thoir keeping qualities, but no
difference is manifest for nearly six months
nfter picking. If kept for n longer period thnn
six months tho early-picke- d apples show A do-cid-

gain over thoio picked late.
E. W. Held, iu tho Ohio Farmer, says n pear

trco which blooms but bears no fruit is making
too much root growth, nud recommends dig-
ging a trench 18 inches deup below tho circum-
ference of tho first limbs, filling it half full of
compost manure, and returning tho soil on top.
This will check root growth nud start tlio trco
to bearing.

For tho soro nround tho coronet of tho
hoof of ypttr horse pnullico tho pnrt for three
or four days with iiuHued-mea- i poultioo. Then
wash off with soap and water, and apply tho
following on soft linen or muslin, and wrap
over it with a battdago to keep out tho dust:
Acetatu of lead, one-fourt- h ounce; ox id a of
zinc, one-fourt- h ounce; lard, four ounces; mix
woll. Change tho linoti ovory other day, and
before each application wash with warm water
and soap. Feed no corn for two weeks, but
plenty of good oats and liny. If there nro nny
signs of foverishucsa, give a pint of raw linseed
oil.

To preserve harness perhaps neatsfootoil is
best. To one quart of ueatsfoot oil you may add
one-qimrl- pound of tallow and a llltlu lamp-
black. Heavy hurness should bo taken apart and
carefully cleansed with warm water before oil-
ing. Then, before it bus thoroughly dried out,
rub it with a woolen cloth saturated with oil,
or put tho oil iu a shallow pan over a very slow
fire, and draw each piece through the warm oil,
bending it backward nud forward. Hub tho
oil iu with a woolen rag, uud hung tho harness
up where it will not dry out too rapidly.

Limo is an indispensable fortlllzor for farm
crops. Tho farmer who wishos to preserve tho
fertility of tho soil aud produce tho largest
crop, cannot do so without using largo quanti-
ties of lime. Lime is the mott abundant min-
eral constituent (if all plants, aud is indispons-abl- e

to thulr grow'th. Chenp 1 1 me Is, therefore,
a slue qua nou fpr ,to farmer. Where it ia
cheap aud abundant there grass nud clover
llourish, aud otlitir crops succeed ns theso do.
Large barns, hnirtlsonle dwellings, line herds,
vet daut fields, productive orchards, nnd nil
other evidences of prosperity appear in locali-
ties where limo-Idlti- abound.

4. Occasion.

Christ'rf ministry, nnd spocinlly his mtrncles,
attracted gonoral attention. People hoard of
him far nnd near, and camo to him to see, hear
and bo roliovod of diseases. Just at tho time
tlio Sermon on tho Mount wns about to be de-
livered .Testis found himself pressed on all sides
by hearers nnd seokcrs. It wns a grand oppor-
tunity for sotting fortli tlio general principles
of his now Kingdom, or dispensation. He
availed himself of tho clianco nnd preached a
discourse involving ail tho main points of
Christianity.

C. Tlit Hpenkcr.
From St. Matt., 7 : 23, wo learn that Jesus

delivered tho discourse, beginning at 5:1 aud
ending at 7: 27. Ho was a Tench or, nnd henco
the word taught." (V. 2.) And henco, too,
tho listenors wore styled "disciples," or loarn-er- i.

(V. 1.) Wo lind tho speaker was con-
versant with the Mosaic law capablo of ex-
plaining it aud authorized to enforco it.
(7:29.)

0. Hearers.
From St. Matt., 5:1, wo seo multitudes wore

present. St. Lu., 0:17, is more specific. Wo
find there wore among tho hearers pcoplo from
Judea, Jerusalem, and from tho coasts, inclu-
sive of tho citic3 of Tyro and Sidon. Tho dis-
ciples of Christ aro mentioned ns among tho
audionco. (St. Mutt., 5: 1, and St. Luke, 0: 17.)
Probably the word "disciples" docs not includo
only Tho Twelve, but tho followers iu genornl
of Jesus. Christ ndd rcssed his "disciples" in
special, but tho entire multitttdo probably
heard tho teaching. St. Luke, 7:1, shows
moro than the disciples wero included among
tho hearers.

