David
Kalaknua was elected
King in 1674, to suc
ceed William CharlosKing IvAiiAiCAUA. Lunalilo. tho biBt of

tho great dvnastv of tho Kamohamohas.
jvniaicmia wns imm In 1H.H, and is or pure
Hawaiian blood, being besides connected with
the Koyul family through his molhor. Queen
Emma, now dead, who was a nloro of ICameha-meh- a

1. Ills Queen is Kapiolani. but tho
holress-appare- to the throne is tho King's
Slater. Princess Lilitiokolanl.

Kalaknua began his reign with nsoful notfi
nlnl benevolent resolves, and under his declared
policy immigration was encouraged with good
remits, lie entered into a great many enter-
prises for the improvement of his people and
his country, but admilfd to his confidence ono
Walter Gibson, and under tho influence of thfs
Bchemcr many projects that would havo been
otherwise beneficial to the people were turned
to tho account, of a cliquo in tho island, nnd tho
enormous expenditures of public moneys began
to cause greatdiscontetil among tho tax-payer- s,

who were by this timo mostly whites, and,
tlnallv, In 1887a bloodless revolution look plaeo,
headed by tho Americans. A new Cabinet was
formed, a now Constitution was adopted and
tho long-pondin- g reciprocity treaty with tho
United Stales was signed, and bIiico thon tho
country has prospered and grown under tho
dominion of Kalaknua.

Ou the Island of Kauai Is tho country plaeo
of tho King. Kauai lies between Niihau, the
westernmost island, and Oahu.

She im-
mediately put out bur hhnd and gave mn a cor-
dial clasp, welcomed mo very prettily, nnd
volunteered tho jtiloligouce that sho was
Queen Kapiolani. As soon as I recovered from
tho shock of this linro'nvcntlonnllty and of

tho expected Injprcssivoncstnnd splen-
dor of royally, I managed to express my pleas-
ure and tho honor I vWt lit meeting such a dis-
tinguished ' "woman.

At this moment I became conscious of regu-
lar, loud, but In this cao not wholly unmusical
sounds, apparently proceeding from tho depths
of llm Inner room, which, however, I fully
recognized when tlio Queen Innocently re-

marked that tho King was just thon "taking
his morning nap," but that it was near time
for him to wake up, and that if I would wait
until ho did. she had no doubt ho would bo
plenscdjo me tno.

Tho King
stood before uh, Ho is of portly, command Ing
form, with an Intelligent, honest face, on which
ho wore a mustache and whiskers, and which
lighted up with a cordial smile as ho greeted
me. 1 told him I was a tourist from tho
"States"; was much interested in his country

and his people, aud had considered it my duty
to call and tender my respects to his Majesty.
Ho received this very gracofully, aud all' three
of us removed to the pleasant bnmboo portico.

"I am always glad to sco pcoplo from tho
United States," said tho King, as wo lightod
our cigars. 1 liko to havo them go through my
country, nnd to instruct nnd enlighten my
pooplo. Anything new, any enterprise tending
toward tho development of our resources is al-

ways welcome. I well realize tho importance
of inventions and labor-savin- g machinery in
this progressive ngc, nnd a great deal lias been
ilono. especially of lato years, in tho way of
abolishing the old mothodsaud appliances with
which our work used to bo dono. I endeavor
to keep woll acquainted with now machines
nnd processes whoso uso havo proved successful
and profitable in other countries, particularly
in tho United States."

"Tho capabilities of tho country for varied
production are being evidenced more nnd more
each year, are they not?" I asked by way of
drawing out tho King.

"Yes; lam very proud of my country nnd
my peoplo. Our resources are very extensive
Tho great rnngo of tomporaturo at tho different
elevations and tho variety of soil are couducivo
to tho cultivation of tho products of both north-
ern and southern climates, aud the raising of
rice and sugar are our most profitable indus
tries. Cattle raising is also ono of our great
pursuits. Of courso our greatest trade is with
your country, and then como Groat Britain,
China and Japan, Germany and Franco. I
boliovo that for tho sizoof our country wo havo
no equal in commerce."

"Your Hiigar trade is enormous, I boliovo."
"I am particularly interested in sugar raising

myself, and am now conducting some experi-
ments hero on my plantation. Our planters
havo been taught to study the economics of
sugar production,, and tho diffusion process
saves over 10 por cent, more than tho old
method. There is soil enough in tho Kingdom
to yield, under favorable circumstances, more
than 103,000 tons of sugar annually."

"Education is cohipulsory, I understand."
"Our school system is being enlarged and

otherwise improved each year," said Kalaknua.
" Wo try to got the best books, aud tho law com-
pels ntlendnnco of ovory child between tho
ages of 0 and 15 years, whilo tho frco Govern-
ment bcIiooIs are supported by a tax of $2 por
head, which is levied ono every malo citi-
zen bolweon tho ages of 20 nnd fi(). Our chil-
dren are willing and quick to learn, and have
shown special aptitude in arithmotic, gcomotry
and music."

Kalakaua wont on to apeak of his visit to this
country somo years ago. " Your country was st

incomprehensible to mo in its oxtent and
resources. Its railroads, steamships, huge facto-
ries, vast ranches and hustling cities all im-
pressed mo with thoir importanco and their
Influence in making yours tho greatest Nation
in tho world. My own littlo railroads and
channel cables and telephone systems are
dwarfed by tho great stretches of wires and
miles of rails that mako a network through
your country.

"I recall with pleasure my visit to your beau-
tiful City of Washington, and my trip through
tho great stone buildings, and my reception hy
tho President and his Cabinet. I liko the
Amoriran pcoplo for thoir treatmen t of strangon
and their push and enterprise. I hopo that tho
relations between my country and yours may
always bo of tho most amicablo sort."

All thtco of us conversed freely on othor
topics for Homo time, when the King turned,
nnd clapping his hands, there appeared for the
first tlmo a servant, who camo forward and re-

ceived an ordor from the Mounrch in tho nntivo
language, nnd presently wo were enjoying as
delicious a hovcrago as I had tasted in a long
tlmo. I know there wns something like old
liourhon In It, hut what else it contained I can-
not say. Tho King, tho Queen nnd T offered
mutual rngnrds nnd good wishes for tho power
nud inflticneo of the Hawaiian Kingdom and
tho prosperity of tho American Republic, and I
roso reluctantly to leave. Kalakaua and his
Queen shook hands with mo, expressed appre-
ciation of my visit, and waved their hands
in farewell as I rode out of sight on descending
a hill, and that was tho last I saw of tho Kiug
of tho Sandwich Islands. J. N. Ingram.
