TLANSFERRED TO ARLINGTON,

The following account of {he transfer of the
remains of Col. Edgar (V'Connor, 2d Wis,, (Killed
at Gainesville,) from the Congressional Ceme-
tery to Arlington, are farnished by John John-
son, formeriy of Co. 1) of that regiment and de-
tached in Stewarl's Battery from November,
3861, until the Dattle of Fredericksburg, where
his right arn was shot off by a shell:

Under the personsl supervision of Gen.
Yaocius Fairchild, of Wisconsin, and Messrs.
Jerome F. Jobuson, Co. I; Johun Johnson, Co.
; Dr. John J. Little, Co, DD, and John N. l‘«h'k‘-
©o. D, all of the old 24 Wis, and temporarily
residing in Washington, I). C,, the remains of
Ool. Txigar O'Connor were on the 23d day of
April, 1890, transferred from the Congressicnal
Cemetery. where they had reposed sined Decem-
ber 14, 1562, 1o the National Cemetery at Ar-

lington, Va.

The burial site was selectoll by Dr. John J. l
Little, Co, I; Johin Johnson, Un, D, and Jerome
¥. Johnsom, Ua, I, 24 Wis. Through the cour-
tosy of the Quartermaster-General of the Army,

the Iatter a classmate of Col. O'Connor at .\\_usl.
FPoint, transportation was furnished, permission
given for the burial snd sclection of 2 site in
the grounds set apart for the burial of Regular
Army oflicers st Arlington.

In the grave was found the handles of the
ooflin, one shoulder-strap, a pocket-comb, & pen-
cil and sowe buttons. Gen. Fairchild re-
marked that he had borrowed that pencil from
Col. O'Connor and used it a fow bours before
the Colonel wss killed. Gen. Fuirchild asked
1o keep the peuncil, pocket-comb and shounlder-
strap, snd take them bhome to Wisconsin.
Jerome . Johnson kept the coffin handles and
some bultons: and he is entitled to nearly all
the credit for the remeoval of the remains of
Col. O'Counor to Arlington, as he did all t!le
work in peiting the neccsssry papers from the
War Department.

Col. Edzur O'Connor was a son of Bostwiek
O'Connor, of Deloit, Wis. He graduated at West |
Point in 1551, ard was assipned to doty in the
th U. S Inf, stationod ut Fort Smith, Ark. In
1855 be resiymed froam the Army and weat to
Beloit, where be was practicing law with his
father when the civil war commenced. He
was made Colonel of the 24 Wis, soon after the
Sirst battie of Ball Ron, aud Lucius Fairchild
was made Lentouani-Colonel, On the retreat of
Pope's armuy from Cuipeper, Va., and about two |
miiles from Gainesville, abont 6 o'cleck p. m.
Aug. 25, 1562, the 2d Wis., commanded by Col. |
O'Connor, wss ordered by Geu. John Gibbon to |
sdvapnee upon 3 rebel batiery, and soon met
the infautry of the emewy cwerging from the
wools, Here for20 minutes this regiment alone
checked and sustained the ouset of the whole
of Stonewnll Jucksou's Division, under one of
the most intensely-concontrsted fires of mns-
ketry ever experienced by any troops in that
or avy oltber war. The battle raged terrifically
mntil @ w'clock at might.

The 24 Wik suffered o loss of 8 killed and
227 wounded and missing, out of 459 engaged. |

CAN'T HAVE THE MARINE BAND.

Last week the Society of Maryland _Army
and Navy of the Confedorate States applied to
Neeretary of the Navy Traey for the Marine
Band to sccompany them to Richmond upon
the oceasion of the unvailing of the Lee statue,
which takes place May 20. It seems that Gov.
McKinney and ex-Gov. Fitzhugh Lee had
made & similar request sometime bofore, and
had beon refused by the Seeretary. The Mary-
Iaud Society, however, were nothing daunted
by this, and enlisted the influcnce of a couple
of Senators and several Representatives to urge
their suit, bat all to no avail. The Secrctary
told the interested partics that the Band WOII_ld
be reguired here in Washington for Memorial
Day services, and it would be impossible for
him to allow them to go to Richmond. It was
the intention to have the band givea concert
on the 20th of May, and the committeo of Mary-
landers then tried to have the Scerctary allow
the band to go down and have the concert adny
or two earlier, so a5 not to interferc with Memo-
rinl Day. But the Secretary was obid llrata'_lll-d
although ho did not say so in words, I_nq inti-
mated that the ceremonies of the unvailing of
a statue to Gen, Loo was hardly the proper
thing for the Marine Band to take partin.
Consequently the Maryland Confederates will
bave to march to oither music.

