GEN. NELSON.

The Opinion He Had of the Keryices of the Cavalry.

EpiTor NATroNarn Trisuse: In the Fall of
1862, Gen. Kirby Smith, of the rebel army,
was operating in Kentucky, gathering troopy,
clothing, horses, and in fuct supplies of all
Kinds, shipping them South, where they were
much necded by Bragg's army. Gen., Nelson,
(who was afterwards killed by Gen. Jofl. €.
Davis), then holding a position under Gen. Bu-
oli, was directed to proceed to Kentucky and
assume command of all Unlon troops in that
State, wnd drive Smith and bis marauders out
of the State,

The 1st battalion of our regiment—the 7th
Pi. Cav.—at that time was stationed at Tulla-
homa, Tenu,  Four men of Co. 1—Corp'l Ed.
Sparks, Jas. Flomming, Tom. McCloon and o
Waelshman named John O, Jones—were detailed
to carry a dispateh from Tullahowa to MeMinn-
ville, whore they would mect Gen, Nelson on
his way to Kentucky and deliver the dispatch
to him,

ory. They all belonged to my mess and wero
wy companions, Flemming being my bedfellow
until he was kilied by a bullet in the head at
MeAfee's Crossronds, Ga,

Upon leaving the General they rode on their
return ab & sbarp trov until they came toa
swall hamlet about midway—16 miles from
Here their horses began to fag,
and they concludod they would feed aud rest a
Hutle before proceeding further. Just as the
horses were mwunching their corn, along camo
Gen, Neisonand Stail. Then began the groatest
chapter of profanity that ever emancted from
the mouth of mortal man. We will omit all
bui the closing scene botween the Welshman
and the General,  While the General was sct-
ting fenee-rails on the five with oaths, tho men
were bridling their horses and mounting to
get away from his wrath, ag they supposed,
Taking in the sitnation he shouted to thom to
dismount, which they quickly did. He then
orderod some of his escort o take the horses
and arws away from the cowardly
Directing his eyes on Jones, who was rather
siow in his wovements, he shouted, * Get off
that horse, yon - ugly looking Irish-
man.” This was mwore than Jones could stand,
He could stand anything else but being called
an Iriskimun, and be told the General s0; but
the General told him he was an Irishman, aud
the meanest looking ono he ever saw, and il he
opened his —— —— ugly Irish mouth again he
would ram his sword down his throat,

Joues would not shut up, being oo highly
offended to do that, and so ho took off his hat,
cxposing bis bald head, and began to rewmon-
strate with the General, and toll who be was.
Such unprecedented couduct ou the part of a
private was an unpardonable offense, snd
withal so comie that the rost of the crowd be-
cnme convulsed with laughter, which still fur-
ther enraged the General, who began ancw to
hesp abuse on the cowardly cavalry, who, heo
declared, never stopped to fire & shot at the
enemy before they surrendered, At lust, hay-
ing expended his wrath, and taking in the
situation, he east one last malediction at the
cowvardly eavalry, and procesded on bis way to
Tullabowa, leaving Jones and his companions
stunding in the middle of the road, 16 miles
from camp, without horses or sarms, with the
parting wish that the bushwhackors might eat
their cowardly throats, They made their way
into camp us fast as they could, aud & sorry
sight they presented when they arrived. They
created much amusement amoug their com-
rades telling of tho scens which bad taken
place between the General and Jouos.

When the rumor spread that the famous Gen-
eral was in town, a crowd soon gathored at the
railroad depot to see him, at which place he
Wis lnspecling some ‘-Jtlpltlu.'ﬂ. As soun as he
84w the crowd hoe shoutad at them to elear out,
aud drew his sword. This quickly dispersed
the boys; but oue man, a Major [ think, sione
retunined. He was vain enough to think his
shoulder-strape would exempt him from the
vengeance of the General, He was mistakon,
however, for the Genersl ran st hing shouting,
You; did | not tell you to elegr out,
you lousy reprobate. I will kick you.” This
had the efivct of starting the Major on the run
for siler gronod amid thecheering, hooting uud
bowling of the crowd,

From this point the General and his party
took the ears for Naslhiville While he was
waiting for a train he paid the hospital a
visit. Bam Overton, & member of our eom-
pany who had been shot through the hesd a

few days before In a brash we bad with For- |

rest’s eavalry, was a paticnt, The General
seeing the eavalry uniform on Sam, hastened
to bis side, thinking he was a fit subject for his
wrath, Bam was shiot through the chieck bone,
the ball coming out at the base of the brain st
the buck of the head, His wound was such as
1o ke it painfal to eat or speak, and when
the Goneral asked him what the matler was,
Sam bogan to mumblo as best he eould Lo )l
bim. The General bocame 2o enraged that Lo
delivered another tirnde ugainst the eavalry :
but when he learned the truo stute of afliirs he
took Faw by the bhavd wud shook it warinly,
nnd said ho was s brave man, declaring at the
same Lime Lhat he was the first cavalryman bie
ever saw shot, and ealled the Steward, telling
him to provide the best food he could got for
bim. The Geueral was a rough man, but he
was sincerely truoand loyal te the Union, which
is mors than can bo said of many other Gen-
eruls.—PATnick Mooxky, Sergeant, Co, 1, Tth
Pa.

cortain picce of artiliery captured by “ Minty's
Prigaleat the Duck River erossing” s referred
toas wpun that had been “eaptured from the
Cliicago Bourd of ‘Trude Battery while on a raid
with sume other command seyveral wonths be-
fore."”

