1t hias been decided by the Secretary of the Navy
to order the North Atlantic Squadron to Boston, to
remain in the harbor during the meeting, This is
in accordance with the request made by the Execu-
tive Commitiee last week,

The Oommittee on Parade has succceded in
eonvineing Gen. Alger that it will be best to per-
mit the erippled velerans to ride in the procession.
Of courss the principal objection made was that
the Jine would be too long if carrisges were ad-
mitted. The ecommittee hns decided to have a
division of earringes follow Lthe Depariment of
Massschusetits, aud sll disabled wveterans will be
invited to occupy them.

There will be three triomphal arches erscted,
and the pontracts have been awarded, The arch
in Washington street near Newton, will be 55 feel
high and %0 feet from earb to curb, with an open- |
ing 50 feet wide nnd 25 foet high. The battle scene |
on the front will represent Pickett's chiarge, and
on the reverse Shendan's ride.
