ANOTHER LEGEND OF THE THISTLE.

Agricultural Readers.

FAT 'IN MILK.
It is tho fat in (lio m'jlk from which buttor

is nimlo, nntl if tho dniryninn had nny moans of
determining thV'nniount of fat in a cortuin
amount of milk ho 'Would bo nblo to ueo his
richest milk for llltil rtnrpono. An oxporimont
to detorniino tho amount of fat in milk, tried
by Dr. S. M. Babcock, of tho Agricultural
Experiment Station of tho "Univoraity of Wis-

consin, will doubtless bo Intoresting to our
roadors, ns it appears to bo simple, and 1b

claimed to bo accurato and economical. Briefly
duncribod, tho method is as follows:

A carofully-mcasuro- d Bamplo of milk is
placed in a tost-bottl- o having a long, narrow
nock. Noxt an equal vohtmo of sulphuric acid
is added, and the hotllo is placed in a wheel,
which is rovolved horizontally from GOO to 800
timos por minuto for about six minutes. At
tho ond of this timo tho fat of tho milk Bet froo
by tho aoid has risen to tho top of tho liquid.
Hot.wator is poured Into tho bottlo, partly fill-

ing tho neck. Upon again whirling for a couple
of minutes, tho fat will riso through tho water
into tho neck In a long column, whoro it is
easily read off by graduations on the nock. By
thi3 method tho fat in skim-mil- k, buttermilk,
whey, cream, and ovon checzo can bo deter-
mined. This gives tho factoryman a means of
watching his separator and churn to dotect
losses horctoforo roalir.od, but not accurately
located. After tho first cost of tho apparatus,
tho oxpeusos of tho test aro small, tho acid
being tho only item asido from tho timo

a pound of acid, costing from two to
four cenlfl, will mako 14 tests. Dr. Babcock
states that aftor tho samples havo boon meas-
ured out, 00 tests can bo made and tho bottles
cleaned in two hours. Tho mothod ia not pat-
ented. Wo hopo to bco this bullotin in tho
hands of ovory dairyman, as it is Bout frco to
all who ask for it.

B0AB IN SHKEP.
Scab Is ono of tho most terriblo disoasos of

sliucp in this country, being vory contagioui,
very rapid in its oilecta, and very dilllcult to
oxlorminato. It is most fatal to tho young, tho
weak, tho closely inbred, and those that aro
poorly sholtorcd; and to such animals death
may como in two or thrco months. Other
hourcos of loss aro tho decrcaso in tho valuo of
thu mutton, and iu that of tho wool of tho first
Bhearing after recovery, and tho fewness and
feebleness of tho lambs from diseased ewes.
A full treatise on this euhject 13 given in the
report of tho Bureau of Animal Industry, from
which wo extract this account, as we boliove
that ovory farmer who keeps sheep should bo
porfectly familiar with the disease. Tho dis-
ease is caused by an insect known as tho sash
mitoor itch iusoct. When tho shuop show, by
scratching, biting and rubbing themselves", that
thoy aro suffering from itch, tho skin should ho
examined, and if infected it will show small
clovations nlighlly whiter or yellower than
the surrounding akiu, and tho insects can ho
found among tho hairs. Tho scab inject ia largo
enough to bo seen by tho naked oyo. It looks
liko a little whito point with a brownish

and if picked up with tho point of a
knife and placed on tho hand it will bo seen to
inovo. As it seeks tho longest and thickest
wool, tho disease is most disastrous iu Autumn
and Winter. Tho olovations increase iu num-
ber nud fiio until they run togethor over n
considerable space nnd ench of them gives out
a watery fluid, which gradually dries into a
yellowish greasy chit. Under this tho iusccts
hide and produce their young; and tho itching
be co in en so intense that tho sheep by rubbing
(car out tho crusts, arid with thorn tags of wool.
Tho insects now como out upou tho Burfaco,
and may bo found luawarms at tho edgo of tho
thick scabs', which tako placo of tho torn crusts,
thus spreading tho disease still furthor. To
euro is difllcult and' expensive; to prevent is
very easy.
' Prevention. Tho mentis of proTontion will be

seen In the fact that Infection is carried in ouo
way only, and that 1st by tho insects pawing In
somo means from sheep to sheep. The pieces of
scab and tags of wool which tho sheep havo left
wherever they rubbed thomsslvoa carry tho In-

flects and disease to other sheep rubbing on tho
same post1, and oven to thoso walking over the
sauto ground. Experiment havo shown that
tho insects can live on a pioco of pcab from 10
to 20 days. From the foregoing it is evident
that when raib has appeared In a flock treat-
ment must bo applied to every sheep exposed
to contagion; that the flock should bo alrictly
quarantined to proveut tho disuaso from spread-
ing to other flocks; that tho sheds and yards
where thoy havo been kopt should bo thor-
oughly cleansed, and that after cleansing tho
yards should bo left vacant for thrco weeks.
Tho soil of tho yards should bo carted away,
and all the wood-wor- k as high as a man's head
should bo washed with boiling lyo and thon
whitewashed.

