By vomnand of Gen. BRAGG,
Urponce W, Buesy, Assstant Adjulant-General,
Ay Anylight, or shortly after, on Satarday,
Bept. 1% we arrived st Crawfish Springs, whers,
after obisiuing & short zest, we moved Lhenee
slony the main road toward Rossville, until the
Dyer bouse was resched st about 9a. 1, Here
we fiied right, moving o the front into some
fieids, whore, on a low spur of tbe ridpe near
Chattuvoogs road, in the rear of and adjscent
& tannery, there occurred one of the wost
publisme and jmpressive scenes of the kind that
ibiy ever occurred in any age u & battle
mh There Bov,. W, W, Lyle, mem of the
11tk Ohio, conducted fur & few woments s di-

bowed, thero stood those veterans of the 11th
and 36th Ohio, and perbaps other regiments,
amidst tho crashing sounds of bursting shoells,
the roar and thunderings of the artillory and
staccatic rattle of the small-arms, devoutly par-
ticipating in the devotion, many & poor follow
for the last time on earth: after which we
moved on to the woods where was to be fought
on that aud the succceding day, certainly, one
of the most stubbornly-contested, sanguinary,
and in some respects remarkable battles in the
sunals of history. There scems a deep and
poetic significance in the name of the stream
along whose banks was fought this great battlo,
and from which it took its name—Chicka-
maugs, which in the Indian tongue means
“RIVER OF DEATH,”

making its peculiarly-remarkable name one
literally true in its extraordinary baptism in
the life’s blood of scores of thousands of brave
and noble men on either side, a full contury or
more after receiving its nams from the Chero-
kee Nation that then dwelt along its borders.

The battle had already begun and was pro-
gressing vigorously on some parts of the field
prior to our srrival.  Our corps, division and
brigade formations wore socon sccomplished
fucts. From our brigade the 89th Ohio had
been detached and sent to Tracy Cily to gnard
that point and destroy the encmy's * saltpoter
works” at Nickajack Cave, While en route
to rejoin us it was temporarily attached to
Granger's Corps, with it actively participating
in tho battle, gallantly maintaining the posi-
tion assigned it until the evening of the 20th,
when it was, with several other regimonts, sur-
rounded by wvastly-superior numbers and capt-
ured, In the absonce of the 89th, the 11th and
the 92d Ohio, the 18th Ky. and 2ist Ind. bat-
tory were sssigned positions on the frout line.
This line proximating Alexander's Bridge,
one of the rebel poiuts of erossing, was not
long kept in waiting. The 36th Ohio was left
As & resorve not far from tho tannery, noar the
road that passes from Chattanooga through the
gap in Mission Ridge at Rossville, sud but
short romove from where the road defleets to
the south toward Lafayvette. The regiment,
however, changed positions to the left several
times, in order to be near at hand aod in readi-
ness to snpport or relieve its compatriots ac the
frout. This it was called upon to do about mid-
afternoon. DBy this time the battle was raging
fearfully ; the indescribable noise of the con-
tending hosts as they swayod to and fro like
the surging billows of old ecean ; the continu-
ous, gharp roll and rattle of the musketry; the
deop bass, deafening boom of the artillery;
the whirring, shrieking, bursting shells; the
short, sharp, shrill, piercing hiss of shrapnel,
grape and canister, together with the torn,
mangled and bleeding wounded that were borne
or wore painfully dreagging themselves to the
rear in continnons sireams, told a fearful and
bloody tale of the Larrors that were being
enncted on Theconllict commmeonced
on the left, rolied thence to the right, falling
upon Johnson's Division snd almost simul-
taneonsly upon our (Reynolds's) division, who
with desperate valor waintmned their lines,
wavering at times, ‘Ltis troe, but aguin regain-
ing firmness and again advancing. Baird and
Branuan’s Divisions in pesition, the order was
given for the entire Fourteenth Corps to ndd-
vance. “And nothing in bistory exceeds in
grandour the charge of that powerful corps,
Lougsireet's men from Virgiuis were directly
opposed to the troops of Thomas. Although
they fought with stabborn detormination, they
could not for an instant check the slow and
stately march of our battalions. In wain they
raliied snd rorallied ; in vain thoy wheelod
their caunon into a score of mew positions,
Thomas moved resistlessly on. Much of our
artillery lost in the morning was recaptured.
Seven pieces were taken from the enomy.”

