Islands Whers Horses, Catile, Gonls and Plgs ars
Hunted,
LMOST all of the do-
mestic animals yon
have in this conntry,”
said an Hawniian Is.
lander the other day,
“we have running wild
in countless pumbers
over our plateans and
hillsides. Wild dogs
and cats aro innumer-
able, The cats, of every variety, from Multess
to tortoiseshell, are exceedingly fierce, while
the doga are mongrel, fervcious, and hunt other
animals in paeks for a living. Their original
progenitors wore tamo apecimens brought over
in ships, So itiswith the wild cattle that roam
our mountains and forests, A good many
yonrs ago an enterprising man shipped to ths
Islands from San Franciscoa bull and Ltwo cows,
two or threa calves, six sheep and three or
fonr gonts, Some of their deseendants eseaped
into the eomparatively uninhabited interior of
Hawaii, Oahu, and others of the group, and
now we have myriads of wild bulls and cows,
sheep and goats truveling about on their own
hook and affording gamo for the sportsmun’s
rifle.”
