?Tk lvcMjrvo Corps was coni- -

posod of mm who had
been disabled lor act-
iveourF duty by wounds
or disease, but who
wore retained in serv-
ice and assigned to such
duty as that which
they porfornied at tlio
camp. By this plan
able-bodie- d men could
be sent to the front,

whore they were mostnaeded, and the Kcsorvo
Corps be detailed upon other work. Notwith-
standing the fact that thec men were collected
from al! irts of the country, were from every
branch of the service, and mostly invalids, their
maiiuvcrs and deportment upon dross-parad- o

were so aseimilatod by caroful drilling that they
were pronounced by all wlio saw thorn at tho
Barracks to be in appearance as fino a body of
men 86 could be found ia tho Regular Army.

Many of these men had interesting and ro-

mantic histories. During the IS months that
I served as Swrgeou in charrc of tho Barracks,
I uupponod upon much personal history, around
som- - of which, it might bo said, " foil the twi-

light which surrounds the borderland of c"

Cfee of these men, whose fortunes
are the subject of this skotch, particularly ex-

cited my iutentt,
! first saw him in January, lSG3,short'yaftor

his transfer to the Reserve Corps, when ho was
seat to tue by Col. Slcvons, who saw his unfit-
ness even for ordinary duty. J ontered into
conversation with him, and what passed pro-
duced a favorable impression ujon me. Ho was
evidently well educated, and used to good so-

ciety, bet the expression on his handsome faco
convinced me that some great sorrow weighed
upon hira. Jlis name, he said, was Charlie
S . I gave him some lishtduty at the hos-

pital, where he soon a favorite with
the wen.

Sneakim? of the Illuelr Hnren Psivuirtr ,. in

glnia command which won wide celebrity iu
the late war, Gen. W. II. Payne sketched Its
history to a Globe-Democr- at correspondent aa
follows: "Tho Uluck Horse Cavalry woh raised
iu and about my town Warreuton, Fauqulor
County and I commundod It for upward of
two years, when my cousin, A. 1), Payne, suc-
ceeded to the command. When the war broke
out wo woro all mounted on the best horses that
could be had. Every one was a coal black uud
of thoroughbred blood. Tho men of tho com-pun- y

wore tho sons of wealthy planters. Tho
company guined its reputation at tho first Bull
Bun battle, whero it did vory littlo fighting as
a matter of fact. All that wo did was to har-
ass the enemy's rear nnd pick up prisoners.
I do not think wo killed iu that engagement
over two or three men uud lost none ourselves.
Wo soon run out of black horses, by tho way,
but tho company rotained its numo to tho end
of tho war, and perforincd gallant service. I
rose to ho u Brigadier-Genera- l along in 1803,
but still retained my interest iu the Black
Horso. Vory few of tho original members of
the company are now alive. Peuco aud old ago
have played greater navoo with them than war.

Bonds us a circular received by him. It is cun-
ningly designed to trap fellows who aro dis-

posed to bo scoundrels, uud engage iu tho pass-

ing of counterfoil, money. It is printed iu imi-

tation of typo-writin- on a shoot of foolscap, and
is without dato or place of writing. It reads :

DitAU Slit: I am desirous of obtaining n good,
pluuwd iinent hi your locality to handle iny "iiieilr
eiiio." Tlio enelosiiro herewith give all the Infor-
mation that could ln ilcMrnd, nnd uxplaiim ilnetf.

with which the Pan SlaviriU, who aro now
dominant in ifhls country, nro carrying out
their policy of " Bus-d- a for tho BuksIaiiH." Tho
brunt of this policy fulls on the Germans and
JeWH, who aro the most conoldorablo bodies of
alions In tho empire, and whose competition
ia most severely felt by tho native BusHians.
Tho plan now being put into opuratiou con-
templates tho expulsion of moro than .,000.000
Jews. To do thin a law is being formulated
which contains 01 very severe regulations
against Hebrews, and which boiug enforced
will make It impossible fur them to live in the
country. First, tho Jews tire prohibited from
dealing In most of the chief commodities, such
us wheat, flour and HpirlU. All Jewa nru to bu
prohibited from settling iu village;), and thoso
who havo ho settled eiuco 186. aro to bo ex-
pelled at once. Tho work has already been
begun of expelling tho Jowu who live within
CO vonstH of the Austrian frontier, and theso
limits aro next to bo extended to 100 vorstu.
Tho reason given for this is thut tlio Jews in
war time act as spies and aids to tho enemy uud
tholr expulsion is necessary for military rea-
sons. All Jewish young men aro compelled to
serve lti the army, and the old commutation
of 300 rubles to encape tho conscription ia
repealed. In tho case of a Jow deserting, tho
district from which ho came ia fined 000 ru-
bles.

Tho lawn also contcmplato such restrictions
upon the great numbers of Gontmn pliyaiclans,
engineers, merchants und farmers who uro in
the country an will compel them to speedily
quit It.

THE WEATHER.
Confection Currents in a Dry Atmosphere.

