CITIZEKS-HI- TOO CHEAP.
Sargeon-Gcner- al IlautiUoH, of the Xarino

llnapital Ben'ioe, in his report to the Secretary
of the Treasury gives the results f the visits
lie has made to the principle foioign port of
ombarkatiou of immigrants bound for tho
United States. He vibitwd tho )erts of Naples,
Loudon, Liverpool, filaagow, Bremen, Triieto
aud HamiNirg. and feuad that at present there
is no systematic medical examination of emi-
grants at any port of ombarkatiou. Some of
the steamship lines require their surgeons lo
make a prelim ittary examination, which does
not compare with the examination which i
made by the coons of tlie Mali no Hospital
Service when they arrive ia New York. So
far as Dr. Hamilton's observation goes, ho
think there in no country in the world in
which citizenship i so cheaply obtained as in
this country, and he also thinks that restrictiv
measures agalnat the incoming mass of emi-
grants i one of the most important that can
be ooastderod, viewed from either aa economic
or polities! standpoint, and viewed from an
America u standpoint. Uie Doctor thinks there
is little doubt tlut th welfare of tho country
demand more restrictive measures than the
presewt laws seam able to furaikh. The advo-
cacy of restrictions upon immigration does not
nooessaiiiy, in the Doctor'a opinion, imply
lioatility to foreigners nor adverse legislation
te the wtcreU of naturalised citi7us now in
the country. The Doctor then cites cases In
Chicago, where Anarchists have created dis-

turbances, aud also the murderous Mafia So-

ciety in New Orleans, aud thiuka immigrants
of this character should not be allowed to oomu
to the oouutry.

REARRANGEMEHT OF THE SUPREME
COURT.

The death of Justice Miller Las led to a re-
arrangement of the Kupreme Court Jndgos.
Justice Field, who used to ait oh the left of the
Chief Justice, will now sit on the right, and
.liihticf liradk-- will occupy Uie seat vcitcd by
Justice Field, while Justice Harlan will take
the seat vhich Jastloe Kradley vacatos. Justice
Gray got 1 row the right to the left, and will
occupy Justiee Harlan's old seat, while Justiee
Blatchford takes the seat on the right vacated
by Justice Gray. Justice Lamar Com from
right to left, and gets one seat nearer the
Chief Justiee than be formerly occupied, nhile
the latest appointee. Justice Jirewer, takes the
seat formerly occupied by Justice Lawar, mov-

ing from the extreme left to the extreme right.
The seat oh the extreme left wiii be filled by
the new man that President Harrison, it is
said, will soon appoint.

FREE DELIVERY FOR SMALL TOWNS.
Tho experiment of froo delivery by carriers

iu small villages will bo inaugurated by tho
Po3trnaster-Genera- l .t? soon as ho can examino
the careful plans which Col. Hates, the Super-
intendent of Freo Dclivory, has prepared. Col.
liates estimates that theservice can l.o performed
in towns of 100 and 500 inhnbitant-- i in from
ono to two hours daily, at a cost of $107 per
year for ono hour's service, and $JM for two
hours' service The appropriation of $10,000
uiaile at tho last session of Congress for begin-
ning the experiment has not yet been touched,
and the whole of it can bo applied in the six
mouths from Jau. 1 to Juno 30 neat. Tho
Pcstmaster-Uener- al will ask and will probably
receivo an additional appropriation of a like
amount for continuing the experiment through
the next fiscal year. The plan will lie tried in
small places for the present, because it is ex-
pected that tho large places will ha provided
for by the bill now pending to extend the reg-
ular carrier system to towns of 5,000 inhabit-
ants.

A WATER-HAU- L.

When Prosidont Cleveland took the reins of
the Covornmeiit, a committee was appointed in
tho Treaiury Department to overhaul the book3
und documents of tl at Department, to find the
great frauds which had been committed by tho
itrpublicans from tho time Lincoln was in-
augurated until 31 r. Cleveland was elected.
This committee is still iu existence, and is
working right along in the herculean task of
chatting tho Department. During tkecanvaao
it v.it.i claimed that thousands of dollars had
been used to prcmoto tbe success of the Re-
publican party, out of funds which belonged to
the Government. The committee has as yet
made un report, but it has leaked out that so

, far they hnvu made a water-hau-l. Soma of tho
mot expert accountants of the Treasury havo
bei ii engaged in the work, and u vast amount
of Iwcka and documents havo been searched to
find the supposed defalcation. How much
longer the labors of the committee will con-
tinue, and what may he the outcome of the in-

vestigation, cannot, of course, bo foretold. But
judging ftom what ha-- j been done, the accu-
sations of fraud are likoly to fall to the ground.

