Ho commits overy kind of oxcoss for which
an opportunity offers, is utterly ignorant of all
the laws of health, and never washes lumsolf
ititentiouatly and for tho sake of doauliuess.
Of course ho is occasionally ill under those

and froquontly afUictod with skin
diseases ongondutod by filth.

All those iu his opinion aro dovils to bo
danced at, sacrificed to, oonstrainod to quit him
by incantations, drumutings, and the howls,
oaperiugsaud curses of prepcrly-qualifio- d prac-
titioners of tho healing art so accoutred as to
appall the fiends. When a loy has his hair cut
for the first time, when ho is scarified, tat-tood- od

or married, when lis commits, or is pro-parin- g

to commit, murder, to go ou a voyage,
or te make a new god, Papuans iirst feast to
roplotion, and then danoe thotnsclvos into a
state of oollaiwe.

Savage dancing, which aooompanios almost
all ceremonials, civil, military, or religious, is
combined with song and action, and is essen-
tially dramatic. Alon in that state never
roalizo anything unlose they act or boo it
acted, and hence sacred dances and songs at
some time or other form part of the ritual of all
religions, and their survival through religious
oousorvatism often extends te poriods far re-
moved from these in which they originated
necessarily.

This Oceanic race is as unstable in tompor ss
the sea by which they live. To the swiftly
ohaugiug mood of savagery they add a vola-
tility of their own. In them the mental and
ometional proclivities which form the religious
temperament are but slightly devolopod.
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and tltatis about as far as their piety carrios
thorn.

Appareled in tho mannor previously de-
scribed, they boat baud-drum- s, sound pipes and
bamboo harmoniums, and make a din with
shell trumpets for the glory of their gods ; they
dance and sing and get drunk and rave in their
more devout intervals te do them honor, list
beside these male and female Kerwars who are
Uietutelars of houaeholds, and whom they treat
upon occasion with the grossest disrespect,
Manoeu aiouo. who is really a devil and not a
god. seems capable of insphiug this people
with any abiding feeling of revtsreuoc, and this
is because he docs them so much harm. Ho is
never reprosented in any way, and is the
nearest approach te the abstract conception of
a personality endowed with an intensification
ef tbeso powers observed in themselves aud in
nature which they arc capable of making.

Before an all pervading and directing spirit
oau be conceived, some conception of the unity
and interdependence of visible nature must be
framed. To such minds as these this is impos-
sible. Papuans may repeat formulas after a mis-
sionary, but their significance cannot be as-

similated.
It is net the usual but the exceptional which

impresses them. Sunrise and the setting stars,
tho flow and ebb of tides, growth, fertility, and
those constant winds which blew across tho
sea these are things of ooursc, in which tho
band of God dees not appear. But when Die
tomHjst ooiues Manoeu is there. Vailed hy
marsh miasms he brings ferer and death. He
is everywhere by turns whence sorrow and
disaster proceed. Bull in that fragmentary
and chaotic realm of thought whore tho savago
pictures the world of things, thorc can no rooro
oxiet a unity for evil than one for good.

Manoeu ojtemtes the major catastrophios;
the minor aro due te subordinate demons to
ghosts and te witchcraft. The former arc
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shades of the dead, mid especially the unburiod
are frightened away with war clubs aud shouts,
or ooulonted with oficrings or toy houses to
live in ; while the guilt of the latter, having
been established by such satisfactory tests us
that boiling water will nut scald them nor fire
burn, are sacrificed te the safety of tho com-
munity.

As Papuans 4e not understand this life in
the way of a oettsccutive and coherent state of
existence, still less de they oempiekend or ro-uli-

that other they vaguely believe in, but of
which nothing is known. It must be like this
one. because there is but one ooueeivehle world
and one eeuditiuu ef being: but it is not so
good as that left, and whatever may be thoir
dispositions here, those wbe go there become
malign.

A ghost is never friendly, a god rarely bo-nig- n.

witches and wixards are the enemies of
mankind, Nature dees net bless aud preserve,
but terrifies and destroys. It is easy to seo
that oKisteuee would be intolerable if, with
views like these, the minds that ontertaiued
them wore net ao inconstant as they aro. In
their perpetual cbiliheod savages seen forget.
Tho eottMAuiug in everythiug which they di-

vine but oaitnet see, takes shape in grotesque
and terrible forms; it frightens thorn for a
space, and then passes like the shadow wliioh a
cloud has oast upoe its way.

A NATION OF DWARFS.
Staalcr Inscribes the I'lsmies of Africa and Their

Their villages, situated under tho imporvioua
foliage of tho largest dump of trees to bo found
noar tho locality where 'they proposo camping,
struck us as being comfortable, snug, and neat.
I havo scon 92 huts iu ono of theso
villages, arranged in a circlo of about 50 yards
in diameter. Tho pigmy camps aro generally
found at tho cross-way- s, whero two or raoro
paths intersect, and aro lrom two to thrco miles
distant from agricultural sottlomonts. Our
anxieties always lessened on meeting them, for
tho moro paths wo found, tho moro wo woro
assured of food, nnd tho roads improved.

Sometimes theso forest villages wcro planted
midway betwoon parallel linos of settlements.
A short walk from our camp through tho woods,
north or south, would take ns to plantations
largo enough to supply a regiment with food.
One lime wo came to a group of dwarf villages
whonco a broad path six feot wido communi-
cated with another group throe miles distant.
This road was a revelation. It informed us
that tho tribo was moro than usually powerful;
that it was well established; that tho chiof
possessed power, and was pormittod to oxer-cis- o

it. Outside of tho groat kingdom of Ugan-
da wo had not seen in Africa a cut road longer
than half a mile.

Tho huts in every pigmy camp wcro of a
tortoise-bac- k figure. The doorways wcro not
moro than thrco feet high and woro placod at
tho ends, one being for daily use, and the
other, which froutcd tho bush, for escape.
Thoso for constant convenience looked out on
tho circular common and pointed to tho center,
whoro stood the tribal chiefs hut, as though
tho duty of overy household was to watch over
tho safety of him who ruled tho community.
Wo raroly found a hut higher than 1 feet 6
inches. In length thoy varied from 7 to 10
foot, whilo the width would be from ! to 7 feot.
In what appeared to bo camps
wo found rough cots constructed, which were
raised a few inches abovo the ground, after tho
stylo of our own forest couches. Sovcral layers
of phrynium leaves make a luxurious bed.

A vory easy way to cure a
felon is to mix equal parts of strong ammonia
and water, and hold your finger in it for 15
minutes. After that, withdraw it, and tie n
piece of cloth complctly saturated with the
mixture around tho felon, and keep it thoro
until dry.

Always wash baby's mouth and gums overy
morning with water in which you have put a
pinch of borax. It keeps the month fresh and
sweet, and prevents that uncomfortable afflic-
tion, a sore mouth, with which so many poor
babies arc troubled whou their mouths aro not
kept perfectly clean.

A weak solntion of Common table salt will
reliovo a cold in the head, snuffed up from the
hollow of the hand. Catarrh is often cured by
the persistent use of this simple moans. It
should be used night and morning for several
mouths, rather warm. A handful of salt added
to tho water iu which one is to balho 13 con-
sul ored a good tonic. A teaspoon ful of cam-
phor in a wide-mouthe- d bottle, well coverod
with boiling water, produces a warm vapor
which can bo inhaled for tho relief of acute
head colds.
