About 4 o'clock on the morning of
April 2 a signal gun was fired which bade them
form for the first dunce, the music te be far-
nished by the participants. They were erdered
to pay no attention to the rebsl picket, and not
s gun was fired ontil they got to the abatis
The rebel picket did not see them until they got
williin 20 feet, it beingso dark. While getting
through the abatis the rebel main line openad
on thew with telling offect, and the solid fame
from their breastworks lit uwp the counntry
sround so they could see where they ware
going. They charged and took the works, and
the writer does not think there was any regi-
ment abead of his in that charge. The writar
waa slightly wounded in the breast sod came
near being bayoneted by the rebel, but a mem-
ber of Lis company brought his gus-barrel down
on the rebel's head, and the writer can bLear
the suvund of that gun-blow until this day.
The fight did not last long at such elose gquar-
ters, for some of the rebels threw up their
hands, while others ran like race-horses. The
brigade moved on until they rgached the South
Bide Hailroad, where they tur(ﬁfp the track. It
was & glorious victory, and the Vermonters got
there for certaln.