7. Items aa lo Retaliation.
Christ first quotes tho law, "Au oyo for an

oyo, nnd n tooth for a tooth." (Ex., 21:21;
Low, 21:20.) It is clear from Ex., 20: 1, that
God was the author of said Inw. (Low, 21 : 13.)
There is the colloquial saying, "Claw mo and I'll
claw thco." We notice tho words quoted by
our Savior aro found in tho laws which were
to govern tho Jews, not in tho redress of the
injuries ns individual but iu the punishment
of evil doers by judicial processes. As sucIl
law, tho ouo quoted was just, right, and evon
now obligatory in courts of justice. The
Pharisees lind twisted this law out from its
purely legal application, and taught that it is
admissible in the treatment of private wrongs
tmflurcd. Joans anno to tho resc no of tho law,
not unuuling it nor even criticising it, but lim-
iting it to tho uso of tho courts. It is ovidont
tiiat judges in criminal legal processes must bo
governed by n code more sovoro than thnt
proper among individuals.

Tho law lex talionis is proper when affairs
hnvo readied a point where mutual concession
is found to bo unattainable- - In social relations
it will not do to "pay persons as wo say J iu

, thoir own coin." Such procedure would make
community a bedlam, home a fighting arena,
business a pugilistic performance

Chritt simply nimod to teach his hearers that
iu their social, domestic, political, business nud
othur relations they must nvoid revenge, liti-
gation, exactness to an extent leading to possi-bl- u

quarrelsomeness. Wc have somo men who
are always iu suit or being sued. Wo notice
that what Jesus said is to bo taken by us witli
due common bouso and not with a slavish mi-
nuteness. Wo must reach tho principles en-
forced by Christ rather than tho cold litornl- -
11 03.--.

We observe Christ illustrated his teaching:
1. "Whosoever shall smito thco on thy right

cheek, turn to him tho other also." So St.
Matthew, in 5:39. If wo bo bound on litor-nlnus- -s

wo may say that if n mau striko us on
tho left cheek wo can returu his blow. Hut
from St. Luke, 0:29, wo lind tho point to bo
observed Is not the fact tho check smitten be
either tho right or tho left. Then, too, we
must watch tho spirit of our net. A runn may
ao turn the cheek not struck us to irritate his
enomy, us a chip ou tho shouldor invites to
combat. Then, Jesus does not iuform us what
to do providing tho person who struck the ouo
cheek also strike thu other when it is presented.
Wo may attpposo tho words, " Whosoever shall
smite thco on thy right cheek turn to him the
other also," was n provorbial saying, uot to lie
taken literally, but simply as demanding uxib-missiv- e,

peaceful spirit. An opportunity ono
timo occurred for Christ to illustrato tho prov-
erb. It was when he was on trial before tho
High Priest. Au otllcor struck him with the
palm of his hand slapped him in tlio face, as
wo bay. Jesus did not turn tho othor cheek.
Ou tho othor baud, he severely rebuked tho
act. (Head Prow, 20 : 22; 2 1 : 29 ; Ko., 12 : 17,
19; ITh., 5:15; 1 Pot., 3:0.) Seo how St.
Paul dealt with smitors. (Acts, 23:2-1- .) Ho
took his own pnrt. (Compare 10: 35-3- 9; 22:23-2- 9;

25:0-11- .)

2. "If nny runn will suo thee nt tho Inw nnd
take nwny thy coat, let him hnvo thy cloak
nlso." (St. Matt., 5 : 10.) St. Luko has it "and
him that takuth away thy cloak, forbid not
to take thy coat ulso."

from that of your oppressor. Cyrus
origtiated a sort of postal delivery. Officer, If
thoy needed, could press into their borvicu uny
citizen or subject.