" CONGRESS

An Abstract of the More Important
Proceedings of Both Houses.

WeDNESDAY, APRIL 23,

Tn the Senate, Mr. Chandler (N, I1.) offored a
resolation to amend the rules so that whenever
a bill or resolution is reported from o commit-
teo and is ander consideration, the Senate may,
on motion, (to be acted on without debate or
dilatory motions,) order that on a day not less
than six days after the passage of the order de-
bate shull eease, and the Sennte shall proeced
to dispose of thoe hill or resolution, and when
siid day shall arrive at 3 o’clock the vote shall
be taken without debate or dilatory motion
upon any amcndmoents upon the bill or resolu-
tion and upon the passage thereof. Whenever
a quornm of Senators are present and not vob-
ing, the presiding oflicer, at the request of any
Senator, shall eanuse the names of Senalors
present and not voling to be entered upon the
Journal, nnd such Senators shall be deemed to
be present and eounted as o quornm.  Referrod
to the Committee on iinlea,

Mr. Regan (Tex.) sddressed the Senante in
support of Lis bill to rapoal all laws for the re-
tirement of officers of thoe Army, Nuvy, Marine
Corps and of the Judiciary from active service
on pay.

The conference report on the Oklahoma bill
was agreed to, and the measure now goes to the
President. The vote on the adoption of the
report was yeas 50, nays 5 —(Messrs, Butler,
Cockrell, 'agh, Quay and Vance.)

House bill was pasaed increasing to $250,000
the limit of cost for the public building at Wil-
mington, Del,

Mr. Blair (N. H.) moved to take from the
cilendur and pass tho Senate bill appropriating
F50.000 for an equestrian statue of Maj.-Gen,
Johin Stark, at Manchester, N. . After con-
siderable discussion the vote was taken, result-
ing yeas 20, nays 8, no quorum, and the bill
went ovoer,

The Senate adjourned at 6 p. m.

In the House, the legislative appropriation
bill was taken up in Commiites of the Whole,
and a very acrimouions debate followed, Mr.
Kelley {Kan,) spoke of the outrages which aro
being perpotrated all over the South upon Re-
publicans, and cited instances in sevoral States
witero Postmasters had been  driven from
various towns, beaten and whipped, and in
somu instances had to open their oflices outside
of the towns. Remarks were also made by Mr,
Tarsney (Mo.), Allen (Miss,), Cothran (8. C.),
Rogers (Ark.), Outes (Ala), Feathorstone
(Avk.), Butterworth (€),), and Cateheon (Mich.)
Pending further diseussion the Commiileo rose,
and the House adjourned st 530 p, m.

DISEASES OF OLD AGE—{continned),

During a fatigning campaign in the high-
lands of Mexico, a French cavalry officer of my
acquaintance was roprimanded by his Colonel
for falling asleep on his horse, and the very
noxt Sunday his waggish friend, the Chaplain,
preachied a sermon on the subject of ** avoidable
and unavoidable ging."

If the disorders of the human body were to
be classified in that way, piles, or hemorrhoids,
wonld often to huve been mentioned under the
Intter hend. The trouble may arise from con-
stipation and the excessive uso of eoncontrated
food, but is often due to less avoidable canses,
sodentary occupations, tumors af the abdemen,
or accidental irritations of the reetum. The
fathor of Fredevick the Great carried his con-
tempt of elfeminacy to the degree of disapprov-
ing the nse of spriug-wagons, and at last sur-
prised the citizensof his Capital by the invention
of a “sausego.car,” 18 he enlled it,—a picce of
timber as thick as a shipmast, and mounted on
massive wheels that could stand tho wear and
toar of a raging gallop over rough country
ronds.  On this primitive conveyance he made
his stafl officers and frionds take frequont trips
to his Summer-palace of Wusterhansen, whero
freo beor and tobaceo were expectad to indemni-
fy them for the hardships of hestriding that
woolden steed. One of his courtiers, tho Aus-
trian spy Seckendorfl, tried to please the King
by pretending to enjoy those gallopudes, but
confesses that he had to pay the penalty of his
sycophaney by the dovelopment of a specially
troublesome kind of hemorrhoids,

Piles cunsed by mechanical irvitations of that
kind are, however, apt to disappear with the
provoking eause, and arn not nearly as likely
to become chronie afllictions as the turmors re-
sulting from severe constipations nnd certain
disorders of the liver, Pormanent relief ean
sometimes be obtained by a radienl ehange of
dictotic habits; in other cases the trouble ro-
quires & qurgical operation ; a ligature applied
till the tumor becomes atrophied ; or excision
of the smaller * plles,” which result from the
enlargement of the rectal veing.  Another pro-
cess, froquently employved by modern special-
ists, consists in emptying the tumors by means
of mechanical pressure and then injecting them
with s mixture of glycerine and carbolie acld.
Thae operation is not always suceessful, but has
tho advantage of being expasditions and almost
painless. The “piles” remain, bat ecase to
cilargs, and in the course of a few wecks be-
como almost callons,