I desire to eorreet Comrade Smith in this
mattor. The Chicago Board of I'radoe Balwery
wis assigned to the Becond Cavalry Division
(of which Minty's Brigade foriued a part) early
in Muareh, 18023, and participated in no ruids
excopt o conneetion with thut division or some
of its brigades, and it is proverbial in the hls-
tory of that division, aud of its separate bri-
godes, that they made (requent caplures of the
cnemy's artillery, but pever lost any of their
own, The Chicago Bourd of Trade Battery
never sullered the loss of any of its guns by
capture.  During the night of Dee. 31, 1802, at
the battle of Btone River, it repaired a recap-
turcd and disabled gon, a six-pounder Juues
riflc (hrase), that had been taken from Battery
A, 1st Oliio Art., enrly in the day, and during
the following days of that battle this gun was
used with good effect in connection with the
other six of the battery, und aftor the battie,
by specinl order, the Board of Trade Battery
was made aseven-gun bittery, and so conlinued
till after the battle of Chickasmauga und the
chuse after Wheoler through Tennessee, whon
thie bartery recelved a new armament and ngiin
became a slx-gun buttery,

For the joformuation or to refresh the mem-
ory of Comrade Smith, T will say that the only
guns the Chicago Board of Trade Bullery ever
lost was during the Kilpatrick rald around At
lunta in August, 1804, and at the battle at Love-
Joy’s, where one of its guns was disabled by the
breaking-down of the gun-earrisge, occnsioned
by the rapid firing, while located in the soft
ground of that memorsble cornfield. This gun
was brought off the field in the ammmunition-
wigon sccompanying the buttery, and the but-
tory ulso brought off’ one of the rebel guns cap-
turod by Minty's Brigade, whoen, leading the
ehurge, they cul thelr way out through the rebel
cavalry. Later, when alding in eovering the
retreat jv connection with Long's Brigude, and
in ussisting in repelling & eharge, one of the
guns of the babtery exploded, and the soveral
picees of it were loft where they fell, wholly
vilueless except as old metal,

Theso were the only guns the Chicago Board
of Trade Battery oever sulloved a loss of . —GEo,

SHERMAN’S BUMMERS.

How Co. E, 66th Ohilo, Lost thelr Nule and Cart.
Eprror NatTioNaL Trinusg: Soonaflter the
arrival of SBherman’s Army at Goldsboro, N.
C., and while the tropps were fixing quarters
for a fow days’ rest, Yhree boye of Co. E, GOth
Ohio (T'wentioth Corps) procured passes to go
ontside the pickot-lines and find boards for
flooring their quarters, building bunks, ete.
At that time there was no commissioned officer
with the company, and the Sergoanis in com-
mand had in their possession a large sorrel
mwule that had carried their blankets, cooking
utensils and other traps on the eampaign just
ended; g0 with this animal hitched to a cart
they started on their errand. About a mile
outside the lines they found a deserted farin-
house; which they at once commenced to strip
of weather-boardmg. ; Serg't Smith (or Stubhy,
ns was the cognomen given him by his mates)
was busily engaged in thiswork on the outside
and Belta and Bob Jordon were invostigating
the inside of the hovse. A squad of rebel eavalry
rodo into the yard and inguired of * Stabliy ™
what command he belonged to, At first, think-
ing they were Yanks, ho did net pay much at-
tion to thom, but sinply answered their ques-
tion. Another glance showed him they wero
Johnnies, and having been n sojourncr among
them in 1862, he did not care to go to their
Summer resorts so carly in the season, so ho
bade them good-hy and broke for the timber,
only a short distancs nway, Several shols wern
fired at him as he ran, but they happily missed
him, and about dark he arrived in enmnp cov-
ered with swamp mud and mions his gun,
which he had left leaning against the houss,

Afltor his departure the rebels dirvected their
altention to the boays on Lhe insideof the house,
In the meantime they had heard and seen the
commotion in the yard, and young DBelta
crawled into a featbor hod which was on thoe
floor, while Jordon boldly faced their ecallers,
They wanted to know of Lim where the other
man was, us they had noticed three of them
abont the place. He told them he was the only
one in the house; but they doulbited his veracily,
and one of them drew Lis saber and bogan
ponching around among the featheors, and
Lilly Beita hind to come forth, Thoy marched
thoe boys away, taking with them the r .le of
Co. I

This was Iate in the afternoon, and seme
time after dark, ns they were going through a
swiump, Dolta mado an exeuso to lag in the rear,
He was guarded by a boy but little larger or
older than hiwmsell, and ho concludod he would
make a break for liberty, Spatching a limbor
fence-rail by thoe roadside, he gave his captor a
blow from the rear and leaped into the swamp
and was soon lost to view. The Johunies madeo
butlittle effort to recapture him, ayat that stage
of the rebellion one prisoner, more or less, was of
no consequence.  Early the following moruing
Belta came limping into camp looking as if he
had beon treated to s coat of tar and featheors,
Bob Jordon never returned to his company,
but I sappose be was duly exchanged. Heo was
a snbstitute, and the boys did not take the
#ame interest in him a8 they did in Smith and
Belts, who were vots of '61.  DBelta was one of
a number of boys brought to Delaware, O, from
the Five Point Mission in Now York about
1856 or 1857, and enlisted as a drummer, but
wis goon able to carry an Eofield, which he
preforred to a drom.