Dipping. Dipping for tho euro of scab should
corau after shcaruig, and should bo repeated In
10 days or two weeks, that thu egg may bo
hatched and yet noun of tho young ho old
enough to lay eggs. The best temperature for
the dip is from 100 to 110. Hold tho sheep
iu it from GO to 00 seconds, rub tho scabs with
a stiff brush, and immurso tho head at least
once. Thu Australian or Huthorford dip, which
has been very Bucceasful iu the hands of largo
llockmasters, is composed aa follows: Tobacco
and flowers of sulphur, ono pound each to every
four gallons of water. Steop tho tobneco in a por-
tion of tho water; mix tho sulphur with somo
of tho tobacco wator to tiio tliickncfis of cream;
then add tho rest of tho water. Stir constantly
during tho dipping. Stophon Powers gives tho
following: To ovory 100 gallons of wator uio
35 pounds of good, Hlrong tobacco (if stems aro
used there should bo moro) nnd 10 pounds Unworn
of sulphur. Law's recipo is a very good ono:
Tobacco, 10 pounds; oil of tar, three pints; soda
ash, 20 pounds; soft soup, four pounds; water,
GO gallons. Dips containing limn aro apt to in-

jure tho wool, and arsenical dips aro often fatal
to tho sheep. Probably tobacco and sulphur
form the best combination known for tho treat-
ment of scab.

WHI5AT HOST.

Tho wheat rust has ruined many crops iu
different parts of tho country this year, and it
will continue to do so until tho farmer learns
enough about it to prevent its ravages. Tho
fertilizers applied to tho wheat often is tho
beginning of this disease. Grain of any kind
that has beeu fertilized with minerals is much
cj.i likely to rust than that manured with

mainly carbonaceous fertilizers. Ofton, how-
ever, dooi rich stable manure mako a splendid
crop of grain, whilo manure made from straw,
whicli Is mainly carbonacoous, will mako weak
til raw and shrunken wheat. Tho explanation
given for this is that rich manure hoi b to mako
Boluble potash in tho soil whilo poor mauuro is
not strong enough to do ho, ho that by adding
it dressing of manure from grain fod horses
may havo tho effect of a dressing of potash, not
directly supplying this mineral, hut only lib-orati-

what was all ready in tho soil iu an
condition.

I0TE.
Tho article iu this week's paper on "Scab in

Sheep " is printed by request of several s,

and wo think it an excellent article.
Tho Bureau of Animal Industry baa spared no
pains in making ih'itf a compluto report, and
wo havo extruded from it tho part which
covers what our readers desiro to know.

Mixed rations are? more economical than tho
feeding of any particular articlo of food ex-
clusively, as some fopdjuHsiata in the digestion
of others. Thoro a?o growing rations, which
are host for glowing, utpek, aud thoro arc ra-
tions that promote fat moro than othera. Tho
stockman should havo an object iu view, and
feed in a manner to obtain it at tho least east.

Tho objection to having horses stand in
stables with their feet ou hard wooden, comeut
or stone floors lias led many to substitute floors
of earth, especially in tho Summer timo. This
is all right for tho horse's hoof, but tho owner
must look to it that it does not luvolvo great
loss of liquid manure. This is absorbed by the
earth, nud tho surface of tho earthorn floor to
tho depth of eight or 10 inches should ho
changed at least twice in a Summer. This
man unsaturated soil is an oxcollont fertilizer,
richer than tho avorago of dry manuro throwu
out from tho stablo wiudqw. --American Oulti'
vator.

"others," St. Matthow assorts moro specific-
ally, thus, "Tho Kingdom of God shall bo
taken from you Jews, and given to a nation
Gentiles bringing forth tho fruits thereof."

St. Mark fails to speak of tho stone grinding as
in Sf. Mutt., 21 : 44, and St. Luke, 20: 18.

(These aro nut all tho differences. It is a pleasant
mid profitable study to rend thn accounts, noting
variation-)- , additions, etc. If thcro bo thrco