OF this part of the battle, Pollard, in “ South-
orn Hustory of the War,” Vol. 3, p. 124, says:
“For two hours the fight raged with sublime
fary. Thomas commanded the Yankees' left.
Heavry reinforcements being sent from the
enomy's right to him, he was enabled to regain
& portion of the ground be bad lost. Nover
did Yankees fight better than just here. They
drove back Cloburne's magnificent division, and
1t appearsd ut one thne as if our right and een-
tor were giving way before Thomas's extraor-
dinary attack.”

It most bave boen mesr noon that the Con-
foleraste commauder hurled s very heavy
manssod columo upon Thowmas's right, striking
our (Reynolds's) division in full force, following
this up by successive attacks along our front
until the battle ruged along the sntire line. Up
to the time of the active participution by the
36th Obio in the forefront of the battle, the bLri-
gade bad accom plished splendid execution. Not-
witlistandiog the regiment had kept pretiy
well ciosed up on its brigade st the front, the
fieid of our vision of comrudes in action was

| very limited, owing to the growth of pines,

83 they listened, intently listened. to the rat-
tling of “ the wild griwm dice of the iron game.”

For ue'er wus Geld so steruly fought,
Aud ne'er was conguost dearer bought,
Here plled lu commion slaughter sloogy
Those whow atfection long shisll weep,
Thou canst nol uwins uine Legder tie,
Bul hero dissolved iis reliota lin,
Along in the aflternoon, after 2, or perhaps
8 o'clock, while the battie wus raging with
“sublime fury,” the line to the right and front
of our then front was being pushed back with
impending Lability to dizintegration., The
J6th Obio, with its brigade, was woved rapidly
by the right flavk through the timber to ro-
lievo our line or il & possible gap and confront
the enemy. The rogimont had double.quicked
but & short distance whon it was halted, faced
to the froot, aligned and ordered to lie down,
1o coming into line bere it furmed noross a dry
water-course, and at acute angles with it. The
bsnks of this dry rivalet descended gently
from both sides—ite right and left bavks—the
bauk on the west side the highest. Our line
facud slmont to the scutheast: its course (south
by southenst), by right obliqus into the enemy's
lines, The descent in front of us was s semi-
tlenred spaced Lhat could be swept by the 21st
Ind. battery, thut was posted on a little wooded
clovation a little to the west of south of the
slope and & little to the rear and south of our
immediate right. Thesides and the southeastern
base of the elevation was fringed with what
looked Hke hazel or hackberry bushes and briars,

“Out of ammunition,” * Give 'em ——1" and
other liko expressions, This line had hardly
passed to our rear when their pursuers, una-
ware of our presence, surged ap almost to our
vory lines. Instantly that they discovered us
they took cover behind standing and fallen
timber, and opened a most galling and destrue-
tive firo on tho 36th and tho reat of the line,
“The air at once was rifo with a million whis-
poering hornets swiftly searching for a life.” 1
hiad lain down in the bed of the dry water-
course among sowe rocks, and when the John-
nios openod on na their * battle flame of hell,”
I drew as feolingly and touchingly near to old
Mother Earth's bosom as possible—would have
orept inif I conld. While in this position I
folt o footstep at my head. Looking up I saw
a Captain apparently making his way to the
rear; further obsorving what I then took to be
some confusion in my company. I sprang to
my feot, and as I did so, comrades, I verily be-
liove that every individual number—for even
they are numbored—of the eapillary substance
that vegotates upon my eranium stood of its own

Ho was resting
upon one knee and foot, taking & moro dalib-
erate aim upon the enewy in his front than he
did upon & bunny I wot of upon an oecasion
when we were banting along the classio banks
of Duck Creek in Ohio, We camo upon her
ladyship sitting quict!y at the side of tho path
not 10 feet distant from us whon discoverod,
I fired, sure of the game, and overshot, True
followed, more confident, if possible, than was
I, and undershot, While her redoubtable Nim-
rods were reloading proparatory to her final
dissolution (?), wise for onoce, Mollie Cottontail
laid back her cars, winked her noss, and skip-
ped further risk (?) of a porforated hide. The
sight of the Bergeant restorod my mental
equilibrium, The dazed wore but few, and
thoy oniy for the moment, Turning again to
the front they behold thelr comrades, us one
man, from flank to flank recelving

THE ENEMY'S ONSET WITH SOLID FRONT.