Ouo of tho most important applications of
tho laws of dynamic boating and cooling In
meteorology ia that of convection currents.
By convection currents aro meant ascend-
ing and descending currents which aro set
up in coiiscquuiico of a portion of air having
become, by changa of temperature, either less
or more dense than other parts of tho same
stratum, whilo exorcising the saino elastic
pressure. In such case it obeyn the law of no-

tation, and tho heated air rison, while cooler air
descends and takes its place. That this kind
of action ia of high importance, and, together
with its inverse action (the cooling and sink-
ing of heavy air), is tho principal cause of
winds iaa fact which can scarcolj' be considered
opoti to question. But a consideration of the
laws of dynamic heating uud cooling and their
consequence!, will hIiow that tho conditions
under which convection currents can bo set up
arerigorotiuly limited. Observation tolls us that
iu a column of dry nir, or ouo much below satu-
ration, these conditions aro very rarely fulfilled
oxcopt on a small scale and within a short dis-
tance of the ground. This iticthas been insuf-
ficiently insisted on in somo of our olemoutary
treatises on meteorology, and much erroneous
reasoning hay beou tlio result of tho otulsriioii.
Tho laud and sea breezes prevalent iu coast
regions nro tho result of convection curronti.
Tho monsoons of India arc the consequence of
convection currents una vastscale, which dur-
ing tho rainy hoi-jqi- i aro ascending and during
tho cold season descending currents in tho in-

terior of tho country.
Dry air iu ascending uses up heat at tlio rato

of about ouo degreo in every 183 feet, aud if
tho temperature of tho atmosphere through
which It ascends docs not decrease at au equal
orsomu greater rate, any mass which baa been
so heated as to expand and form an ascending
convection current, will cool more rapidly than
the strata through which it asceiidd, and will
soon bo reduced to tlio temperature and density
of the air at tho samo level, when its further
motion will bu arrested. Moreover, if imme-
diately about itB initial position tho vertical
decrement of temporaturu is not moro rapid
than ono degree iu 183 feet, it will notascendat
all, and wo may assort, generally, that 110 con-
vection current arising from a disturbance of
tho vortical equilibrium of lemperaturo can
exist in a dry atmosphere iu which the vertical
decrease of tomperattiro is less than ono degree
in 18 feet; unless the ascending air is contin-
ually rccoiving heat from some external source.
The same law holds good, mutatis mutandis, for
convection currents produced by tho cooling
and sinking of air of an upper stratum. No
descending current can bo set up In a dry at-
mosphere, unless tho temperature of tho air
around and through which It sinks increases
downwards more rapidly than one dogreo in
18.'! feet, or tiulcsa tho current is continually
parting with the heat goueiatcd by its descent.

Observation shows that in warm, dry regions,
and during tho hottest part of tho day, tho
temperature dccroinont with altitude is nevor
so rapid as ouo degree iu 183 feet, oxcopt in the
lowest strata near tho earth, and thoreforo
morel local convection currents iu n dry at-
mosphere, arising from a disturbance of vertical
equilibrium, aro of rnro occurrence. The only
important instances nro thoso aiforded by dust
storms, so common on arid plains in hot wea-
ther.

To tho reverse action, viz: tho heating of a
descending current, Dr. llauu attributes tho
hot, dry winds felt in the Alps and somo other
mountainous countries, and locally known as
the " Fohn." A similar descending mountain
current in Montunn, Idaho, Washington, Ore-
gon, and Ilrilisb Columbia is called the "Chi-
nook," a torm taken from tho region inhabited
by tho Chinook Indians.

The Knlarln of Our Judge).
The Illuttrutcd American.

Tho death of Justico Miller should renew
public attention to tho salaries that nro paid
our judges. After 28 youra of faithful ncrvico
Imj died "poor. Yet he waa n man of high legal
oudowmeutfi. Ho was learned, impartial, in-

corruptible; ho hnd a keen logical insight nnd
a rcinnrkahlo faculty for debate. It ia needless
to say that ho might have put his talents to
bettor uses, pecuniarily, than ho did. A groat
lawyer, a lawyer no greater In natural gifts
than himself, frequently makes as much inn
single fee aa Judge Miller's entire salary for a
year. Ho might have remained at tho bar
with a certainty of climbing to the top. Or he
might have gone Into politics. It is truo that
tho salaries of our Congresssinen and Senators
are not us large as those of the members of
tho Supremo Court; yot it ia n fact that
has been frequently commented upon by politi-
cal economists, that tho legislative halls seem
to duvelop habits of rcmarkublo thrift aud
economy, so that in a few years ninny of our
Hopresentatlvea have been known to save even
as much as $1,000,000 out of n salary of $5,000
par annum. Mr. Justice Miller, however,
chose to devoto his attainments to the aorvico
of hla country, without any hopo of largo gains.
Whether that spirit will remain long with us
in theso days of feverish monoy hunting ia
very doubtful. Every your it will bo moro
and moro ditllcult to till tho vacanclas in our
highest tribunals with tho legal eminence that
Is alono fitted to occupy them. Great lawyers
who command groat fees will bo moro and
moro Indisposed to give up their pecuniary
chances for the bare honor of becoming mem-bor- a

of tho highest judiciary in tho land.

Both the top aud bottom of the wheel must, of
necessity, it would seem, bo moving forward at
ono and the same rato i.e., tho speed at which
tho carriage ia traveling. Not so, however, aa
a littlo reflection would couvinco you. Tho
top is moving in tho direction of the whool's
motion of translation, whilo tho bottom ia
moving iu opposition to this motion. In other
words, tho top la moving forward iu tho same
direction in which the carriage is progressing,
whilo tho bottom ia moving backward, or in an
opposltu direction. That is why un instanta-
neous photograph of a carriago iu motion shows
tlio upper part of tho whoet u confused blur,
while tho spokes in tho lowor part aro dis-
tinctly visible.