SUNDAY SHAVING.
The hotel-keeper- s of the city resolved to con-

test the adverso decision of the Commissioners
ou their right to open their shops on Sunday
morning for tho accommodation of their late-arrivi- ng

guests, and Inst Sunday morning tho
shops of nil tho leading hotels were running.
Tho police looked in upon them, but mado no
arrests, and no warrants havo been issued up
to dalo. Tho Commisdionorsuiy that the hotel-hoope- rs

have been premature in forcing the is-

sue, if ono is to be forced, for tho Commii&iouers
Imvo not instituted any prosecutions. So far
as tho law is concerned, tho Conimissiouors
havo no option. It says explicitly that any
man who opens a barbtr-sho- p on Sunday shall
besnbjcct to a fine of &!0, and the Commissioners
havo no authority to suspend the law for tho
hotel-keepe- rs or any ono else. It seems, how-
ever, that if any suits are to bo beguu they will
bo at tho instance of the proprietors of tho
struet-shop- d, whoso theory is that shavers can
just as well bo accommodated on six days of tho
week, nnd will bo if the law is enforced. To
allow the shops to open on Sunday they say is
simply compelling tho barbers to work a half-da- y

more for tho same amount of custom and
money.

A SCARE AT THE WHITE HOUSE.
While workmon were engaged in cleaning

tho carpet iu tho Jiiat Room of tho Wliito
Houso on Thursday, Nov. 20, they found be-

hind a heavy curtain an object that caused
their hair to stand on cud. The object looked
liku a dynamite bomb, aud was handled very
gingerly by ono of tho colored porters. Tho
object looked like a pieco of t:as pipo, with a
tiny fiH attached. It was decided to take tho
alleged bomb to Polico Headquarters, and a
colored man was ordered to pick it up and ac-
company Mr. Diusmore to tho Chief of Polico.
Tho umu became so frightened that in his
nervousnesa he let the thing drop to the pave-
ment, and everybody in that vicinity ran from
it, expecting to be blown to pieces. As tho
object did uot explode, tho negro took hold of
the supposed fine and drew it tenderly out of
tho pipe, when scvoral yards of string woro
drawn out. It was found that the tubo was a
soft, leaden ono, and contained n preparation
for the bauds and face. Tho outside was mado
of blackened tinfoil, which made it look liko
a pieco of gas-pip- e.

Tho remains of Gen. John C. Starkweather

reached .Milwaukee, Wis., on Tuesday, Nov. 13,
nnd tho fuuoral took place in the afternoon.

Ligbt-IIors- o Squadron, and were viewed by
thousands of people. The dth Battalion of tho
Wisconsin National Guard were out in full
force, and the obsequies were of a strictly mili-
tary character. A horno resembling the ono the
General took to tho war with him from Mil-
waukee was led behind tho hearse, and, in con-
formity with military tradition, ti pair of high-topp- ed

army boots were fixed iu tho stirrups
with tho feet reversed. A squad of the 1th
Uattalion fired the customary volleys over tho
grave aud a bugler blew taps.

Kitlwlletl a SoJJier'j Orphan.
United States Marshal Long, of Denver,

Colo., brought to Indianapolis, Ind., M. D.
Fletcher, who formorly resided at Shoals, Ind.
In 1S79 Fletcher was appointed guardian of
Sarah K. and William Anderson, minor heirs of
William P. Anderson, an old soldier who had
just died at his home iu ShoaLi. Fletcher col-
lected somo $300 pension money duo tho de-
ceased tolilier and upplied it to his own mo.
Ono of tho children died, but the other upon
comingofnge preferred charges agaiusC Fletcher
and the latter was iudicted laat April iu tho
Federal Court at Indianapolis, but ho had dis-
appeared. When arraigned before Judge Woods
ho pleaded guilty. Soutonco was withheld.
The penalty for his offemo is a fine of ?i,000,
or not more than live years' impriseuiseut m
tho penitentiary, or both.