FISTULA OF THE ANUS,

Hoemorrhoids sometimes spread inward and
cause all sorts of ohstinate comyplications, not
easily anceessible to surgical remedies. Division
of the tumors by means of a bistoury (s narrow,
flexible lancet) may sometimes hasten recovery,
but the specific cure consista in frequent cold
baths and the local applieation of & strong solu-
tion of permnnganate of potash. The bowuls,
at the same time, shonld be kept open by all
possible means, sinee straining at stool is al-
most suroe to aggravate the trouble to a very
scrious degree. A sparing, fluid diet, com-
bined with daily sitz-baths, may cause the
fistula to subgide in the course of a month, but
a severe and often almost intolerable itehing
is n not unfrequent after-offect, and ean be re-
lHeved most reandily by sulphur ointments or a
mixture of finely-powdered saleratus with
meltod mutton-ta'low or pure lard.

COLD FEET.

Piles, strictures of the rectum and chronie
constipation, are all likely to obstruct the eir-
culation of the veina connecting with those of
the lower oxtremities, and thus become an in-
direct cause of numboess in the feet and legs
and an innbility (especially at night) to keep
tho feot comfortably warm. A brisk walk
pallintes the trouble, but in bed the feeling of
chilliness often Increases to a sensation of
positive pain—*“as if the feet were sticking in
a sackfull of snow,” one patient expressos it.
Nino ont of ten persons in such cases resort to
the oxpedient of extra wrappers, wonlering
how wany more shawls or blankets it will take
to got the feot comfortable. The fonction of bed-
clothing, however, s limited to the retention of
animal warmth, and where the development
of that warmth bas in some way been dimin-
ished, the warmest and thickest blankets may
fuil to supply the deficiency. Artificial warmth,
however, enn bo applied in various efficient
and inoxpensive ways, Hospitals use speeial
warming-puans, metal receptacles closed with u
scrow-lid, and holding from fonr to ten quarts
of water, but in private hiouscholds bags full of
heated sand prove, on the whole, more service-
able, Ordinury bottles are apt to get nocorked
or leaky, and metal substitutes are not always
available, bnt every housckeoper can procare a
peek of clean send und heat it in—by instal-
monts or otherwise—un common baking-pan. A
stout linen sack, of the kind used for larzer
quantitios of salt, for instance, will safely hold
two gallous of yand heated to o temperature of
150 degrees Fahrenheit, and it is sorprising
how long the contents of that bag will preserve
their ealoric undor 8 couple of stout blankets.
Anold pliysician of my acquaintance prefors
anfmnl warmth by proxy, and in Winter goes
to bod with m pet poodle that has learsed to
make himsell useful in the eapacity of a wool
bag, nud sleeps motionless nll night on the foot
end of his owner’s bed. Borrowing animals—
foxes, badgers and woodchucks—wmight be
utilizod for n similar purpose, and ean boast
the accomplishment of being ahle to breathe
under cover of the heaviest of bed-clothing,

SLEEFPLESSN ESS,

Foot-warming contrivances are nlso the best
spucific for tho core of insomnia, or chronie
sloeplessnoss, The physiology of sleep has been
studicd by actual inspection of the brain of a
floeping mian whose skull bones had been par-
tinlly removed during s surgical operation,
and whose ecercbral blood wvessels looked en-
gorged and reddened in duytime —capecially
undor the Influence of mental excitement—
but became pale and Hoccid when the patient
wus sound usleep. It then ocenrred to the at-
tendunt physician that slecp might be artifi-
ciully induend by diverting the circulation of
blood from the brain to the lower extremities,
nnd usories of ingenions experiments fully eor-
rohorated the correctuess of that conelusion,
Iy keeping the hend cool and surroundiog the
foet and legs—perhaps nlsa the hands—with
enlorific contrivances, the sleeplessness, even, of
fever-patients would be promptly relieved in
ull but the most olistinate cases, and undar or-
dinary eiveumstances it sufliced to pnt the pa-
tient to bed in n cool, airy bedroom, nnd wrap
up his fect o a woolon blanket that had beon
previously warmed before a stove fire.  With
such  precautions, late suppers prove by no
means irroconeilable with a gowd night's rest.
On the contrary, the process of Jdigestion and
assimilation helps to divert the cireulation of
the blood from the brain to the digestive or-
gand, and aniwals after a il meal generally
soon evinee & disposition to sleep or rest,