ON SHIP ISLAND.
The Mysterions Bug and Oiher Camp Incldents.

Euviror Nariosarn Trisvse: To the un-
initisted it is not to be snpposed that the eamp
life of u soldier, if of lang duration in one
parlicular place, becomes monotonous: but such
18 the caswe, and the soldier has to resort many
times Lo different ways and means in ordor to
gvercome this monotony of the enmp, Guames
of ditferent sorts, snoh as kicking the foot-ball,
pitehing quoits, sack aud wheelbarrow racos,
ele, are indulged in, greatly to the merriment
of the leokers-on. A little incident oceurred jn
one of the bands belonging to one of the Con-
necticut regiments In Gen. Butler's Brigade
while encamped upon Bhip Island, in the vear
1861, which I will narrate for the entertain-
weut of old comrades, who, no doubt, have
witnessedd the same thing in their own regl-
monts, bul us one seldier likes to read the
Jokes, sports, ete, of auwother, I give it in
detail,

Encamped as we wors upon that almost barren
and desoluto island, it s wot surprising that
same one member should be solected an the one
upon whom theso jokes should bo played at
someotie else's exponss, not knowing who that
particular one may be ; but at this time it hap-
pened Lo bo the one who wore the shoulder-
straps,  Himself wod pnother young member of
the band were the sole secapants of the tent in
which this little incldent oceurred, Weo re-
frain from montioning names, but will use the
letter 8. to designate the victim of the joke.
An otlicer is supposed to have his many private
luxuries in the way of beds, trunks, and other
articles too numerons to mention, lor his com-
fort, which a private, as a matter of course, is
nol permitted to have, nod when the command,
“sirike tents” js piven, tho private lLias the
better of his superiors, as ho has only to pack
kuapsack, which locludes Lis wardrobe, bed-
ding, eating untensils, ete, and s ready to
march at onee. The render will understand what
comprises the furniture in an ollicer's tent—
enough in gomo instunces to furnish a small
bourding-house ; such being the ease with the
one who ia the subjeet of our story.

One of Lhe boys being an ingenlons sort of a
follow, contrived Lo rig up s piceo of burnt cork
represeuting o buge bug, which was made in
this way: A piece of cork 18 burnt until wade
as binck a8 coal, with pieces of hair from a
horse’s wane cut into pieees about half an inch
long, nud loserted into the cork upon all sides,
represonting a large spider or bug, This was
ultuched to a fine black thread, ubont two feot
in length, and tiod to o stick of the same
leugth, When uuolserved the perpetrator of
the joke stands behind his vietim, drops the bug
in frout of his eyes, at the sume quickly with-
drawing it,

‘Tho sight of it is enoogh to make one's blood
run cold, Mr. 8, upon secing this before his
eyes, jumped, yelled, and struek at the im-
ngivary bug with all yvengeance, at the samo
time letting flow some of those soll words in
shape of oatha: “ Mine Got, what & — big
spider that vas shost dropped from overhead in
my tent. Shust come in, boys, and help e
find the biggest spider you ever saw in your
Life.” And suiting the action to the words,
tranks, beds and everything movable were
taken from the tent aud laid upon the sand
outside, and & thorongh scarch wus made for
the mysterious bug, The rest of the huyn, -
dorstanding the joke, enter io with n will to
assist Mr. B, o Oudivg the huge creature: buat
after hall an bour's diligont search, sod noth-
ing fu the shape of a bog beinug found, avery-
thing was put buck Into the teut again, and
quietl roigned for a while, All of o sudden a
buzzing was beard outside, beinga perfect imi-
tation of o large bamwble-bee, made with tho
mouth by one of the hoys. ‘Ubhe light in the
mcantime having been romoved (rom the tent,
and beld so as to shine upon the sutside, wlicre
with a stick ous of Lhe number struck the tent,
which sounded like a large bug hitting the
cloth. A pin was putinto the ond of a stick,
and pressed through the canvas from the out-
sido nbout an eighth of an inch; at the same
time the buzzing sohind wns mnde close 1o
where the pin wag “ingerted, when, with
clinched fist, Mr. 8, strock for the bog, deiving
the pin into his haud, exelsiming: “Got in
Himmel, the —— bug has stung me!” ut the
fume time jumping aud rubbing his band, sad
expressing himsell in words which he nodoubt
thought suitable for the occusion.