Reader, if you were to place In the hands of
A #trong man two sharp corn-cuttors, and send
him into a fleld of thickly-standing corn, and
bave him pass slong the length of the rows,
cutting and slashing indiscriminately, as you
would sce tho stricken stocks totter and sink
or pitch and fall, your observation would be
likened unto mine at that moment, save that 1
wus looking npon the * ghastly harvest of the
fray, the corpses of the slain,” as my comrades
foll there on that Saturday afterncon on the
piaine of that * River of Death.” How long
we engaged the enemy there I know not; |
took no note of time. With being so groatly
outtiumbered, and most exposed, the 30th Ohilo
necessurily sulfered most for the time. ILisut.-
Col, L. F., Devol, of the 36th, realizing how un-
equal was the contest, sought his Colonel (Wil
G, Jonesj, Not finding him, ho hastened back
to his place on the right of the regimont only
to see the wien he Joved so well falilng, killed,
and the wounded going to the rear, many of
the latter from Co. D, Capt. James Btaniey,
Agein Lieut.-Col, Devol ran to the centor of
the regimeut; again was be unsnccessful in
finding Col. Jones or any superior oflicer to
whom to report, Gon, Turchin for the nstunt
not being in sight, Time was preeions; varily
Lime was life to the many, the situation appusi-
ing, being indeod desporate, and he assumed
commwand, At this moment it was whispered
ulovg the line that Col. Jones wus killed, and
the quostion asked, ** Where's Dovol?” followed
quickly by the cry, “This will never do; let's
charge, lot's cliarge,” Just then I heard the
dullish gluck of & ball, and my frisnd, Licut.

the line. Like lightnlug's flash was the glint-
ing and tho gleswming of the bayonets' glitter
a5 thoy flashed io that afternocon sunlight aud
wore with ominous elick adjusted, While these
rapid communds and wovements were oceurriug
Lieut.

While these
few soconds’ talk was being held the brigade,
with a grim resolve that mocked at hostile
force, had made realy, sturting like mountain
torrent full and strong, with yall

As if men fought upon the earth
And flends o upper nir,

Life and death were in that shout, aud
trivmph, chargs and rout; then with a cheer,
Imelf the presage of victory, thess men of Tur-
chin's with arms to strike nod souls that dured
dashed at them the cold vengence of their
steel, hustliong the foe out of their position in
loss time than it tukes mo Lo write of il. The
epemy did not wait the application of the
poiuted steel, but fled incontinoutly, Gon.
Turchin, mounted upon his gnily-caparizonad
milk-white Arabian horse, looked absolutely
bappy, while he cheored us, ns in one torrent
of blue, brond and strong, in advancing onset
we swept along, driving the enemy on onr front
sowe three-quarters of & mile, to and bLeyond
oue of thelr batteries, two pleces of which they
huad beon conipelled to nbandon; these Sylburn
Davis, Ed. McElroy (now of Byducy, I1L.), of Co.
E, aud others wero snxious to tako off the fleld,
but the tangled brushwood aud trees precluded
the possibility of success. An Aid rode up and
fuformed us