ANOTHER SUCCESSFUL MAN
Sketch or tho Prcsnt Superintendent or the

Foreign Hall SerTice

Capt. N. M. Brooki entered the army as a
private in Co. B, 3d N. J., iu May, 1S61, being
then 18 years old. Ife received his flwfc wound,
a severe ono, at Spottsylvivnia Courthouse, Vh.,
on tho 12th of May. 13ftl, which resulted ia
amputation of the right leg ami honorahlo dis-char- go

in October of the same year; he having
meanwhile hsm promoted to a Second Lieu-tenaut- cy.

First Lieutenantey and Captaincy in
tho 12th N. J., and being in eommaiid of his
company and just 21 years old when wounded.

Capt. Crooks participated in nearly all of
the battles of the Army of the Potomac up to

tho dato of his wound; aa3l subsequently, as
Captain in tho Veteran Keserve Corps, served
during tho Reconstruction period in Virginia
until Deeember, 1863, when he was Snally hon-
orably discharged from the military service.

During-th- e years ISttOand 1370 he was Assist-
ant Assessor of Internal Ke venue in Virginia;
and in July, 1S72, entered the Postal Service
as a result of a competitive examination under
the "Grant Civil Service Rules," receiving an
appointment as a clerk in the Postofiiee Depart-
ment at an annual salary of .$1,200. lie was pro-
moted under the same nil, until in January,
ISSi. he was made Chief Clerk of the OtBce of
Foreign Mails, and has continued in that
capacity until his recent appointment as Super-
intendent of Forign 3Iaile. Since May 1, 1S89,
Capt. Brooks has boen Acting Superintendent,
having the labor and responsibility, but with-
out tho pay.

His case Is unique in somo respects. While
he asked for promotion ob soon as tho office of
Superintendent beeamo vacant, he refused to
receivo political indorsements or to allow com-
mittees or delegations to press his claims, and
hia application on filo bears no indorsements,
other than those of his comrades in the Grand
Army of tho Republic, at whoso hands he has
beon highly houored, having been twice unani-
mously elected Commander of his Post (Lin-
coln, No. 3,) and once Commander of the De-
partment of the Potomac.

He states that his reason for pursuing the
courso that he did was that ho wanted ' to seo
what his record was worth," ho having re-
ceived disabling wounds in hia country'3
defense, and having since entered tho Civil
Service under Civil Service Rules, and having
been promoted under those rules until he was
next in line for elevation to the vacant Supor-intendcutc- y.

He had a long wait, but his merits seom to
havo been recognized at last, as he has been
authoritatively informed that he owes his ap-
pointment solely to hia etHcial record.

He is one of the vory few (if indeed there are
any others) who admittedly owe their promo-
tion to the statute giving preference to honor-
ably discharged wounded Union soldiers, and
an hetiost recognition by tho appointing power
of the binding force of the Civil Service reform
pledges mado by both parties without tho
solicitation of a single person of "influence."

Weapons for tlio Chinese
A contract was ontcred into recently between

tho Chinese Government and an American firm
of manufacturers for the delivery in Pekin of
100,000 stand of arms of the latest patterns. Ne-
gotiations have boon pending for several weeks,
French, English, nnd American manufacturers
of firearms being interested in the contest, and
the Chinese Minister gavo the proposals his
personal attention and consideration. Tho
American firm got the contract, becauso it was
thought their arms were the cheapest and bost.

-
A Jlouuiiicnt to den. Hancock.

Tho Park Board of New York City hnvo re-
ceived aud referred an appropriation for the
placing of a monument to Gen. W. S. Hancock
in tho park calledafter the distinguished Gen-
eral, at the junction of St. Nicholas and Man-
hattan avenues and 12:d street. New York City.
The bust of tho General is of heroic size, mado
of bronze, and is the work of Wilson MeDon-nl- d,

and is now exhibited at the Metropolitan
Museum of Art, and is pronounced to be an ex-
cellent piece of work by a board of experts.

Early Political Elrds.
A warm contest for tho Republican nomina-

tion for Representative in Congress from the
Third Maine District (Blaine's old district) in
1S02 Iibs beon precipitated by Gov. Burleigh,
one of the candidates, sending out letters ask-
ing for supportand declaring his candidacy.
Tho other candidates are the present incum-
bent, Seth L. Milliken, Hon. J. H. Manloy,
Hon. J. A. M. Hay ties, Hou. P. Wfewcll, J. S.
Walton and L. T. Carlton. Tlio fight bids fair
to a very lively one, but la02 is a long way off.