OUR FLANKA WERE IN AlR,

greatly exposed to attack, and instructed us to
retire. 1 huve nlways understood that in this
charge wo cut the entire length of our brigande
out of the enemy's lines, pussing 8o far Lo their
rear a8 to call & halt along their line for quite
a distance to the right and left of ug. Corlain
itis there wad no further offonsive effort on
thelr part on our frout that uight, On our ro-
turn from the charge we wers roformed BUAT
to where we wore when the charge begun, It
wus not until after we had returned that Lieat..
Col, Devol learned that Col. Jones had fullen
wmortally wounded und was being borne from
the fiold at the time he was looking for him.,
Ma). Adpey had also been wounded and tuken
off the field; regimental easnalties had been
vory greal. A non-purticipant eye-witness
(Arthur Lawlon, of Co. F, 3ith Ohio, now of
Kunsas City, Mo,) of the charge wrote me as
follows: “I think it was one of the grandsst
charpes made during the war, cutting clear
through to the rebel bagguge-wagous, An
Orderly here overtook the brignde with orders
for its return, and they about-faced and came
back over the track thoy had opened, without
being molested ; the rebols weres either cowed
or lost in admiration, and quictly permitted
them to return witheut let or hindrance, ‘I'his
I believe is a Jittle patch of history that Las
never beeu ventilated very much., 1 was not
in the charge, but was on a litule, low hill where
1 conld see.”

When reformed, Gen, Turchin, in full-dress
uniform, astride his white Arabian, reingd up
near the center of our regiment, now glancing

up the line, now dowa the line of the regimonts,

— e — e

with a smilo of satisfuction illuminating his
countenance, raising his lelt hand, with it
graspod his ehapeau-bras st base of plume,
lifting it from his head, while in broken English
he sliouted: * Bully for mipe brigade!” Some
smiled quietly at first at the (ieneral's enthu-
sinsm, others Inughed outright: almostinstantly
the brigade became infectod with the spirit of
their Goneral, and the men of that gallant bri-
gade, one and all, a8 moved by a single impulse,
gave vent to their feslings in such a happy,
hearty, ringing cheer as to make those old
Georgin hills reverberate its echo above the
wigo of battle,

A consuming line of fire had swept from all
along the line of our corps, the rebels retiring
everywhere bofore it, and by sunset our brigade,
division and corps lines wete sgain established
in battle nrray in almost precisely the same
position they had taken in the morning. Call-
ing & comrade (Corp'l W, H. Thornton, T be-
liove) to my aid, we assisted Lieut. Rhodes to
the Dyar house, making him as comfortable ns
circumstances woold permit, He, with others
of our wounded, fell into the enemy’s hands;
was taken into Chatlancogn, whore he died
Oct. 18,  Hia brother officers had his body em-
bulmed and sent to his home in Ohio for inter-
mont. As I turned to go to my rogiment,
someone pointed to an ambulanes noar by, and
said to me, “ Your Colonel is inside,” the first
intimation T had had of his being wonnded, I
had heard that ho was killed, Stepping up to
the ambulance I was kindly greoted by Col.
Jones. He was suffering excrociat ingly froma
ganshot wound in the groin, which he in-
formed mo he rocognized us mortal. In parting
he requestad to be remembered in kindness to
the regiment, sending them his farowell. He
died at the dead of night, during the “lInll in
that hell of scenes and noises,” Nature's season
of “enforced rest from the hot hours of battle,”
His body was recognized by a Confederate
officer, an acquaintance in ante-bellnm days,
who bad him buried and his grave marked.
In December following his body was recoverod,
It now lies in the benutiful Bpring Grove Come-
tary, near Cincinnati, Q,,

In Co. E were two comrades who were always
at outs with each other. When the compruy
returned to its position after the charge, these
two comrades were found lying in the bed of the
dry rivulet, side by side, doad, both dead, haviug
been killed at almnst the same momont, Thera
bsing no opportunity for burial, their bodies
were loft whero they fell, and there they wore
found whon the regiment visited the feld about
Doe. 10 following.

Their romaius now lie side by side in graves
marked 453 and 434 in the National Cemetery
at Chattanooga, Tonn,

la mnother instanco n young man who had a
presentimont of death, wrote upon & card his
name, rank, company and regimont, and the
words “killed in battle, 5 pt. 19." This com-
rade’s namo was Henry Hazlott, of Co. I, 36th
Obloe, The card was found on his body by his
comrades that night,

intorest, while listening to the shrill scream of
the engine, as truins wounld come and go, but it
did not come. As half of the night had goue,
I decided to undressand get rid of my blanketa,
as thoy were anything but comfortable. Alter
drassing mysell again, I spread out the blankets
and turned in for the night,

About 3 o’clock I was aroused by a noise at
he door. Looking ap I saw several men, with
8 Iantern, and, as the massive iron-grated door

Davis wearing a chain around his neck fustened
with a padlock. TUnder the cirenmatances weo
could not congratulate each other upon our
successful eseape.

They had been captured about 30 miles from
Bast's houso, and were chained together by the
nock and driven back to Concord. The key to
the lock faslening the chain around Davis'a
neck having been lost, they left it on him at
the time of his inearceration in the jail,

At broak fust wo wore informed that we wonld
be sent to Salisbnry at 9 o'clock. T tried to
meail upon Hall and Davis to euch takoa

Innket, bul they were afrnid of dotection.
Being n little fonrful myself I only took one,
which I doublod as bofore and wrapped aronnd
my :mdy, thon around esch log and tied at the
unkle,

At tho time stated we wore marched ont and
halted while a blacksmith cat the chain from
Davis's nack, While walking down the side-
walk toward tho depot, earrying s boot in each
hand, 1 was several times accosted thus: * Say,
Yank, why don't you put on your boots?"”
Giving a differont answer to each as we passed,
we soun resched the depot, whers we were put
on the cars, and, after a short ride, arrived at
Salishury,

From the depot we were marched to a little
pen about 12 feet square and thres and a half
feet high, with a little hole In the bottom to
crawl in at.  Hero we found several more men,
and a short conversation with them developed
the fuct that they were all Union men who had
boen couseripted, or desscters from the Confed-
arate army,

I was uncomfortzble with the blanket
wrapped sronnd me, and 1 broke the strings
aud took it off. Hall and Davis told where |
g0t it und uil commented vpon It sayiog: " If
that wasn't & Yankee trick we dou't know
whal I3, for no one but a Yankes would have
thought of that way of hiding a blanket.”

Our quarters were vory uncomfortable, as we
had to sit or lie down all the time. About
sunsot wo were called out and notified shat we
woold be went to Laleigh. A soldier stepped
up to me, saying that he had orders to put
shackles on two of vws. They would not go
uround my old boot, and he threatened to cut
the legs off, but I stronnously objected, and they
decided to shacklo 1Inll and Davis togother, as
they wore shoos. As I was congratulating my-
selfl with the thought that I would uot be
bampured In auy inanner, & Sergeant came ont
of the tent wilh o small rope ubont 12 feet long,
aud walking up to we ordered me to hold out
my arms.

HE TIED IT AROUND ONE ARM
Just above the olbow, passed the rope scross my
back and tied the other arm. | made a groat
many " complaints about their tying me too
tight, and after they bad eomplotsd the job
they put tho blauket over my shounlders, as |
requosted. I was partially successful in my
ffullnt.u, and begun to think of getling my arms
roe,

In my haversack was sn old easoknife,
nourly worn to s point and pretty well nicked
up. To get the kuife was bat n moment's work,
and holding it with my thuwb and forefinger
I muuaged to reach the rope. Hackiog st it a
fow moments, the rope parted and my arms
were oned more free,

Arriving at the depot, and learning that the
train wes two hours lute, we decided to lle
down upon the floor aod tuke a nap. I man-
aged to koep the blanket well over me and my
arms coverel. As the train eame thundering
in the Sorgennt ordered us to get up, Hall aud
Davis complisd. I made an eifort to get up aa
& man naturally would without the use of his
iy, wnd the Sergeact, thinking I was tied,
belped mo up, remarking, “ It is hard to tie a
man in that way, but ¥ could not help it, for |
was ordered to do so, aud at daylight I will
untio you.”

Thavking him, I said he wos in duty bound
to ohey his orders,

Wo were put luto a car and seated as follows:
Hall and Davis in ous seat, with two =uards in
froat and twa ab their vight; » conseript and
mysolf sat benind them, two guards to wy
right aud the Sergeant avd one guard to my
rear,

Wo slept most of the night, but just at day-
Hght 1 was aroused, erose to my feot and
sirotchod nysell, never thinking aboot my
surine, Shortly after the Sergeant reached over
and punched me in the back, saying:

“ How did you get that rope off yourarma?”

“An it was somewhat sunoying,” 1 jokingly
answered, “ 1 shed 1t in s short Lime alter you
put it on”

* Whnt did you do with it?" he asked.

“As it wua of no particular use to wo 1 threw
it awny,” was wy roply.

* Well, yon ought to have bronght it along,
8o that 1 could bave taken it back,” said the
Sergouat.

* Probubly,” was my answar: * but I nevor
curry a ropo with which to hang myself”

A little after dayiight they took the shackles
off from Hall and Davis,

Arviving st Ualoigh, we were marched
through the clty to a place kuown as Camp
Holmes, whore we met Littlgjohn and several
other men who had eseapod from different pris-
ons, I embruced my first opportunity to give
Mr. Littinjohn a piece of my wiud for his re-
marks wbout we when he was eaptured, snd
the Information he gave that thore were two
mors, which assisted iu the capture of Hall and
Davis; moest of which he denied, even when [
informed him I was seereted close by in & cab~
bago-lot and heard Lim toll Ol Fatty,

The pext day wo were murched back to the
depot, put into an old box-ear, und started for
Balisbury., Daring the afternoon I saw one of
the gunrds hang his haversack on one side of
the car, nnd s it had the appesranes of being
pretty well filled, [ could not easily forgot it—
in fact, I beeame very much interested in that
particnlur haversack, so inuch so that I took up
u position as noar it na 1 counld., A little alter
dark | decided to confiscute its contents, and &
minute suiced to complete the job. 1 found
one onion, n piece of rusty pork and a quantity
of bread, or biscuit. Not daring to tuke the
onion or pork for fear of detection by the sense
of smell, I contentod myself with the biscnit,
und, after vating all I could, hid the rest by un-
buttouing my shirt-bosom and tucking it away
for future use. The guard svon missed his ra-
tions and swore that if he could find the *
Yankeo that stole his bisenit he would dig it
out of bim with his bayonet,” Under the cir-
cumstunces 1 becamo anxious for him to look
in some other quarter for his rations.

Arriving at Salisbury asbout 4 o'clock in the
moruing we weore marched to the regular
prison and put in with about 600 desertors. As
soon 49 we were safely lodged o our quarters,
1 unbuitoped my shirt, took out the biseuit
and divided with Hall and Davis, Several of
our men wore robbed of every loose article by
the desorters,who were, without exception, the
worst lot of men I ever saw toguther, and for
several days our squad was kicked and cuffed
around by thom at will, aud taunted in varipus
ways, they asking us if we did not wish we
were desertors, The senle soon turned, how-
ever, whon we wore roinforced by seven or
elght thousand

PURISONERS FROM RICHMOND,

Then'the deserters were in a minority, and
beecame as sociuble ns one could sk,

It soon bucame known that they were de-
sortors, and they lenrned that those they kicked
und cutled around had vot forgotten the treat-
ment received ab tholr hands, A they mixed
in with the prisoners someone was sure to rec-
oguise und point tham out to some fellow who
wis eqoal to the occasion, who, without core-
mony, would walk up aad knock him down,
theu call out ** Deserter,” ‘The ery would be
catght up by others, and the deserter would be
forcod to run the gantlet, getting & blow from
anyone who felt disposed to give it. i only
took two or threo duys of this kind of work
to convinee them that they had better keep in
their quarters. The authorities threatened to
turn thelr wrtillory upon the prisoners if they
persisted in thumping the deserters, but that
had little effect upon us, and they were removed
o other quarters in & fow days.

Lindsey, n great talker, and very indignant
towiard the Federnl soldiers © but my father gave
hier 1o understand before sl went up (o see vou
that she mwust not say anything that wonld wound
yonr feelings, for he would not nliow it. Although
& slrong Southerner, be wus mueh of & gentleman,
The other lndy was a Miss Plunket. She is mare
risd and lives in Coneord, Mra. Lindsey died in
Kentucky. We haveoften wondered what became
of Hall and Davis, and we are glad to kuow that
they are living and dolog well.
